. SUGAR BOUNTIES,

Recent events have added to the interesting- posil:loﬁ of sugar, '
the question of bounties creating considerable discussion in the
principal sugar markets. A députation from the West Indian
association, including a number of planters, had a conference re-

cently with members of the British Houss of Commons, on the

subject of sugar bounties.- - Mr. Neville Lubbock, on behalf of
the * Association, pointed out the disastrous effects which the
sugar bounties paid by foreign governments, have had on the
sugar colonies and refiners of Great Britain, Other countries

are awaking to the fact that the giving of sugar bounties is not -

an unmixed boneflt, and Germany which recently adopted fresh
bounty legislation, has made overtures to Belgium, France and
Austria, with a view to the simultaneous abolition of all bounties.,
All of these governments were favorable to such abolition ex-

cept France, which it is hoped will concur in the project. The -

. Ever since one of New York's multi-millionaires be-
gan the erection of his palatial. residence last’ year—a
structure which is to cost a considerable part -of his
fortune~the newspapers all over the world, have more
or less, been discussing the subject, his right to do
what he likes with his own.. There are but very few
people in any community who are not prepared to give
advice to millionaires as to how they should spend
their money, and it was not to be expected that one of
the wealthiest of the Vanderbilts should escape receiv-
ing his due share. It was useless for him to explain
what evelybody should know, that the spending of so
mueh money on a residence meant employment to a
number of workmen of more or less skill, and to arti-
sans me]oyed in the various factories where furnish-
ings are produced. Indeed, one may extend almost
indefinitely the ramifications and the various courses
which the millions expended must take before the
mansion is finished and ready for oceupancy. The sub-

He has proved the accuracy of his
judgment in this direction before, and to become a
public benefactor he must deny himself the means of
gratifying the natural ambition to be known as a cool,
a daring and a successful operator. “In order” says
the writer * to gain a reputation for spending’ money
munificently, he must forego his reputation for spend-
ing it wisely. To ask this of him is really to dsk him-
to let his best enérgies lie idle, to forego the exercise of
his natural and acquired facultiesin order to give other'
people some simple form of enjoyment at his expense. v
Tlie petitioners ask the millionaires of England to use
their millions for the elevation of their poor  fellow- -
countrywen. It may well be answered that men whose
earlier lives have been spent in making money feel no
occupation for their later years more agreeable than in
still continuing and increasing the power which money
brings with it, and- which affords the precise excite-
ment that is wanted. It is often wondefed that more.
rich men do not make a more conspicuous use of their
riches. To people generally there are so many - things

them-were at hand; but as a rule .it is not so muchs =~
that there is not money which its owners are willing to
use for one or another pubhc purpose as that the
wealth.is distributed over”so many owners, and that
the means of . collectmg it is irksome and distasteful.

THE FAST LINE.

Tenders have at last been called for a fast mail service be-
tween Groal Dritain and Canada. The steamers must be the
sizo of the Tuotonic, and steam 20 knots an hour. Tenders
are to be in by June 10th and the service is to begin on May
1st 1898. 'T'he.winler port is to be Halifex while the con-
tractors have the option to go to St. John, N.B. The sum-
mor port is to be Quebec, with the option of coming forward
to Montreal, and this despite vigovous protests from the
Boards of ‘I'rade. The St. John, N.B. Board of F'rade members,
who haye heen strenuous in their efforts to boom that place
as a winter port, are indignant at boing passed over and have
asked that the date for veceiving tenders be extended to

August 10, so Lhat their protest may be consider ed by the:
Govoernment, but nothing delinite has as yat been done in .

this connection. It would seem that Montreal has an even
greitor griovance in being passed over than has St. Jobn, as
the bulk of the cargoes will come from Montreal, and unless
the conlractors ehoose othorwise thore will be an extra rail-
way journey to Quebec necessitatéd for freight. The port
in England is left for the steamship companies to select, or
. to bo decidod npon later, and in this the Government seems
to consider the trade of the coantry. Ihe people of Mont-
real, howevor, owing to the varly dato the tenders are re-
- turnable, bave not Lho opportunity to place their elaims bs-
fore tho lmperial government.

.- A NEW REET.

A discovery concerning the configurat-
ion of the great Bank of Newfoundland
and navigation across it has been made
by Captain W, J, Maln, of the Allan Line
steamer Corean. For all vessels- tradmg
to Canadian or Newfoundland ports,’ it is
most important to have correct. s»undings
of the banks, But Captain Main has
shown that these banks are’ continualiy

shiftlng and that the latest charts, made .
‘in 1859, are now quite unreliable. . This
is caused by the accumulation of débris in
some places and the ever-ploughing action
of large icebergs, which materially. in-
‘creases the depth in others. - In working
at the correction of the existing charts,
Captain Main Liag discovered a new bank,
the depths.on which are chamctenstic
+nough to be of service in approachmg
Llne port of St. John's,

The bank is eight miles long fro.n north
to south, aud-five miles broad from east to
west, with depths  of from.fifty-five to
seventy-seven fathoms.. The middle of
the western edge of the ‘bank les twenty-
