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EASTERN CUSTOMS AND BIBLE TEXTS

The Rev. Richmond Shreve, M.A., whose excel
lent papers on the Literary History of the Bibi
we had the pleasure of publishing a few. month
ago, has kindly placed at our disposal a series c
papers prepared for the purpose and read befor
his Bible Class in Yarmouth, and as they are of a
extremely interesting nature, and while valuable t
al], particularly so to the young, we think they wi
be very acceptable ta our readers.

No. I.

Ever since my boyhood I have had a longing
desire to travel, because in travelling one can see
and seeing learn.

While there are many parts of the world wvhich
have great attractions-as, e. g., the western par
tions of our own continent with their "magnificen
distances"; Italy, with its history of art and its sunny
skies ; the snow-clad Alps-I would, with compara-
tively little regret, pass by ail these if I could but
wander at leisure near ta and through the Cathe-
drals and Abbeys of old England and through the
different parts of Palestine! These subjects and
places have an interest for me I have no wish ta be
rid of-an interest which would only be deepened
by the gratification of sight.

Of the Cathedrals I must say not one word, or
we will not get ta Palestine at ail to-night. But
that land, the Hoy Land, the Land of Promise, we
would like indeed to stand upon its soil. Associa-
tions can do mucli in any case ta endear a spot ta
one's heart, but here it is especiafly sa. 'o gaze
upon that land from a nearer standpoint than that
of Moses; ta sec where Joshua fought, and Samuiei
prayed, and Solomon dwelt in luxury, and Elijah
was called from earth without actual death ; ta
walk where the great Temple stood-all this would
be something. It would be yet more ta visit that
land where the angels of GOn appeared in visible
form ta the sons of men ; and, above ail, it would
be with a holy delight that we would tread where
JEsus trod; with deeply chastened and subdued
feelings we vould visit Gethsemane and Calvary,
and spend our Christmas at Bethlehem.

Centuries aga, before Jerusalem had become haîf
foreign, as it is now; before it had fallen under the
rule of stagnant Mahommedanism; yet further back.
before Roman armies had laid low its walls, dtU
devout Jew, when making his periodical pilgrinmage
ta the Holy City, would fail upon his knoes in a
transport of joy as he first came in view of its
dazzling beauties We know that the deep feelings
of one great, full heart found vent in tears when.
knowing the future, He came in sight of the city ;
so that we can easily pardon the rapture of the
Psalmist, and would niost probably have echoed
his words, could re have seen it as he saw it-
"The hill of Zion is a fair place, the joy of the
whole earth." Anything, therefore, however
trivial, which throws light upon the Scripture refer
ences ta that land and its people ought, I think, to
prove interesting. Sa much by way of preface.

We haven't seen Palestine and are not likely ta
see it, for Our relatives, who, by the way, have tht
rmisfortuine to be unlike us m many respects, have
also the further unhappiness to be like us in theix
poverty. The traditional 'rich uncle'' will not,
therefore, bequeath us a fortune, and without it we
can not travel. Thank goodness, Cowper's words
are fairly truc as lie speaks of one vho bas seen tht
world: "Hie travels and expatiates, as the bec
from fiower to flower, so lie from the inanners
customs, policy of ail, land ta land. Pay contribu-
tion to the store he gleans. le sucks intelligence
in ever' chine, and spreads the bane of his deep
research. At his return-a rich repast for me."

We will gather of his repast, and spread it be
fore you as our own, only further proinisimg this-
that I have thrown ny remarks into the forai of a
personal narrative, with the hope that I would thus
tax your kindness the less; but I have not imagined
sccnes to suit the Scriptural references. Sa far as

the bare facts of my paper are concerned they can
be verified fror the experience of actual travellers.
Such a traveller was Muorier, and lie says:-"The

Bishop Clarkson travelled over eleven thousand
miles last year.

The Ronish Bishops in England have forbidden
parents in their Churches ta send their sons to Ox-
ford or Cambridgo.

The Church of the Incarnation, New York city,
which waa burnt early last apring, is now being re-
built ut a cost of $50,000.

The Book at Common Prayer lias been translated
into more than sixty languages, and 1,000,00
copies of it are printod every year.

Alter tan years' honorable ministry throughout
Western Africa, the Rev. Dr. Cheetham, Mission-
ary Bishop of Sierra Leone, bas resigned bis Sece.

