1dn Joy of Tilsonburg. She has just been a sue-
cessful eompetitor out of nine thousand arlists,
in having a portrait in oil hung in the great
salon exhibition at Paris. It will be remem-
beved that Mi-» Joy was the recipient of a simi-
linr houor cotne bwa yeurs ago vt the Atbert Hall,
London,  She bids fuir to make v nume for her-
self of whieh Canada may be proud.

Mr. Howells, in resigning the »ditorship of
« The Atlantie,” evidently means to carry out
his plan of devoling himself assiduously to an-
thorship. He has just put the last touches to
¢ A Fearfnl Responsibility,” which, although
covering ns many as forty-two of Seriboer's
piges, will be given complete in two numbers
of the magazine, namely, those for June and
July. The scene of this story is laid in Venice.

‘Che last instalment of “‘The Falk-Lore Re-
cord ”’ contuius a remarkable paper by Mr.
Coote on M. Galland’s tales, showing that
three of our most cherished Arabian Nights
stories—Aladdin, Ali-Baba, and Privee Ahmed
—uare not Arabian at all, but compilativns made
from unwritten sources by the enterprising
French tronglator. 1t is hard to give up at
this time of duy our lifc-lobg Lelief in the ac-
copted origin of the wonderful Lamp and the
Forty Thieves; but Mr, Cooto tells us that no
Arabie, Persian, or Indian manuseript has ever
been found to countuin them, and that they are
unquestionably due to M. Giulland himself,work-
ing upon a bosis of old folk-lore tales, originally
Eastern, but preserved in Greece, Italy, Sicily
and- Constantinople.

The annual exhibition of the Ontario Society
of Artists is now open to the public, and the
friends of this progressive institution have
every reason tn be proud of ths work displayed.
There are about ninety specimens of oil work
und one hundred avd fifty water colours on the
walls, and the eritics agree in declaring the
pictures superior, «n the whole. to ary yet ex-
hibitod Ly the socicty, Me. John A, Fraser
makes a decided hit with his contributions in
both departments ; Mr. O'Brien’s two splendid
views of Quebee, pninted on u commission from
the Queen, are sure of much appresiative som-
ment from visitors: Mr, Perre, our master of
pastoral painting, is worthily represented; Mr.
Matthews, Mr. T. M, Martin, My, Harris, and
many other fuvorite brushes are to the fore. It
is perhaps still more gratifying to observe the
Inrge number of works by new artists, many of
them being of the most promising character.
We trust this exhibition may be patrouized
more generously han any in the pust have boen.
A decided taste for art is springing up in Can.
ada, and there is no means of fostering it more
effective or legitmate than that afforded by
the exhibition of our Provineial Art Society.
