IN LINCOLNSHIRE.

GEESE KILLING
A Frighiful picture.
“1 was (conlinues Sir George) siwilarly indebted to the

_kindness of fortune on another occasion, the particulars whereof;

I will here introduce, not only in exemplification of the.foregoing
remark, whereby I was within un ace of passing through Lin-
colnshire without visiting a sluughter-house of the native geese,
‘but gince the subject I am upon is.one of comestibles and pro-
‘visions for the table. Two years ago, while remaining a day in
.the town of Boston, my attention being ther chiefly directed to
- .the;gigantic operations that prapel the stagnant waters of the fens
in artlﬁctal rivors of the.sea ; I had intended to bend my way to
whutever spot I might see to the greatest advantage the means and
¢ . the: effect, whereby the science of diainage has there been con-
.ducted to so vast an extent. And having previously visited the
. noble chureh, whose eight spires, -airily supported on lantern
' erchee, springing:from an octagenal turret, are only equalled by
. the arclntecturnl symmetry within the building, where the whole
atsle and transepts, in unbroken space, and under oneroof, are
-supported on lofty pointed arches of exquisite form, I had nothing
~ infuct, else to do, when by mere chance, ns I have alrendy
‘hinted, my attention wus called to the red field of blood, where-
on hundreds of poor geese yield up their lives daily, and perish,
generation aftor generation, for the benefit of mankind. AslI
was strolling onwards in the direction -of the fens, 1 had hardly
proceeded clear of the suburbs of the town, when the busy hum
of imprisoned thousands was borne upon-tho breeze, as of those
multitudinous throngs which, during the depth and intensity of
‘winter, ure seen gallantly piercing the snow-storm in pointed
column, and murmuring in gentle cackle as they plod along. For
a moment I attentively listened, but a moment, to ears accustom-
“ed to rural sounds, was, .quite suﬁiclent to reconcile localities, and
. account for the phenpmenon. A few minutes more. conducted
~me tothe very spot .from whence the sound proceeded, whcre,
".ou'a small plot of ground, a quarter of an acre in extent, a drove
tot‘ ﬁve thousand geese wers clesely -penued like sheep, cackling
therr sorrows to the winds, aud awaiting their melancholy deom.
. Fro rom alhonsand o sixteen hundred a woek here die regularly by
the "hands ‘of the cxecuhonet; ; and, as I learnt, upon making in-

Jiblood. - The third boy’s business was slmple and sangninary—
merely thatof cutting throats. OF this young matador, though

scarcely twvelve years old, the trenchant blade had not anly passed
across the weasands of all those geese that had already given up
the ghost, but ero the sun liad passed his meridian, the death-
‘cackle of the whole devoted six hundred had sounded in his ears.
His whole care and attention was necessarily occupied with the
‘dying ; though frequently unawares, and in despite of his best
'efiorts, he received a flapping from a gory neck, or a tingling
lstream of blood spirted in his eye ; whereat his countenance would
gleam with a ludicrous expression of alacrity and surprise. He
would then compose the limbs of his victims in death with double
diligence, yetonly precisely so long.as they shewed by fluttering,

Jin their last moments, a disinclination to behave decently. After-

wards, he allowed every goose to go out of the world in the best
manner 1t could. Sovsoon ns a goose appenred: thoroughly dead
its le(rs were dlser.gaged ftom the noose to make room for: unother,
ivhen the defunct bird was tossed outof the chamber’_ of death,
thmuch 3 sma]l square wmdow or aperture “thiat, commumcated
with the pluclcmg—room. Here, behtndal.trge table “or: dresser
sat'seven men ‘wnd_ one’ ‘woman, upon lew seals, enveloped ina
cloud of' dust and. down ‘and up to their hips in feathers ; where-
with altorrethcr they were’ covered with' such pre['usron, that
among the eight individuals, it was difficult at first sight to point
These peaple were paid for their
labour, as I was told, at the rate of a shilling a score, wher eat,
such is their dexterity and strength of thumb, that some are able
at the aforesaid price, provided they have geese to pluck, to earn
ten or twelve shillings a day. As near as I could judge, a goose
was plucked naked asa needle in about six minutes ; a plump fat
bird, at all events, every forty or fifty seconds, from either one
ar other of the operators, was pitched heavily on the cresser,
"Thus, the artists, without favour or .delay, vigorously pursued
their worl, while the noise of quills relentlessly ripped [rom their
sockets, sounded like the crackling of a faggot in a baker’s oven,
or twigs snapped in twain by a lusty donkey, as he bursts through
a thicket. Each goose, so soon us plucked, was pitched by the
plicker as 1 before observed, upon the dresser. Hence it was
removed by the man presiding over the first outer apartment
already mentioned, and then immediately scientifically trussed
and deposited on the shelves. Afier witnessing the various ope-
rations now described, I paid a short visit to the premises in
the rear of these apariments, where a small steam-engine is con-
tinually kept at work in the double operation of grinding meal
for the geese’s food, and stitring and poanding the same into a
compost together with potatoes.  Three men, moreover, in the
yard adjoining, sap green as highas their waistbands, were hard
at work loading carts with shovels from a large heap containing
at leasta dozen wagon loads of pure goose manure. The reader
now will, Ttrust, have formed an idea of a Lincolnshire poul-
terer’s establishment, although, than the one ecited, there are
others, Ibelieve, considerably more extensive. From hence the
geese are despatched regularly to the London market, packed in
baskets containing iwenty-five birds each, of which baskets
tiventy-five also make a wagon load in weight, supposing each
goose onan average to weigh eleven pounds, upwards of three
tons. The wagons are forty-ernht hours.on the road, and the
cargoes, on their arrival, consigned to sales-men, are dtsposed of

At other times, prgs wero
slau«htered with red-hot spits, thut the blood might not be lost ;
stuffing 2 .pig. with neal'tettdu. and various small ammale, ‘was .a
luxury called ¢ porcus Trojanus ;' alludmg, no doubt to the ‘war-
riors who were concealed in the Trojan horse. Young bears, »
dogs, and foxes, (the latter more esteemed when fed apon l'rapes,) :
were also ‘much admired by ¢ the Romans ; who were also so fond
of various brrds, that some ceusnlar l'amthes aseumetl the names
of those they most esteemed. Cativs.tells us how fo drown fowls
in Folernian wine, to render them more: luscrous and tender.
Pheasanta were brought pver -from Colchts, and ‘deemed at one
time such a rarity, that one of the Ptolemies bitterly lamented hig
having never tasted any. Peacocks were carefully reared in the
island of Samos, and sold at such a high price, that Varro informg
us they fetched yearly upwards of 2000L. of our money. The
guinea-fowl was conaidered delicious ; but, wretched people ! the
Romans knew not the turkey, a gift which we moderns owe to
the Jesuits. Who could vilify the disciples of Loyola after thip
information ! The ostrich was much relished ; Heliogabalns de-
lighted in their brains, and Apicius especially commends them. -
