You will be interested, we are sure, in a review
of the general insurance and fire protection situation at the University
which will define briefly the improvements which have been effected,
and also changes and improvements which are of necessity a prospect of
the nsar future.

Referring to the fire insurance, as now written at
MeGill, you now cover under three schedules, as follows:

A. This schedunle covers substantially the main buildings
of the University, excepiing the Medical Building and those erected
subsequently, and contents.

Be This schedule provides for the New Mediocal Building,
the Biologlcal Building and the Pathological Puilding and contents.

Ca This schedule covers the miscellancons buildings of
the University, and some contents.

This arrangement covers against the previous use of
& so~called main schedule, and numerons specific policies covering
various buildings and/or their contents, Some of the specific policies
were in amounts greater or less than indicated desirable upon careful

roview, some were in conflict with other insurance, and some earried
co~ingurence conditions.,

The now arrangement of coverage is, we believe,
thoroughly logical and practicable, Reasons of underwriting conditions
and market, rates, coverage and flexibility were careiulily conscidered
in the arrangement of design of these coverages. Less restrictive or
broader conditions werse everywhere provided for, and technical
objections of detailed description or incorrect description ané
conflictions of insurance among previouns policies were removed.

All insurance is now free from the condition of
co~ijsurance, a matter of considerable importance, avoiding as it
does any liadility to penalization of the University in event of partial
loss at any point, thé indemnity being limited now ouly by the smount
applicable to the particular item involved.,

The rate on the maln schedule continues the same

a8 before. Thisg is 50f for thres years. The mathematical average,
based on distridbution of Insuranoe and rates ls 5575+ This ingurance,
boing at a rate below that saontemplated for the 807 Go~Insurance
Clanse, and then being without co=-ijsurange, lsg, weé helieve, obtalned
under favorable conditions from the tariff companiegs. The insurance
under the other schedules 1s purchased in all,respects more favorably
than under provions policless :

The ariginal fire protestion repert upon the University
drought out the need for improved protaction, for one reasom or another,
at a goodly number of vnlnerable points about the properties. These
inprovenents were urgsed not only for property protection, but also to
sefeguard in instances invaluable and original collections and records
of the University, some of which we understand 1z held in trust.

Upon review of these recommendations by your Engineering Department,
they weire apyroved in toto, 2nd mpon submissal to the Finance Committes,
, they also found support, and appropriations were authorized for the
sompletion of at least the major of this works

Some of the work has bheon dones HSome of the more principal
1tons, howevar,;fbr one veason or snother, have not yet been completed,
slthough soms proliminary work has beon done,

In & subsequéent roview of the Unlversity property, it was
indicated that the iltom o7 fire protection is divisidle inte two
dafinlite ftoms. The firet moy bhe said to cover a progrsm for the
substantial development of the firs profection by the Installation at
gortain points of proYoctive devicos, automatic aprinkliers, standpipes,
fire doors with fire out offs, and feabturos of major structural,
gccupatiogal, proteciive #nd exposurs features In goneral. Secondly
and also of considerable imporitance is tha matter of maintenance, &
day by day voubine. By this we mesn theé sonstant search for the ,
elimination of minor hazards and their protection, elestrical hazards,
gas hasards, lesting hazards, wasto paper hazards, gasoline hazards,
watch and patrol service, the mailntenanse of protective devices,
sprinklors, slarms, hose, Tire doors and suches This requires a
systemlzation snd a se~operatlion to agsure best results, and wo are
?Qttﬁz ailacerﬁain that farther offoris dannot profitably be employed

i The program of the Univerdity is one of continued development.
¥Flens in mdre ¢r less immedistoe prosppot look toward the eroction of
edditional substantial wnits to the Univergitys Problems of fire
protesction and of inpurance will come wp in this comnection o It is
entirely desirable that the protection and Insurance of these buildings
be carefully co~ordinated with that of the rest of the University to
the best advantagoe.

New properties will probably from time to time be acquired as
was recently ome of the residences on Uniyersity Avenues. As sush
units are sdded, either dy scquislition or vy somstruction, they should
be consolidated with the schedules, either upen zcquisition or oxplira-
tion of the specific insurande, or wpon completion of construction.
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Upon modification of the present schedules as may become
necasanry from time to time due either to structural changes or under-
writing practices, your bdest Interests should dbe ¢onserved. The
prosent rate is favorable wnder present ciroumstancess The advantage
of this should be retained, and future situations should be improved
ag developments dring adout improvement over conditions now existing.
The emphasis is not only ix the cost of ingurange, but also in integrity
of coOverage.

¥ych development in the fire protection of the University is
in prospests This contemplates the Instaliation of sprinklers in
certaln wnits, of standpipes, of fire doors, and of other matters. An
the development of this work, sareful co~operation should be had with '
this office 0 assure mot only the adequasy of the installations, Iat
also to assure that they are dome with the proper egonomy of cost and
material layout, and alse in ageordance with what would be mest likely
to find recognition by the Underwriters in rates It will be of our
endeavor to suggest whereby improvements in sost of inmsurance may be
made notwithstanding differentisl at which the Insurance is now
purchased bdelow the mathematisal average rate.

