OTTAWA, Dec. 15.—To prohibit
under penalty of a heav/y fine any em-
ployer dismissing from employment
or refusing employment to any
workingman by reason of his hold-

ing office or being directly interested
in a labor union or organization, is
the effect of an amendment which, it
is understood, will be made to the
Industrial Disputes Act by the gov-
ernment during the coming seesion
of parliament.

But ‘from the point of view of the |
men, the act will also be amended
to make it unlawful to practice any
kind of intimidation, abuse or insult,
even to the shouting of ‘“scab’” ahd
“blackleg,” in connection with any
strike or labor dispute.

In other words, a man should be
allowed by an employer to be 2 mem-
ber of a union, but the men:should
allow a fellow-workman to work
whether he is a member of a union
or not. There should be perfect
freedom of action.

The ministér of labor believes
strongly that legislation on. these
lineg is necessary. The recomimen-
ddtions were made by Samuei Price,
K.C., who investigated the Vancou-
ver Island strikes.

The request of the Trades and La-
rbor Congress that dismissed labor
men should be regarded as employes
of the company ana@ so be entitled
to a board of conciliation, will be
granted, and this will form part of
the amended act.

The stranger said he had not, and hurried
away. One of the men started after him,
but was checked by his companion.

Asked the Time, .

Arthur Simpson, son of County.Con-
stable George Simpson, was coming from
the city on the Lake Shore road about
12.30. He had almost reached Bllis av-
enue when he heard several shots in
rapid succession. Knowing that the Poles
in the vicinity were frequently on the
rampage Mr. Simpsop walked close to
the electric light poles so that he could
be in the shadow as much as possible.
Just a little west of Ellis avenue he was
stopped by the two men who asked him
if he had “the time.” Simpson never
has “‘the time” after midnight and he
acquainted the ‘‘gunmen” with that fact.
He lost no time in ng them and had
only gone a few when he heard
about seven shots fired. :

More Shots Fired.

Simpson met a friend west of the Hum-
ber and warned him about the men. This
man was going to the city. When near
the York Radial car barns he met the
two thugs. He saw them before they
saw him. He turned and *ran back to
Ellis avenue, and as he did so the men
fired several shots in the air.

Who the men were is a mystery. It is
thought that they came from the States
and jumped off a freight train west of
Mimico. They asked Simpson how far
it was to Toronto, and from their general
appearance they looked to have been
several days without water or other toilet

W. F. Maclean, M.P.. replying to the
toast to the Dominjon Government
dealt with some of the questions in
connection with the federal house, &t
present under discussion. Much ex-

-

carefully planned for. the welfare of
the country was, he said, threwn out
by the senate at Ottawa. who are
still wielding a power which they
have no moral right to wield. It was
high time that some means of re-
forming this body was found and
enforced.

Their recent action in refusing to
pass the government’s naval bill had

people of Canada and it was then
clearly seeh that something must be
done. He was in favor, he said, of
donating to Great Britajn not only
three dreadnoughts, but if- need be
five, to assist in the strengthening of
the empire. At some later time these
ships might become the nucleus of a
Capadian navy, a unit which would
utill more firmly knit the empire to-
gether.

Trusts and combines were also scored
by the mémber for South York. “The
republic to the south,” said he, ‘“have
8iven us a lesson in regard to our treate
ment of corporations. We should have
efficient legislation adopted which will
not allow these trusts to hold the people
by the throat as they are commencing to
do at present. :

Currency Problem.,

“The banking eituation. is’ far from
what it ought to be,” continued Mr, Mac-
lean. “The problem of our currency is
a great question. We have given banks
nearly all power to issue curréncy, but
in my mind we ought to bave a national
currency. Today a man cannot fet
enough money from the banks to build
In the States the savings are used for

ns on real estate and for bullding,
and we should not be using our money
to float corporations in South America
:.s w)e have been in the past. (Hear,

ear,

‘““The English system of ‘rediscounting’
is, 'in my mind, the ideal eystem; we
should have a great national bank which
will discount for all other banks and
which will remit the national currency.

Should Own Our Rallways,

“We must,” he went on, “find a way
to make the railways give a better ser.
vice to this country. If 'hte people are
providing the money, we ought to have
one great transcontinental line owned by
the people. I regret exceedingly that the
C.P.R. today is owned almost entirely by
people outside of Canada. . C.P.R. and
G.T.R. and C,N.R. allke should be owned
by the Canadians themaselves." .

