ONDON, Aug. 27.—Canadian troops made notable advances south of 
the Scarpe River today, according to Field Marshal Haig’s report, 
occupying Cherisy, Vis-en-Artois and the Bols du Sart, and taking 

many prisoners. Scottish battalions also made excellent progress. 1
The statement reads: “This morning our troops, operating astride the 

Scarpe, again attacked. Overcoming the resistance of the enemy In hie 
old front line defences held prior to his offensive on March 21, the Cana­
dians penetrated deeply Into the German positions between the Sensee an 1 
Scarpe Rivers, and captured Cherisy, Vls-en-Artois and Bois du Sari, with 
many prisoners.

“On the right of the Canadians, Scottish troops crossed the Sensee 
and seized Fontalne-lez-Crolsilles, establishing themselves on the slopes 
of the spur south of the village, and taking several hundred prisoners.

“North of the îtoarpe other Scottish battalions carried Roeux, Gree- 
land and Gavrelle, arid English battalions gained possession of Arleux-en- 
Gohelle and the other German line south of this.

"Between Crolsilles and Bapaume and to the eoutii, English and New 
Zealanders again in heavy fighting repulsed numbers of determined coun­
ter-attacks delivered by German divisions recently brought up to reinforce 
the battlefront. Heavy losses were Inflicted on these divisions in their 
unsuccessful attacks.

“Despite their efforts to prevent our advance, our troops stormed the 
Village of Beugnatre and progressed at several points between Beugnatre 
and Crolsilles.

great advantage. The Bols du Sart, 
one of these places, lies south of the 
Scarpe, and northeast of Monchy-le- 
Preux, and it was feared that here 
the enemy might hold up the advance 
for a time, It was captured, how­
ever, after a short but fierce struggle, 
in which the Germans lost .^heavily.

Montauban Carried.
Another similarly valuable point is 

Montauban, northwest of Mametz, 
which fell this morning after the 
Germans had been given orders to 
hold at all costs. These orders were 
suddenly changed, and the enemy re­
tired in retreat.

Still another is Domplctre, south­
east of Gappy-sur-Somme. Domplerre 
was reached In the forenoon. From 
this point there is low rolling coun­
try all the way back to Peronne. In­
cidentally the British at this place 
are only six miles from Peronne, 
where the Somme bends to the south.

Bapaume, having been almost sur­
rounded, has been entered by British 
patrols, and they have been fighting 
In the streets. The town, therefore, 
is a sort of No Man’s Land for the 
moment, but its complete capture 
seems only a matter of hours.

The desperate German counter-at­
tacks show that the enemy is feeling 
the effect of the strong British pres­
sure against his rear-guards. Too 
close pressing at his heels by the pur­
suers would probably enable them to 
overrun his next defensive lines be­
fore he had time to brace himself 
again for the defence. The British at­
tacks are rapidly wearing down the 
German army. Up to the other night 
the enemy had engaged 70 of Ills di­
visions on hts right wing, and had 
many of these completely broken. As 
his army goes repeatedly thru the mill 
Its fighting values rapidly fall. The 
German army Is developing a sullen, 
mutinous mood. Prisoners now open­
ly insult their officers. The German 
gunners and machine gunners are be­
coming more anxious to 
guns than to resist the British ad­
vance. All these are growing signs of 
defeat, of the breaking up of the Ger­
man military organism, and if the 
allies only carry on long enough with­
out giving the enemy respite for the 
recovery of his poise, victory may soon 
be theirs.

In this way the trap­
per is able to get live animals for 
breeding purposes, a» well as having 
no waste ln the fur if used for tne 
hides. It is humane, as the little 
animals do not suffer by being kept 
for some time with broken legs or 
torn flesh, as in other traps. There 
are no springe to rust and break 
wftji the frost, and it can be set" on 
top of the snow, au it is Impossible 
for it to freeze up. There Is no ne­
cessity for building a house for bait, 
as the trap le a complete little house 
in Itself.

Ottawa, Aug. 27.—That Germany’s 
troubles are not all of a military na­
ture is evident from the following 
review of political development there 
received here today from the British 
ministry of Information. The cable 
read’s :

“Military reserves have produced 
great disappointment In German poli­
tical circles Some newspapers point 
out how they coincided with the ap­
pointment o". Hlntze with the relchs- 
tag consulted, but more liberal 
tlmentu on the part of the German 
press are merely a case of the devil 
being sick and wanting to turn monk.

The Polish question, which has long 
hung up the German policy, was re­
cently reported near solution.

