Explorer Tyrrell Proposes Rem-
edy For Present Deterrent
to' Mining by Building Govern«
ment Line Into Territery.

Jogeph Tymrell, the well-known tra-
veler, explorer "and mining engineer,
was in the city yesterday, M2 returned
1o his home at Ottawa from the Yukon
about three wecks ago.

Mr.Tyrrell does not speak in very cl-
couraging terms of the situation in the
Yukon. He says the output of gold
this year will be about $7,000,000, a3
against $10,000,000 last year. He also
says that the output of gold is in the
transition stage, its production by indi-
viduals being supplanted by companies
with large capital, employing systema-
tic methods. But this latter process
is not quite in sight, nor is it lika2ly
tc be in sight, according ‘o Mr. Tyr-
rell, umtil the transportation charges
made by the White Horse Pass Kail:
way are reduced.

These charges make the cost of living
so high that mining cannot be carried
en economically. The White Horse
Pass Raflway . is paying five
per cent. on a capitalzation
of $10.000,000. It s mnot likzly
that one-fifth of that amount has bz2en
actually invested in the road. Mr, Tyr-
rell thinks that the Dominion govern=
ment ought to make an exploration
with a view to the building of a lin2
into the Yukon from some point on
the Grand Trunk Pacific in British Col-
umbia.

From this point to the heart of the
Yukon might require a road 1000 miles
in length, but Mr. Tyrrell is of opin-
jon that the country between the
Grand Trunk Pacific and the Yuken
is as promising as the Cobal: country
in Ontario has proved, and, therefore,
it would be a good investment for the
government to fmmediately make the
preparatory explorations. The popula-
tion of the Canadian Yukon to-day is
between 5000 and 6000, 2000 of which is.
in Dawson City.

LEGISLATION ON THEATRE TICKETS

N. Y “Assemblyman Praovides Hesvy
Fines for Discerimination.

COMPEL LOCAL INDUSTRIES.

South Australia is grappling with a
similar problem to that présented by
the nickei ore situation in Ontario, ‘That
state of the'’Commonwealth possesses

It is not proposed to for-
bid the shipment of goncentrates, but
to reorganize the local smelting com’
pany and enable it to compete success-
fully with its German rivals, The
scheme s, of course, a private enter-
prise, and in the case of the Common-
wealth no other solution of the prcblem
Seems to be possible. It is the hope of
the promoters to place the new smelting
company in a position similar to that
held by the American Smelting Com-
pany in the United States,

industry from the United States to the

8o
much is this so that, after 20 to 30
years’ continuous service, there is no
hope of a Canadlian reaching a grade
above brevet-colonelcy. But an Eng-
lishman may come here with the rank
of either lieutenant or captain and be
instantly jumped to a brevet-colonel.
Moreover, there is in Kingston a
school of instruction in connection with
the local garrison of Canadian Horse
Artillery. As officers in this division
there are Col. Seager, who has served
for 24 years continuously, and Col
Ogilvy, with an unbroken record of 19
years’' service, and a royal military
graduate. These men are in every way
competent to give all the instruction
necessary to those coming to prepare
for commands, and they have done so
till recently, and that, too, without any
additional expense to the government.
But along comes an Englishman, who
supersedes the qualified Canadians,
adds thousdnds of dollars. to the ex-
pense of the ischool, and causes friction
by his inexperience and needless inter-
ference with the arrangements of the
garrison. The extent to which men are
brought into the Canadian service from
the other side of the Atlantic may be
realized when it is stated that duriaog
the past six months some twenty Eng-
lishmen have been imported to Canaca
and placed over the heads of long-serv-
ing and competent Canadians. Outside
the new eouncil board, the blame for
this injustice is placed on Major-Gen-
eral Lake, chief of general staff of the
militia, He is intensely English, and
has a powerful influence over the min-
{ster of militia, so that the latter is as
pliable as putty in Lake’s hands,

Mr, Hawkes: I should like to read the
invitation sent to The Toronto World
on which this conference was made:
“This company has not had, and has
not now, an understanding, direct or 'n-
direct, thru agents, thru Joe Harrls,
thru telegraph or televhone companias,
or thru.any sort, kind or form of com-
munication. whereby the price which
will be paid for hogs is discuseed, or
views of values compared, or any ena-
dition set up showing collusion of inter-
est on any matter involved. If this de-
nial still leaves some loophole waich
¥ou think is not covered, if you wiil
supply the language to cover the loop-
hole, you will please understand tha*
our denial embodies it. If other pack-
ers know the price which is fixed by
this company from week to week, it is
obtained by some means unknown to
us, and if you will discover the means
you will perform for us a very usefu!
and satisfying service, If after this
committee has met with us and has
gone thru the evidence which we will
submit to you, ang you find you are
mistaken, we will ask you, in the in-
terest of a very important industry, to
make the amende honorable.”

It seems to me the first quotation
gives the most absolute ang complete
denial of any sort of knowledge oe-
tween the different packers that coulg
possibly be made, And the second part
shows that the William Davies Co. do
set out,contrary té what Mr. Flavells
said in his opening, to prove a nega-
tive,

Mr. Flavelle: We have given you the
evidence that we have,

Mr. Hawkes: The gentlemen may
have noticed in what I said at the be-
ginning that I was .not particularly
keen to go tnto merely a controversy as
between newspapers and any body of
packers or any single nacker. But this
letter carries it much farther than that:
“We believe this co-operation”—that is
as between packers and breeders—*is
being wrongfully destroyed by a par-
sistent newspaper campaign of insinu-
ation and assertion against packers
which is'not supporteq by evidence, and
which we say, as far as this company
is concerned. is not only misleading but
directly contrary to the whole spirit in
which the business is conducted.”
