For Conditional Surender.
A few days ago it was stated that the

Cuba, and would serve as good a purpose
a4s would the. destruction of the Spanish
army. To allow the Spanish General to
withdraw to the Interfor amd fall back oa
Havana, on the other hand, would put the
Americans under the obligation of overcom-
ing that additional force when it comes to
the seige of Havana, The Government
also Is moved to make this proposal to.re-
move the Spanish forces to Spain through a

sirong desire to close up the operations at
Santlago at the earMest possible moment.
This desire has been materlally strengthen-
ed by the appearance of yellow fever with-
in the American lines:

It was at first supposed that the men

At the End of the Truece.

The Irene Incident.

Turning to the far east, it was refreshing
to receive to-day good news again from
Dewey. The Administration is very much
pleased with the readiness shown by the
admiral in meeting the grave issue pre-
sented to him at Subic Bay and just re-
ported, as he did. Naval officers,  too, were
not a little gratified at the speedy retire-
ment of the German cruiser Irene after the
appearance of the Raleigh and Concord.

A comparison of the ships shows that the
Irene was much superior to either of the
two American vessels, and in tonnage was
almost as large as the Raleigh and Con-
ccrd together.

From this it is to be inferred that the
retirement of the Ireme was from motives
of general policy, rather than from any dis-
position to try:conclusions with the! two
American ships.

In official quarters here, there appears
to be no disposition to look upon the act
of the Irene as a menace which will re-
quire explanation. It was thought at first
tl-at this first outward show of force on
the part of the German ship might lead to
an Inquiry by the Government as to the
purposes of Germany. Thus fars however,
there is no disposition toymake such inquiry
or attach serious import to the incident,

GERMAN BOAT RAN AWAY,

Chased by Dewey, When Siding
With the Spaniards—Still
Fighting at Manila.

Manila, July 9, via Hong Kong, July 13.—
The insurgents on Wednesday, July 6, re-
ported that the German gunboat Irene, In
Subic Bay, refused to permit them to at-
tack the Spaniards on Grand Island, Reéar
Admiral Dewey promptly despatched the
United States cruisers Raleigh and Concord
to investigate the matter. On entering Suble
Bay the Raleigh opened fire on the forts,
whereupon the Irene slipped her cable and

steamed out by the other channel.

In reply to the fire of the American war-
ship the Spaniards, numbering over BN
men, surrendered everything. On return-
Ing to Manila the Irene explained that she
interfered “‘in the cause of bumanity’’ and
offered to hand over to the Americans the
refugees she had on board. Admiral Dewey,
howerver, declined to accept them.

The insurgents Yyesterday made vigorous
attacks on the, Spanlards from all sides
with little result. They shelled the Spanish
blockhouses and trenches north of Manlla
and captured the Spanish guns at Santa
Mesa.

There was a funious musketry fire all
night long at San Juan, Santa ¥Ana, Paco
and Pasayi, the Spaniards replying with
artillery and musketry.

A Grave Scandal.

I .feel that the thinking publiic, Irrespec-
tive of polities, will look upon it as a
grave scandal that the very men, whose
seats are being aftacked in the regular
way in the courts, should be the persons 10
voie on this extraordinary proposed legisla-
tion.

Father and ‘/Baugher Lose Their Lives
at Downsview.

Whilst Driving From. the City M.
Jacob Stong and Mrs. Peter-
baugh Were Caught by the
Northera Express and Instantly
Killed—Another Daughter Likely
to Die.

At 7.30 last night, as the Northern train,
No. 68, In charge of Conductor W. Wil
liams, was rushing past the crossing near
Downsview station (old Weston), Mr. Jacob
Stong, with his two daughters—Mrs, J.

It would have gladdened the heart of the
most hopeless of all cynics to have wit-
nessed the way in which the little children
took advantage of the opportunities offered
them to #ecure pleasure free of charge. In
some cases the air was not quite as fresh
as If the children were In the Adirondacks,
but as these children have never been in
the mountains, they did not know the diffes-
ence. To them the ecity playgrounds were
as near to heaven as it is possible for the
average east side child to get on earth.

A Musical Voice May Be Obtained

by Diligent Study.

The New Orleans Picayune quotes a Te-
cent lecture by Mrs. Marion Martin, in
which she says:

We fett Ottawa by special train at
.30 p-m. the 6th inst. Every\thi.ng went
smoothly along. We sighted Lake Su-
perior on the evening of the Tth. All
enjoyed the beautiful scenery on one
side and the Tugged on the other until

ight closed . At 4 pm:

racks headed by the 90th Batt. Band.
1 was not so lucky, as 1 had to remain
jn charge of the guard over the train.
It being Sunday, there was a terrible
crowd to reccive and see us Off.
They had refreshments prepared for
the force, and 1 was sorry to miss that.
When they returned, we pulled out at
5.30 pm., and the remainder of daylight
was spent in admiring ithe prairie, see-

prairie chickens and wild ducks.
We got off the train a couple of times a
day for g. quntt.l:; of an hour at n.’tune
to stretch our 8.

At 5 p-m. on the 10th 1 was gbruptly
wakened by Insley giving me a gmwh
in the ribs and excitedly saying, Here
is Calgary.” 1 raised my head and saw
omething more than buildings, some-
thing farther away, the ky Moun-/
ﬂim, those great heights that I bhad

so much about and longed to see.

e were yet 60 miles from the mo.1n-
tains. Soon ‘all was excitement, and
BV man was eager to get & glimpse
of mountains, the town of Calgary
and the N.W.M.P. Barracks. Only &
touple of minutes’ stop and we were off
again. Soon all were dressing, shaving
or washing, so that we would have no-.
thing to do but watch the rising hills
and the Rockies in the nce, &
pccasionally an Indian or an Indian
pamp would attract our attention.

‘After an .hour’s run the mountains
appeared a mile away, and as one look-
ed ahead of the train the engine looked
as if it would dash headlong into the
towering pile of rocks ahend- But we
roli along and eventually pass into the

aks- To mearly all of us the

ockies were one of the great-
est sights we had ever seen. We fol-
Jowed the valley along a ramd\lg rising

ade until we arrived at Stephen,
the highest level reached by the rail-
way- It was much rooler, and on a Jit-
tle lake near the ice was quite thick,
though in the valley it was open sum-
_mer. From we commenced t'o
descend toward the oppositeylde- We
descended 1100 feet in eight minutes; and
passed some of the finest scenery- We
came down that terrible descent, sweep-
ing around curves, immediately um.ler
the highfest and grandesi mc_mntqms
on ome side, and on ;hp opposite side,
Jooking down a precipice a ¢hn\1smxd
feet, into a valley through which flows
a river, and away on the opposite side
of the wvalley the towering mountains

tretch upward again.
E'Comingp down we went through 1_he
famous Kicking Horse Pass, of which
I have never heard an exaggerated de-
seription, because it is impossible to
even do it justied As we came down
we had the best view of Mount Cathe-
dral, which is the prettiest T have secen.
Next is Mount Stephen, the highest on
the line. . It is 5296 feet. A peculpr
thing occurred while 1iding down. The
brakeman, who was standing beside me
on the platform, recognized me. We
used to live in the same place. Tunnels
were numerous, and there were OvCr
40 snow sheds to go through. We pass-
ed ravines and canyons, streams dashing
down them and splashing into foam.

