The
cars would run down one st:ect and
come up another, If the city will con-
gent to an amendment to the viaduct
order, striking out the time for com-
mencing and completing the structure,
they will also reconstruct the York
strect bridge and adapt it for street
railway fraffic,

The argument said to be advanced
by the railway companies, is that un-
der the stress of war times, they should
Lot be calleé upon to carry out this
great big improvement. They also
point to the city’s recently instituted
policy of retrenchment as another rea-
son for putting. off the viaduct con-
struction. It would be to the advant-
ege of the city, they say, as well as
to the companies to let this $129,000,-
000 improvement stand over.

Shorter Working Day Advocated
by Members—Strong Women
Wanted. |

Miss Wiseman, who has just taken
over the work of supplying women on
the munition ‘work of Cuanada, which
it is expected will be carried on in a
very large way in the near future, ad-
dressed the executive of the Women’s

Emergency Corps at their meeting in
the board room ‘at 26 East King street
vesterday afternoon. The speaker said
that in the factories she lad already
visited, splendid reports ' had been
given of the work of the women al-
ready on muniticns, She told of one
factory where about a thousand
women will be employed, and of the
efforts being made to provide them
with suitable environment in the way
of rest-room and canteen.

On the other hand, the statement
was made that for the most part the
women are working ten hours a day in
the majority of factories. Women are
wanted to register for the/ regular
turning out of shells and also tot take
up the work of inspection and as ma-
trons. Inmpectors will be asked 1o
take a week of special training at the
technical school; they must be wom-
e¢n of fair education; they must also
have a doctor’'s certificate as to healtn
and be willing to go to any part of
the province to” which they are ap-
pointed. One of the requirements for

didate understands nursing.
Supply Exceeds Demand.

Just at present the supply is in ex-
cess of the demand, which fact ac-
counts for the . registration of many
women thru the Women’s Emergency
Corps having met with no response.
The women wanted just now ard
strong, capable women who have heen
accustomed to working at machinee of
some kird.

In response to a guestion, Miss Wise-
man stated that the workers generzally
would receive 25 cents an hour, and
inspectors $2.50 a day as a start. Ma-
trens would he employed by the month.

Some discussion took place as to the
length of the. working day, in which
it was pointed out by some of the
members that statistics have shown
that a continuous stretch of ten hours
lesscns ‘the efficiency of either man or
woman, and it was the general opinion
of the meeting that the suggestion
for a shorter day snould he worked
upon where this was found possiblo.

As Queen, She Was fhtee Times

‘Exiled From Her Own
Country.

+'On ‘the authority of a French’ jours
nalist of repute a startling story of
the discovery of the widow of King
Milan, who died in 1901, workrlnz as.a
menial in ‘the military hospital’ of
Bordeaux {s reported from Paris. ‘
. The only thing suspicious in 'the
tale 1s tne statement that the ‘gqueen
‘f“ under the ‘pseudonym of Nath-
alie Kereoch,’ “her ‘maiden name.” It
is well known ‘ : )
Roumania, who marfied King Milan
at 16 years o'd, was the daughter of
Colonel Ketchko, an officer.in the Rus-
slan army, but. of Molda: extrac-
tlon. i % e ¥

If #t is true“that Queen Nathalie
disappeared fron her palace in the
French Riviera two years ago assert-
ing that she was “going to efface her-
self and render humble aid to the
cause of the allies,” there is mo in-
herent improbability in the choice of
the Bordeaux hospital as the scene
of ber labors. It will ‘be remembered
that Bordeaux was in-the early mont’ s
of the war when the Germans threat-
ened Paris the seat of the govern-
ment of France,

Queen Nathalie three times left the
capital of Serbia as an exi’e, once tak-
ing her hapless son Al xinder with
her, being voluntarily separated and
afterwards temporarily. and as’ some
say. il'legally, divorced from that dis-
solute but able monarch, Milan Obren-
ovich IV., whose Austrianizing pelicy
brought so much evil upon unhappy
Serbia. In 1891, after her son had
succecded on the abdication of King
Mil1n in 1889, she returned as queen
mother to Belgrade. In the same year
Mi'an resigned his citizenship and ‘the
queen was exiled. In 1894 Mi'an re-
joined his son, annulled his divoree
and once more the queen was wel-
comed back by all Serb‘a in 1895, af-
ter four vears’ absence at Blarritz
In 1897 King Milan.began, as com-
mander-in-chief. the best work of his
life, the comp’ete reorganization of
the Serbian army.

But in 1900, after Alexander’s fata'
marriage to Draga ore of Queen Na-
thalie’s ladies-in-vaiting. Mi'an left
Serbia forever, and for the t>ird time
the queen was Icft alone, retiring to
her vil'la at Biarritz. there to hear in
1903 the news of the last tragedy of
ber {ll-fated house—the mu-der . of
Alexander and Draga in the palace of
Belgrade.

FOOD PINCH IS FELT
BY GERMAN MASSES

Twenty-Five Million People Are
- Being Inadequately
Nourished.

Washington, Oct, 17.—How the scar-
city of food in Germany and the gov-
ernment direction of food distribution
are working out is described by a
prominent man who recently returned
from: there. He' said the burden is
falling on about 25,000 000 of the Ger-
man people.. The soldiers at the front,
the munition factory workers, people
with means,’ and persons on tarms
are gefting enough to eat. About 25 -
000000 of the poorer class, without
money or influence are the sufferers,
They are getting an average food sup-
ply which, measured in calories, is
below normal., It is found practically
impossible to keep perscns who raise
food products—that is, the agricul-
tural part of the population—down to
a prescribed food supply. Much of
the unrest in Germany is ameng the
25 000,000 who are getting scant food
supplies.
