Of these it will be necessary here to men-
tion only a few. The present Marquis de
Montcalm bears a name to which every
Canadian will accord honor. The present
Marquis de Levis will represent the brave
general who readjusted the balance of vic-
tory on the Plains in 1760. The Master
of Elibank is the direct descendant of
General Murray, the gallant defender of
Quebec and the first Military Governor of
Lower Canada. Lord Lovat holds his
title and estates in direct descent from
the brave Colonel and Chief of the Fra-
ser Highlanders at the battle of the
Plains. Indeed it was through that gal-
lant @ction that the Lovat estates which
had been forfeited on account of the dar-
ing part taken by Colonel Fraser’s father
in the Jacobite rising of “the ’45,”" re-
verted again to the family. There is
many an episode in the history of our
young country, that is remembered in the
oid.

Champlain’s battle with the Iroquois
forms but the sixth scene in the series.
It would be impossible to refer in detail
here to the seven other tableaux which
will complete the “pageant.” The. hos-
pitalieres and Madame de la Peltrie, with
the Ursuline numns . will be welcomed to
Quebec by the rejoicing inhabitants head-
ed by the Governor Montmagny, Knight
of Malta. The next tableau will show the
pious work of the sisters among the In-
dians. A few hundred yards from the
pageant-ground the visitor at Quebec will
see the quaint mementos of those early
days.

Over the gateway leading to the court-
vard of the modern Chateau Frotenac is
a stone bearing the arms of the Knights
of Malta, taken from the part of the old
Chateau which was built during Mont-
magny'’s governorship; .and in the garden
of the Ursuline convent is a cross taken
from the spire of the first convent, It is
erected upon a pedestal which was made
from the identical old ash tree beneath
the shade of which Mere Marie de I'In-
carnation of the pageant scene was ac-
customed: to instruct the Indians.

A word may be said of the historical
value of all this display. It is a common-
place to say that much of the intellectual
value of “‘history” is derived from the pro-
cess of detaching the mind altogether from
immediate eurroundings of time and place
and applying it to a set of problems in which
other influences were at work and other pre-
judices were prevalent. Such a process, if
complete, affords a mental bath for the judg-
ment with every exercise. It clears the
nmind of that insidious species of historical
dishonesty which reaches at last the hopeless
stage of believing its jown falsehoods. An
apology may be necessary for indulging
here in these unctuous platitudes; but if
the pageant at Quebec, without destroying
the clearness of the purely mental vision,
has - the ‘effect of visualizing historical figures

HERE'S A VOTING MACHINE |
WHICH CANNOT BE WORKED

A New System of Voting

by Machinery Which Will

be Adopted in Montana Next Fall--A Description
of The Machine And How It Works.

(Anaconda, Montana, Standard.)
The new  system of voting which will
be tried in Silver Bow county next fall,
will be an innovation, so far as Montana
is concerned, and very gratifying results
are expected. Voting by machine is be-
cocming popular throughout the country,
and the makers of the United States Stan-
dard voting machine are flooded with
orders from all parts of the country. Be-
fore Montana adopted the machines, Cali-
fornia and Utah were the only far wes-
tern states that used them. Utah has
employed them in Salt Lake, Farmers,
Ogden, Bingham, and Bingham Junction,
and this year their use has been extended
to many other localities, including small
farming precincts. Fifteen counties in
California used the machines at the last
¢lection, including San Francisco, Sacra-
mento, and Los Angeles. The experience
of communities using the voting machines
has been such that they wouldn’t think
of returning to the old system of voting
and counting ballots.

At the last general election throughout
the country, 2,431 machines were in use in
791 cities, towns and villages, having 972
election precincts. The number of voters
using the machines was 1,062,000.

1t is impossible to vote a defective bal-
lot on the machine, and consequently
every ballot cast, or ticket voted on the
machines at the last general election was
counted. In many places a saving of 40
to 60 per cent. in the cost of the elec-
tion was made.

In view of the fact that every vote
counts, and no mistake can be made om
the machine, it is interesting to speculate
on what might have happened in the last
election in Silver Bow county if every bal-
lot had been good and every voter had
voted for each officer. The total number
of ballots cast at the election of Novem-
ber, 1906, was 14,066, For representatives
in congress the total votes were 11,879,
showing a loss of 2,187.

