NEW YORK, Aug. 1.—A Paris de-
espatch to the Herald says that a panic
was caused on the Bourse de Commerce
yesterday by the announcement that
Jules Jaluzot had failed to meet his en-
gagements in the sugar markets.

It was stated that his liabilities amount-
ed to about 15,000,000 francs ($3,000,000),
and that two leading firms of &sugar
brokers had been compelled to suspend
payments owing to Jaluzot's discomfiture.

For a short time it was hoped that an
arrangement would be made which would
prevent a flurry on the exchange, but, this
optimism proved unfounded, and the dis-
order reached such a point that no quo-
tations for sugar could be given at the end
of the market M. Jaluzot was a member
of the Chamber of Deputies, where he
has a seat on the Nationalist benches for
a constituency in the department of
Nievre. !

He was the founder of the Magazine du
Printemps, and is managing director of
a company which owns a great dry-
goods establiehment in Paris.

Some years ago he undertook the con-
trol of sugar works at Origny, Sainte Be.
oite, and Labrette, and speedily became
prominent in the sugar market being some
times referred t~ as “Le Roi du Marche.”

al Wall Street List Strong---Realizing Sales

(Boston Transcript, Saturday).

In the two hours of Wall street trading
today 136 stocks were represented and 400,-
000 shares changed hands. There wos more;
buying by the speculative interests who were |
conspicuous in starting the improvement in|
June and who have rallied the market nota-|
bly this week over $3 on the average, Or|
$10 since late May. There was a lot of |
profit taking today, but sales were nbsorbed;
well and the bank statement had no Influ-|
ence. This exhibit showed .great increase
in deposits and loans, a fair gain in cash |
reserves, but slight increase in surplus by |
reason of the heavy lng:reaze in liabiiity im-

ged by the $22,000,000°gain In deposits. The
atter now stand at $1,200,000, or $5,000,000
less than a year ago while loans are $48,000,- |
000 greater than last year at this time.|
Still excess of deposits over loans is $54,000,- |
000, ample it would seem to allay any fear |
of change in current conditions of great|
money market ease. A year ago the de-|
posits were $107,000,000 larger than loans,
a condition which meant dullness in specula-
tion and business, which indeed bhad been
the case up to July, 1904.  After that came
the expansion in-both which is with us siill.

THE SANATORIUM

It should be a source of encouragement
to those who are laboring for the estab-

lishment of a sanatorium for consump-
tives in this province that in the great

province of Ontario the municipalities
are awakening to the need of such in-
stitutions, and are granting aid in a small
way. Thus the St. Catherines city coun-
cil has granted $300 to endow a bed for
a year in the Muskoka Free Hospital for

c?ns.umptives, and the secretary of the
National Sanitarium Association states

that the movement in this direction is
taking hold in all parts of the province,
including such municipalities as the coun-
ty of Brant, city of Brantford, Wood-
stock, Oxford county, St. Thomas, Chat-
ham, Kent, Grey, Bruce and other places,
which have already given grants.

OWNERSHIP

Mayor Dunne is Satisfied with
the Way it Works Out in
Chicago.

- i ——
Mayor Dunne, of Chicago, was inter-
viewed in Boston recently on the success

of municipal ownership in Chicago. He|

interview the chief magistrate
windy city is quoted as follows:

“What about your municipal ownership
scheme?”’ “Working beatitifully, all re:
ports to the contrary notwithstanding.
Our engineers are working out a set of
plans which will be ready in the fall,
when the city council meets. We have
in Chicago,” continued Mayor Dunne,
“about 240 miles of street railway fran-
chises that have expired or will expire
within the mext two years. We propose
to build on these streets our street rail-
way lines. The estimated expense = of
building and equipping these 240 miles of
railway is about $16,000,000. It will be
up to the city council to adopt or reject
our plans at its mext meeting.”

“What are the prospects of your plan

‘being adopted?”’ “We can’t tell until the

plans have been before them. The coun-
il has a majority of eight Republicans,
but some of them are in favor of mumni-
cipal ownership, and some of my Demo-
cratic friends in the council are op-
posed to it. But the test will be made be-
fore long.”

“Suppose municipal ownership is defeat-
ed, what then?’ “We shall have to turn
-out the men who defeat the measure and
put in those who believe in it

“How long will it take before the city
is able to operate its system, should your
plan be accepted by the city council?”’
“If the council will adopt our scheme,
T'H guarantee that the dirt will be flying
in three months from the date of accept-
ance, and in a year or so we ought to be
running cars.”

“Do you -contemplate reducing the
fares?”’ “Not until the road is paid for.
That ought to be in about ten years.”

“Has the city the financial means to
build and equip the road?’ ‘“No, but
how long do you think it would take us
to raise it? Just think of the security the
bond-holders would have. In the first
place, there would be a perpetual fran-
chise, and the earnings of the road would
be big, as it would run through one of the
most densely populated sections of our
city. Of course,” added the mayor, “we
but all
The street railway
people have just asked for an injunction
to prevent us from going on with our
work, but I don’t expect to hear that
they have succeeded.

