Fredericton, N. B.,, March 28—That the
government of New Brunswick paid A.
C. Smith & Co.,, of St. John several
prices for sorting and barreling the pa-
triotic gift of potatoes is suggested by the
report . of Colonel Loggie, treasurer of the
Belgian Relief Committee of Fredericton !

“We are at the present time two miles
back from the firing line resting. We
certainly got a good baptism of fire the
first time we were sent into the trench-

es. Our company captured a German
(S. Head. It was a desperate piece of
, work. They opened fire on us with
their machine guns. angd the air was full
of bullets; fortunately, however, we came
through it all right. It was certainly
hot while it lasted. When we are not
at the firing line we are billeted in
barns. We have lots of straw and
blankets and are quite comfortable. We
have plenty to eat, in fact more than we
had at times in England. This morning
while I was at work outside one of the
barns two shells burst a few hundred
yards away, but they did no damage.”

The letter was written on an old
piece of paper and was placed in an an-
tiquated envelope. The letter was dated
March 6.

MONCTON BOY TELLS OF
GERMAN ATROCITIES

“When they retreated, they took about
100 young girls prisoners from the vil-
lages. Why they even took the wed-
ding ring from ‘a widow and cut a six
months old baby’s hands off for souve-
nirs. 'These are only a few of the things
I could relate, and then when people
see these things in the papers they can’t
believe them.

“The Germans seem to delight in

Every-
body in fact is surprised at the excel-
lency of their work, that is everybody
except those who already knew what
our gunners were capable of. Not only
is the marksmanship excellent, but the
behavior of the men is splendid. They
go about their work as calmly and
methodically as any veterans. Fire
from the German guns does not dis-
concert them in the Jleast.

Find No Better Soldiers

“The drivers, too, were complimented
upon the cool, purposeful way they ran
the guns into position. It was the first
time the great majority of them had
ever been in action, but the control
maintained over the horses was mag-

These words, from the lips of Sir Ed-
ward Grey, in an address which he de-
livered in London yesterday, give ex-
pression to the feelings of all the people
of the allied countries.  Sir Edward
Grey pointed out that this war might
have been avoided by a European con-
ference when and where Germany de-
sired. Germany, however, wanted war.
She had been preparing for it, and, as
the foreign secretary pointedly observed,
only those who have planned for war
can prepare for it. It would have been
easier, he said, to have settled the
Austro-Serbian dispute than the Bal-
kan dispute of two years before; but
Germany wanted war, and rejected all
proposals for a conference to settle the
matter. The foreign secretary once
more stated the issue as follows: “We
wish the nations of Europe to be free
to live their independent lives, working
out their own form of government,
whether they be great states or small
states” Against this ideal is that of
Germany, which is “that the Germans
are a superior people to whom all things
are lawful, and against whom resistance
is unlawful and must be put down; that
they must establish domination over the
nations of the continent and that all
#must be subservient to Germany.”

The greatest calamity to Germany in
this war is that she has been found out.
The other nations of the world had been
disposed to credit her with virtues: she.
did not possess. Today her true char-
acter among the nations stands revealed,
and there is none to do her reverence.
When the war is over the nations will
be free to pursue their national existence
as Sir Edward Grey so aptly says, “not
in the shadow of Prussian supremacy,
but in the light of equal liberty.”

Problem is Becoming Clearer

“If the movement is dangerous, it
would seem to naturally follow that the
states contiguous to a suffrage state
would refuse suffrage to its women, but
exactly the opposite has happened. As
the freedom of women and their desire
to live something of the life of man be-
comes familiar, the problem becomes
clearer. The majority of open-minded
people in the United States feel that
the woman movement is the most im-
portant one going on at present except
the labor problem. Both are re-shaping
the world as nothing else is doing.

