DEDUCT BONUS EMPIRE PROBLEMS 

SLOW OF SOLUTION
The recommendation dealing with a 

flat increase in salary suggests that the 
amount of bonus included in salary at 
the present time, be deducted from 
such flat increase, also that such in­
crease do not prejudice the claims of 
persons or groups concerned.

With regard to civil service coun­

The lec­
ture was held under the auspices of the

Justice Arsenault traced the history 
of the Acadian settlers from the found­
ing of Port Royal until the treaty of 
vtrecht in 1713 and from the treaty of j 
Utrecht until the expulsion in 1755 
He described them as being of a loyal 
nature, peaceable in character and ag- j 
riculturally inclined.

The total number at the time of the ; 
expulsion, about 2,500, was divided'into j 
three settlements at Chignecto, Grand I 
Pre and Port Royal. The parting he ! 
described as very pathetic.

Justice Arsenault quoted authorities 
to prove that it was the belief that it 
was not by the King's warrant that 
they were expelled but rather that of 
the Governor of Nova Scotia, whom he 
described as a cruel man seeking his 
own personal advancement. The set­
tlements of Prince Edward Island also 
came in for some of his remarks, the 
settlements of Miseouche, Egmont Bay, 
Rustic», and in New Brunswick, Bus- 
touche, Richibucto and other settle­
ments in Kent and Gloucester counties. 
The greater part of his material was 
derived from the archives of Nova Sco­
tia. where such great writers as Hali- 
bnrton and Watson are preserved.

THE DISASTER

"The brief reference to the dis­
aster, which I attempt to make, is 
based largely on the evidence given 
at the Court-Martial held at the 
Royal Naval Hospital in Bermuda on 
the 27th of October.

“The Valarian had been on an er­
rand of mercy to sufferers from a 
previous storm In the West Indies. 
She set out from Nassau on the 18th 
October to return to Bermuda. Ow­
ing to the scarcity of coal the Com­
mander was unable to secure as 
much fuel as he thought desirable. 
But he estimated that he had suf­
ficient for a direct passage with a 
small reserve, 
made it impossible for him to make 
a detour when he was warned that 
a hurricane was approaching. So his 
duty appeared to be to attempt to 
make port before the gale should 
reach its height. But as the storm 
grew his speed had to be reduced 'be­
cause of a heated bearing caused by 
the racing of the propellers In the 
rough sea.

“He was actualy within sight of 
Bermuda, only eighteen -miles from 
Port, when the height of the gale 
overtook him. The mainmast and 
the aerial mast were carried away 
so that communication by wireless 
was impossible. Desperate and heroic 
efforts were madeto rig a jury mast 
when the ship was already listing 
at an angle of 60 degrees. But these 
efforts were made to rig a jury mast 
hero who attempted the feat paid 
for his bravery with his life, going 
down with the ship.

"The best of discipline prevailed 
and hope was not given up until the 
funnels were turned below the sur­
face and water, rushing in, burst tho 
boilers. Warning was given to every 
man to leave the ship and the evi­
dence shows that nearly all the ship's 
company got clear before she sank. 
Most of those who lost their lives 
died in the water from inability to 
secure life-preservers, from exhaus­
tion and exposure, and a few from 
strangulation.

The statesman is 
a patriot who would serve his country. 
The politician is a barnacle attached 
to the bod) politic who seeks tc make 
his country serve him.

“Our text,” Mr. KnoF said, “gives 
thi underlying principle of ail right 
government. Why do we lay such 
stress upon integrity in public life? 
Simply because dishonest rulers with 
dishonest laws tend tc make a dis­
honest people and honest rulers with 
honest laws an honest people. Every 
man in high position Is s fountain of 
health or disease. His Influence is a 
light, that gives life or a upas shade 
that poisons.

“With respect tc political and com­
mercial corruption never was there a 
more hopeful outlook. The conditions 
of misgovernmenl everywhere are being 
ventilated. It is no longer a secret and 
misunderstood factor in our land The 
limelight of publicity is being turned 
upon the public life of our country and 
the absence of the common virtues and 
common decencies in men of high sta­
tion immediately arouses the sensitive­
ness of public opinion.

“There are sufficient men of high 
standing in every party to demand that 
men who would serve in the public of­
fices of our land must be men of irre* 
proachabie character, who seek to serve 
not themselves but their fellowmen, 
their country and their God.

“All work gains dignity from the 
character of the men who do It. We 
can enhance the worth of our public 
offices by a conscientious use of our 
franchise. Thoreau, the Frenchman, 
declared that he did not desire any pro­
tection, he wished no government, pre­
ferred to be his own governor, and 
would live In his cabin among the 
trees. He therefore refused to pay 
taxes and went to jail in consequence. 
And yet Thoreau—but for the protec­
tion of the government which he des­
pised—might have been robbed and 
killed without hindrance.

“Every man who enjoys the protec­
tion of government has upon him the 
responsibility of supporting the insti­
tution. ‘Pray for them that are in au­
thority over you,’ says the apostle, hut 
we prey upon them. If Paul were liv­
ing today he might say, ‘Vote to put 
good men into office and then pray that 
they may rule well.’

But I desire strongly to emphasize 
this point, that even in the face of 
admitted handicap of the shortcom­
ings of the city slums, the foreign 
population of Canada as a whole 
compares favorably with the British 
stock in point of literacy and general 
morality. ..

THE LITERACY TEST. ■ i

The objection of illiteracy is often 
urged against the foreign immigrant. 
Educational statistics, compiled from 
our latest census returns, apparently 
tell a very different tale. Here are 
some figures bearing on the percentage 
of illiteracy in Canada:—

21 years and over.. 7.28 7-8

Total average... 5.77 7-8

The general percentage of Illiter­
acy amongst the population of Nftva 
Scotia over school age is 5.11, New 
Brunswick 7.81 and Quebec 6.20. 
These provinces have a little over 
three per cent of foreign population. 
Saskatchewan, with 25 per cent, of 
population, has only 5.92 per cent, of 
illiteracy. How, In the face of these 
figures, can any such objection 
against the foreign immigrant be sus­
tained?

Charles M. Herlthy, state supervi- 
of Adult Alien Education for 

Massachusetts, says: “It is signifi­
cant to note that the native illiterate 
group represent 6Ï per cent, of our 
total national illiteracy problem—a 
rather embarrassing variation of the 
slogan “America first!" Recent Unit- 
ted States census figures, however, 
tell a very interesting story on that 
point which can fairly be applied to 
Canada. The percentage of illiterates 
amongst adult native whites was 3.0, 
which is considerably lower than 
amongst foreign born whites, includ­
ing the older generation of immi­
grants. predominatingly of Latin ori­
gin. But the astonishing fact is also 
revealed that the percentage of il­
literacy amongst the white popula­
tion born of foreign parents is actual­
ly only 0.9, showing conclusively the 
educational superiority of the second 
generation to the native American
