SLAIN AS HE SLEPT

He Had Attacked Her With Knife

Sault Ste Marie, Ont., April 17—Peter
Napolitina, an Italian living near James
street, Little Italy, known here as Peter

“gdPamnlesilc, was Lilled last evening by his

wife, Margery. The woman admits the
murder and is in jail.

Napolitina was employed 'on the night
shift at the steel plant! He was asleep
in bed when his wife attacked him with
an axe. The first blow struck him on the
forehead and nearly severed the crown of
his head. Four blows followed, the last
one all but severing the head from the
body. The woman then went out in the
sireet and told passersby what she had
done,

The murder is- the echo of a case last
fall, 'when Napolitina returned home un-
expectedly and stabbed his / wife several
times. She was for some months in the
hospital, = She evidently awaited the op-
portunity to get even.

New York, April 17—A murder, a sui-
cide and a ﬁre which raged for five days,
were recorded in the log of the British
ireight steamer Headley, which reached
New York on Saturday from Montevideo.
The ship’s erew of thirty-seven Chinese,
officered by British sailors, fought the
blaze in the bunkers and with theirlast
ounce of strength extinguished it.

The murder occurred twelve days later,
when -a Chinese sailor slew the boatswain,

" a fellow vountryman, with a hatchet. The
sailor then jumped overboard to his death,
still grasping his weapon.

Canada. He had come to Canada from
a ‘great country where the people were
not only of a different color, but having
different ideals. The history that was be-
hind him was nothing to them. The
things for which he stood did not concern
them. But in Canada it was different.
The  history behind him was also behind
the Canadian people, they stood for the
same Christian civilization and had the
same ideals.

Referring again to India, he said tRere
was only one greater thing being done
anywhere in the world than was being
done by 150,000 men of the British race
among the 300,000,000 of India. That
greater thing was being done here in Can-
ada, where the great flood of immigration
pouring in from all countries was being
gesimilated and converted into an Eng
lish speaking nation and a great state of
the British empire.” Nevertheless he
sometimes wondered if Canadians were big
enough for Canada. On a train coming
out of Halifax he had seen -eight Cana-
dians in a car, in two groups of four
each. Ome group were eagerly discussing
baseball, and another as eagerly playing a
game of poker. As he thought of the vast-
ness of Canada, the richness of its varied
resources and the immense possibilities of
its future, he wondered if these men took
their citizenship and. their responsibility
seriously enough, and were inspired by
ideals worthy of so great an opportunity
and so grave a task.

Referring to the. British empire, Mr.
Campbell took his audience to Gibraltar,
Algiers, Malta, Aden and Ceylon, with a
passing reference to Egypt, Australia and
South Africa, and cited some facts of his-
tory to show that the empire had done
some unselfish things, in the name of hu-
manity and Christian civilization.

The English speaking people were
truly, he believed, God’s chosen people.
{ They ruled nearly a quarter of the people
| of the earth and nearly a quarter of the
land area. This was a tremendous fact,
and should bear in upon the minds of the
people a sense of their responsibility. In
(Canada there was need of high ideals and
a grave sense of the duties of cifizenship.
In the early portion of his address M.
Campbell referred to a period in his own
life when he was thinking much, and was
somewhat unsettled in religious faith, and
said that his doubts had been ret at rest.

But' this is a movement in a far different
direction. It is believed that Canada
will welcome the emigration of some of
the better classes of Englishmen; we fre-

igrating to the Dominion are mot alto-
gether to be desired, so we design to get
hold of men. of good families and train
them in the elements of farm work.

“A Canadian farmer will be engaged to
teach Canadian methods and we are mak-
ing.arrangements with the various govern-
ments in Canada to place these men on
farms where they will be able to gain the
necessary knowledge of Canadian farm
work, after which, in a short time, they
will be able to take their own holdings.
The .scheme has received -the approval of
Canadian officials in London, and we be-
lieve it will be successful. Immediately it
is found to be feasible the movement will
be ‘greatly entended.”

The Invaluable Lemon
{(Montreal Witness)

There are. few fruitg.hich cdntain wo
many domestic virtues as the lemon. The
extracted juice has soothing quelities jor
persons suffering from throat; and chest
troubles. One of the homeliest;“but not on
that account to be despised, remedies ior
a cold is to drink a glass of lemonade as
hot and strong as it can be swallowed
when in bed at night. A profuse perspira-
tion follows ,and provided the remedy I8
taken in time and the patient is kept
warm and not exposed to draughts it is

a famous cure.

Lemon juice and honey are beneficial
for coughs. The ordinary method is to mix
the juice of the fresh fruit with equal parts
of honey, but the better plan is to bake
a large lemon in the oven until it 8
thoroughly soft, then add sufficient strain-
ed honey to the pulp to produce a thick
syrup. This should be kept warm and a tea-
spoonful taken every quarter of an hour
will greatly velieve the patient. An old
still-room recipe for the alleviation of an
obstinate sore throat is as follows: Strain
two teaspoonfuls of lemo: juice into a \vil)e
glass, add the unbroken yplk of a new laid
egg, then more juicgpth rh
lowed without \beatin xture.

Golfers and women {ho 1ndulge in out-
door exercise aré often worried with tired
and swollen feetl They will derive much
relief if they mip their feet with equal
parts of lemon juice and alcohol, well
blended.

Obstinate corns can be cured by the ap-
plication of a poultice made of bread crumbs
and lemon juice. A thin slice of the iruit
takes the place of the poultices during the
day, the process to be repeated as often
as necessary.

A small bottle of fresh lemon juice thould
be kept on every toilet table mm summer.
It is useful to allay irritation caused by
the stings and bites of flies and insects. A
dash of it in water forms an excellent
mouth wash, whitening the teeth, prevent-
ing the formation of tartar, and sweeten-
ing the breath.

Women who suffer {rom
should take the juice of hait a lemon
squeezed into a tumbler of water (without
sugar) on Tising every morning.

Two or three slices of lemon in a cup
of hot. tea (without the addition of milk)
will often cure a nervous or sick headache,
and many people find that a lemon is an
excellent preventive of train or sea sick-
ness,
