That the City Council of the City of 
Moncton did not Intend to be party to 
any controversy in St John city be­
tween the N. B. Power Co. and the 
N. B. Hydro-Electric Commission 
nor between any other parties with 
respect to hydro-electric matters was 
the statement of Mayor Edgett made 
at last nights meeting of the City 
Council. The statement was made 
following the reading before the Coun­
cil by the Mayor of an article which 
appeared at some length In the St. John 
Journal, of the date of March 26th 
relative to the recent interruptions of 
the hydro-service to the City of Monc­
ton and as a result of which a repre­
sentative of the Canadian Falrbands- 
Morse Company endeavored to sell a 
private lighting plant to - Moncton 
Theatre proprietors. Mayor Edgett 
made a flat denial of that part of the 
Journal article which referred to the 
Moncton Council.

In connection with the above mat­
ter Mayor Edgett stated that the City 
Council had never received any inti­
mation that Messrs. Torrie & Winter 
were dissatisfied with the supply of 
electrical energy, nor had the council 
nor any member of it made any rep­
resentation to either Torrie & Winter 
or the Moncton Tramways Electricity 
& Gas Company with respect to the 
matter.

In Florence the Fascist! were in evi- 
Jence everywhere, but in Rome we saw 
no sign of them. Yet even his worst 
enemies cannot accuse His Excellency 
Benito Mussolini of the crime of idle­
ness. It is commonly reported that he 
works eighteen hours a day, and the 
afternoon when a courteous Cabinet 
Minister received me at the Palazzo 
Chigi, I was told that the Prime Min­
ister was dining at the Rumanian em­
bassy and that later on in the evening 
he would hold two council meetings 
which would probably not end before 
three

No detail of the network of 
ganization is outside the scope of the 
influence of this all-powerful magician, 
and in the general “risorgimento” a. 
great many things are attributed to him! 
which are probably only the indirect 
result of the new spirit he has certainly 
infused into the country. i

I was told by a working man, for 
example, that the trains had always 
been late—one, tuo, sometimes three 
hours—but that since Mussolini’s ad­
vent they were always on time.

All sorts of problems are submitted 
to this modern Solomon. He has just 
solved the vexed question as to the 
ownership of the pine grove at Viareg- 
gio. It belongs to Donna Bianca, the 
eldest daughter of the late Don Carlos 
of Spain and the wife of an Austrian 
Archduke. Donna Bianca and her fam­
ily lived in the royal villa, surrounded 
by farmlands which formed the chief 
source of revenue. In 1916 the town 
council of Viareggio wanted to ex­
proprate the pine grove as enemy prop­
erty. The archduchess protested that 
she was a Spanish subject and that the 
property was hers.

Mussolini has now decided that the 
Archduchess may keep her villa and 
farms, but she roust give up a long 
stretch of pine wood at a price to be 
fixed and paid by the Italian' Govern­
ment This slice of the “Pineta” will 
permit of the construction of a new 
road to Torre del Lago by the town, 
and incidentally give an outlet to the 
cramped population of seafaring folk 
near the dock yard. Mussolini’s solu­
tion obviates the ugly question of 
flscation and provides a just settle­
ment

If signs of Fascismo are not so evi­
dent in the streets of Rome as in Flor­
ence, in the Government offices the ef­
fect of the movement is very plain.

Mussolini himself has his headquar­
ters in the Grand Hotel, where his 
Under-Secretary of State for the In­
terior, His Excellency Signor Aldo 
Fingi, is also lodged. The Ministry of 
the Interior occupies the Palazzo Tim- 
inale, and the Foreign Office is in the 
Palazzo Chigi, a sombre pile of mas­
onry built in 1526 for the famous fam­
ily who, like the Medicis, acquired 
their wealth and power in the banking 
business.
Little Sign of Haste.

Between the Grand Hotel and these 
palatial Government offices there is a 
constant coming and going of automo­
biles carrying cabinet ministers, under­
secretaries and their secretaries, but 
within the beautifully decorated halls 
and reception rooms of the old palace 
there is little sign of haste.

His Excellency Aldo Fingi, Under­
secretary of State for the Ministry .of 
the Interior, is a tall, slim man, aston- 
ishingly^ young for such 
position" even in this land 
Miarandole, where youth flowers quick­
ly into maturity. During the war 
Signor Fingi 'distinguished himself 
an aviator in D’Annunzio’s squadron, 
“Serenissima,” and he shared this poet 
aviator’s flight over Vienna. He is a 
noted sportsman and automobilist, 
spent two years In study at the Poly­
technic in Berlin, and has also visit­
ed England. ’ Looking at his alert, 
clever face, one remembers Italy’s 
achievements in science, engineering, 
athletics, horsemanship and road-mak­
ing, not to mention literature and art* 
One often hears the statement that 
Italy ,can never be a great power be­
cause she possesses neither iron nor 
coal, but with an amazing history like 
hers such a prophecy is futile.

