Its fullest force was felt in
Northern Ireland, and Northwestern
England, where the wind reached
velocities in some places of 80 and 30
miles an hour, accompanied by snow,
hail, thunder and lightning.

RAILWAY DUPLICATION,

In considering the question of
wasteful duplication and unnecessary
competition on ‘the part of Canada’s
two great railway systems, the Mont-
real Star takes up the wailway service
b%tween Montreal and Ottawd, saying:

“Our two railways run from thig city
to Ottawa every day nine trajas. _'Then
they run these nine trains bucl’ain.
Who imagines that it really réquires
cighteen trains a day to carry the pas-
senger trafic between Montreal and
Ottawa? Who does not know that it
would be very easy for the two rail-
ways to get together and cut this
extravagance in half? There is no
reason whatever why the C. P. R. and
the C. N. R. should both send a train
out of Montreal for Ottawa at 4 p. m.
sharp to race all the way to the
Capital. Nor is there any reason why
both send morning trains at 8.15.”

This country needs railway economy,
the Star contends, much mof; than it
needs railvay competition, and it sug-
gests that the obligation to reduce
unnecessary expenditure and eliminate
duplication whete that can be done
profitably rests equally upon both
railways. The Toronto Globe and
other newspapers have agreed gener-
ally with this view, in commenting
upon speeches delivered during the
budget debate the O'ttiun by some
men in each. of the parties. The
Toronto Mail and Empire speaks as
though proposals for railroad co-
operation/and economy had been ‘put
forward merely on behalf of the
National Railways, or by the Govern-
ment. As a matter of fact, as the
Toronto Globe points out, the question
was ifirst raised by Mr. W. F. Maclean,
the Conservative member for South
York, and the Globe protests that
there must be no surrender 'by the C.
N. R. to its disadvantage.

Co-operation for the benefit of the
public ard the railways themselves is
needed. It should not be a matter of
surrender on either side. The real
merit of the advice given in the House
of Commons relating to co-operation
and eeconomy has been that, whether
it came from Liberals, Conservatives
or Progressive, it' was designed not
to benefit one railway system at the
expense of another, but to promote
economy in the operation of both, to
prevent loss by eliminating competi-
tion which is costly to the country
and which is not justified by existing
trafic demands. It would be futile
for any political party to make war
on either of the systems with the idea
of sacrficing it to the other. Public
opinion undoubtedly does demand
that measure of co-operation between
the two systems which could be un-
dertaken without damage to the
legitimate interests or prospects of
either, and which would reduce public
expenditure for unnecessary railroad
operation or extension.

For, the
leader of the Labor party began his
career as a journalist*in Fleet street,
practised that profession long after he
entered the field of politics, and, but
for the higher claims of State, might
well have found a place in the Re-
porters’ Gallery above, instead of in
the seats of the mighty below. g

Nor, by honoring the “Gallery” with
his presence, would the ex-Premier
have been honoring himself the less,
since no one knows better than he the
history and traditions of that institu-
tion, and the record of illustrious men
who have been associated with it. The
allocation to reporters, of the back row
of the public gallery at Westminster, in
the early part of last century, was the
first official recognition of the rights of
the Press, rights won only after a bit-
ter struggle extending over two cen-
turies; though it was not until many
years later that a gallery specially re-
served for reporters was fitted up, first,
curiously eno by the Lords,
after the fire which destroyed the
Houses of Parliament nearly a century
ago, by the Commons,

Upon the heads of the Parliamen-
tary reporters of the early days much
calumny was heaped, but some idea of
their character may be gathered from
a speech made in their defence by the
brilliant Sheridan who declared that
there were among those who reported
the debates of the House no less than
23 graduates of the Universities of Ox-
ford, Cambridge and Dublin,” and that
“there was no possible course better
than that which they had adopted for
the improvement of their minds and
the acquisition of political experience.”

Sheridan reminded his hearers that
reporting the debates had been the ein-
ployment of Johnson and Burke; and
his ‘tribute was endorsed by James
Stephen, a celebrated administrator
and publicist, who had had experience
in the Gallery as reporter on the
staff of the Morninig Post” Other
notable graduates of the Press Gallery
werewJohn Campbell, the future Lord
Changellor of England; Hazlitt, Cole-
ridge.” John Sterling, the original
“Thunderer” of The Times; Payne
Collier, the Shakespearean authority;
Walter Coulson, a member of the Lamb
circle; Peter Finnerty, a witty Irish-
man and a friend of Shelley, and Allan
Cunningham, the Scottish sculptor-
poet. y
Later came Charles Dickens, who
claimed to have left behind him in the
Gallery “the reputation of being the
best and most rapid reporter ever
known,” and who, in “David Copper-
field,” makes David say:—“I am joined
with eleven others in reporting the de-
bates of Parliament for a morning
paper. Night after night I relate pre-
dictions that never come to pass; pro-
fessions that are never fylfilled; ex-
planations that are only made to mys-
tify. . . . . I wallow in words.”

Among more recent members of t
Reporters’ Gallery might be mention
Justin McCarthy and “Tay Pay”
O’Connor; and, “but for the grace of
God,” to that honorable and gallant
company might have been added the
distinguished James Ramsay Mac-
Donald.

Right of Way
(Vancouver Sun.)

Only & few days ago, a police car,
answering a robbery call in the out-
skirts of the city, was forced to take
the numbers of a half-a-dozen motor-
ists who refused to pill to'the curb at
the sound of the police siren and who
seriously impeded the speedy progress
of the police car. Some day this com-
mon practice of disregarding police,
ambulance and fire sirens is going to
result in serious accident. Even now,
these road-hog motorists serlously im-
pede the efficiency of the fire and police
departments. Bolice, ambulance and
fire wagons have absolute right-of-way
in Vancouver. Wliten their sirens are
heard or when the street firebell rings,
every vehicle within hearing should
immediately pull to the curb and stay
there. In Seattle, where traffic is twice
as heavy as in Vancouver, that practice
is followed religiously. The figst-sound
of the siren or firebell obt#ins an ab-
solutely clear street for the fast wag-
ons.

FREDERICTON, :April 16.—Deliv-
ered with characteristic animation and
force, Premier Veniot in the budget de-
bate today made an elaborate and ex-
haystive defence of the Government,
assailed in the strongest possible lan-
guage the tactics!of the CI)J)position in
practically all of .their ‘criticism and, in
a manner that bordered on the sensa-
tional, charged that monied interests
of this couﬁtry were using all their
strength and power in an effort to frus-
trate the proposed Government owner-
ship and operation of the Grand Falis
hydro development.

Tonight
the” Premier spoke .to crgwded . gal-
leries, the seating accommodation ' of
the chamber being taxed to capacity.

The aid of both United States and
Canadian immigration authorities is
being sought by the local police in
having Ronald Hump}ircy of Alexan-
dria street, aged about 28, now held
at Rome, Georgia, brought back to
Saint John on suspicion of theft of
bonds valued at $4,000 and some cash
from Frank E. Jones in 1920 here.
