college professors but have to earn their
living by hard work, may not thank the
Sun for sneering at those useful arts by
which they have to earn their bread and
but:er. The fearfully witty character
of the Sun’s article ‘may be gathered
from the following extract which is a
favorable specimen of the editor’s fanny
style.

A large part of the time is to be given
to botany, geology, chemistry and
ﬁhysn-s. to which work even the most
hurdened utilitarian would bardly ob-
ject. Natural science studies are o
course open to the objection that they
discipline the mind, and furnish a
source of intellectual enjoyment ; but as
compensation for this disadvantage they
furnish information which may lead to
the development of the material re-
sources of the country. This latter is a
good thing, even if it be not a good thing
to develop the mental resources of a man.
It cannot be denied that an appreciation
of English literature and an insight into
English history is the gateway to many
__materially profitless feasts of mind. But
they do wonderfully help men and
women alopg in the world, on which ac-
count they may be forgiven their other
offences.

It is well that the editor of the Sun
does not frequently indulge in writings
of this character, or the results might be
as alarming as was the effort of Dr.
Oliver Wendell Holmes, when he wrote
as fanny as he could. Dr. Holmes, tells
us that when he made that great effort
of his life to be witty, it had a dreadful
effect on his seryant.

The Sun admits that the GazerTE's
criticism in regard to the absence of Can-
adian history from the course is sound,
and it thinks that next year special lec-
tures on that subject might be obtained
from Dean Weldon ofthe Halifax law
school, and Dr. Bourinot, clerk of the
House of Commons.  Still it will not do
to count on the ussistance of these two
gentlemen, especially as the lectures are
to be held in winter when Dr. Bourinot
v ill have to attend to his duties as clerk
of the House and Dean Weldon will have
to be present in his place in parliament.
But what a comment it ison the inade-
quacy of our university thatnot a single
graduate of that institution that the Sun
can think of is competent to deliver a
course of lectures on Canadian or New
Brunsw ck history. Referring to the
general subject of bistory we must con-
fess that the Sun is easily satisfied if it
thinks that the history of England from
the year 1640 to the year 1659 is all the
history that students ought to be
taught in the university. It is worthy
of notice that although the Sun claims
that the university course is quite up to
the demand of this practical age, it has
to confess its deficiency in & most im-
portant branch in the very next sen-
tence. No scheme of university educa-
tion will satisfy the wants of this prov-
ince which does not contain those fea-
tures which the Gazerre has already
pointed out as being essential to the
proper education of our people.

THE UNITED STATES ELECTIONS-

The returns of the United States elect-
jons which were held yesterday are
still incomplete, but enough is known
to indicate the result in some of the
states. In Pennsylvania the Republi-
cans appear to have carried their
entire ticket, notwithstanding the
notorious  corruption which  has
been disclosed in  that state
among members of the Republican
party, and the bad character of some of
the men who were up as candidates.
It is a remarkable feature of
Republican politics in Pennsylvania
that respectable citizens are willing for
the sake of party to vote for objec-
tionable characters of their own political
faith rather thafi for an honest Democrat,
In Massachusetts the Democrats have
again succeeded in electing as governor,
Mr. Russell, who will now serve a second
term. This result must be largely at-
tributed to the excellent manner in
which he has conducted himself 1n the
office which he has held for the past
year, and it would seem as if with good
management and good candidates Mas-
sachusetts might be carried by the De-
mocrats next year® when the presid-
ential election is held. For a long time
it has been a solid Republican state, but
the result of some of the recent elections

treal a few days since, Justice Waurtele
called attention to the practice of reck-
less driving on the streets of that city,in
contravention of acity byelaw, the strict
enforcement of which he strongly com-
mended. The bye law enacted by the
common council of Montreal is in effect
that no one within the city limits shall
drive or ride at a rate exceeding
gix miles an hour, nor drive or ride
faster than a walk when coming out of a