St. Paul's Church, Rochester, New York,
in accepting the resignation of Dr. Foote, after
twenty-three years' service, voted him a bouse and
$1,000 per annum for life.

The Bishop of Lichfield bas appointed Mr. H.
Algernon Colvile (the Colonel Colvile of the Salva-
tian Army, from which h lias now withdrawn) ta
be a lay-evangelist for the diocese of Lichfield.

The London Dat/y News announces that the
original auma of £50UJ00 given by George Peabody,
in 1862, as a fond for building lodging-houses for
the poor in London, now amounts to £720,000.

The Hon. Erastus Corning bas paid $70,000
cash for the site of the now cathedral at Albany. It
is a superb position, the highost ground in Albany,
next to St. Agnes' School, and the Child's lospital.

Prohibition is ta be strictly enforced in Mada
gascar. Under a ne% law promulgated by the
Queen, the manufacture and sale of liquor are for-
bidden under a penalty of "ten oxen and ton dol-
lars."

Mr. H. M. Stanley, the discoverer of Livingstone,
is now in command of the Belgian West African
expedition. He has again surmounted Congo falls
and reached Stanley pool, where he is building a
Belgian station.

The Rev. G. S. Gassner, but receutly transferrotd
to the Baltimero Methodist Episcopal Coufereuce
and appointed ta the Church at Asbury, Md., has
resigned his charge ta enter the ministry of the
Protestant Episcopal Church.

The new sect which lias lately corne to the sur-
face in Brooklyn is called the Unsectarian Church
of Divine Gifts. Dr. Monck. the pastor, claims to
cure disease by the laying on of hands. Tna con-
gregation meet in Myrtie Avenue, near Adelphi
Strct.

On S.unday, the 25th of June, Bishop Kip con-
firmed six persens in St. John's Church, Oakland,
California. One of the poisons confirmed was the
Rev. David .eClure, t. D., of the Presbyterian
Church in Oakland. Dr. McClure bas applied for
Orders in the Church.

The Rev. Hugh Maguire, of the class of 1871
Kenyon, after a sojourn in the ministry of the
Presbyterian Churcb in Canada, lias been ordained
deacon in the Episcopal Church, and is in charge
of St. George's Chapel, N. Y., the Church being
closed during the summer for repairs.

A. very interesting ceremony took place at St.
Paul's Onsalow-square, London. Bishop Crowther,
of the Niger, adniitted the Rev. T. Phillips, B. A.,
Dublin, ta priest's ordars, for werk in the Niger
diocese. This is the firbt instance in modern tiues
of a European receiving ordination at tho hands of
an African bishop.

The Northorn Presbyterian Clurch, with 600,000
members, last ycar baptized 17,500 infants, against
45,000 baptized in our own Church, with its 345,-
000 inembors. In tliree Presbyterian Churches in
Philadelphia, with a memborship of 079, not a
single infant was baptized. What do facts like
those signifyl

A cable despatoh from Cape Town, South Africa,
announces the death of the Right Rev. Natlaniel
James Merrirnan, D. D., Bishop of Grahamstown.
He was formerly Arcldeacon of Grahamstown and
Canon of the Cathadral. When Bishop Cotterill
was transferred to Edinburgh in 1871 lie was eleclt-
ed his successor in the Sec. The diocese includes
the Eastern Province of Cape Colony.

Nine Massive Norman coffins have beau discov-
cred under the floor of the chapter-house of Bristol
cathedral. The sculpture upon the covers of some
of tbem although very old and somowhat rude, is
exceedingly interesbing. One of tlese covers, the
most interesting of the number, has been carefully
preserved, and now stands in the vestry. The lid
is at least 700 years old.

The work of restoring St. Albans cathedral is
progressing rapidly. Tho west front, which is in
a very ruinous condition, bas been almost entirely
rebuilt. The fronts of the three porches of Abbot
John de Cella are thoroughly rostored. The cary-
ing from the mspecimens shown, bids fair to be an
exact copy of tha old carving found in the Abbey,
belonging to the early part of the thirtcanth cen-
tury.

The lion. and Rev. Edward Carr-Glyn, Vicar
of Vicar of Kensington, was married recently
to the Duke of Argyll's daughter, Lady Mary
Campbell. The coremony was performed by the
Bishop of Lichlield and the Dean of Llandaff, A
large company were afterwarcts entertained at break-
fast by the Duko and Duchoss of Argyll. Lady
Mary is a sister of His Excelloncy the Marquis of
Lorine.