Further, as intimated above, there remains the development
0f a cloger co-operation detweon the various departpents, looking
toward a still better maointenance in general.

The developmonts of fire protection at the University may
further be considered as offering opportunities and making substantial
added provision for najor protection. By thls we mean that some '
suggestions which were previously made more or less tontatively have not
beon actively considered, mnd we wunderstand have boon passed hy for
the present bdoth by the Engineering Department and Finance Committen,
and further some were withheld in view of building changes more or
less in prospect though the instances & 1ittle indefinite at this time.

Ve are pleased to asknowledge, and this we do with sousider-
abdle gratification, looking upon it ag an endorsement, of the co-opera=
tion that wo have received from the various departments of the Univer-
sity, and also, where mocessary, by the insurance people. It goes
without saying that without go~operation, such services as ours would
80 for naughts Ve bespeak for the centinusnse of this co-operation.

It wonld, of course, Serve &s much purpose to maie
& review of the goneral situction as regards insurance and fire pro=-
tection at Hacdonsld as was done with respect to the Univeraity.

The insursnce here iz now divided wnder three
schednles, the firast covering the Main Bulldings of the College, the
second covering Farm Property, while the third covers the Residences.

No insurance has ever before beon garried om the main
bulldingse. Guotations firet obtained for soveragse of the malin
Puildings ealled for a three year premium of from J12,000, to
W1l44000, Hotwithstanding that the desire was to provide insurance
for these wuildings, as a matter of general prudence, these guota-
tions were so0 high as to indisate the desiradbility of farther inves-
tigation before concluding the matters Lmphasls was lald om the
goenaral excellonge of thase buildings as a fire riadk; and while 1%
was redvgnlized thet there exists hagards that may cause & loss
¢hlefly in view of the limited fire protection avalladle, stlll an
improvement in this proposition would seem necessary to warrant
satisfagtion, The situation was bdrought up from time $0 time with
pho result that lre Glassco finally received & propesal 0 cover for
¥000,000s divided among the various dulldings and contents without
conditions of co~insurance for a three year premium of $8,000.

“uls smount of ceveragoe seemod entirely sufficient to vover possidle
loss, upon earefully distriduting the amount smong the various
unito. This proposal was swgh that aceeptance seemed entirely
warranteds A proposition received from & large reciprocal office

in the States, noted for the low cost of 1ts Insurance, was for

& not cost of about this figure, from which can be appreciated the
favorable aspects of this proposition,

The second schedule covering farm propertles is a
considerable improvement over the various specific policies previously
in force, many units of whioch were wnder-insured snd otherwise with
linmited and restricted coverage. These properties were all listed
wnder a schedule form and the amounts of insurance sarefully
considereds. MNany restrictions and technicalities in the old
insurance were removed and coverage consideradle broadsnod.




v

This insurance is alsoe without gonditions of go-insurance. This
schedule was nepgotiated at a throe year rate of $1.00 which is & sudb-
stantial improvement over previous costs.

A third schedule covers the various residences about the
Solleges These pPreviously were writton wnder numerous individual
policiess The various policies were in instances so vague as to
desoription of property covered that ldentification wasz difficult to
use This objestion, and others, have been removed by placing all
under a single schedule. fThese properties are now insured at & cost
some 20% less than previously, and under mors satisfactory conditions
of coverage, and a carefully considered distridntion of the insurance
amongz the varions units.

In the matter of £ire prosection, the Sollege is notadly
deficients The farm propertiss are practically without effective hose
steam protection. The main buildings of the Co0llege have some hydrant
protection, but conszidering their scattered lodation, under-sised
mains and dudious punp suction arrangement, it 1s doubtful 4f this
protection oan be considered thoroughly effective.

The construction and ocoupancies of the main tuildings offset
in comsideradle measure the ueed for strong protection. More
protection than now obdtaing is, however, of most urgent necossity.

The most practicadle solution would soem to Yo the recommendation
offered of installing sufficient standpipe protection with hose
through main duildings. Ve sre not advised as to whother definite
approval has been indicated of this recomnendation, Uonsideration of
this remains for conelusion, and 1f acocepted, the detalls of layout
and installation.

Other sugpestions have been made for the improvement 6 in
the fire hazards at the Colleges Some of these have been carried
ouk; others are still in aboyance.

Reports on physteal surveys indiscate mueh work yet to de
done in practically improving the hasards and protection of the
College properties,

In goneral, the situation here is quite different from that
at MeGill, largely because of the lagk of stroph municipal pro-
teotions rurther, the uses to whish many of the buildings are put
are often more hasardous than at MeGills

It 1s our opinion that notwithstanding these conditions,
relatively less attention 1s given to matters of this nature than
at MolGill. Ve do not kmow whether this may be assounted for becauge
of less co-ordination, or for other reasons, but there would goem to
be roem for improvement, which, in our opinion, would bs best assured
by delegating to a centralized head definite responsivility for the
entirg maintenance, with sufficient authority to assure co-operation,