Mr. Maclean commented enthusiasti-
cally on the marvelous growth of Canada.
“lI am absolutely convinced,”’ said he,
“that this country is on the eve of a
Breat era of prosperity, of which Toronto
will be the centre. I would like to see a
market here in West Toronto, a civic
market, with prices regulated by parlia-
ment, and with a suitable hall’ over it,
which could be used for meetings of this
kind” (waving his hand towards the
crowds near the doors).

“I believe if the price is fair you ought
'to seize the opportunity to purchase the
Toronto Street Ralflway. All great pub-
lc services in connection with municipal
life should be owned by the municipality,
and not by corporations, and all I want
is for the people to have a fair oppor-
tunity to vote on the guestion.”

Dr. Godfrey Spoke,

Dr. Forbes Godfrey, M.L.A., replied to
the toast to “The Local House.” He spoke
in sulogistic terms of the strong, virile
policy of Sir James Whitney, and the in.
Aroduction of clean politics into the pro-
vincial legislature. ‘I want to say right
here,” said the member for West York,
“that I refuse to believe the leader of
the opposition is sincere when he is try.
ing to adopt a policy about which he had
absolutely nothing to say a few years
ago. The prison farm at Guelph is one
of many examples of the Whitney gov.
ernment’s moral uplift policy. The Con-
servative party thruout the Dominion is
the constructive party in politics

“I believe,” continued the doctor, “4n
the election of the senate. Take the i&-
sue to the peoplé and see how many of
the obsolete body now sitting would be
returned from the polls.”

Favors Thompson.
* Dr. Godfrey heartily endorsed the can-
didature of Joe Thompson for the board
o! control. “There is a man,” said he,
“‘who has given the best years of his
life to the service of the City of Toronto
and has never astked or got or wants a
cent for it. If there is a man in To-
ronto who understands the wishes of the
people it is Mr. Thompson, and tho I
have never before mentioned municipal
politics at a meeting like this, I recom-
mend you to place him in the place where
he wii have an opportunity to do the
greatest good.” . (Applause.)

Would luﬁ the T.S.R.

The member for Mimico disagreed with
W. F. Maclean on the policy of provid-
ing ship for the impcrial navy. *“I said
two years ago,”” said he, “that I was in
favor cf a grant and I am still, but 1
believe that the day of navies is fast pass
ing and that Canada should sériously con-
sider before they go into the navy busi-
ness. Why,” he exclaimed, *‘the price
of one dreadnought would almost buy the
Toronto Street Railway.” (Laughter.)

“I intend,” he concluded, “to fight the

To .do this they have had to eliminate
the middleman, or commission ‘dealer. *This ‘has encouraged farmers to
bring in their produce, and the result is that prices/of poultry and farm
stuffs have been cut-squarely in half. Said Mrs. Creighton Matthews, chair-
man of the Housewives” League of New Orleans; “If food on our market was
aay cheaper than it is we would think something was the matter with it.

“What is the use of giving children
good books? They only destroy them.”

You have heard that remark, I
know, and some people really believe
it. If I thought there was reason in
it I certainly would not tell you about
the hooks 1 have been recommending
in' this column during the past few
weeks. For these books were all good
ones—good in appearance as well as
ir literary value; and I would be
leath. to see any one of them fall into
the hands of a “destroyer.” I am not
talking the impossible when I say that
children can be trained to appreciate
books from the standpoint of careful
handling as well as from appreciation
of their contents. And I claim that
the more pleasing a book is to the eye
the more careful of it a child will be.

Don’'t offend even the “littlest” with
a book of cheap and gaudy colors—
choose rather black and white. The
picture books published now are a
delight. I know of one that a 2-year-
old of my acquaintance received last
Christmas. It has been a joy to him
every day thruout the year; and his
mother intends some day to frame the
full page pictures in it for his own
room. That is the kind of book to
give a child—and that is the way he
will take care of such a book.

For the wee ones, get tiny books
of nursery jingles; for older *“little
ones” large books of Mother Goose
rhymes. Today and tomorrow 1 am
giving you a list for boys and girls.

The Care of House Ferns.

Continued From Yesterday.
The best time to pot native ferns, of
course, is in the early spring, when
the curled up “fiddle-heads” are just

showing thru the layers of fallen
leaves. The roots may then .be di-
vided without much drawback to
later growth.

Pot these native ferns in a mix-
ture as nearly similar to that from
which they were taken, as can be
managed.

Then imitate nature closely. Study
your specimens and cater to - their
special needs daily.

Properly managed, there are few
plants that will give so much satis-
faction to the housewife, than a few
well chosen ferns.

Too often, however, the growers of
house plants, seem to imagine that a
specimen of Boston fern Trepresents
all the possibilities in that direction.
Consequently, many of our most
beautiful, most interesting, and
easiest grown species are quite ne-
glected.