Austria wanted the union of Rus­
sian and Austrian Poland as part of 
the Austro-Hungarian empire, while 
Germany wtas anxious to keep a triple 
division in Poland so that German Po­
land should not be the only unredeem­
ed territory. A suggested compromise 
now to the fore is that Archduke Carl 
Stephen be made king of Poland In 
close connection with Germany, with 
territory which might include parts of 
White Russia, where the big land es­
tates are owned by Poles, tho the po­
pulation is Russian, but this kingdom 
would contain none of Austrian-Ger­
man Poland and such an artificial new 
Poland must rely on Germany for pro­
tection against the universal Russian 
Indignation.

This compromise would give Ger­
man policy almost all It wants, but 
it is still uncertain 
will acqulsce. Russia more and more 
realizes the humiliation of the Brezt- 
Litovsk treaty, and the strong anti- 
German feeling. The German em­
bassy is reported to have fled from 
Moscow, protected by German sol­
diers, disguised in Russian uniforms. 
It found Petrograd bitterly hostile to 
the Social Revolutionaries.

The unexpected arrival of British 
troops at Baku gives a fresh revela­
tion of British resource, and add* a 
large factor to the many eastern pro­
blems whclh Germany and Turkey 
mu<t solve between them, none the 
more easily as each is on the worst 
terms with each other, and both on 
bad terms with Bulgaria.

Increase of 42 1 Regiments.
Under the r.ew military program, 

Japan would have 136 regiments, as 
against the present 84, there being now 
in existence 21 divisions, each of four 
regiments. An increase of 42 regiments 
Is provided for. Of this increase, four 
new divisions are covered by the army 
program laid down in 1908, when it 
was decided to Increase the number 
of divisions to 25, or to a total strength 
or 100 regiments. This program has 
not yet been carried Into effect. Writ­
ers on military matters estimate that 
the new plan contemplates an eventual 
enlargement of the Japanese army by 
E0 p'er cent, above its present strength, 
with a corresponding enlargement of 
the reserves, due to the great numbers 
passed thru tho service each year. 
Many think the expansion wHl be easy 
from the standpoint of man-power.

The naval program adopted at the 
last session of the diet was to fill out a 
fleet of eight dreadnoughts and six 
battle cruisers. The new naval pro­
posal, therefore, means that Japan 
plans to build two squadrons each to 
Le composed of eight dreadnoughts 
an* e^ght battle cruisers, and two 
additional cruisers to fill out the pres­
ent battle cruiser fleet. In other words, 
the construction project calls for 16 
additional dreadnoughts and IS more 
battle cruisers.

The estimated expenditure Involved 
is large. That for the army is placed 
at about $87,150,000 and that of the 
navy at about $540.000,000. It ts 
probable that the actual costs would 
be much higher, as the estimates men­
tioned above are basod upon figures 
worked out lief ore the war, when 
prices were lower.

London, Aug. 27.—British tanks up­
rooted a whole French village to stop 
the fire of German machine guns from 
the houses, In the recent allied offen­
sive.

The French troops had been aerious- 
ly hampered by the German machine 
guns in or on the topis of the houses. 
Tanks were in the vicinity, and a 
message was sent to them for as­
sistance. These complied, but the 
German machine guns were too well 
protected to be knocked out 1-y the- 
fire from the tank guns. Accordingly 
the tank commanders conferred at .he 
far end of the village and decided, m 
a hurried impromptu war council, to 
destroy the village by sheer weight of 
metal.

The tanks accordingly rammed 
house after house, bringing down the 
machine guns, extricating themselves 
from the ruins of one house, then 
proceeding to the next. In this w.ty 
the village was captured without a 
single British casualty, and at 
occupied toy the French.

In another attack a tank was set 
on fire, the officer in command was 
killed and the first driver severely 
wounded, all within the German lines. 
The second driver extinguished the 
fire, assumed command, and later in 
the day drove back' single handed, 
preceded by about fifty ,Germans, 
whom he captured unaided.

Another , tank, temporarily knocked 
out. constituted itself into a strong 
point inside the German lines, and 
/held out for five hours until the 
fantry arrived.

Guelph, Aug. 27.—Fuel distribution tn 
the city was discussed at a special meet­
ing of the fuel committee today, which 
was also attended by the majority of the 
local coal dealers and representatives 
from factories where coal Is oeing pur­
chased by employers for the use of the'r 
employes.