At the Glacier we dismounted for a
quarter of an hour- Getting up here
and going out again is perhaps as good
a piece of engineering as there is on the
line. It runs serpentine shape up the
mountain to this place, and the same
down again. At Glacier the ths in-
dulged in a snowball match. '\\ e ran
along and crossed the Columbia River,
the next big river being the Fraser.

We arrived at Vancouver at 1 p.m-
the 11th inst, and were met by the of-
ficers of the 5th Regiment Garrison Ar-
tillery Their band played us to the driil
hall, where we were quartered during
our stay. We got our meals at the Ori-
ental Hotel, The staff sergeants had
rooms there, that includeds QOampbell
and Davis. The officers were quartered
at the Hotel Vamcouver, which is the
best hotel in the city. Vancouver is the
most business-like, go-ahead place I ever
struck. = It is a ftypical western city.
There are plenty of saloons to look after
the requirements of the people. in that
direction. Everything is Klondike. Any
store that is not labeled with the name
is not properly in business. We only
had-one parade in Vancouver, that was
to have a march around town and to
take some sweat out of us. It was 85
degrees in the shade.

At 6 pm. on the 14th inst. we em-
barked on board the SS. Islander, and
sailed from port at 4 o'clock the follow-
ing morning. The trip up the coast
was uneventful. We sailed mearly al-
ways between the Gslands and main-
Jand, but a couple of times went out on
the open sea, to the sorrow of many
of the men and the delight of the fishes.
We saw a few whales and a number of

rpoises and flocks of sea fowl. At

p-m. the 17th we arrived at Fort Wranr
gel, and, though it was raining, there
was a crowd of all sorts of people came

down on the wharf to see the mnovel’

sight of British soldiers in their port,
though they were very civil and, in
fact, friendly. Fort Wrangel is a place
with about 500 inhabitants and from
1200 to 1500 ,of a floating population.
It has three or four stores and two
dozen whiskey and gambling dives.
There is an opera house, where women
of the lowest type give low perform-
ances, and after the show is over the
geats are removed and the remainder of
the night is spent in dancing. Any man
who wants to stay for the dance pays
the small sum of half a dollar, which
covers the amount of his drinks-

Prices at Wrangel are not much high-
er than they are at Vancouver, but once
you go inland the prices are abont
three times higher, and continue to in-
crease the farther up country you go-
There are a number of reporters, or
rather men who write lefters to half
a dozen papers at once, come to Wran-
gel and write letters to their papers
from there, and because they are ad-
dressed from a place in Alaska, people
| down east take it all in as good reliable
news. Now, I can tell you that a man
remaining at Wrangel or Skaguay, for
that matter, knows no more about the
Klondike than if he were living at Van-
couver. And even when one has ar-
i rived at Glenora or Telegraph Creek,
there is no possibility of knowing any
more abofit the far interior than one
living at the coast- I might pull on my
imagination and go on and ftell you all
about it, but it I did I would be deceiv-
ing you, for it would be all hearsay,

and then there 1s no person here who
can tell me anything authentie. All
T can tell you is what the route is like
this far, and that is sufficient to write

pages “about, and then you cannot re-

alize the difficulties and dangers of
working one’s way up the Stikine Riv-
er: - It rains nearly every day along the
coast and for about 75 muiles iniand,
Then comes what is called the dry
belt, where it seldom rains. It has only
rained once here since the 17th of
March.

On the evening of the 18th inst., the
nurses, Miss Faith Fenton and Mrs.
Stearns, wife of a N.W.M.P. inspector,
stationed at Dawson City, and No 1
Company and Col. Evans and staff went
aboard the Strathcona and Nos. 1 and 2
Chmpanies went aboard thie Stiking
Chief and at 6.35 the following moin-
ing we left Wrangel and started up the
river. Owing to the tide being low,
our boats had diffculty in getting over
the sand bars that are formed at the
motuth of the river, but after an hour’s
delay the Stikine Chief got under Wiy,
and we did not see the Strathcona again
on the way up. There are sand bars all
the way up, as the river bed is all sand,
and it requires experieuced pilots to get
a boat up at all.

When night comes the boats all make
fast to the shore, as it is dangerous to
attempt to navigate at night. On the
first dny we passed scores of part‘xfa,
many of whom had started up the m'.»r
in the winter, but were unable © got
through- Tt was an open winter, {he
thermometer not going _more than hge
degrees below zero at Wrangel, so the
jce was rotten, and many that started
out never were heard from again.
Others were glad to get back to Wran-
gel with their lives, having in some
case lost all their supplies t rough the
ice, and after getting new outfits are
working their way up the river again
in small boats. Others,when they found
it impossible to get through, camped on
the bank of the river until navigation
would open, and in many cases are sh'}l
there waiting to be picked up, and it
will be some time before the boats cm;
take them up, as through freight @and
passengers with through tickets get first
reference, and all the boats have their
ands full to keep traffic moving from
Wrangel. < There are 14 botts plying on
the river, the largest belonging to the
C.P.R. and Hudson Bay Co.

On the 20th we passed up the canyon,
or Grand Rapids It is about a mie
long,and causes considerable excrtomelx:t
going up- At times our b('mt would-_ e
standing still, with her engines working
their best. At last we got through, and
went smoethly on- There were, perhaps
50 people in the canyoun, Worlfmgdﬂmlr
way through in small boats. They have
to draw their boats up by long ropes.
They string the rope along the top of
the rock, then pull it up and anchor
or at least tie up to a rock while they
stretch the rope along again, ete., until
they have worked to the top. It is
making good time to get a small boat
with its load of an]:nlim through the
canyon in a day- The day before W€
passed it a men fell from the top of
the rock, a couple of hundred feet, and
was never seen agaim He came from
Peterboro, but I have forgotten his
name- These are common occurrences,
but are seldom if ever heard of in the

east.

On the 20th a boat capsized with two
men who were coming down from
Telegraph Creek to Glenora. One of
the bodies was found on the shqrf.-._ but
the other has not been seen- This is
said to be the only body that was ever
recovered in the Stikine River. That
may be exaggerated, but any one who
goes down in the Stikine stands 2
mighty slim chance of being seen again.
The current is so strong, and there is
an under current that pulls one down
and keeps him there.
Rev. Mr. Pringle of the
Church came here from \Vl"a.ﬂggl and
pulled his supplies on a sleigh in the
middle of February- He tells many m-
teresting stories of hardship npd loss.
He tells of seeing many teams with their
‘sleigh loads go through the ice, and in
an instant were swept under with th'e
current, and the driver was lucky if
he saved his life, being left standing
there without supplies of any kingl.
Ie says many of these accidents were
caused from inexperience and 'stupml-
ity. In one case two young Englishmen
were coming up with two loaded teams;
the leading team broke through and
disappeared.  Along c.mme'ﬂm second
one and down they went n the same
hole, and all was lost except the driv-
ers.  One outfit he was pleased to see
wrecked was the finest team of horses
on the river loaded with whiskey. The
jee gave way, and in legs time than
he could count they all were out of
sights

The Stratheona arrived safely on the
evening. of the 22nd. They slept aboard
and went into camp the following morn-
ing. We have a good camp ground on
the Hudson Bay Co.’s flats, about a mile
below Glenora. There is plep.ty of room
for playing football, which is a novelty
to the Indians. They take great delight
in watching the games, which they nev-
er saw played before.