Ways of Cooking

Celery

The value of celery when cooked is us-
vally unknown by the average house-
keeper. She usually contents hereelf with
serving it raw or diced and used in salads.
It is true that it eeems to reach ite high
est_possibilities when it is eerved white
and crisp from an icewater bath, served
with salt and accompanied by thin slices
of whole wheat bread, a pat oi unsalted
butter and a glass of milk, but there are
other excellent ways of serving iv in which
it appears to advantage.

Celery With Marow.--Select three heads
of well-bleached celery, cut oif the leaves,
making the bunches of a uniform length,
wash thoroughly and tie each branch st
the top, blanch in boiling water for five
minutes. Drain and place in 8 saucepan
with a pint of brown sauce and simmer
gently for three-quarters of an hour. Ar-
range on a hot dish, remove the strings
and set ina warm place. Add to the sauce
in the pam a dozen siices of beef marow
cut half an inch thick; cook for three
minutes, being careful not to break the
glices; pour over the celery and serve
with tosst fingers. Celery cooked in this
way makes a fine entree.

Celery Loaf With Butter Sauce.—Cook
two tablespoonfuls each of butter and
flour till it is of smooth consistency and
bubbling from the heat, add a cupful of
cream, a seasoning of salt and white pep-
per and a pinch of powdered mace; cook
to a thick cream, then add a cupful of
finely chopped cold cooked game, one cup-
ful of chopped cooked celery and four
well-beaten eggs; turn into a buttered
mold or bowl, set in a pan containing hot
water to the depth of two inches, and
place in a moderate oven for 30 minutes.
Let it stand a few moments after remov-
ing from the oven, then invert into a chop
platter, garnish with celery plumes and
serve immediately.

Celery Puffe.—Cook in salted water the
coarse outer stalks of crisp, well-blanched

celery. When eoft, drain and pass
through a oolander. To one pint of this
pulp add a quarter of a cupful of cream.
one tablespoonful of melted butter, 2
saltspoonful of salt and two well-beaten
eggs. Now stir in enough flour to make
a drop batter, add a level teaspoonful of
baking powder and drop by the spoonful
into smoking het fat; gry until they ar?
a crisp brown. 7

The Furnishing of the
Living-Room

The furniéhing &nd 'decorating of the

general living-room is very apt to be the
hardest problem that confronts the family
with a moderate income. It is often most
difficult to carry out any distinct style of
decoration, :as ‘the’tastes of the difterent
members of the family are naturally apt
to differ somewhat, and the main purpose
of the living-room.is defeated if all mem-
bers of the family do not find it an at-
tractive and comfortable place to lounge.
¥ortunately, there is a love for the sim-
-pler furniture and furnishings, and this
'style is particularly adaptable to the liv-
ing-room. :
The walls and woodwork of this room
{'should be finished in warm, harmonizing
shades. €0 that' they in themselves are a
decoration as well as a restful back-
ground for the various objects to be
placed in the room.

The exposure of the room is a most im-
portant factor in‘ choosing the general
 color scheme. If'the room has many win-
dows and a very bright exposure it must
have the glare light softened by sub-
dued tones of wall coverings, such as
dark greens or blues or a mixture in sub-
dued tones. If the room is rather dark or
of . nothern ‘exposure, it requires light,
warm-colored paper, such as light buff or
tan or a. two-toned -or foliage pattern in
a lighter green paper.

The color of the woodwork should har-
monize with the paper, and with the aid
of the many excellent stains on the mar-
ket most artistic effects may be gained.
Some of these color schemes are so deco-
rative that there is little necessity for
hanging pictures.

For a room with a bright exposure the
following treatment will be found most
artistic. The decorative scheme is not ex-
pensive, nor is any particular style fol-
lowed, but through the simplicity of the
decorations a most attractive and com-
fortable effect is secured. The woodwork
is ivory white. The walls have a low
paneled wainscot about two feet high;
extending from this to the cornice line
are panels covered with a striped paper in
two tones of red and outlined with ivory
white moldings. The ceiling is tinted an
ivory white, the same color as the wood-
work, and the floor covered with a large
red rug in two tones.

The color combination in this room is
most brilliant, warm and attractive,
French windows open into a sun parlor,
which is furnished with wicker, stained

being covered with a bright red denim.
If the room has little sunlight, the same
treatment of furnishings and woodwork
may be used if the paper is of a medium
light green in two-toned or foliage pat-
tern.