“The modern proposition is to buy the
street railways. The value of their tangi-
ble property is said to be about $27,000,-
000. They are capitalized, bonded, etc.,
for about $117,000,000. They were willing
to sell for this sum, plus the value of
their franchises, to be determined by
arbitration. Of eourse Wwe x'_e_jecte such
an absurd price and proposition. 'Iun_x-
cipal ownership of all public utilities 18
bound to come,” concluded Judge Dunne.
«Look at our water and electric light
plants. Ask any Chicago man if he
would consent to go back to private own-
ership plan again. We are selling water
as low as four cents per thousand gal-
lons, and making our electricity for half
the price charged the city by private cor-
porations prior to the establishment of
the municipal electric light plant.”

TO WORK

MORE ZEALOUSLY

 Visitors From London and Ontario Address a Meeting of the
Sons of Temperance---Advantages of the Benefit System

| in the national
| Wightman was also a member of the London

Shown.

Wm. Wightman, of London (Eng.), most
worthy scribe of the National Divxs;!ou, Sons
of Temperance of Great Britain and Ire-
land, and W. B. Burgoyne, of St. Catherines
(Ont.), M. W. P. of the National Division
Of North America, addressed a small tem-
perance meeting in the Church of England
Institute rooms Moriday night. That a greater
number did not gather was regretted for the
addresses were exceptionally good.

The grand worthy patriarch of New
Brunswick, H. C. Tilley, was in the chair.
He expressed regret that there was not a
larger attendance, but assured the visitors
that they were heartily welcome to St. John
and would be heard with great pleasure by

| those at the meeting,

He first introduced Mr. Burgoyne, who is
& newspaper man of St. Catherines (Ont.)
He expressed his great pleasure at being
here with Mr. Wightman, who had been his
guest since the meeting of the national di-
vision, and whom he had persuaded to come
to Canada to see the country and meet its
temperance men before returning to Eng-
land. Mr. Wightman had held for six years
the highest office in the Sons of Temperance
of Great Britain, a record never equalied
division in America. Mr.

county council.

Mr. Burgoyne dwelt upon the good work
of the Sons of Temperance, referring to the
fact that St. John had furnished two most
worthy patriarchs, Sir Leonard Tilley and
Charies A. Everett. The order is not as
stro as formerly, partly because of the
multiplication of other societies, and partiy,
he believed, to the abandonment of the bene-
fit system.

However, the national division in Toronto
next year would consider the re-adoption of
the benefit system along lines similar to
those that have been so successful in the
order in Great Britain, and he hoped for
good results, He believed the order still
had a worl. to do, and he urged the mem-
bers in New Brunswick to rally to their
work, and to-send-a strong representation to
the next national division.

Phis province was noted for its strong
temperance men and its excellent record in
temperance work, and there was need for
the continuance of that work in view of the
fact that Canada’s consumption of liquor per
capita has increased. A Methodist coanfer-
ence in Ontario recently deplored this fact
and passed resolutions favoring the circula-
tion of the total abstinence pledge. i

Mr. Burgoyne spoke in a very intercs'ing
manner, and was heartily applauded.

W. Wightman was next introduced, and
delivered one of the most interesting and
entertaining addresses heard in St. John
for years, bristling with facts so artfully
joined to hlimorous sallies as to be grate-
fully absorbed. He came. he said, as an off-
set to a visit pald London some years ago
by the late lamented Sir S. L. Tilley, in the
interest of temperance and when the order
in Great Britain was in its infancy and
struggling for existence. He paid tribute
to the worth of Sir Leonard and to his work
in the temperance cause. The order in Eng-
land was organized, sald the speaker, in
1849 by a number of sailors, members of the
mariners’ division of this city, the first di-
vision being established in Liverpool. The
first year the membership was 800 as against
125,000 adults and junior members at the
present time and the aggregate capital of
the whole order was, he said, $2,000,000.
Branches have been established in South and
West Africa, New Zealand and Australia.

What he came to impress upon the tem-
perance people, he said, was the benefit sys-
tem which had proved such a grand success
in England. The benefits ranged up from $
a week sick benefit and $100 at death. The
initiation for men was half a crown and for
women a shilling, the benefit in proportion
to the age at entrance. He enlarged upon
the advantages of this system, giving ex-
amples of the growth of the order in mem-
bership and in financial strength. From 1866
to the present they had not lost five per
cent by breaking of the pledge. The work
of getting the finances in a -strong and
healthy condition had taken some time, from
1867 to 1890. They had in ,all thirty-four
grand divisions, and in London division,
which he joined in 1867 when it had but
twenty as a membership, they had.now 14,000
and had saved £123,000.

“And it is all our own,” said Mr. Wight-
man. “We have never asked a cent from.
enybody.”” This, he argued, went to show
what could be done under the benefit sys-
tem, both in membership and finances.

A large surplus of £21.000 enabled them
to build a hospital at Brighton, the
fashionable resort, for sick members of the
order, where everything was thoroughly up-
to-date and the best of medical assistance
was procurable. ‘‘Look after the children,”
said the speaker. ‘‘We make this an es-
pecial effort, and I believe this is where we
get considerable of our strength.”” The ehil-

The declaration of quarantine by Louisi-
ana against New Orleans has opened near-
ly the whole state to the commerce of
Texas and other states, allowing outsiders
to invade territory heretofore controlled
by New Orleans mercaants.

An ordinance will probably be passed by
the city council tomorrow requiring land-
lords to screen cisterns. Some 45,000 cis-
terns will have to be screened.