“That half of the world that has spe-
cial problems, burdens and aptitudes
of its own, and has never had its share
in saying what the attitude of the world
towards these is to be, must have a
voice. Some fear woman’s influence
will be radical. To a certain extent it
will be radical. Finding the world not
made by them, and only partly for them,
will make certain changes inevitable.
That half of the world which bears
children and stands by the cradle while
the race is young and needs guidance,
that half which does this work which
is carved out for it forever cannot Dbe
very dangerous.

“The argument for the well-to-do
woman is just as strong as for the lab-
oring woman, although it is more easily
stated for the latter. The well-to-do
has nothing to do but dress and do the
few things to which a trivial existence
exercises her powers, is idle, and an ex-
pensive® being. Other women do her
housekeeping for her, and all other
tasks. The poor Stimulus responsible
for the work she undertakes keeps it
from bulking large. To take work from
prosperous women is as great an evil
as can be inflicted on anyone.

Have Given Power to the People

“Colorado is frequently referred to as
a suffrage state that has failed. The
conditions there are peculiar. The vast
mining interests of the state are held
by non-residents who, nevertheless con-
trol its executive and administrative af-
fairs. California, Washington, and Ore-
gon show the effects of suffrage. With-
out exception, woman has' taken the
power away from illicit vested indus-

tries and given it to the people. These
two movements go hand in hand. Limi-
tation of hours. of labor and the mini-
mum wage movements have become ef-
fective for women, but not for men, In
New York state, through the woman
movement, there is under consideration
the proposition to build up the state by
preserving the house instead of tearing
it down. Consequently, the Widow's
Pension—to  be charged - to Widow’s
Compensation—is about to become a
law.”

War’s Effect on Movement

As to the effect of the war on the
woman movement, Mr. Hapgood said
that at present the world is witnessing
a tremendous example of over-special-
ization in one direction. Long, intense,
applied thought to some abstract prin-
ciple results in over-aggressive, over-
militant attitude, with too little of hu-
man feeling.

If ‘this war accomplish-
es this it will make a tremendous ad-
vance in the possibilities of the wo-
man movement.

AUSTRIA WAS RELENTING

Says Incorrigible Impetuosity of Ger-

Il man Ruler Precipitated Conflict
on Day of His Return From
Norway—His Miscalculations

In an article contributed to the Grand
Review, London, Sir George Jonescu, a
distinguished Rumanian statesman,
traces the causes of the war, and, in the
course of it, he asks: “When did the
German Emperor , first become a par-
tizan of immediate war?”

" THE IRISH WITH THE ALLIES

T. P. O'Connor's Story Emphasizes
The Statement

The London Daily Chronicle publishes
an article by 1. P. O’Connor, M. P.
drawing attention to the remarkable part
that Ireland and the Irish are playing in

the European war, and dealing more
specifically with, the Irish in the United
States. Mr. O’Connor says:

“There was no part of the world
where anti-English influences worked so
powerfully as in the United States.- Al-
most every Irishman there is ‘'a son or
grandson of an evicted ‘tenant-—evicted
in all the-horrors and sufferings of the
Black Forties, and most of them had
heard stories of these wrongs at their
mother’s knees.

“In addition to the old doctrines of
revolution and anti-English sentiment,
there was German moriey and a German
propaganda headed by Professor Kuno
Meyer, that false friend who, while lov-
ed by Irishmen as a great Celtic scholar
and. welecomed at all their banquets did
not in private conversation ever hesitate
to express contempt for their national as-
pirations.

“The well-subsidized and wel-organ-
ized eampaign has failed. Of the Irish in
the United States up to 85 or 90 per
cent, are with Mr. Redmond and with
the cause of the allies.

“One significant little story, will speak
trumpet-tongued on the attitude of
Irishmen to England. In 1867 five Irish-
men were condemned to death for an

emeute in which a police sergeant was

killed, Three—Allen, Larkin and O’Briea
—were hanged, and today live in the
Irish martyrology. One was liberated.
The other was reprieved because he had
the good luck to be an Irish-American
citizen, but he did not escape scot free
for he served nine years’ penal servitude,
and in days when penal servitude meant
starvation and other horrors of a less
huniane period.