(Engineering, London)
Whether engineering should be classi­

fied as a science or as an aft has been 
a frequent subject of debate. The late 
Professor John Perry claimed for it 
the status of a science, but for our 
own part we have been inclined to re­
gard it rather as the most scientific of 
the arts. The distinction between a 
science arid an art seems to lie essential­
ly in the circumstance that the knowl­
edge of an art has to be acquired by 
personal observation and experience, 
whilst science being a generalization 
and rationalization of recorded ex­
periences can be tranferred readily 
from man to man. A vast mass of 
knowledge which mankind acquired at 
the outset ydth inordinate travail and 
an extravagant expenditure of time is 
summed up by science in a few leading 
laws and principles, a knowledge of 
which renders it unnecessary for the 
student to tax his memory with the 
details of the innumerable experiments 
and observations which have been made 
by the race. In no profession is greatpr 
use made of these scientific laws than 
in that of engineering, yet there re­
main large fields in which the engineer 
has to make good with very little aid 
from science. One instance often ad­
vanced is the high degree of perfection 
to which the reciprocating engine was 
brought, in spite of the large “time 
lag” of the science of thermodynamics. 
Steam enginees were running success­
fully long before Joule had determined 
his equivalent, and subsequent to this 
many decades had to elapse before the 
development of thermodynamics had 
reached a point to" be of much prac­
tical service in the drawing office. To­
day the harbor or lighthouse engineer 
stands in a very similar position 
to that of the earlier constructors of 
steam engines. He has to proportion

Ionisation of Tubes.
When a blue glow is noticed in the 

vacuum tube it is an indication of 
“ionisation.’’ The “B” battery vol­
tage is too high.

The Family Welfare Society and the 
department of social ethics of Harvard 
University yesterday issued a report on 
results of an investigation into the liv­
ing costs in dollars and cents of main­
taining in Boston a normal average 
family under favorable conditions.

The materials used in their report 
were collected and arranged by Stuart 
H- Huckins. a graduate student of the 
university, and the standards 'of living 
dopted for the inquiry was that pre­

pared by the Philadephla bureau of 
Statistics.
Tabulation of Costs.

Average annual costs are liAted by 
the report as follows:—Food, $559.09; 
clothing for man, $79.88; clothing for 
woman, $78.53; clothing for boy aged 
18, $65.66; clothing for girl aged 10,
$54.05; total for all clothing, $316.01; 
housing, $360; fuel and light, $128.51; 
car fare, $70.80; cleaning, sûpphes and 
services, $48.26; specified standard,
$1.477.66; unspecified standard, $310^6; 
total cost of standard, $1,787.66.

“From the foregoing analysis, says 
the report, “It appears that an adequate 
standard of living for the average 
family cannot be maintained In Boston 
today on less than $1,787.96 a year.
While it would be deliberately flying 
in the face of well-established eco­
nomic theory to suggest that this figure 
should form the basis of minimum 
wage legislation, it is nevertheless a 
goal toward which both governmental 
authority and private industry should 
work insofar as economic conditions 
will permit.

“Although the health of the families 

was generally reported as fairy in some 
instances very good, there were several 
cases in which families were in bad 
health due to under-nourishment.

“We have found the families poorly 
housed and just about getting normal 
food requirements. In the other items 
of expenditure, taken together, the 
families in each of the three groups, on 
the average, fall far below the level of 
the theoretically proper standard of 
living. The ‘normal family’ would re­
quire an income of about $185 a month 
in order to be properly fed and housed 
and still make both ends meet.

“It is obvious,' in any event, that the 
families of unskilled laborers, largely 
without other income than the earn­
ings of the husband, cannot long con­
tinue independent of charitable relief if 
wages average less than $100 a month, 
as at present in Boston, other condi­
tions remaining the same. The bulk 
of the population here considered falls 
far below that standard, and even be­
low the reasonably good standard 
which permits proper food and hous­
ing and leaves the families to shift as 
well as they can on the other items of 
expenditure.”

MONTREAL POLICE

In 
1759, Watson removed to London, and 
the business was continued until the 
death of Mr. Slayter. The senior part­
ner died in May, 1768. He next be­
came connected with Mr. Manger, who 
had been a resident of Halifax. He was 
a gentleman of property, and made 
large advances to Watson. They went 
into partnership, and did a large busi­
ness In the North American trade. The 
head office was at London, with 
branches in North* America.