£ | cross street into a main orleading street,

nor when turning a corner. Justice
Wartele said that “foot passengers have
the right to pass over intersecting
streets, to cross from one side of a street
to the other, and that persons driving or
riding must take proper care not to run
them down. Any injury donme by wil-
fulness or by negligence to a pedestrian
who conducts himself with proper csre,
by a person driving or riding may ren-
der such persons amenable for a mis-
demeanor, and sometimes for a more
serious offerice.’ The law and Justice Wur-
tele’s views aresustained by the common
sense of the world, but unfortunately
there are individuals in nearly every
community by whom they are unheeded.
We recall two or three fatal, and several
distressing accidents, (we donot know
that they should be called accidents)
which have resulted from reckless
driving in this city, and if none
such have occurred of late it is
not because the practice - has
been abandoned, but because pedestrians
foel that they use the public streets in
some parts of the city at their own peril
and govern themselves accordingly. This
is eminently the case at the corner of
King and Charlotte streets, at the corner
of King and Germain, at the foot of King
street, at the crossing at the foot of Dock
street, at the corner of Mill and Pond
streets, about the post office and at the
corners of some of the streets crossing
Prince William. We hold it to be the
duty of the police to arrest the drivers of
all vehicles by which the lives or limbs
of foot passengers are endangered at
these places, or on any of the public
streets of the city,and that their punish-
ment should be such as wounld deter
others from following their example.
Justice Wurtele’s remarks were called
out by the killing of a man on one of the
street crossings of Montreal by a team
t .e driver of which will probably be in-
dicted for manslaughter.

THE SHOOTING OF M’NEILL.

As McNeill, the man who was shot by
policeman Caples, will probably die, the
question of the right of a policeman to
shoot down men in the streets will most
likely come up in a practical fashion at
the next sitting of the circuit court in
this city, when Judge Wetmore will not
be on the bench to instruct the grand
jury that a policeman may shoot down
a citizen, at his own sweet will. In the
meantime we desire to direct the atten-
tion of the public to the gross impro=
priety of the conduct of
Chief Clark in geeking to
obtain from the suffering yictim a
justification of the shooting, in a series
of leading questions, not one of which
would be allowed in a court of law. The
following is the Sun’s account of this
affair :—

Next may be mentioned a statement
made by the chief of police to a Sun
reporter last night, The chief said he
yisited the hospital yesterday afternoon
in company with Dr. Berryman. He
saw McNeiil and in the presence of Drs.
White and Esson asked him the follow-
ing questions :

“Was the officer to blame ?”

MeNeill said “No; the officer gave me
every chance. It wasthe rum.”

“Did the officer tell you to go away
and go home ?”

“Did the officer warn you off and fire
the first shot over your head ?”

““‘es ”

“Did you close in with the officer?”

“1 did.”

«Is the officer any way to blame ?”

“No, not at all. He gave me every
chance. It was the rum.”

“Did you take the baton from the
officer and throw it away ?”

“Yes.”

This statement was made by McNeill,
as stated, in the presence of the two
physicians, He was lyingona bed in one
of the wards and seemed to be suffering
a good deal. The bullet entered the left
groin and lodged, it is thought, in the
abdomen.

That ought to satisfy most people, but it
doesn’t seem to have silenced the tongue
of some of Miss Manola’s associates, and
hence the threat of a slander suit. A
manager of note and a femaie singer ina
rival company will be the defendants, if
Miss Manola’s friends are not astray in
their present predictions.

It wonld be revealed in court that
Marion Manola notonly pays vood wages
to & man dresser, but that he works hard
for her, and doesn’t seem ashamed of
his employment. He is a little English-
mian of about 22, with an insipid smile
and a dapper way about him that tells
at once of the trained valet. This is his
first appearance in America. When Miss
Manola was in London, where she went
rather unexpectedly and married “Jack”
Mason, she saw the little Englishman at
work, and she liked his way. When he
needed a new employer, Miss Manola
hired him, and he came over with her.
The modern actress is ingenious and en-
terprising with devices ‘of getting into
print, and it may be that the news here
given will serve the Manola’s calculated
purpose, but it is too interesting to sup-
press.

Miss Manola was engaged to sing in
“The Tar and the Tartar” a few weeks
ago. In the comic opera ghe is required
to wear tights in one act and short skirts
in the other scenes.

The English valet always carries the
keys of the prima donna’s trunks. Half
an hour before she arrives at the theatre
he takes possession of her dressing room
and lays out everything in readiness for
the actress—her tights, her hose, her slip-
pers, her lingerie, her various changes of
costumes, her wrap and her wig. The
make-up box is in excellent condition,

is conveniently placed.