The Dean of Baugor Cathedral, Wales, adopta
the good old English custom of catechising the
children in the Church. 1-e gathers the children
every Saturday norning into classes in the aisles of
the cathodral, where they are taught the Catechism:
for three quarters of an hour, when he ascends the
pulpit and questions them on what they have learn-
cd. There are over 00 childien thus taught by
fifty tecliers.

The first Bishop of Newcastle-on-Tyne was couse-
crated on Tuesday, July 25, in Durham cathedral,
which was densoly crowded on the occasion. The
Rev. Ernest R. Wilbeforco, the new Bishop, was
adniitted ta the Episcopal office by the Archbishop
of York, who was assisted by the Bisbops of Dur-
bami, Winchester, Ely, Carlisle, Manchester, Liver-
pool, and ù. Alban's. Canon Basil Wilbeforea,
the new Bishop's brother, preached the sermon,

The Old Catholics of the Grand Duchy of Baden
recontly heald a special meeting in which proofs of
the rapid extension of the newt Church were given
by soveral dolegates. The meeting sent an address
of congratulation to Count de Caumpello at Rome.
According to recent information the late Canon is
trying te found an Old Catholic Church in the
capital of Italy ; he is said to have gamed ta his
cause several priests now holding high positions in
the Romnish Church.

The arrangements for the Church Congreass
which is to be in Derby on October 3rd, 4th, th
and 6th, are making satisfactory progress. A spa
cial feature of the Church Congress this year will be
a smaller list of invited roaders, &c., and, in couse-
quence, longer time allowod for open debate.
Anong those who hare accepted invitations ta road
oi speak, are the naines of the Bishops of Liverpool,
Bedford, Ballaarat, and Victoria, the Rt. Hon. A. J.
B. Beiesford Hope, M. P.

A late member of St. Thomas's Church. New
York, bas given a fund to Al Saints' Cathedral
Albany, yielding annually $5000, toward the main-
tenance of the Dean, thus rendering it possible for
Bishop Doane ta secure the best ability in the
Clurch at a salary of $7000 and a bouse. The
gentleman aise gave $1000 to obtain a "stall" liko
those attached to the English Deacnries. A site
for the Cathedral bas beau purchased for $70,000,
and the gift of the Rion. Erastus Corning.

At Ambatoharanana. Madagascar, on May 30th,
the new church in connexion with St. Paul's Col-
lege was consecrated by Bishop Kestel-Cornish, as.
sisted by as mnany of his missionaries as could bu
collected. It took throe years to build. Mr. But-
terfield was the architect. It consists of nave and
aisles, chancel and aisles, iitli a north transit,
north porch, south vestry. and west belfmy tower
and spire. A iXinister of the Queen of Madagascar
wvas sent ta attond the consecration, and nearly
3000 persons were present. Except at the capital
this is perhaps the only stone church as yet in the
island. The total cost bas exceeded £4000, a con-
siderable part of whtch has been given by friends
in England, and the remainder in Madagascar.

Tho Churcl of Chester-le-Street will attain its
muillenium next year. In a proposai to commemo
rate the event by a restoration of the present edi-
fice, the Reutor. the Rev. W. O. Blunt, says: "It
was in the year 883 A.D. that the monks of Lin-
disfarne brouglit the body of St. Cuthbert to the
ruins of the Roman camp nt Cuneacestra, the
modern Chester-le-Street, and built a Cathedral of
wood, establishing here the Ses of Lindisiarne.
For 122 years the Cathedral remained, ruled by
nint Bishops, until the aee was removed to Dur-
hanm. Chester-le-Street then becane Rectorai, until
1286 A.D., when Bishop Bek made the Church
collegiate, under a Dean and savon Prebendaries.
Ln 1547 A.D. the collage was dissolved. The
present Church was built in 1260 AD., and is the
third building that bas been erected on the prosent
site,"

At the death of Ostorius,
Suetonins Paulinus was seut by the infanmous
Nero to take the command; who discovering thii
the flause of independence of the Celtce was fited
by thei[ Druidic priests at ingth elrected thbe
extermination on the Island of M ona. Scarce,
bad the Druids bei utit tu pieces, before a risîg,
headed by the famnuus Buadicea, called the lou
generai to another part of the isilanl, wihen th
Britons irere nercilessly shiu in grnt numnbers
vhlle their quo-rt, rat tlat adorn a iRmain

triumsrph, died by lier ownu lhand. Like anothm
sorueign sie cuuld have said -

"'I died a Queen, the Rornan soldier found
Me lying dead, mny crown about my brows,
A nane forever ! lying robd and crown'd,
Worthy a Roinan spouse."