Remembering this, we have prepar-
ed a short list of one or two very
suitable kinds, particularly recom-
mended for indoor culture.

Sword ferns. Boston fern, is a va-
riety of sword fern that is strong,
graceful and fairly rapid grower. It
is able to stand greater changes in
temperature than most ferne, even an
occasional whiff of gas. This variety
makes: a beautiful decoration "when
placed upen a suitable stand, the
great curving fronds, often three or
mcre feet in length, forming a forest
of rich color. i

Plenty of water for this fern. Think
of the great thirsty leaves. :

Dwarf Boston fern, is small and
compact, with narrow curving fronds,
forming a pretty ornament for a win-
aow bracket.

Feather fern, another member of
the sword family, sends out rather
wide rich green fronds, tufted and
feathery. While requiring a little
more attenticn than the Boston fern,
it is still comparatively easy of culti-
vation.

Ostrich splume fern, the most strik-
ing of all this family has broad, dwarf
fronds, finely divided into feathery
leaves, giving a lovely appearance of
great waving plumes, rather lighter
in color than the ordinary Boston fern.

The holly fern belongs to a differ-
ent family. This plant has leathery
leaves, dark and glossy. While holly
fern produces a rather formal effect,
yet it adds a new note to your fern-
ery, and forms a splendid accompani-
ment to your palm corner.

Watch for red spider, a pest of this
plant. Cool air and frequent wash-
ings will deai with this vermin suc-
cessfully.

to. The tendency of the times is to-
wards a huge development around To-
ronto Bay and the street rallway pur-
chase is one of the first steps.

BRITISH TARIFF REFORM.

Hitherto the efforts of the British
tariff reformers, who simply want, in
a measure, to protect the home manu-
facturer and worker from the effect of
unrestricted foreign competition, have
beép handicapped by the prevalenge
of prosperous years, when,the, world,
demand equaled or exceeded the world
supply. Now that the tide of trade
has reached the flood and begun,.te.
ebb, it remains to be.seen how far the
tariff reform c.mpaign in Great Bri-
tain has succeeded in l;lfqrming the
electorate. Unless there is a marked
change in ‘the outlook, . the British
markets and workers are going to be’
faced with keen competition from
countries keéping their home markets
for'their own workers, while taking ad-
vantage of the British, open markets.

‘With the increase in the exporting
capacity of other countries—particu-
larly the United States and Germany—
the position of the United Kingdom
as the only free trade nation in manu-
factured products, 48 no longer what it
was. Both these countries are now
manufacturing more than they need,
and in -dull times will seek an open
foreign market = for thelr surplus.
Hitherto opposition to the imposition
of import duties has come from the
north of "England and Scotland, but
with the passing of the world-wide
industrial boom, workers thrown out
of employment and offered even par-
tial protection In their homeé markets,
will ‘scarcely be satisfied with pro-~
mises of trade revival at some future
date. The Unionist party is definitely
pledged to import duties on manufac-
tured articles and a ckange of gov-
ernment at the next general election
will certainly be followed by a change
in tariff policy.

CORN AND COTTON

Commercial Value Greatest
U. S. Has Known—Yield
of Oats High.

WASHINGTON, Deo. 16.—(Can. Press)
—With thc most valuable crops of corn

-and cotton ever produeed and the second

most valuable ocat crop, the value of
the nation’s fourteen principal farm crovs
this year aggregates the enormous total
of $4,940,301,000, the department of ?grl-
culture aunounced-today in its final es-
timates of acreage, production and value.
This is an inereass of $182,958,000 over the
value ‘of the same crops last year, of
$350,772,000 over those of 1911, based on
the prices pald to farmers on Dec. 1.

The acreage of these crops is equivi-
lent- to a farm one-seventh the size -f
continental - United - States. The exact
area planted to these fourteen crops,
which s more than 95 per cent. of the
total of all crop area, was 289,433,000
acres, an increase of almost 5,000,000
acres over last year's area and of more
than 2,000,000° over the 1911 area.

More than one-third of the total acre-
age was planted to corn,

For the crops as a whole the average
production per acre was valued at about
$16.50. The corn cro paveraged $15:96 per
acre, cotton $22.19, sugars beets $59.64,
wheat $12.14, oats 311.44, sweet potatoes
$68 60, ~lce $26.86, potatoes $62.60, tobacco
$100.39, anG rye ..2.84.

ARLISS AS DISRAELI

" BETER THAN BEFORE Y TORDNTOSYMPHONY

{ Briitiant Historical Comedy - One
| of the Best Plays of a
Generation.