"The British merchant sailor has 
been an antl-Lansdowner for the past 
flve years, and is the first to swear 
economic and commercial retaliation 
against the German by refusing to 
carry Germans or German goods on his 
ships for at least flve years after the 
war,” said Mr. Wise.

London, Aug, 27.—The British w*t 
office reports— TT-

“Severe fighting took place on the 
field of the old Somme battle between 
Marlcourt and Bapaume, and also 
north of the latter town, yesterday 
afternoon and evening. The enemy 
counter - attacked repeatedly ln 
strength, Incurring great losses from 
the fire of our troops, but being un­
able to arrest our progress.

'‘English and Welsh troops pushed 
thru Montauban and advanced along 
the crest of the ridge, capturing High 
Wood and reaching LonguevaL In the 
latter village we were heavily counter­
attacked and forced back toward Ba- 
zentin-le-Orand and High Wood 
thle à line we broke the enemy’s at 
and,1 again advancing, established our­
selves well to the east of High Woo*

“Early ln the night a second enemy 
counter-attack was driven off by rifle 
fire before the Germans reached our 
position.

“North of High Wood the enemy 
twice counter-attacked in the neigh­
borhood of Ligny and Thilloy, pressing 
back our advanced troops some 400 or. 
500 yards. There his infantry was 
stopped and driven back.

“At Bapaume the New Zealanders, 
after fierce fighting, established them­
selves In the northern outskirts of the 
tow'n.

"Further north, English troops pro­
gressed toward Beugnatre. We have 
had hard fighting about Crotsilles.

"On the right of the battle front the 
Australians continued their advance 
astride the Somme, and made substan­
tial progress towards Domplerre and 
to the east of Suzanne.

“On the left of the battle front the 
Canadians yesterday captured the 
ridge to the east of Wancourt, and es­
tablished themselves to the east of 
Guemappe.

"North of the River Scarpe, Scottish 
troops renewed their attack last night, 
and they have made substantial pro­
gress towards Plouvain.

•Prisoners taken since the morning 
of August 21 exceed 21,000.”

Corn le Advancing.
Com generally Is advancing, despite 

the drouth. A month of warm weath­
er—sometimes very hot—favored ft on 
the whole. Some early varieties ln 
Essex are already in the shock. De­
spite the cool June weather most fields 
of ei)silage corn are in height of stalk 
fully two weeks ahead of last year.

Clover and other grasses have been 
much helped ln their second growth 
by the recent rains, which were much 
needed. Reports vary greatly as to the 
prospects for both clover and alfalfa 
seed.

Onions are being shipped by the 
carload from points in Essex and are 
much earlier than usual.

A few fields of Warren tobacco 
have been harvested in Essex. The 
plants are rather small ln leaf owing 
to the very dry and hot weather of 
the past month.

Owing to the drouth live stock have 
felt the lack of good pasture, but oth­
erwise they are in good condition. 
Young cattle are selling at from 9 
cents to 11 cents a pound, but more 
finished animals are bringing as high 
as 14 cents. Hogs . remain at from 
$19 to $19.50 per hundredweight. 
Young pigs are ln demand, weanlings 
fetching lie a pair.

Fruit Piekere Needed.
The farm labor situation continues 

well ln hand. Helpers now needed are 
fruit pickers In orchards and men for 
the September general cleanup. Pre­
paration Is also being made for get­
ting in fall wheat, but the ground has 
been very hard for plowing, owing to 
the drouth. JChe heavy rains which 
came late in the week are expected 
to help ln this respect. According to 
the Kent representative the farmers of 
that leading winter wheat county are 
satisfied to put in spring wheat next 
year if the ground or other conditions 
do not permit planting fall wheat this 
fall. The great success of spring 
wheat this year encourages this view, 
but the action of the grain commis­
sioners in arranging for a bonus of 
five cents a bushel on Ontario winter 
wheat may have some effect ln In­
creasing acreage. There now appears 
to be plenty of seed available.

C.P.B. touch­
ed 171 In New York yesterday, but free 
offerings caused a reaction to 190% at 
the clese.

The Montreal Star, discussing the "ur­
gent buying,” which has earned the 
stock to a point at which the Income re­
turn Is considerably below six per cent., 
says : "Apart from the ordinary'run ot 
shorts ever present In the stock, one 
story to account for the buying Is con­
nected with stock sold for German ac­
count before or shortly after the war 
started.

"It Is now suggested that New York 
brokers who accepted such oMsrs for 
delivery are developing fears that Ger­
man-held stock may not he accepted, 
and may be seised where upeelble in con­
nection with whatever plans may de­
velop to make Germany pay for the war.