We had a “review order parade” on
the 24th and fired a royal salute. 1n
the afternoon there was a good pro-
gram of sports held by the citizens and
miners.  There are some good athletes
here, but the troops were able to pull
out some good prizes. There was $200
given in cash prizes. In the evening
there was a grand ball given at the
Gignorn.  Housp, six married whbmen
honoring the occasion with their pres:
ence, and you may believe they were
kept moving pretty lively. The single
ladies here are not of the class that
are invited to such society events. /
room spacious enough to accommodate
so grand an affair is hard to find in
Glenora, hence the Glenora House was
selected. The ballrcom is 14 feet square.

The Teslin trail is yet in bad condi-
tion, as the warm weather is melting
the snow on the top of the mountains,
and the water runs down across the
trail and makes it unsafe: The trail
slong the mountains is 18 .inches wide,
and there is some very hard climbing
to get up it. Tt rises to 3000 feet.
Then after the descent there is a swamp
10 miles across that is only ~“passable
nnder the best conditione, and we will
be here until the trail is fit to go over.
Our extra supplies will be carried on
pack ponies.. There has been no forward
movement of miners yet. Only a few
have ventured the trip, and the rest are
waiting to hear how they got ony but
the very warm weather the past week
will bring the water down from the
mountains to such an extent that they
will probably fail in their attempt to get
through. For the past week the ther-
mometer has gone above 95 degrees in
the shade, and the streams are all foam-
ing, so that the Stikine has risen six
feot in the last three days, and is still
rising. If it rises ten feet more we will
have to shift our eamp up on the moun-
tain. Navigation is closed in conse-
quence, as the great amount of trees
and driftwood makes the river impass-
able, for the bouts are all stern wheel-
ers, and the paddles would all be torn
o1l

(ilenora has about 100 inhabitants,
and there are about 2009 mipers and pro-
spectors camped here waiting for a fa-
vorable time to move forward. T think
the majority are making for Teslin, and
will prospect around 7Teslin Lake and
its tributaries. Some have money; some

have merely ouffits; others have dogs,
and there are horses, ponies and mules!
to no end. (lod knows whom they be-
jong to. There are six licensed hotels,
one ‘eustom house (which &s also the
police station) wnd two dwellings. Lhe
whole lot put together would not do
credit to a third-class farmer’s barn
yard. The town and vicinity are com-
posed of tents.

Faith Fenton has returned to Van-
conver, and will return in time to ac-
company us mnorth.

The men are all in good health and
anxious to get on the trail. We will
have to carry about 80 poumds--that in-
cludes the rifie and pack complete.
There is some talk of the Oliver equip-
ment being sent back and adopting the
same equipment that is tsed by people
in this country. It is said one cah calTy
a heavier load with greater ease than
with the present outfit.

The boots issued to us for marching
are rotten. Some of them are going to
pieces already.

MADRID LOOKS FOR PEACE

Spain to Accept the Inevitable w
How Uncle Sam Will Be Kept
Out of Philippines.

New. York, July 13.—The Tribune prints
the following from its London correspon-

dent: .

“Madrid has taken the defeat of Cervera
so quietly that peace is now poassible with-
out risks of revolution. ‘Bagasta is not
willing to sacrifice his politieal reputation
by proposing peace under hard conditlons,
He Is bent upon having some convenient
subsfitute incur the unpopularity. When
peace has been made he will return to of-
fice amd dfe In harness.

“*There is great interest here in the con-
ditions of peace which the United States
may propose; and there will be general dis-
appointment if a war indemnity based upon
the Philippines be so meagre that elther
France or- Germany can ralse the money
and obtain possession of the islands. It Is
believed here that the European powers will
not intervene in any way unless a high in-
demnity be proposed. In that event the
powers may use their diplomatdc offices for
obtaining the reduction of the indemnity.
“Whether the indemnity be high or low,
Spain unaided will never way it; but un-
less it be a substantial one, some European
power will pay dt, and then the United
States will be compelled to withdraw from
the Philippines, especially as Japan has
retired from the mainiand of China. Eng-

land eagerly desires America to remain
permanently in the¢ Philippines.”

MUST FALL BY THE SWORD.

Toral Says for Santingo: “No Sur-
render,”’ Except by KForece of
Arms—Shafter’'s Guns Rendy.

Off Juragua, July 12, 8 p.m,, via Kings-
ton, Jamaica, July 13, 10 a.m.—All the
negotiations for a peaceful surrender ¢f
Santiago de Cuba ended in utter fallure to-
day, and the city must fall by the
aword.

Gen, Toral, the Spanish comimander, Yas
finally and definitely refused Gen. Bhafter's
proposal for an unconditional surrender,
and the American army now only awaits
the word to begin the final struggle. Just
when the attack will be made depends
upon the time which will ensue before Gen,
Randolph can land his batterles at the
front, as it is definitely settled that the for-
ward movement will not begin until the
army is fully backed up by the big guns,
the absence of which cost so many lives
during the previous engagement, Gen. Ran-
dolph’'s movement began early this morning,
but to-night, out of 10 batteries, only one
of four guns had succeeded in making its
way over the almost impassable trall to
the trenches at the front. This, with the
four batteries already there, is not consld-
ered by the American commander as suf-
ficlent, and probably 24 hours more will
elapse before the general engagement be-
gins,

Shafter’'s Final Proposal.

Gen. Shafter’s second and last proposal to
surrender was sent into Santiago at noon
yesterday, It went In the form of a terse
note, in which the general pointed out the
hoplessness of the Spanish position, sur-
rounded by the American troops, and cut
off from reinforcements, and without means
to combat our fleet, which can hurl shells
by the hundred Into any part of the
city. Undir conditional surrender it was
declared, were the only terms to be consld-
ered, and only prompt acceptance of these
terms could ‘save the Spanish forces and
innocent citizens from awful slaughter.

The firing, which has been going on at
intervals since Sunday afternoon, was
ordered stopped when the flag of truce
started for the Spanish lines, and has not
been resumed since.  No attention wus
pald # Gen. Shafter's communication, until
shortly after 8 o’clock this morning, when
a reply came under a flag of truce, Gea.
Toral was as brief as his foe, saying in ef-
fect, that If the Americans wanted Santiago
they could come and get it.

Planting Guns for Action.

Toral declared unconditional surrender to
be entirely beyond reason and  possibility,
and expressed himself as ready to meet an
attack at any time the invading army saw
fit to make one, Gen. Shafter accepted the
reply as final, and although no firing was
ordered, he immediately began preparations
for the coming struggle. Gen. Randolph’s
10 light batteries were ordered rushed
from the landing place at Juragua, and a
change In the lines was made. Gen. Law-
ton’s entire diision was moved to the
northward a mile and a half, his extreme
right being placed at Caimen, on the bor-
der of the harbor, This movement places
the American forces in a semi-zircle entire-
ly surrounding Santlago, and cutting off
the retreat of the Spaniards except by
water, as our flanks rest at the water's
edge. The late arrivals of volunteers came
up from Juragua and the 1st Illinois
Regiment, the 80th Ohlo and the regiment
from the District of Columbia were lo-
cated in the trenches vacated by Lawton's
men.

Montreal Arrests Followed by Others In Manchester
and Boston—Stolen Bills Found on the Prisoners.