Mission furniture is very attractive in
a living-room, and this style of furniture
is usually very comfortable. If this fur-
niture is used the decorations of the room
should be chosen to carry out the mis-
sion effect. The woodwork should be
heavy and of dark finish, and in no case
should any other style of furniture be
used in the room with the mission type,
as in this case the whole effect would be

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AN ARGUMENT FOR
WOMAN SUFFRAGE

Lady Grove Sets Forth Reasons
Why Women Should Have
the Eranchise.

Lady Grove, making a vigorous argument
in behalf of women's suffrage in the Fort-
nightly Review for April, points out that

when men are urged to enter public life,
the ideals held out are those of self-sacri-
fice, attention to duty, disinterested concern
for the welfare of others and a wise discre-
tion in weighing the comparative merits of
different measures. When it is a question
of women taking an interest in the same
things, we hear from opponents of nothing
but ‘the demoralizing influence of the ‘‘hust-
ings’’ (even theough they bappen, in fact,
no longer to exist), of the sord‘ld atmos~
phere of political life, the unworthiness of
the motives that govern public men, and the
generally degrading effect that ‘politics’ have
on those participating in them. But it is
not too much to say that the reforms that
have been most insistently urged, the reforms
that bear upon the home life of the work-
ers, the housing question, the rare of in-
fant lfe, the tempérance movement—in a
word, all the reforms dealing particularly
with ‘“‘the home”—are a by-product of the
woman's movement; that the women whose
help and advice are sought, whose opinions
aré acted upon, are all and every one of
them in favor, and strengly in faver, of
the enfranchisement of their own sex.

i Lady Grove says that in those British col-

woman’'s party aim esesentially at the im-
provement of the home, not at the demor-
alization or “the desertion of the home for
the hustings,”” as the cant phrase has it.
In New South Walés women have had the
vote only since August, 1902, and in less
than four years they have won reforms
which the voteless women of Victoria hayve
asked for for fifteen yesrs, and are still ask-

Inr for in vain. These reforms deal one and
all with the purification of the home.

This cannot be insisted. upon too often and
too earnestly. They deal with the protest-
fon of child-life in more than one way; by
the establishment of a children’s court; by
an habitual criminal act; by the licensing
of juvenile street vendors; by the prohibi-
tlon of the sale of intoxicating drinks and
indecent literature to children; by the legit-
imisation of children on the marriage of par-
ents, thus giving them a fairer start
in life, and remedying, as far as it
liee in the power of the state to do so, the
wrong done them by their parents; by the
raising of the ‘“‘age of consent” to 17 years;
and by other reforms which it would take
too long to enumerate, but which include the
limiting of the hours of child labor, and
an improvement in the conditions under
which they work. ‘The home” is safe-
guarded, exalted and made more ideal in
every way in which state interfersnce can
make such an improvement possible.

ACROSS THE PACIFIC

Liners Running Into Golden
Gate May Retire---Japanese
B Srgion.

(Victoria Oolonist.)

Acoording to advices from San Francis-
co business is worse than it has ever been
with the trans-Pacific steamers sailing
from the southern port and large steamers
have during the past month gone out with
cargoes of little over a thousand tons, about
a tenth of their carrying capacity. The Oc-
cidental and Oriental line which operates
the steamers Persia and Asia, the former
Coptic and Doric, is expected to retire
from the field on account of the dull times
and it is considered probgble that two of
the larger steamers of the Pacific Mail line
may be tied up.

At the same time the Japanese shipping
companies are improving their services and
next month the new turbine steamer Ten-
yo Maru, an oil-burning liner of 12,000
tons, will make its first trip. With regard
to d:e Tenyo Maru and her sister liners
the Toyo Kisen Kaisha— that is to say the
Oriental Steamship company—have issued
a clearly printed pamphlet which is of in-
terest, not 8o much because it outlines the
salient features of the company’s new
steamers, but for its particular reference
to the capabilities of the Japanese as
builders of ships of big tonnage and mod-
ern equipment, “Greater speed and add-
ed comfort” is the keynote of the three
new linsts which are to be employed in
the company’s service between San Fren-
cisco and the Far East. The names of
two of these vessels are Tenyo Maru and
Chiyo Maru—the third has as yet to be
named—and the pamphlet states that they
stand, “in detail of comstruction and ar-
r t, as the highest expression of
the shipbuilders’ art.” = The Tenyo Maru
was built at the Mitsubishi Dockyard and
Engine Works at Nagasaki, where the Chi-
yo Maru is nearing completion. Both
vessels have been built to conform with
what the writer of the pamphlet calls
“Lloyd’s exacting requirements,” and the
equally stringent rules laid down by the
Japanese government. Some idea of the
Tenyo“Maru is afforded by the following
particulars of her comstruction:

Length over all, 575 feet; moulded
breadth, 63 feet; gross tonnage, 14,000
tons; displacement, 21,000 tons; first-class
passenger accommodations, 275; interme-
diate passengers 54; steerage passengers,
800. The propelling engines of the ship
are Pareons turbines, which take steam
from 13-cylindrical boilers. The vessel is
a triple screw steamer, and has been de-
signed for a sea speed of 20 knots. The
Tenyo Maru is in general desigq modern
and the pamphlet refers almost poetically
to the voyaging of the ship across the
Pacific ocean. Alluding to the fact that
she will burn liquid fuel and not coal,
we read: “The Tenyo Maru’s movement
across the Pacific will be a ewift but
peaceful guide. As the liner makes her
smokeless way through tropic and semi-
tropic waters, the pasengers will find on
every hand means to pass the time in
comfort and enjoyment. A voyage on
the Tenyo Maru may be a perfect rest
cure or a jolly good time, acording to the
desire of the pasenger.”

A few special features in regard to the
ship are her six decks and 5400 feet of
promenade area; electric fans in every
room, electric light in every berth, gym-
nasium and nursery, and a complete in-
stallation of wireless telegraphy. The
third steamer, similar in type, is being

built.

HOW COMPENSATION ACT

 WORKS

OUT IN ENGLAND

Many Features of the English Act Invite and En-

courage Fraud---Cases

Where Employers Have

Been Unfairly Forced to Pay Compensation.

London, May 29.—None of the efforts
in paternalism by the semisocialistic
government now in power in this coun-
try have been more mixed in'their efforts
than the operation of the Workmen’s
Compensation Act which came in force
in July of last year.

The law of the land is that every em-
rloye, including domestic servants, who
sustains an injury from whatever cause
even if scl-inflicted, is entitled to (fom-
pensation while disabled at the rate . of
one-half of their regular wages, the maxi-
mum allowance being $5 per week. In
cases of fatal accident any dependents of
the victim are entitled to receive the
lump sum of three years’ wages.

Most English politicians, even of the
Radical party. profess to be opposed to
class legislation. In this bill they de-
liberately lifted the burden of the ordi-
nary physical hazards of life from one
class in the community and imposed it
upon another class. The victimized class
submitted to the imposition on the whole
with remarkable patience.

The insurance companies came forward
promptly and agreed Lo assume the new
liability at a price 8o uominal that what
was in effect & new tax seemed merely
an annual annoyance instead of a finan-
cial drain. They agreed vo pay all claims
arising under the act for a premium of
62c to 75e per year for each female dom-
estic servant employed, the rate for men
being about double.

It was not an uncommon sight in the
streete of London to see old men in silk
hats and shabby frock coats—discharg-
ed clerks—selling newspapers or matches.
This circumstance led Sir John Brunner
who is the employer of thousands of men,
to investigate the liability to accident as
related to the ages of the vietims. His
calculations cover a period of fifteen years
among the men in his works. The  petcent-
age of accidents per annum among men
aged 18 to 25 years was 8.5; among those
between 25 and 30 years, 68; 30 to 35
years, 4.2; 35 to 40, 3.6; 40 to 45, 2.8; 45
to 50, 3.7; 50 to 55, 2.4; above 55, 2.4.
Discrimination against old employes is
thus shown to be unjustified.

The insurance companics point out that
future claims under the act will undoubt-
edly increase in large proportion. Experi-
ence of earlier legislation of similar semi-
socialistic. tendency has neyer failed to
show this. The beneficiary class is not
yet fully aware of all the advantages it is
possible for them to gain under the new
law, and the temptation to fraud will
also ‘prove increasingly attractive.

Since the law came into effect the in-
surance companies have formed ‘an asso-
ciation, the chief object of which is to
provide against the acceptance of umlu-
crative business. They are carefully study-
ing the operation of the new act, but the
data thus far are not conclusive enough
to enable them to fix permanent rates.

Next year they will make a substantial
advance in premiums. Whena that hap-
pens public opinion will call the govern-
ment to account, if perchance the present
government still exists, and the popular
revulsion against socialism will beecome
stronger than ever.

JOHN J, MORRISEY'S

AFFAIRS DEALT WITH

Creditors’ Meeting Yesterday After-
noon—Assignment Made in Provi-
dence, R. L.