“His name is Captain O’Meagher Con-
don, and he ig loved and honored by
every Nationalist in the world. Since his
liberation he has lived in the . United

i States and holds there a public position
{ under the Secretary of the Interior. He

has nothing to hope or fedr from Fng-
land, but he is on the side of England
and her allies. An old fighter for free-
dom, how could he take any other side?’

Leod on that occasion and lent the in-
fluence of their names to the financial
énd of the campaign, have had occasion
to regret their hasty action. - The banks
it appears, do not. consider promissory
1otes as mere ‘scraps of paper.’

“This, Mr. Speaker, was the influence

He no doubt
would wish to have us think- that he
was prompted to take the course which
he did from motives of political honor
and integrity; that he would be willing
even to sacrifice party interests and per-
sonal friendship if considerations of
honor and integrity demanded that this
had to be done.

“I do not desire to.cast any unwar-
ranted reproach upon anyone but yvou are
all well acquainted with Mr. MeclLeod’s
record, and 1 feel that you are competent
Judges as to whether or not his record
has been such as would lead you to come
to the conclusion that_ he has always
been prompted in matters of this kind
by such high principles of honor and in-
tegrity.

In submitting his thirteenth annual
report, A. Winchester, superintendent of
streets, gives a detailed account.of the
work carried on under his direction dur-
ing 1914. The report covers repairs to
street’ pavements in all parts of the city,
grading and repairing of streets in
West St. John, ' construction and re-
pairi of retaining walls, curbing,
walls, curbing, fences, bridges and side-
walks.” Under his direction the street
plant has been kept in repair and some
new equipment constructed.

Road Engineer’s Report

In his annual report, which is attach-
ed to that of the commissioner of pub-
lic works the road engineer, G. N. Hat-
field, presents a summary of the work
performed under his supervision during
the year 1914,

New machinery, including a 400 gal-
Ton tar pot, 150 gallon tar pot, ¥ ton
derrick, .5 ton motor truck, Ford auto-
mobile, mechanical sand dryer, 30 h.p.
portable boiler, 50 h.p. boiler for
stone crusher was purchased at a total
cost of $8,650.70.
~ At a cost of $30,632 the following
streets were treated with asphaltic oil
and sanded: Carmarthen, Queen, El-
liott row, Waterloo, Sydney, Germain,
Leinster, and Victoria.

Brittain, Charlotte and Adelaide
streets, Douglas avenue and Rockland
road were treated with calcium chloride
at a total cost of $518.75. The material
was purchased in England.

The total amount of asphalt used dur-
ing the season was 454 tons, with 7 tons
left on hand, the value of the asphalt
I purchased being $9,343.63.

Asphalt sidewalks were laid and re-
paired as follows: East, 13,484 yards,

617 yards; north, 4,502 yards.

Permanent retaining walls were built
in St. John street, West end, Harrison
street, Alexandra, Tower, West end, and
corner Main and Simonds streets. The
retaihing wall in Acadia street was re-
newed at a cost of $2,716.58. Repairs
were made also to many old l6g walls.

Permanent concrete sidewalks were
laid in portions of Tower street, Prince
William street and Mill street.

Victoria square received retaining
walls and a concrete stairway and was
partially filled in at a total cost of $4,-
240.

The city motor trucks were operated
by the department at a' cost of 20 7-10
cents per ton mile for the 8'% ton
truck and 17 cents per ton mile for the
five ton truck, not including interest and
depreciation. : :

PROPHECES ON WAR
ARE COMING TRUE

Most Remarkable of Them Agree
That Germany Will Fall

NUMEROUS PROPHETS;

Present Day Events Foretold With
Accuracy More Than Forty Years
Ago—Some of Instances

Over in Europe it would seem that
while half the world is fighting the
other half is prophesying.