By that time—for this itinerary is de-
scribed asby an eye-witness—Miss Man-
ola has reached the theatre. Itis nec-
essary then that she shall get into her
tights at once, because they represent the
starting point of her stage apparel. The
dresser withdraws. This is declared on
the authority of the other female mem-
bers of the company, who, being not used
to valets, have sought to learn the cor-
rect usage by observation of Miss Man-
ola’s custom. There are some etceteras

natarally included in the process of don-
ning.

Then it is time for she return of the
valet, and from this point his work
is in no sense a  departure
from that of any faithful maid.
He deftly slips on Miss Manola’s
shoes, buttons everything that needs to
be buttoned, adjusts and straightens her
wig, and in a score of minuter things he
is a helper and a human looking glass
for his mistress, whom he dresses with
both pride and skill. His watchfulness is
not relaxed even when she is on the
stage. He standsat the entrance, wrap in
hand, and when she comes off he is ready
to envelop her securely against the dan-
gerous draughts that circulate about the
stage.

At the close of the performance he is
quite invaluable to the actress, who as-
serts that he is quicker than any maid
could be, and that there is always an
amount of enthusiasm and care in his
work that justifies her in her rather bold
innovation.

No other comic opera queen has a
luxury just like this valet. This is per-
haps why Miss Manola’s departure from
ancient traditions has provoked some of
her sisters to say unkind things. She her-
self scoffs at the criticisms, and explains
them as due to jealousy. But the slander

suit is hinted at as the outcome of a
particularly malicious remark about the
tights.

Wh P our visitor remarked,
smiling,that he hated writing and did not
care for money, but that when he heard
of aught likely to make “good copy” he
would do himself the pleasure of looking
in and gi:ing us the facts, which Mr.

THE SHOOTING AFFAIR.

McNeill and McCormick Sald to be
Brothers,

Much interest appears to have been
excited by the Sheffield street shooting
affair yesterday morning in which Henry
McNeill was wounded by a bullet from

* | policeman Caples’ revolver. McNeill was

visited at the hospital yesterday after-
noon by Chief Clark and Dr. D. E. Berry-
man.2In the presence of Drs. White and
Esson the chief interviewed McNeill ask-
ing questions and receiving answers
which he states here are as follows :—

“Was the officer to blame ?”

MecNeill said “No ; the officer gave me
every chance. It was the rum.”

“Did the officer tell you to go away
and go home ?”

“Yeon.”

«Did the officer warn you off and fire
the first shot over your head ?”

"Yes-"

“Did you cloge in with the officer 0 o

“I did.” i

«Tg the officer in any way to blame ?”

“No, not at all. He gave me every
chance. It was the rom.”

“Did you take the baton from the of-
ficer and throw it away ?”

“Yeﬂ."

A Gazerrs reporter visited the hospit-
al this morniug. Dr. White said that he
had been called about 11 o’clock last night
toattend McNeill who thenvomited a
considerable quantity of blood. He had
vomited more blood this morning, but
seemed to be doing well and resting easy.
The doctor thought he could talk all
rightjand took the reporterin to see him.

| McNeill, however, refused to tell anything

about the affair saying “Idon’t want to
talk, I want to get well.” It had been
stated that McCormick was his brother
and when asked if that was true McNeill
would make no answer. i

Chief Clatk believes that the two men
are brothers. He showed the reporter
an entry on the charge book made Oct.
21st, 1890, where Henry McNeill and Ed-
ward McNeill were charged with being
drunk and fighting on Ward street ; Ser-
geant Hipwell made the arrest. Henry
McNeill was also charged with attempt-
ing to rescue Edward. Both prisoners
were gent to jail. Mr. Wm. Macaulay,
the turnkey of the jail, stated to the
reporter that these two men were broth-
ers, and that the one now in jail as Ed-
ward McCormick is the same man who
was in last year as Edward McNeill.