The Silures and Brigantes still proving untractabi,.,
Ctreiais and Frintiuus were sent agai st them by
VTespusia., but they ivuro not vanqîouisied befote
seven suies had passed over their beads. The
wiso and just admnnistration cf Julius Agricola
(who Iad been cutedueru/is or colleargue wiith
Suttonius Paulinus comîpleted the conquest, who
conmfirmed tie suîpretey of Rtomte under the ad-
mîrinisti'.tiou of the tyrant Domritian.

This imiparfect sketch of the various conquests
of Britain is necessary, ta the botter understanding
of the internal history of the ItomIan oîccupationr,
ns he

"'hierever the Roman conquers ho inhabits' is
a very just observation of Seneca, confirmd by

I ]<now ai a case rnysclf
whcerc tire ;vîfa (a lady) alaped and left hier bus-
baud and children and rnarrred again, when sie
and bar accemplice parted cenrpany. Mer bus-
baud geL a divorce and ramarried., I amn net sur-
prised that such cases are bcwildening unless soe
strict discipline bic inauguraîcd.

It secais simple enough te say that Mlien the
Clîurch's viewv of tise indisseluhility ef the marriage
tic is hcld ta bic Scriptural, and that when the
Church's distinct idw% is brokan, as regards mar-
niage, that flic law breakers are ipso facto ex-
commuricate.

A TALE.

This spring afternoon, as she sews anid sings
softly te herself, looking out now and then at the
grey towers of the abbey, a great happiness comes
ta her-a letter, a long, long letter from Mlarthe.

this land with cleai handa and a clear conscience.
He bas promised to work for him, and that we
two vill live for him and make his home happy,
but we have had no response." Claire sits reading
the letter until the daylight has begun to façle aut
of the sky. She sees 1 elix comniug to the gardon
gate, his firm, erect figure, his clear cut, noble
face-; she hears the pleasant voice call "Marthe,"
and Marthe comes out from the porch with its
drapery of wild vine and roses, and lifts ber face to
greet ber brother with a kiss." Would he start if
sihe, Claire, were to fullow Marthe? Would lie
look at her as le did for that moment as they
stood, side by side, in the parlour of the Inn at
Ostende? and clasp ber hand as he did then ?

Claire wakes out of lier drean with a start ; she
hears lier father's voice outsidie and hastens to
draw the curtains and light the candles, and make
things look their best ta welcone hit.

As tinte goes on the Couat becones more and
more accusutomd to his exile.

can build, and prri. aid bind bro'oks, and do arny-
thing ru 1,c that requi s tu be done la suci a
Couitrv as tirat In which he leides. lle was
ordamued deicou at Muose Factory, ru cwn
station. by Bislop Arrdcerson, bît to ubtain priet's
orders he one wter mtlwed cleven huîndrel uiilcs
in snowsboes, making his bd r the snov night
after night, tridging on day after day over thie
untroddei snow, w.ti but ne Indian counpanion.
You visit his staticn; you see a reat parsonage
louse, and you ask, who buil. it ? You are tolu.
"The Missionary hinself." You bubold a goud
church, and you are told that lie bailt tht like-
wise; that day afier day lie wais in the Wood with
his axe chopping downri trues; sawving tirmrber or
planing boards. Sec him toc on his Missionary
journeys, visiting in lis canoe stations hundreds
of miles diç ant, and tlien I iink you wilI have
te rejiice with me tîat such> a1-n are capable
of being rai ,ed in the cuuntry iLself anong the sons
of its own sou.