THIRTEEN CURTAIN CALLS

Speech Was ‘Demanded -and Mr.
Arliss Hoped to Return to
Toronto Again.

“Disraeli” comes as near beihg a
classic comedy as any play written for
a generation. Whether it shall sur-
vive as a typical presentation of late
Victorian manners depends on whether
the late Victorians. will be of sufficlent
intercst to.the later Georgians or the
subsgequent. MBdwardians., Not very
many ical comedies survive from
thé ages between Elizabeth and Viec-
toria, aiid Goldsmith and Sheridan own
most of them. But Louis N. Parker
has given us in “Disraeli” with some
conventional  villainy in ‘the way of
political espionage a brilliant glimpse
of our fathers’ and mothers’ and grand-
parents’ limitations, both in dress and
ideas, 'and a fair conception of how
they. began -about thirty years ago to
struggle -free. The duchess (Leila
Repton) is as vital as even Anthony
Trollope could make ner. *“I trust no
daughter of mine will.ever be funny,”
is a keynote in her temperament. Dee-
ford (Arthur Eldred) remarks: “Surely
the ‘Idylls of the King’' is the greatest
poem of the age,” and the duchess re-
plies: “I do not allow my daughters
to read it.” This was the standard
of the vice committees and the Co-
burns and Shearers of a generation
ago. Clarissa (Violet Heming) and
Deeford represent the new age, ermerg-
ing from the darkness of the long
widowhood.  With this we have the
strange sphinx-like humorously in-
scrutable and marvelously wise prime
minister who could see half-a-century
ahead when the supposedly great men
of his timo never had a forward range
of six months. His clash with the gov-
fernor “of the Bank of Eng-
iland - (Charles Harbury) is splendid
{in its pertinacity, its shrewdness, its
! hopelessness, its unflinching deter-
! mination. “You have the eastern ima-
gination; because the Suez Canal runs
thru a desert you see it in a mirage!
Remember Pharaoh! Remember Pha-
raoh!” warns the banker. “And what
about Moses?” is the placid retort.

In the third act the finely dramatic
{ scenes of the interview with Meyers
i (Oscar Adye); the fencing with Mra.
{ Travers " ( Margaret ‘Dale), when his
inimitable assumption of illness oc-
curs—*“Lezt her in; she'll see the sickest
man she ever saw”——and he is “very
weak; very weak”; and the splendid
outburst with Probert—*“I'll smash the
bank! T am prime minister. 1 can do
this, and if you not sign, by God
+ I will!” are in the cleverest contrast
| that stage wit can contrive. “Dear
{ sympathetic creature! Isn’t she sym-
pathetle, Mary?” is a passage in which
Mr. Arliss reaches the finest degrees
of comedy, and it broa@ens into the
richest humor: when Clarissa turns to
him at the cloge’of the act—"Thank
God, Mr. Disraeli, you have such pow-
er!” The inscrutable one replies, “I
haven’t,. dear child, but he doesn’'t
know that!” Thereare few finer anti-
climaxes in dramatic writing, for it
saves the scene from bathos. The
fourth act accentuates the affection for
Lady Beaconsfield which ds apparent
thruout the play, as it was in the
statesman’s life, and as Mrs. Arliss
took the part there was an additional
interest in this part of the perform-
ance. It is impossible to speak too
highly of the acting of the whole com-
pany and Mr. Arliss surpassed the re-
putation he had bullt yp on his last
vigit. There werc 13 calls altogether
| after the first three acts and after the
third a speech was demanded. *“Ladies
and gentlemen,” he said, “it is against
my principles to make a curtain
speech. 1 consider it a very bad habit,
but, like all bad habits, must some-
times be endured. We owe you & word
of apology for coming again so soon
after our visit last April, but our re-
ception made .us think that we might
come again. We have to thank you
for your very kind reception and hope
that we may come again next April.”

Never-
theless, French bankers are actively at
work in completing the financial ad-
justments of the Balkan loans; and
when these are finished the way will
be still easier for handling the French
Government loan. The success of this
loan will largely depend upon its be-
ing able to bring out the hoarded
money; if it accomplishes that result
its good effect will be worldwide
Londen continues to keep a restrain-
ing hand upon the output of new se-
curities, which it i{s known would be
very heavy were it not for such re-
straints. Time will be necessary for
replenishment of the reduced supplies
of capital in the world’s markets, and
any substantial lowering of interest
rates is not anticipated until such an
adjustment is in sight or has been ac-
complished. Still, the financial strain
abroad is less acute, and with a rea-
sonable period for recuperation the
situation will work out its own cure.”