"This fear is said to be greatly height­
ened by the present successes for the 
allied arms and the Indications that 
Germany Is weakening.

"The* natural sequence of events would 
be* for brokers with such contracts on 
hand to enter the market to cover up 
what would be technically short con­
tracts, Such buying. It might be readily 
understood, would force the price up, 
partlcülarly as the supply does not seem 
to be very great”

On the Standard Stock Exchange and 
In mlnlpg quarters generally there whs 
considerable discussion yesterday as to 
the precise meaning of the order-ln- 
council Issued at Ottawa prohibiting the 
exportz of Canadian silver coin, silver 
bullion and fine silver bars, except under 
license issued by the minister of finance. 
Apparently licenses are only to be Issued 
where the silver is for use tor civil or 
military purposes of Importance In con­
nection with the war. This proviso of 
Itself introduces a certain degree of lati­
tude. and might be given a falrlyi 
Interpretation, all of which la a matter 
of speculation up to the present. It seems 
definitely decided, however, that these 
licenses only permit export at a price 
which does not directly or indirectly ex­
ceed $1.0114 per ounce, 1000 fine, at the 
point where the silver Is refined.

This restriction as to price bids fair 
to prove the fly in the ointment, as far 
as Canadian stiver producers are con­
cerned. It Is no secret that moi>-th*n 
one silver-producing min# of Canada has 
been selling silver at well above the fig­
ure mentioned.* It follows that consider­
able lose win be the result of the present 
order-ln-councll.

In many quarters the view is expressed 
that the urgent demand for silver coin­
age by the allied governments may re­
sult In the remonetizing of silver.

Nothing remotely resembling a market 
flurry has been calised by the reported 
Intention of the Mexican Government to 
restore the Mexico City Street Railway 
system, the property of the Mexico 
Tramways Company, to Its owners. Three 
years ago President Carranza confis­
cated the-property,' and- a number of 
Canadian Investors saw the market value 
of their investment ehriqk to the vanish­
ing point. A- few years ago the stock 
sold well above par, Jtmt there has been 
no transaction In It locally for several 
years.

Mexican Light and Power Company 
stock, representing an enterprise con­
trolled by the Mexico Tramway» Com­
pany, has undergone similar deprecia­
tion. The stock sold last year on the 
Toronto Exchange as1 low as 10, but 
about ten days ago a transaction, was 
put thru locally at 16. This was the 
first sale of the year and attracted some 
attention on that account.

Hedging pressure, Increasing receipts, 
and, primarily, the corn weakness, ac­
counted for the decline in the oats mar­
ket.

Another reassuring telegram on the 

crop situation from the euperintendént 
of the central and western branches at 
Winnipeg was received at the head of­
fice of the Bank of Commerce yesterday. 
The message read as follows:

"Weather conditions since last re­
port have been, generally speaking, 
satisfactory. There has been no frost 
and very little hail. Harvesting is 
generally well under way except In 
northern Manitoba and southeastern 
Saskatchewan, where wet and dull 
weather has delayed operations. Oat 
crop In northern Alberta is turning 
out better than expected. Wheat 
samples are reported to be excellent 
from all points.

C. B. Watts, secretary-treasurer of tne 
Dominion Millers' Association, who at­
tended the session of the board of'grain 
supervisors in Winnipeg last week, said 
y> The World yesterday that he had 

found a more hopeful sentiment regard­
ing the crop outlook in the west The 
past two or three weeks had greatly al­
tered the prospects, and many orders for 
goods which had been canceled by wes­
tern houses after the frost visitation In 
the last week In July had been placed 
again, while. In some cases, the original 
orders had been considerably enlarged. 
Mr. Watts said It seemed reasonable now 
to look for a western wheat crop of 
150,000,000 bushels, and that the ultimate 
returns from threshing might prove, as 
In some other years where a light yield 
had been forecast, surprisingly heavy.

Mr. Watts expresses satisfaction with 
the premium of five cents a bushel on 
Ontario winter wheat. He believed the 
new Incentive given to farmers would 
materially Increase the acreage sown to 
winter wheat In the province. While 
this year's yield of spring wheat would be 
excellent, really satisfactory results with 
spring wheat in Ontario were only gain­
ed about once in five years on the aver­
age. and as winter wheat averaged much 
better, despite occasional severe losses. 
It was most desirable that farmers 
should turn in this direction.