Montreal, July 13.—The detection of the
parties counected with the Napanee bank
robbery is the one tople of conversation n
police and detective circles. Foilowing the
sudden disappearance of Chlef Carpenter
yesterday, an even closer watch was placed
on the prisoner, Caroline Pare, who, it was
suspected, would make an effort to com-
municate with parties outside,

In cqmpany with the Pinkerton detective,
Chief Carpenter, it was hinted, had left the
city for the American side, but parties who
should know said this morning that his
work for the last few days has been alto-
gether in the eity, and it is supposed he
has used this blind to give a sense of faise

security to the accomplices, who are locat-
ed here. The chief actors of the gang are
believed, however, to be In Quebec, [0
which the accused woman, when warned,
attempted to escape.

The American detective, a local detective
and the chief himself feft the city this
morning on & flylng visit to Quebee, where
it I8 expected the remainder of the gang
will be captured, From Quebec it is learn-
ed the prlnct{ml details of“the robbery are
being worked up by the detectives there,
and the most important witnesses, four in
number, as well as several.prisoners, will
come from that city.

Another Capture at Boston.

By the artest of Caroline Saucier in Mort-
real dast Thursday, followed by ‘that of Ed-
ward Pare, her brother, in Manchester, N,
H., on Satyrday, and, finally, by that of
Willam Henry Holden, in Boston. to-day,
it is believed that the partie¥ who were
concerned in the robbery of the Dominion
Bank at Napanee, on Aug. 28, 1897, have
at last been apprehended. In the possess-
fon of all three of the persons arrested were
found bills stolen from the bank, but of
the $38,000 taken less thgn one-third has
as yet been recovered. A greater part of
this money is in Dominion Bank bills, $10,-
000 of which was stolen, with the signature
of the cashier missing, but on the bills the
signature is forged.

The balance of the Dominion bills have
been put in circulation in Canada and this
country, and are constantly turning up. The
robbery of the Bank of Napanee occurred
on the night of Aug. 27, and strong boxes
containing the money were forced and $33,-
000 in bills taken.

Of this amount $23,000 avas in Canadian
coin and bi's, and American gold, while
fhe balance was in nnsigned Dominion $10
bills. ' For a long time there was no ciue
to the robbery, but the appearance In April

of $10 Dominion bllls with the forged sig-

nature in various pargs of the country and
Canada started officérs at work, and a part
of the bills turned up in Montreal and
Manchester, N.H., and, after a month or
more hard work Caroline.Saucler was ar-
rested. In her possession were found 103
of the Dominion bills. It was learned that
the Saucler woman has a brother named

Edward Pare, alias Leo A. Belanger, allas
Howard, living in Manchester, N.H.
Officers, before the arrest in Montreal,
had already shadowed Pare in Manchester,
and ascertained and learned that he was
in the habit of making deposits in the
First National Bank of $50 to $100 a day,
and in each deposit was mixed one or two
of the Dominion bills with the forged sig-
nature. Pare was arrested early on July
9, in his house. He refused to make any
stateinent, and denied all knowledge of the
robbery.
Tried to Burn the Bills,

In the frame of a tool chest 95 bills were
found, and of these 57 had forged signa-
tures. * By some means, an associate of
Pare’s, W, H. Holden, was traced to Rox-
bury, this city, and to-day, after dn all-day
wait in the rain, the officers arrested him.

In the room at the time were his wife and
daughter. Mrs, Holden denied having ever
seen the bills, but the officers caught the
daughter throwing the roll into the fire.
This roll was saved. and 19 charred bills
are the result, Holden fought the officers
but was finaliy locked up. Both men will
resist extradition. 5

(1) Since the prorogation a general pro-

~ vinclul election has been held, and 65 pro-

tests (besides several cross-petitions) have
been entered against the election of mem-
bers who wete returned duly elected. Up
to the present time it would appear that
sicne of these petitions have been ready for
trial. The undersigned has learned, how-
ever, that the election judges have fixed the
time for the trial of 31 of said petitions, or
less than one-half, the earlest date fixed
being Aug. 29, and the latest Nov. B, leav-
ing the remainder to be tried, it is assum-
ed, at later dates.

Having regard to the number of petitions
tc be disposed of and to the right of appeal
from the election court to the Court of Ap-
peal, and baving regard to the time requir-
ed for a new election, it'appears reasonably
certain, should many of the petitiohs be
successful, that all the trials and appeals
cannot be disposed of and new elections
held where necessary before Jan. 16 next,
the time at which the new Legislature
should meet under the acts aiready quoted.
In the opinion of the undersigned it is jm-
portant in the public Interest that ewery
electoral district should, d{f possible, be re-
presented when the Assembly is called to-
gether. Should the House be so called dur-
ing the autumn or in December this would,
under the election act, put a stop to any
election trials swhich might then be ready
or in progress, and would serlously Infef-
fere with the plan for the trial of the pe-
titions which the learned judges have pre-
pared, and of which public notice has been
glven.

The Vote of Constables,

(2) A question has been raised as to the
right to vote of persons called upon or
sworn in by the deputy returning officers
to act as constables or special constables
on polling day under the election act, and
who are paid out of the public funds, and
possibly, too, as to the right of persons-tg
vote whose premises have been used for the
punposes of the election, and who are also
pald therefor out of municipal or otber
public funds, and perhaps of others. Al-
though the statute under which it is alleged
that constables acting under the authority
of the election act are deprived of thelr
vote has been-in existence for many years,
the undersigned has not been able to learn
that any objectlon has been taken-to such
might of voting at any election trial hereto-
fore held in the province, or that upon any
scerutiny of votes it has been contended on
elther side that such persons had become
disqualified. The undersigned -is of the
opinion that constables appointed under the
election act are not by law disqualified and
should not be deprived of the night to vote.

(1) If it should be determined that an
election constable has no right to vote the
result might be that the election might be

__affected in several constituencies, notwlith-

stan 'of 30" years the vote under
consideration has been considered good.

(2) A constable is a public officer, ap-
pointed or called upon to act entirely in the
public interest, to preserve order and pre-
vent personation, repeating and other
breaches of the law. He is an officer ap-
pointed as much for the benefit of one party
to the election as of the other, and occuples
the same judicial position with respect to
the election as the deputy returning officer
or the poll clerk. To deprive him of a vote,
therefore, would be to deprive him of his
citizenship because of the discharge of a
public duty on ele¢tion day for a merely
nominal consideration.

(8) Should it be held that a constable has
not the right to vote, then a deputy return-
ing officer in selecting constables for the
protection of the public could appoint elec-
tors who were known to be opposed to the
candidate whom he favored, and in that
way materially affect the result of the elec-
tion.

(4) Any person who votes, knowlng that
e hias not the right to do so, Is liable to
a heavy penalty. If it be held that such
constables have no right to vote, then all
of 1hose who acted as such on election day
may possibly have actions brought against
them. 2

(5) In nearly every instance a constable

is an elector, and has the same rights of
citizenship as any other ,elector, unless
these rights are expressly taken away. Un-
der our system of government the right to
vote is highly prized, and no pérson having
that right is or should be deprived of it,
except for the gravest reasons and unless It
is perfectly clear that the Legislature so
Intended. The following is the section of
the election act by virtue of which it is con-
tended that these officers are deprived of
theé; right of franchise (R.8.0., 1897, c. 9,
6. 6):
“6 (1) No returning officer or election
clerk, and no person who at any time,
either during the election or before the
electlon, is or has been employed at the
election, or In reference thereto, or for the
purpose of forwarding the same, by a can-
didate or by any person whomsoever, as
counsel, agent, solicitor or clerk, at a poll-
ing plage at the election, or in any other
capacity, and who has received or expects
1o receive elther before, during or after the
soid election, from any candidate or from
any person whomsoever, for acting In such
capacity as aforesaid, any sum of money,
fee, office, place of employment, or any
promise, pledge or security whatever there-
for, shall be entitled to vote at the elec-
tion; but this provision shall not affect the
right of the returning officer to give a cast-
ing vote under section 123.