The affairs of John J. Morrisey, who
suddenly left the city several months ago
and about whom there was considerable
anxiety for some time, were discussed
at a meeting of his creditors held yes-
terday afternoon in the office of C. S.
Hanington, to. whom Myr. Morrisey as-
signed some days ago.

At the time he left the city, no one
could say why and no one knew where he
had gone. He was a member of the firm
of Morrisey, Emery & McLaughlin, stone
cutters and dealers and there were no
apparent financial reasons for his de-
parture. Just about that time he was
prosecuting a case against a man with
whom he had business and for a time it
was ‘thought this might have had to do
with his going. :

On February 29 Judge McLeod, on the
application of the Bank of British North
America, directed all Mr. Morrisey's es-
tate, as an absconding, concealed or ab-

sent debtor, to be seized and unless he '
returned and discharged his debts within
three months that the estate be sold. The
three months expired yesterday but the
j\_ldge’s order had been over-ridden mean-
time by Mr. Morrisey, making an assign-
ment.

It was announced at the meeting yee
terday that Mr. Morrisey was in Provi-
dence (R. I.) recently and that the as-
signment was there made by him on May
16 to Charles S. Hanington of St. John,
barrister., At yesterday’s meeting Dr. A.
0. Earle, and W. J. Mahony, represented
Morrisey, Emery & McLaughlin as credi-
ters; John A. Barry appeared for himself
and several minor creditors; A, H. Han-
ington, E. 8. Ritchie and W. B. Wallace,
represented some claims. C. F. Inches
represented the Bank of British North
America and A. P. Hazen, manager of
the bank was also present.

Messrs. Inches and Mahoney were ap-
pointed imspectors. The assets as far as
known consist of a gasoline launch, a
summer house at Acamac and interest in
the firm of Morrisey, Emery & McLaugh-
lin. The sale of the gasoline launch was
ordered at once; the matter of selling the
house stands for ten days. No statement
of liabilities was submitted yesterday.

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Desperate Tactics of Government to
Pass Manitoba Outrage

Laurier Gives Notice That Beginning Tuesday Pariiament
Will Hold Three Sessions Daily---Sir Frederick Borden’s
Cold Storage Activities Under Fire Again---Geo. W, Fowle:
Reads a Telegraph Editorial Abeut the Knight's Ques:
For Increased Subsidy For St. John Company.

Ottawa, May 29.—On Tuesday of next
week the government will institute the
process of “wearing down the opposi-
tion.”

Sir Wilfred Laurier has given notice
that from and after that date there will
be morning sittings of the house, and
that the rule of adjournment at 6 o’clock
on Wednesdays shall be rescinded.

This means that the house will meet at
11 every morning, sit until 1 o’clock and
resume at 3 in the afternoon with, of
course, sittings lasting into the small
hours of the following morning, and in-
stead of adjourning at 6 o’clock on Wed-
nesday, under the rule which has been n
vogue for two sessions, the house will
resume Wednesday evening at 8 o’clock,
with committee meetings in the morning.
So it will be a constant grind from now
until prorogation, or, it may be, dissola-
tion.

The probability of the latter expediert
being pointed to 88 a way out of the
government’s present difficulty, is streng-
thened by recent rumors. It is reported,
for instance, that Karl Grey has decided
to curtail his visit to Toronto and re-
turn to the capital. ‘This change of the
vice-regal programme is accepted as in-
dicating that important business of state
requires his excellency’s presence at the
capital and the eventuality of dissolution
is freely ascribed as the cause of the
altered plans bof the governor general.
But be that as it may the undeniable fast
remains that the deadlock over the Ayles-
worth bill is no nearer a eolution than at
the commencement of the recent abortive
negotiations between the party leaders.

It is not improbable that Sir Wilfrid
Has been spurred on to essay the endur-
ance test by the clamor of his Manitoba
supporters, for the application of the
closure, this demand being backed by the
declaration of the Winnipeg Free Press,
Mr. Sifton’s organ, that the present situa-
tion is due to “the weakness of Sir Wil-
frid Laurier.”

It may well be, therefore, that hesitating
to the extreme of the “clo-
sure,” Sir Wilfrid is  taking the morning
sitting expedient as an instalment and
this at a time when the government itself
is still in the sixth month of the session,
in default of half a dozen of its most
important measures.

Sir Frederick on the Rack Again.