It is a queer sort of collaboration, but
you .can’t blame the stay-at-homes for
helping out in the best way they can,
and bucking up the weary fighters with
prophecies of ‘vietory is no bad thing
—useful in its way as knitting socks.
Even the governments look at it in
that tolerant and hopeful way. You may
remember a cablegram from Berlin
which stated that the police had taken,
the ban off clairvoyants and psychics,
and that they were cheering up the war-
saddened population immensely. I
haven’t the faintest doubt it is true. In
Paris, I know, ‘the prophets go about
the streets and their prophecies fill the
little war-time newspapers. And in
London there is even a new publica-
tion which gives “Telegraphic War
News,” price two pence.

What interests me most are the pre-
dictions which have been dug up out
of the half-forgotten caves of prophecy.

Many of them have been cabled to the
American newspapers, notably the ra-
ther vague one of Tolstoi and the more
exact—perhaps too exact—prophecy of
Mayence, which has’long been known
in Germany.

Strange Prophecy

One of the most curious was brought
to light by the Daily Chronicle of Lon-
don. It is a prophecy made by Father
Vianney, the famous Cure d’Ars. It is
to be found in “Voix Prophetiques on
Signes.  Apportitions et Predictions
Moderne,” published in two volumes in
Paris by Victor Palme in 1872—the
fifth edition. Of course it had been
written long before. It predicted the
invasion of France in 1870 and the suc-
cess® of the Prussians.

Then it foretold the present war and
a second Prussian invasion. The pre-
diction goes on to say: “The enemy will
not go immediately. They will return
;again and destroy as they come, Ef-

fective resistance will not be made.
They will be allowed to advance, and |
after that their communications will be!
cut and they will suffer great loss. They
will be followed and few will reach
their goal. Then’all that they have
taken away will be restored, and more

in addition. Much more terrible things
will happen than ‘have yet been seen,
but a great triumph will be witnessed
on the Feast Day-of Our Lady (Sep-

Now if you bear in mind that this
date marked the turning point of the
German campaign ‘in France—the com- |
mencement of the German retreat—you
will admit it is a fairly accurate pre-
diction. = And there is another queer
thing. In -the course of his prophecy
Father Vianney predicts that :at the
his canonization

This is precisely’ what has happened. '
The proceedings for the canonization
of the Blenheureux J. B. M. Vianney
were begun, and, after war was de-
clared, were brought to an abrupt end.

Germany Dismembered

And there is another you should read.

It was written by Dom Bosco, a Por-
tugese priest, who died a dozen years
or so ago. At that time it was printed
in Le Matin—in June, 1901. So there is
no question of this being a “prediction
after the event” It runs as follows:
“In 1918 a great Furopean war will
break out. Germany will be completely
torn to pleces, but not before the Ger-
mans have penetrated into the heart of
France, whence they will be forced
back to the farther banks of the Rhine.
An arrogant man wil see his family
tree cut in splinters and trampled upon
by all the world. Great battles will
take place on Aug. 16 and Sept. 15, At
that time the Pope will die and live
again. Belgium will undergo fearful
sufferings, but will rise again and again
stronger than ever. Poland will get
back her right.”

The “prophecy of Mayence” was
cabled over in part, I have just seen
the full text. .It is an extraordinary
thing—especially when you remember it
dates from 1854. First of all, it fore-
tells the victory of King William, over
Austria, in 1866; and then the defeat
and overthrow of Napoleon III. at the
“Cheme populeux,” when Alsace-Lor-
raine shall be carried away from France.
Finally, it comes to the present war; I
quote the last verse:

Woe to Prussians

“Courage, faithful souls, the reign of
darkness shall not have time to execute
all its schemes. A man, the wise, the
invincible, shall chase the enemy out of
France. He shall conquer Germany un-
til it s completely destroyed. That day
he shall command seven kinds of sol-
diers against three, on the field of Bou-
leaux, near Paderborn, in Westphalia—
geven allied people against three. Woe
to thee, Prussia, for thy seventh genera-
tions shall answer for the wars thou
hast made upon all the people.”