Chief Clark ssys that he has fully en-
quired into the circumstances of the case
and after receiving the reports and hav-
ing a personal interview with the man
who was shotand with policeman Caples
he has considered the matter carefully,
and is satisfied that the officer is not to
blame. The officer had stated to bim
that he pointed at the man’s legs so a8
only to disable him without doing ser-
ious injury, and after examining the
wound the chief was satisfied as
to the -fruth of the officer's
statement. He believed that in dis-
charging the revolyer it would jump up
sufficient to make the ball strike where
it did even when the weapon was point-
ed low. The chief says that he has al-
ways told his men that it was a very
gerious thing to use a revolver on any
occasion and instructed them not to do
8o except in very extreme cases.

There are slight hopes of McNeill’s re-
covery and if he does get well his state-
ment of the affair will be heard with in-
terest.

Among the Shipping.

Brig Aeronaut, Captain Perry, from
Feinandina for Rio Janeiro, before re-
ported, put into Bermuda, leaky, en+
countered heavy weather, which caused
her to strain, and leak badly. Cabin
and forward house were full of water,
and the crew were quartered in the laz-
arette. The pumps were - useless. On
Oct. 18th. all the water casks had been
smashed by the sea, and the water in
the main tank was spoiled by sea water,
and there being only about three gallons
of fresh water on board, the
crew. were placed .on allowance of one
half-pint per day. The crew sustained
gevere injuries from the deck load and
were laid up, and the mate was also tak-
en down with fever. All of the provi-
sions were spoiled,and the crew suffered
terribly from thirst. Oct. 22nd brigt
Oderilla, bound from Philadelphia for
New York, supplied them with water. A
portion of the cargo is being discharged,
and repairs will be made, and the vessel
resume her voyage with all possible de-
spatch.

The bark Lillie Soullard has been
chartered at the best rate obtained here
this season, the rate paid are 23s. 9d.
for birch timber, 22s. 6d. for pine and
508, 0d. for deals, to Liverpool,

Bark Ashlow from Cork Oct. 26th has
been fixed at 47s. 6d. for Liverpool, Bel-
fast or Waterford, or 52s. 6d. for Limer-
ick.

Bark Annie Bingay reported sold at
Liverpool brought £1250.

Schooner John Shatford, Capt. Eisen-
haur, at Halifax 2nd from New ® York,
made the run in the remarkably quick
time of 70 hours.

The large St. John three masted
schooner Saplata, Capt. 8loan, and- Wal-
ter Holly, Warnock, at present in
Boston, will both come here to load,
Capt. 8loan’s many friends will be pleased
to see him once more.

Bark Quebec went on McLachlan &
Wilson’s blocks yesterday to be repaired
and reclassed.

The London Fair Play says the ship
Josephine Troop is being reinsured at 25
guineas. per. cent. She gailed from_Glas-
gow May 1 for San Francisco with a
cargo of coal. She is a new steel vessel
of 1,480 tons. Several vessels which ar-
rived recently at San Francisco from the
continent, made long passages. The J.
Troop is commanded by Capt. Scott,
Albert Smith, son of Chipman Smith, the
postmaster of Shediac, is mate.

The admiralty court will have some-
thing more to say in regard to the
schooner John Prince. William Evans
acting for some of the owners has_put in
a claim for about $650 for supplies and
stores furnished the American schooner
John Prince. From the present outlook,
the vessel will no doubt be sold by the
marshal of the court to the highest bid-
der.

WAR A REMOTE POSSIBILITY.

Feeling in London Regarding Chili and
the United Siates,

Loxpox. Nov. 3.—There was a good de-
mand for discount during the past week
at 3% for three months and 2} for short.
Although the rise in the Bank of Eng-
land has for the moment checked the
drain of gold, a further foreign demand
is imminent.

The stock exchange presenied few
noticeable features during the week.
Speculation showed a tendency. toward
timidity. The condition of the Paris
bourse is chiefly responsible for this. It
is daily becoming more clear that French
financial houses are saddled with more
Russian stocks than they are able to
carry, especially too much of the new
loan, to unload themselves, of which
they are taking every quiet method
known. Spanish  securities  also
weigh down the foreign market.
An uneasy feeling, therefore, prevails
here regarding the outcome of the ap-
proaching Paris settlement. The news
of the trouble between Chili and the
United States knocked Chilian bonds
down at one time 3}, but they recovered
1} yesterday on_the strength of the re-
port of the recall of United States Minis-
ter Egan, making the week’s fall 2. This
showing would have been worse, but for
a firm conviction that war is a very re-
mote ibility.