One cage more. li Moosonee the Ojibbeways
were very slow in receiving the Gospel; soie, it is
true, listened and ivere saved, but rmost of themî
long resisted it-they wuuid have no part with it.
Christ should not reign over themu; they werc per.
fectly content-to live and die as their forefaîithers
had dune : what was good enoughr for one gener-
ation was good enough for another. They did not
see that those wlio had accepted tic nev religion
ivere any better off iu a wordly point of viewv than
those who remained heatlens; they vere subject
te the sarne diseases, had as great a diflicurhy in
procuring food. TIey saw no reason sufficiently
strong ta induce threm te pay attention te the
strange doctrines preached te then. But thanks
be to GOD, the liandle of the axe which was to
eut down the upas trec of heathenism was eut
fron the tree itself. The word of Gon !is entrusted
te ane whose nmother tangue was the Ojibbeway,
the Rev. John Saunders, the last ordained native
clergyman in the diocese of Moosonee. ilrought
up atone of the Hudson's Bay Cornpany's posas
in his early years, he by-and-bye came te Moose
to learn a trade. JHeru ie carne tnder mry in-
fluence, rand the instruction ie received, with
Go s grace, resulted in his conversion; Le de-
terrnined te do hat lie could for others; he be-
came our schlcamaster. I sent him for one year
ta St. John's College, Manitoba. and retnrning
thence, he continued his studies until I was able
te ordai him. Then I sent him te the distant
station of Matawakumma, 500 miles south of
Moose, where lie would couie in contact with
scarcely any but Ojibbeways. His vork son
told, more perhaps cri those attached te a station
called "Flying Post" than on those of any other
place. These had been mny trial; they wourld not
be persuaded. They have becn persuad.:d now;
their superstitions, their conjurings have been
abandoned. Tihey have knet te the Babe of
Bethlehem, they have cast in their lot with those
who believe in the Lord Jesus, and wli trust for
tbeir eternal salvation te the sacrifice offered cri
Calvary.

These are, I think, interesting facts, not gathered
from reading, but from actual knowledge. And
what is of more interest still is to know that the
doctrines these men preach are the doctrines of

work at Wiale hZiver amnong the Eskimîos and la
dians ticre, is assistetd i his rabours ba Edward
Richards, wmelin I sent ta him froi Moose, where
lie received his edacatian; liethrer lie will evein
tually be ordained or nt, i du not yet kuow, but
mîy hope is thit ie will be. And the excellent
pure Ildian Catechist at Moose and another assis-
tarit there, trained ta al] the work the country re-
quires, by neans of the saure 'nstrumenteîality, have
given good assistance in carryiing out the purposes
for wmhich cuir M issions are establishel.

Orphan snd destitute children too are taken up
by this Association, and sums of monriey are sent
to Missionaries at niaiy Missiui Stations ta aid
in tieir support and education, several surci harve
received benefit in Noosonee and lere I shouîld
lik-e to rcmark that wheianîy Christian friend takes
up a child, it is renqisit.e tliat lie or she should con-
tinue its support until such child is fit to take its
place in lift; as in my experience cases have
oiccurred in vihicha a contributor has after two or
threce ycars, ceased his subscription, and thei the
support of the child ias fallen on me; tire suni we
receive at best but partiallv supports the children
entrusted te us, for every article of clothing is
inported fron England and subjected ta heavy
duty, as is likeavise every ounce of flour, tea and
sugar we muake tse of.

This I consider is a tmost important part of the
Association's operations, that which will tell on
future generations of converts; the best of the
children, bath male and feinale, flnding their way
into the Mission Staff either as Catechists, School-
masters or School-nistresses, and scie eventuayil,
as rative M iristers or the wives of such. I an
glatd to sec tliat contributions for this object are
increasinrg. NI> less than £840 3. gd. iwa grven
lor it during tire year i88, being .149 8s. 3 d
more than i the previous year. This sun assits
in the education of io less than 108 children iii
the varions riission3 of the Church -Missioiary
Societ throughout the world, in the maintenance
If iinc Nissionary Students, oie Cateciist, and

thirteen Biblewoien.
Anoiier branch of the Association's work is the

providirg of clothing sent ta the Missionaries,
eitier for sale or distribution anong the ploor con-
verts, and in this i have received nIch assistance
fromî it. In relieving the wvants of ny destitute
Indians, the Association has been a succourer of
rme-for my people's needs are rny needs, their
prospcrity the source of iy joy. Many of rny
widows and orlîhans when the fierce blasts of Vin
ter are roarinîg around. when tie intense clId, 30'
4D° anti even 50' below zero is seeking ta pene-
trate everything and everybody exposec te its in-
fluence, have catuse ta bless the Missionary Leaves
Association, as they wrap their bIankets around
them, or contemplate their well-covered bodies,
which cari thus withstand what othervise they
would have been unable te face. The value cf the
goods forwarded ta the Missions by the Associa-
tron in 1881 was £1,570 5s. z id.