““42)| The preceding provision shall not ap-
ply to returning officers and poll clerks
appointed under this act and receiving as
euch the fees to which officers are entitled
under this aect.”

The words “by any person whomsoever,’
“in any other capacity” and ‘from any
person whomsoever'' are held by some ¢o
be speclally significant as affecting the par-
ticular point In question.

Heretofore Entitled to Vote,

It is to be observed that counsel, agent,
solicltor or clerk are referred to as belng
‘‘employed’”’ at the election or in reference
thereto, whereas In sections 143, 146 and
1.»1 constables are referred to as being
‘‘called upon® or “‘sworn In’’ or “appointed’
by the returning officer or the deputy re-
turning officer. This distinction is signi-
ficant as to the character of the duties dis-
charged in each case. The history of the
section Is also very important. By section
3 of chapter 21, 23 Victoria (1868), the right
to vote was expressly withdrawn from re-
turning officers, deputy returning officers,
election clerks and poll clerks. From this
it may be assumed the Legislature consid-
ered that these officers had therefore the
right to vote. By chapter 3. section 27, 37
Victoria (1874), the election law was amend-
ed, and the officers above mentioned were
declared entltled to vote If otherw'se quali-
fled. As constables were not disqualified
by the act of 1868, while certain other
officers were, It seems safe to assume thaf
they were qualified voters, and in the same
way, when,the four classes above named
were rende eligible, if otherwise quall-

fled, it would be unnecessary to mmclude
counstables, as they had not beenm disquali-
fled under the previous act.

The character of the employment contem-
plated by section 6 appears to be that of
forwarding the election in the interest of
a candidate, and the payment contemplated
therefor, it is submitied, is by. the -candt-
date or his agents, or somie one on his be-
half, The main matter is the forwarding
the election of the candidate by some ohe
Who is acting expressly in his Interests. The
classes expressly named are, #s has been
stated, “counsel, agent, soli¢citor or clerk,”
persons who act for one side, and one side
dalone. The coustable acts for all alike. In
tlkis connection, does not the rulg ejusdem
generis apply? Lord OCampbell in R. vs.
Edmunson (1850) says: ‘I aveede to the
principle laid down in all the cases which
have been elted, that where gliere are gen-
eral words following partict'sr and spec.fic
words, the general words must be confined
to things of the same kind as those speci-
fled.”” This is a short but comprehensive
statement of the rule. Mr, Justice Rose,
in" the case of the Attorney-General for On-
tarfo v. the Hamilton Street Rallway Co.,
in construing the Lord’s Day Act bad to deal
"with words almost identical with those in
section 6. There the prohibitory words
were: “It is not lawful for any merchant,
tradesman,” etec., “or other person whatso-
ever,” on the Lord's Day, etc. It was
contended that the words ‘‘or other person
whatsoever” embraced all persons, and
were not confined In thelr ‘appleation to
persons exercising the particular calliings
therein enumerated., Mr. Jusiice Rese said:
“Jt Is not open, on the decisions in our
own couarts, for the plaintiff to contend that
the words ‘or other person whatsoever’ are
not to be construed to -refer to persons
ejusdem generis’’; and he Hmited the con-
struction of these general words according-
ly in the case then before him, The de-
cisions on this point, however, are many In
number, but further references are unneces-
sary. i

The object of the sixth section, it Is
submitted, is to limit the expenditure of
the candidates, and those interested In
them, at elections, and aiso to prevent the
employment of persons at elections as a
megns of obtaining their votes. These ob-
Jects are expressly recited in the similar
enactment, to wit, the English statutes, 7
and 8, Geo. IV,, c. 85, and the objects of
the Ontarlo Legislature were no doubt the
same. Indeed, section 6 appears to deal
with payments made by or on behalf of
the candidate throughout, and by no other
person specifically. The other general
words added are “‘or from any other person
whomsoever.”  General words substanti-
ally the same as those employed In the
Lord's Day Act were in the English sta-
tutes, 7 and 8, Geo. 1V,, ¢. 87, which speak
of employment in any other capacity, and
payment ‘“from any person whatever.”
Under this statute it has been frequently
held that officers employed at -elections
in keeping the peace and paid out of pub-
lic funds for thelr services were not dis-
qualified from voting.

If the sectlon is held to apply to con-
stables, then it might also embrace a large
pumber of other persons who receive
money, directly or indirectly, by reason of
the election, such as those, for Instance,
who erect hustings, or clean them, or keep
them warm, or supply stationery and others
as well. Besides, there is no reason why
deputy returning officers and poll clerks
should-be allowed to vote, and why con-
stables should not. The case of constables
appears a fortiorl,

Officers of the Crown.

Further, can it be said that the words
“payable by any person” 4nclude the
Crown? It may well be held that other
words would be necessary to include pay-
ments made by the Crown to a public offi-
cer legitimately engaged in keeping the
Peace at elegtions for the benefit of the
public at large. It has been suggested
that the exception of deputy returning
officers and poll clerks in the second sub-
section of section 6 almost necessarily ex-
cludes a construction in favor of the right
of constables to vote. The argument is
not weighty. The second sub-section was
no doubt Introduced ex abundanti cautela.
One reason for naming deputy returning
officers and poll clerks probably was that
popularly, if not legally, the words returi-
ing officers and election clerks in the first
sub-section of section 6 might possibly in-
clude deputy returning officers and poil
clerks named in sub-section 2, and that,
therefore, without special exemption, the
latter might be disqualified. It did not
even occur to the Legislature that con-
stables might be thought to be disquali-
filed under the general words of sub-section
1, Mr. Justice Cave, in the Cen!ral Divi-
sion of Finsbury case, held that a bill-
poster was not disqualified, even though
taid by the candidate, wpon the grounds
that the nature of his employment was
not exclusively for the benefit of the candl-
date who employed him, but that it was
to some extent public In its character. Mr.
Justice Williams, dn the same case, held
that the rule ejusdem generis appled, and
that the bill-poster was not, therefore, de-
prived of his vote, as he was not counsel,
agent, solicitor or clerk, or of the same
class,

It Is impossible here, however, to glve
more than the barest outline of the rea-
sons or authorities which lead to the op‘n-
ion that it was not intended by the Aet
to deprive of their votes persoms called up-
on election day to act as constables, and
who are paid from prov'ncial or muniejpal
funds, unless it could be established that
such persons were so appointed or called
upon for the purpose of corruptly influenc-
ing their votes In favor of a particular
candidate. Where the Interests at stake

80 many constables and persons were in-
volved. and in view of the fact that the
guestion might and must arise upon the
trial of so many electlon protests, and that
the preparation and conduct of the case
in the event of a serutiny are so laborious
and expensive, the undersigmed was of thé
opinion that the questions should be deait
with as promptly as possible by a compe-
tent tribunal.
The Reference to Court.