The debate on the'St. John Cold Storage
deal was resumed by. George W. Fowler,
who had moved the adjournment, after a
few preliminary remarks on. Wednesday.
He expressed surprise that the minister of
militia should have gneered at Mr. Wil-
liams, ome of the.leading merchants of
St. John, -as ““An unworthy man, who
tried to get something for nothing.” Sure-
ly, if Sir Frederick had himself got some-
thing for nothing, said Mr. Fowler, he,

at least, might have forgiven Mr. Wil-|

liams for having been his rival. He
thought that if, as Sir Frederick Borden
said, he had now no financial interest in
the transaction he was displaying an un-
wonted interest in the enterprise. As a
result of his activities, the company ap-
peared to have got thirty per cent. on the
supposed cost of the plant, including
doubtless the wvalue of the land which
the company got for nothing, as well as
the. promotion stock allotted to the New
Brunswick shareholders.

Then a time came when the New Bruns-
wick Cold Storage Company with a pro-
vincial guarantee,and the Macoun concern
with- a federal bonus, the one having
Premier Pugsley, and the other Sir Fred-
erick Borden as its protector, concluded
to join forces and divide the spoils.

As a matter of fact the Ottawa con-
cern absorbed the other about the time
that Mr. Pugsley transferred himself to

Ottawa.

The late Mr. Truemdn, who was made
a director of the storage company, had
been a partner of Mr. Pugsley, and shen
occupied the same office as Mr. Pugsley.

Pugsley’s Protest Ruled Out.

Mr. Pugsley protested that when he and
Mr. Trueman dissolved partnership they
actually dissolved and had no common
business thereafter, although they had a
general office, which was occupied by their
clerks together. He asked that Mr. Fow-
ler be obliged to withdraw his statement
that there was a “nominal” dissolution.

Mr. Speaker ruled that there was noth-
ing in Mr. Fowler’s remarks requiring re-
traction.

Mr. Fowler, continuing, referred to H.
R. Ross, another member of the company,
as a capable man, and continued: :

Quotes The Telegraph.

“Now I want to refer to an editorial
which appeared in the St. John Telegraph.
It shows that the suspicion that the min-
ister of militia is interested in this com-
pany is not confined to the wicked oppo-
sition in this house, but is a suspicion
that is widespread, as widespread ¢s the
knowledge that a cold storage company
exists in the city of St. John.

““The editorial appears in The Daily
Telegraph, of May 28. It is a very clever,
bright, readable article, and I am sure
all the members on both sides of the house
will enjoy hearing it. It is headed ‘Very
Cold Storage.””

Mr. Fowler then read from the editorial,

and continued as follows:
“In addition to $60,000 to which they
were already entitled, in its dying mo-
ments the Robinson government, under
the tutelage of its preceptor, I have no
doubt, an order-in-council was passed giv-
ing an additional $30,000, making $90,000
altogether toward this cold storage con-
struction in the city of St. John.

“The fact of passing of that order-in-
council was most carefully concealed from
the people of New Brumswick during the
New Brunswick election, although the
financial condition of this province were
gone into at a joint meeitng held in St.
John at which the leaders of both parties
spoke, and the premier (I was just going
to say the acting premier) spoke on that
occasion and although he professed to dis-
close all the financial obligations from his
province, he carefully concealed from his
audience the knowledge that he had put
through an order-in-council granting $30,-
000 more of subsidy to this cold storage
construction.

The Telegraph’s editorial, Mr. Fowler
observed, showed how the situation was
regarded by the leading paper in St.
John; but although Sir Frederick, he said,
nominally severed his connection with the
enterprise, he maintained the same ap-
parent interest in working for its welfare
as at first,

In conclusion Mr. Fowler quoted from
the record to show the fallacy of com-
paring the case of Hon. Joseph Chamber
lain with that of Sir Frederick, the for-
mer having upon his emtry into public
life, parted, at a sacrifice, with all in-
terests in a comcern which might have
business with the government.

A. K. McLean complained of the waste
of time of parliament and abuse of pri-
vilege of debate.

“I submit,” said Mr.  McLean, “that
where the political head of an organized
political party is by statute in receipt
of an indemnity almost equal to that of
the prime minister, he is honor and mor-
ally bound to exercise some comtrol over
the party which follows him.”

Mr. Maclean argued that the accusa-
tions against the minister of militia were
eimply a ‘tissue of inuendoes.”

Houghton Lennox observed that while
the house was bound to take the word of