A generation is 80 years, which mul-
tiplied by seven makes 210 years. The
realm of Prussia dates back from 1713.
The seventh generation is, therefore, that
living between 1898 and 1623.

Of this final battle the prophet says
it shall last for three days, and that
Prussia and Austria shall be annihilat-
ed, and concludes: “Wilhelm II shall be
the last King of Prussia. Germany and
Austria shall form three realms under
the Kings of Saxony, of Hanover and
Poland.”

If Herr von Jagow is still studying
prophecies, I daresay he will do his best
to see to it that the final battle of the

Hospital to Which he Was At-
tached Put Out of Commission
by German Shells—A Terrible
Mile Under Fire by the Enemy

where his unit had returned after stir-

Orders have just come in for me to
proceed with the 15th General Hospital

The last week in January I was re-
lieved of my duties as lecturer and warn-
ed for active service. A few days later
I left for France with a cavalry ambu-

days at the front I saw enough to give
me an entirely new conception of modern
warfare,” On arrival in France our cav-
alry were sent to the trenches and on
getting to the position allotted to us weI

the trenches, our duties being to bring
back the wounded from the trenches and
in general look after the medical wel-
fare of the fighting line. All our work
was done under cover of darkness and
we had some undesirable duties to per-
form.

For instance:—The first night we were
there I was sent with a pioneer to re-
port on the availability of a trench that
had been deserted by the Germans the
previous day. We had no difficulty in
finding it but when we dropped into it I
couldn’t help feeling that my life was on
the knees of the gods. It was a rotten
sensation to experience and when we got
separated the feeling became intensified.
It wasn’t that I was afraid but the dark-
ness, the stillness and above all the lonli-
ness, all tended to set one's nerves on
edge and unconsciously I magnified the
dangers of my position. Before long I
saw that my revolver was in good work-
ing order and in a few minutes threw off
the safety clutch. Before I again saw the
dimmed light from my ¢ompanion’s el-
ectric torch, T had set free the other safe-
guard and merely a touch on the trigger
would have started a  stream of lead
from my .45 automatic

We returned ‘safely-=a thing devoutly
wished for and I must say that one such
trip is enough. When I .think of those
pioneers doing the same thing night af-
ter night with no chaneeof fame or glory
I can’t help thinking'that they should be
humbered amongst - the heroes of the
war, It is all in the days work (or. ra-
ther the night’s) ‘with them and they
think nothing of doing this work night
after night. A few such experiences
would make me a nervous wreck.

We had establishel ‘a small hospital
and an advanced dressing station, but as
there had been practically no fighting in
the immediate vicinity. we did not have
much to do. The third night I left for

;opposing batteries. Of course that was
the end of the hospital and our immedi-

al belongings we had left in the tent
when we went forward. Luckily a caval-
ry ambulance travels light, that is to say
no baggage and each man carrying only
| absolute necessities,so- we did not lose
'much as most of our personal property
had been left at the R. A, M. C. base in
i Aldershot.
{ There is a dispute as to whether Gen-|
eral Sherman said: “War is hell,” I know |
!now’ that he didn’t for. hell couldn’t be- |
gin to compare with our trip back.!
Having rejoined what was /eft of:
our unit we had to retire over an|
area that was being continously |
illuminated by  light bombs. We
were in open order and could pro-
ceed but slowly, in fact, it took us four
hours to come a distance a little more
|than a mile. I can’t describe that trip. |
! Suffice it to say that of eighty-one offi- |
lcers and men only forty-three returned |
of whom all but sixteen were wounded. |
Luckily I was one of the few whose
name failed to adorn the casualty list.

Our hospital having been put out of
commission we were sent back to Alder-
shot and most of us became attached to
No. 15 General Hospital. We have been
going to France two or three times a week
since February 2nd and now the word
comes for Egypt tomorrow. We have to
get light uniforms and some helmets so
I must cut this short. I am glad to get
a chance to see a bit of the world but
I hope to get back to France before the
war is over.