It was therefore thought to be in the
interests of public justice, and of a speedy
and less expensive determination of this
question, that the decislon of the Ontario
Court of Appeal (the court of final res)rt
in provincial elections) sheuld, if possible,
be obtained upon the polnts raised. An
order was therefore approved by His Honor
the Lieutenant-Governor In Council, under
cap. 84, R.8.0., 1897, entitled “an Act for
expediting the decision of constitutional
and other proyincial questions,” referrtng
to the Court of Appeal the following ques-
tions:

‘(1) Does sectlon 6 or any other part
of the Ontario DBlection Act prohibit
from voting or deprive of thelr right
to vote at the election of a member of
the Provincial Legislative Assembly
persons whose names are on the voters’
lists as persons entitled to vote at such
election, who, being constables, are ap-
pointed or required by any returning cfficer
or deputy returning officer under sectlon
145 to assist in the maintenance of the
peace and of good order at such election, or
who, being entitled to vote as aforesaid, are
gworn in as special constables under sec-
tion 1435 or 146 of the said act by reason of
their having acted as suich constables, or
of their expeoting tosrecelve or having re-
ceived the fee or sum of money to be pald
or paid for such services as constables out

however appeared so weighty, and where |

of provincial funds under achedule B of
said act? 3

“(2) Does the sald section 8 or any other
part of sald act prohibit from voting or
deprive of the right to vote at an election
of a member of the Provincial Legislative
Assembly electors who would otaerwise
have been entitled to vote, 4hose premises
are rented and used for polling booths at
an election, by reason of their having re-
celved or'expecting to recelve payment for
the use of the same out of municipal funds
in aceordance with schedule B, Items 18
and 21?7

Immediately thereafter application was
made by counsel on behalf of the Crown
to the learned justices of the Court of Ap-
peal for an early hearing of the case thus
submitted. ‘Their Lordships declined to
grant a hearing on the ground, amoungst
others, that the court was not fully con-
stituted, as the fifth justice had not been
appointed. Later, on June 28, and after
the Oourt of Appeal had been fully consti-
tuted by the appointment of an sdditional
justice, counsel again applied to the court
to fix an early day in the month of July
for hearing argument on the case submit-
ted. Notice that the guestion had been
submitted to the Court of Appeal, and that
application would be made on June 28, was
given to the leader of thé Opposition, Mr.
Whitney, and to the solicitors for the pe-
titloners In the cases likely to be affected
by the result of the judgment of the court;
but they declined to attend, or did not at-
tend, or take any part in the argument.

After hearing counsel soma of the learned
justices expressed the opinion that it was
hardly practicable to hear argument durlng
the month of July. The court, however,
intimated that the application would be
considered. Counsel nga'n applied on July
8 Instanf to the learned Chief Justice to
ascertain whether a decisfon had been ar-
rived at by the court as to an early hear-
ing, and was Informed by him that there
was no probab’lity of argument being heard,
at all during vacation, that Is, during the
montbh of July or August; and further,
that no decision had been arrived at as to
whether the court wonld at any time hear
argvment upon the question submitted at
any tlme. It appears, therefore, to the un-
dersigned that the Leglslature should be
asked to deal with the question in such
way as to it may seem reasonable and just.

A Precedent at Ottawa.

In this connection it mway be important
to obgerve that the Federal Election Act
formerly contained a clause similar to the
one now in dispute (viz., sec 6), forming
part of the act respecting the election of
members for the House of Commons, with
this difference, however, that in the case of
elections for the House of Commons, deputy
returning officers and poll clerksi were not
specifically mentioned as entitled to vote,
as In the Provincial Act.

The Federal Election Act formerly con-
talned a clause similar to section 6 of the
.Provincial Election Act, save that depufy-
returning officers and poll clerks were not,
as in the case of the Provinclal act, ex-
pressly excepted from its operation. A
Federal election was held on the 22nd day
of February, 1887, and Parliament was
called together on the 12th day of April
following, and before the election peti-
tions were disposed of. Many petitions were
filed, and the majority in many cases was
small enough to have been directly affect-
ed had election constables or the other of-
ficers been deprived of the right to vote.
Indeed, the election of all those whose ma-
jority was under 100, about 60 in all,
would probably have been directly affected
had it been held by the courts that deputy-
returning officers, poll ~Clerks and = con-
stables pald from publ‘c funds were de-
prived of their votes. Sir John Macdonald,
then Prime Minister,introduced a bill which
declared that deputy-returning officers, poll
clerks and constables were not deprived
of their votes; and that where they
were otherwise qualified to vote it was de-
clared they ‘‘are and always have been
entitled to vote at the election of a member
for the House of Commons.”” The medsure
was retrospective in its operation, It was
adopted by the House by unanimous assent,
Sir John Macdonald,who introduced the biil,
is reported in Hansard to have stated
that he had “no doubt that they hdve the
right to vote, but this (the bill) is declara.
tory of that fact.,” Sir John Thompson
and Mr. McCarthy, who took part in the
debate, appeared to aequiesce in this view,
end so also the present Minister of Jus-
tice, and the now HSpeaker of the House
of Commons. The preamble of the bill
stated that it was ‘‘expedient to remove
any doubt which may exist” upon the
point. It was, notwithstanding, stated in
debate that different opinions were held
upon the question by learned counsel.

It will be noticed that by this measure
three officers, paid out of public funds,
were declared to bave always been on-
titled to vote, although the statute under
which they had voted was similar to sec-
tion' 8, before referred to; (2) that all con-
stituencies in which the member was re-
turned by a majority under 100 or there-
abouts would be affected if the votes of
deputy-returning officers, poll eclerks and
constables were, on a scrutiny, eliminated;
(3) that the bill, which prevented any such
ccentingency, was introduced as a Govern-
ment measure while electlon petitions were
pending, and was made retroactive, and
(4) that the bill passed through the House
with the unanimous consent of both po-
1itical parties, who looked upon it as an dct
of justice,

Provincial Control of Fisheries.

II1.—Since the close of the last session
of the Legislature the Privy Council has
given judgment with respect to the rights
of the Provincial and Federal Governments
over the fisheries within the provinces.
The Privy Council holds that the beds of
rivers and lakes are the property of the
provinces, and that the water of suach
rivers and lakes and the fish therein are
also provincial property. They further hold
that the sole right to issue fishery licenses
and permits to fish, and to receive fees
for such leases, licenses and permits, is
vested In the provinces, but that the
power to legislate -as to when and how
fish are to be taken, what shail be the
eclese season, and what instruments may
be used In taking fish, belongs to the Do-
minion Government,

In 1897 the Legislature. of the Province
pased an act respecting fisheries, to be
brought into force by proclamation of the
Lieutenant-Governor. This act was fsimed
in accordance with the decision of the Su-
preme Court on the subject of fisheries, and
before the disposal of the appeal by the
Privy Council. It Is now found that powers
claimed by the act for the province, in ac-
cordance with the decision of the Supreme
Court, are within the jurisdiction of the
Doxeelon Parliament, and, therefore, ultra
vires of the Legislatrve Asgembly. In view
of this fact, the act cannot be brought
into force in its entirety by proclamation,
nor could those parts only of the act which
are within the jurisdiction of the Provin-
clal Legislature be separated by proclama-
tion from the rest of the act, and be separ-
ately brought into force,

Having regard to these varlous consiid-
erations, the undersigned is of the opinion
that the Leglislative Assembly should be
convened on the third day of August next,
for the despatch of business, and respect-
fully recommends that a proclamation to
that end be Issued,

The undersigned further recommends that,
after the disposal of such business as the
Assembly may please to entertala, its as
sent be asked to an adjournment, so that
the meeting to be held as aforesaid, snd
the subsequent meeting of the Assembly
in the early part of next year, shail e
taken as but one session. Tn ordes that
the meeting of the House may not put 2
stop to the trial of the election petitions.

tion that the calling of the House and Its
adjournment shall not prevent or Interfere
with such trials during the Aeccess.

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Baffled and Beaten Board Begs An-
other Batch of Bids

For City Hall Elevators—This Time

. to Have Prices of Pumping FPlant
Also Given—Oily Treasurer’s Re-
‘presentations Send His Bylaw on
to Council—Last Stome on Tower
to Be Laid To-Day.

The third round of the elevator fight was
finished yesterday, and awaits but the de-
elslon of Council, which, as referee, wil
pass judgment at a special meeting to-day.
As before, Ald. Leslie and Hubbard were
in the corner of hydraudlie, while, supporting
electric, are still found the Mayor and Ald.
Burns. Architect Lennox stands by as
time per. The batants are equally
matched, but 't must e admitted that the
electric got a little thé better of the last
round, since the supporters of this brand
have succeeded in Introducing it agaln ‘-
to consideration in the case.

Over-riding a previous agreement to make
no recommendation, the Board of Control
will teport to Council to-day in favor of
re-tendering for the fourth time for ele-
vators forsthe new Oity Hall'upon speciil-
cations with more altern-tives, They were
largely induced to revoke their previous
non-recommendation by Mr. Charles A, Ben-
ton, & very shrewd and ready-witted hust-
ler for the Sprague Co. of New York.
Hearing of the aspersions cast by certaln
controllers on the electric elevator he suc-
ceeded, In a private talk yesterday morning,
in making the Mayor's assurance doubly
sure, that Sprague elevators were alike
cheapest and best. By a happy coincl-
dence lie happened in at the board meet-
ing in the afternoon. Invited to be heard,
he strove to demonstrate by the fact that
since, amongst many others, the Seigel-
Cooper (fo. of New York were installing
93 new eleetric Sprague elevators of from
one to flve tons eapacity, that the Jordan,
Marsh Co, of Washington were replacing
hydraaMe by electric, and that Meyer &
Schiisinger of Chicago were dnstalling as
many as Seigel-Cooper, people who bought
electrics were ‘not all fools.’

“] can take your building here and run
your elevators for half what it costs to

run hydratlic,” he 'eaid, by which Ald.

Leslie took him to mean he could do it
for half nothing. In reply to questions he
vouchsafed that 1097 kilowatt machines,
producing 400 horse-power, would be the
amount of power required to run five ele-
vators, and thé 4000 lights, which would
be the maximum requirement for the new
hall, 'The plant would cost $15,000, out
of which $5000 should be counted as cost
for elevators. But an average supply plant
would cost but $5000, and a plant for ele-
vators only but $15,000. “You go to New
York,” said he, “and why do you find all
reputable concerns putting in electric? Be-
cause the epitaph of hydraulic has been
written.”

“Or rather,” said Ald. Leslle, ‘becaunse
people want something new."” Pointing
out to Mr. Benton the extra cost entailed
in electeic for an operating engineer, he
was promiged by the latter, that when pro-
perly educated, the engineer of the bulld-
ing could do the work. In the course of
a Jong hydraulic harangue Ald. Leslie bad-
gered Ald. Burns with having flopped to
electric, and the latber, jumping to his feei,
somewhat warmly adduced reasons there-
for.

The Recommendation.

He had felt that the “dishonesty and
erookedness”’ of the hydraulic tenders had
shown the folly of not permitting electric
makers to enter into competition. He
therefore moved to advertise again for ten-
ders for two elevators and for four ele-
vators, electric and hydraulie, for the main
building, separate.from another tender for
an elevator for the tower. By the Mayor's
suggestion the board also recommend that
the tenderers be requested to state dn the'r
tendérs the price for power separately,
viz., the electric elevator tenderers to state
what size motor he proposes to furnish to
run the three or five electric elevators, and
the cost thereof, and the hydraulic ten-
derers to state separately the price for
plant for the three or five elevators, as
the case may be, which Is understood to
Inelude the pumps,-tanks and piping.

After Ald. Leslie had somewhat gratu-
itously taken persomal pique at Ald. Burns’
charges of dishomesty, the recommendation
was settled upon in that way, Ald. Leslie
dissenting.

Coady on His Bylaw.

After reading a letter of “explanation
from the City Treasurer the bylaw appoint-
ing tax collectors, with, among other
amendments, one to ensur¢ payment of
taxes at the City Hall, was sent on to
Council. In substance Mr. Coady's letter
states as follows:

“Referring to the draft bill to provide for
the appointment of tax collectors, to be con-
sidered to-day, I wish to say, and to say
it emphatiecally, that there is no intention
of going back to the system of tax collec-
tion that prevailed prior to two years ago.
The change now proposed is not for tho
purpose of impairing, but for the purpose of
perfecting, the present system. The pay-

ment of taxes at the Clity Hall will not}

only be.continued, but will be encouraged.
The districting of the collectors, which was
intimated to the Board of Control on the
25th ultimo., will not interfere In any way
with payment of taxes directly Into the
treasury, Its purpose is to make each col-
lector directly and personally responsible
for his tax division, in order that his re-
turns under oath may be made from ac
curate personal knowledge of the facts,
as required by statute. No one man, how-
ever able and clever he may be, can make
oath from actual personal knowledge to the
accuracy of the rolls covering the whole
city. When thére were 13 collectors, under
the system which prevailed prior to two
years ago, it was a difficult matter for
each collector to obtain the necessary per-
sonal knowledge with regard to the de-
linquents in his district, Under the pres-
ent system, however, with the great balk
of the taxes paid at the City Hall,the seven
collectors, already appointed by the Coun-
cll, can, with the assistance to be lent
by the department, complete the collection
of arrears intelligently and promptly, and
eomply with the requirements of the
statute.

“The new system of tax collection is Im-
mensely superior to the old one, and under
it the collectors are virtually collectors of
arrears, the bulk of the taxes being paid
at the Cify Hall. In order to collect the
arrears it Is necessary for the collectors
1o make a house to house visitation, and to
enable them to make a prompt collection
they must be clothed with statutory pow-
ers. Without the authority of the law
they will be merely messengers, and de-
Hnquents may put them off from time to
time as they choose.

tario, section 205 of the Municipal Act.
With reference to the appintment of col-
lectors, attention 1y called to stb-section 1
of section 295 of the Municipal Act, which
says: “But the Council shall not appoint
an assessor or collector a member of the
council, or-Clerk of the Treasurer of the
municipality.

“The duties of the collectors are pointed
out by section 133, following sections of the
Assessment Act. From the nature of the
dutles prescribed, and the whole tenor of
the sections relating to the collection of
taxes, it is plain that the act contem-
plates the appointment of a sufficient num-
ber of collectors for the efficient discharge
of the duties pointed out by the secumr
of the act, and the Council was not war-
ranted in passing a bylaw such as has been
pussed by the City Council, which makes
the ‘Deputy Treasurer the collector, and
makes him superior to abd independent of
the City Treasurer (see section 6 of the
bylaw). The bylaw appointed one collector
with assistants or peceivers, something
which is not contemplated by the act. Some
of the duties of the collector, as prescrib-
ed by the Assessment Act, it s, submitted,
must be discharged by the collector per-
sonally, For example, he is required to
make certain entries in the collector's roll,
which are prima facle evidence upon which
legal proceedings may be based at a later
date, and as one collector canmot make all
these entries for the city of Toronto, and
the act plainly states that he shall make
the entries, oit 1s evident that the course
adopted by the Council in appointing a
sole collector was never contc;mplnte_d by
the Assessment Act. 2

“However disagreeable and palnful it
may have been for me to adopt the couise
I have taken in connection with this.mat-
ter, I have felt obliged to do so by virtue
of the responsibility and duties imposed
upon me by the Municipal and Assessment
Acts and bylaws of the city.

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‘have been fixed are to be tried In two
months, the latest belng on Nov. 8, and it
is inconceivable to anyone other than the
Attorney-General that a decision cannot be
obtained in appeal on the point fnvolved be-
fore Jan, 16 next, nor that a session called
on that day camnot be prorogued for a
month to give the time if7it is really need-
ed.

The next expedient is therefore to get
the Legislature, in which they bave an
apparent and confessedly discredited major-
ity, to vote themselves into their seats.

It s not usual, when litigat'on is pend-
ing, to appeal to the press to influence
public or judiclal opinfon.

Metals Extracted by Means of “Fer-
mentation” and Precipitation —
‘ﬁlg,Comp-ny Formed to Take

_ .Over a Rossland Group of Mines
—~Mining Stocks.

Perhaps no problem in the sclent'fic
world is attracting more attention to-day
than the economical extraction of metals
from their original ores. Process after pro-
cess has been perfected during the last
guarter of a century, and still the lst
Erows. The latest process has scarcely
passed the exper:mentnl stage, but already
bears the stamp of success. It 1s called
the “Zymean Process,” owing to its close
resemblance to fermentation. In outline the
details are as follows: The ores are pul-
verized, then by chemical action brought
into solution. ¥rom #this solution the me-
tals are extracted by a series of precp'ta-
tions which bring them down in what Is
practically a metallic form.

The crushed ore Is placed in vats, treat-
ed with a saturated solation of salt. To

“  this is addea dichioride of sulphur and ni-

trate of soda. The contents of the vat
are then heated up to just below the bo !-
ing point. In & few iinutes all the mef-
als pass Into solution and the sulphur can

then be filtered off.

Then the vartous metals can be precipit:
ated one after another ana so vecovered.

Should the new process prove as success-
ful in the working as the laboratory smge.
§t will beyond a doubt work a revoluton
in present methods of treating ores. Esti-
mates have been made to the effect that
the cost| of.treating ores by the Zymean
process will not run over ten cents per tou.

Mr. Gordon C, Keith, M.E., of Golaen,
B.C., has secured 2 concession for the new
rrocess, and is now on his way to Englan‘d
to perfect arrangements. On his rchrn t
is the intention to erect works at Goiden,
Vancouver and Rossland to introduge the
process and instruct possible usersin the
detail of the method.

Mhe indications are that this demand will
continue to grow with the spread of elec-
trical development, a consideration which
is cheering to the Newfoundlanders.

A Rich Gold Mine.
| At the regular meeting of the Portland
Gold Mining Company, held July 9, the us-
ual monthly dividend, amounting to 1%
cents on the capital stock of 3,000,000
shares, was declared.

This is dividend No. 42 of the.company,
'and represents the distribution of $45,000
among the stockholders this month. Wheh
/this dividend ghall have been paid, the com-
pany will have distributed over one and
one-half millions of dollars among its stock-
holders, the actual figures being $1,537,-
080.. The dlvidend is payable on the 15:h
of the month, the books closing oa the
11th and re-opening on the 16th.

The much-talked-of car of rich ore which
was sent out from the Portland about a
week ago has been sampled and tested by
the smelter to which it was consigned.

The expectation was that the ore wouid
run from 30 to 40 ounces in gold per ton.
fihe actual returms, however, show that
the value contained in the ore was pearly
double this, as the consignment is to be
gettled for in the nelghborbood of 76 ounces
in gold per tom.

The exact welght of -the shipment s
not known by The Gazette, but a car load
lot s generally estimated at about 20
tons, although a considerably greater quan-
tity than that can, if necessary, be erowd-
ed into a broad gauge car,

The value of the ore at the rate of 76
ounces per ton is $1520 per tonm, or $30,400
on the ent're shipment. In actual gold
there would be over 1500 ounces in a 20-
ton shipment, which represents a very
good-sized bar of yellow metal and quite
a small fortune in itself.

By troy measurement, the gold welghs
up 125 pounds.—Gazette, Colorado Springs.

This is
equal to 78c afloat at Montreal or 68¢ at
north and west points. Outside buyers are
therefore paying farmers about 65c¢ for new
wheat for export, though millers may for
iltwtlle pay a small premium for ssmall
ots.

On the Toronto Board trade continues
quiet. For old red winter 79¢ north and
west is the quotation. A sale of 5000 bush-
els of No. 1 Manitoba nard Is reported at
§1.04, Toronto and west, equal to 97%c
afloat at Fort Willlam.

The Chicago wheat market opened strong
this morning above yesterday's ciose on
reports of large export orders at New

ork. Sales by scalpers and the fine har-
vest weather valent, brought about a
decline, and Ju closed 1%e, Sept. %c and
Dec. Y%c per bushel below the previous final
figures.

India’s Wheat Crop.

Under date Simla, June 2, the Statistical
Bureau of the Government of India has Is-
sued the following final general memoran-
dum on the wheat crop of 1897-08:

The latest returns shgw that the harvest
in Northern Indian is detter than was pre-
dicted. The yleld is dn the whole gbod.

In Western and Central India there has
not been much imprdvement, except In
Bombay, where an excellent harvest in the
Gujrat States, particularly Kachiawar -and
Kutch, helped to supplement the deficiency
in, other parts of the province. Generaily
there has been a contraction of the area
under wheat, due partly to the necessity
of replenishing food stocks by planting ja-
war and other grains, and partly by the
unfavorable conditions of the season. Full
reports have not been received from Raj-
putana and Oentral India, but the average
and yield for the states and agencies for
which . estimates have been received, are
given in the tabular statement.

The total area and yleld for the season,
so far as returns have been received, com-
pare as follows with the preceding years:

1807-08, 119,680 tons, The trade was on
a very small scale iast year, but slightly
better than in 1806-97.

Losses in Wheat.

The English markets are overshadowed
by the prospective resale of wheat cargoes
purchased for French account, anticipating
arrival before the reimposition of the
French duty (3.62 cents per bushel), on
July 1. More than a dozen cargoes of Cail-
fornian and Walla-Walla, besides Indian
steamers, says Dorpbusch, which had a
presumably ample margin of time for agriv-
a'! before June 30, are still at sea. Two or
three cargoes of Canadian flour bought for
French account, will now, no doubt, be for
resale to the United Kingdom. This entails
a serious loss to owners, besides the ex-
treme higher rates paid for the ocean
freights, though somewhat modified by the
risk placed with underwriters, but at high
rates, ranging from 40 guineas to 92 guin-
eas per cent. 42 to 96l% per cent. The
losses on wheat and freights represent 50
cents per bushel, or more, losses on two
cargoes of wheat alone being reported to-
day at $640,000. Taking this as a falr sam-
ple of unso'd holdings, reasonably placed at
50 to 100 cargoes, the aggregate losses ex-
plain  fully the disastrous finish of the
Leiter wheat deal.
