The" work 
is probably the largest the province ever 
engaged in, and it is not unlikely will 
entail an expenditure of one million dol­
lars before it is completed. It is there­
fore too serious a question for trifling 
and too dangerous to the financial cred­
it of the province to run the risk of 
failure or the possibility of scandal. If 
matters are not all right they must be 
made right before any more money is 
expended; if they are all right it will be 
a wise thing to show that they are, by 
giving the information asked for by 
Mr. Williams. It is the right of the 
people, who pay the money, to know 
who are the men financially interested 
in the contract; and unless the govern­
ment has something to hide, something 
that it is ashamed of, it will assist Mr. 
Williams in his search for facts which 
ought to be as visible to everybody as the 
fine pile of buildings now slowly arising 
in government grounds.

says:

“We have not a colonial party like the 
French and Germans, because there Is 
no anti-colonial party. It is very re­
markable that although the autonomous 
colonies unhesitatingly have used their 
commercial freedom against the mother 
country no resentment whatever is ex­
pressed here. Young nations must 
learn wisdom from experience; protec­
tion never in the long run succeeds, and 
free trade never in the long run fails. 
Sentiment is the real link between the 
colonies and England. The Liberals 
under Mr. Laurier, as under Mr. Blake, 
are equally loyal with the Conservatives, 
and are anxious for a practical method 
of further uniting the empire and quick­
ening and cheapening communication be­
tween London and the new world. The 
telegraph has done wonders, but steam­
ships have not done nearly all they can."

New York, Dec. 22.—The Tammany 
aldermen-elect held a caucus behind 
closed doors in the city hall yesterday 
afternoon and made a final bid to save 
the city patronage for the tiger by in­
viting President-elect Jeroleman and 
Aldermen-elect Dwyer and Schilling of 
“Brienites” to join hands with them and 
thus give the Democrats a majority 
when the new hoard is organized.

It Is 
to be regretted that he has ordered1 all the 
Carlyle manuscripts entrusted to him un- 
Aer Carlyle’s will which he did not see fit 
to publish to he destroyed. Many will sym­
pathise with hie decree, but posterity, when 
the feelings of nobody can, be wounded 
may regret It.

Physical Instructor St. Clair in his re­
ports said that although the arms and 
legs of the boys were strong they were 
almost all weak in the loins and back.
The military drill had been of great ad­
vantage.

"One point I wish to call your atten­
tion to is the physique of the elder girls.
It is appalling. I never before saw such 

girts. They have been neglected 
badly, and now have not sufficient 
strength of will to practice and get Into 
good health. Gymnasium work is not 
compulsory, and the big girls, who need 
if most, I am sorry to say, shirk It.
Still, there are many of the elder girls 
who have excellent physiques. ....
Others are trying to improve, and will 
vet succeed. The little girls of to-day, 
if not neglected as their elder sisters 
have been, will be finer women.”

The report wa; received and tabled 
and the board took the question up of 
retaining the services of the physical in­
structor. ‘

Trustee Lewis styled the gymnastic 
exercises as tomfoolery, and thought the 
public schools were going out of their 
way in the matter of physical culture.
Trustee Saunders took quite a different 
view. He argued on the Herbert Spen­
cer principle, that physical education was 
essential to a good mental training. He 
moved that the instructor be retained 
six months longer.

At the suggestion of Trustee Marchant 
the question was laid over until the next 
meeting.

New York. Dec. 21.—A Chinese gen­
eral is in Wshington negotiating with 
Senor Mendonca, minister for Brazil, 
for the purchase of the Nictheroy and 
Andrada. These vessels were fitted out 

'in New York under Senor Mendonca’s 
supervision to aid the Brazilian govern­
ment to put down Mello’s insurgent na­
vy. Peace is now reigning in Brazil, 
the ships are lying idle at Rio or in’some 
other harbor to the south, and it is con­
sidered that President Moraes would be 
glad to dispose of them, his present na­
val force being sufficient without this 
emergency squadron of two. An offi­
cer of the Nictheroy has been approach • 
ed by the Chinese agent and asked to 
name the terms under which he would 
navigate the vessel to Weihaiwei and 
serve three months thereafter in war­
fare against the Japanese. He deman­
ded $3000 for the former and $5000 for 
the latter service.

An act was passed shortly 
after the union of the Canadas in 1840 
granting compensation for these losses, 
but it was confined to Upper Canada 
alone. The people of Lower Canada, 
now the province of Quebec, resented this 
discrimination against their province, and 
continued to - agitate for a similar bill 
to indemnify the inhabitants for losses 
through the rebellion. No general act, 
however, was passed until the Lafon­
taine government came into power in 
1848. The election which brought this 
Reform government into power had been 
largely fought out on this issue. . The 
new government promptly introduced a 
series of resolutions into the legislature 
followed by a bill to “provide for the 
indemnification of parties in Lower Can’ 
a da whose property had been destroyed 
in the years 1837 and 1838.” The only 
persons exempted from the benefit, of 
this bill were those who had been con-

On 
his return a still more desperate attempt 
was made to assassinate him. The 
back of the coach was driven in with 
stones.

APPEALS IN FULL COURT. dian sealers of the schooner C. D. Rand 
and were tried under section 128 of the 
criminal ’code of Canada for “making a 
revolt” on the said schooner on the high 
seas on or about the 27th day of June, 
1894. The case was tried before Mr. 
Justice McCreight in Vancouver. The 
prisoners were employed as seal hunters, 
to be conveyed by the vessel to the 
sealing grounds, where the usual 
of business of seal hunters is that the 
hunting is done in and from a canoe. 
The hiring was by oral agreement and 
not in writing. At the conclusion of 
the evidence counsel for the defence 
objected that there was no case to go 
to the jury, inasmuch as the prisoners, 
not being employed as seamen, they 
could not be lawfully convicted of the 
offence charged, and because in any 
event, the employment not being in 
writing, as required by chapter 74 of 
the consolidated statutes of Canada 
(mercvhant shipping act) they could not 
be convicted. The learned trial judge 
overruled the objections, but reserved 
the questions, and the jury convicted 
the prisoners, who were sentenced to 
terms of imprisonment. The question 
fpr the opinion of the court was whether 
the objections or either of them were 
good.

Adams vs. McBeath—This was the defend­
ant’s appeal from Mr. Justice Crease’» Judg­
ment setting aside the wMl of an oCd man 
named Adams, who died here about, three 
years ago and devised all tote property to 
to the defendatet, McBeath. The case last­
ed for many days, and at the time caused 
the greatest interest. The appeal was arg­
ued before. Justice» McCreight, Walkem and 
Drake, and to-day their judgment was given 
allowing the appeal,with, costs. Mr. Justice 
Drake, in the course of a long written 
judgment, says: “I think the whole of this 
unfortunate litigation has been caused by 
the interference of well-meaning but In­
sufficiently informed friends of the deceas­
ed. A candid Inquiry from the doctor or 
Mr. Hall (who was present at the execu­
tion of the will) ought to have been suffici­
ent to satisfy these persons that the testa­
tor was in no way coerced' into making this 
will, and that he executed It fully under­
standing its scope and purport. The princi­
ple which governs the court in dealing with 
wills oit this character are fully and amply 
laid down in the judgment of the learned 
judge who tried the case, but I think he 
did not give to the unconditional testimony 
of Dr. MK ne and Mr. Halt the weight it 
was entitled, to. 
can hardily be said to toe caused' by the neg­
ligence or want of care of the testator, 
and nothing that the defendant has done 
has misled the plaintiff, and the appeal 
most be allowed with costs, both here and 
to 'the Full -Court.’’

It is understood from authoritative 
that à question has been raised 

to the right of the president to issue 
a retaliatory proclamation against Spain, 
such as Secretary Gresham has threat­
ened. This proclamation, if made, would 
be under the law of 1890, which author­
izes retaliation against countries mak­
ing unjust discrimination against the 
United States. But Spain claims she is 
making no unjust discrimination if she 
arranges her tariff in two cohimns, ac­
cording to whether countries are friend­
ly or unfriendly to her, and leaves the 
countries to choose their own place. The 
recent American tariff putting sugar 011 
the dutiable list had the effect of plac­
ing this country in Spain’s first column, 
without any intentional discrimination 
on her part.

Bohemian Vi' iri'S'London, Dec. 26.-rThe threatened great 
strike of the employes of the Great 
Southern and Western railway pf Ire­

ONE OF BURNS’ REFORMS!

Northfield, Minn., Dec. 27.—The little 
town of Yesley, thirteen miles east of 
here is sorely afflicted. Since the 15th 
of November 54 deaths from diphtheria 
have occurred. The disease is not con­
fined to .the village but has spread over 
the surrounding country. There have 
been fifty dearths at a 'settlement three 
miles west of here. Aside from this 
there are sixty critical cases, and worst 
of all, there is no doctor in the place, 
nor is there a board of ,health. The 
graveyard is too small. A surveyor 
from here has been employed to lay out 
a new one for the occasion. Two men 
are engaged to dig graves and an aver­
age of two deaths occur daily, while 
twice as many new cases appear. , The 
village has a population of three hund­
red, of whom not more than a, dozen 
speak English. , All are Bohemians 
There ml. a catholic church there but no 
funerals are allowed in it Services are 
held in a field some distance away. The 
priest is incapacitated for duty much of 
the time, and few burials are attended 
by services. Two are three bodies are 
thrown in a pile like dead sheep. In­
stead of a doctor the priest is called in 
and prayer is offered in place of medical 
aid. There is no drug store there, and 
disinfectants ate unknown. Dozens of 
sick children lay for days without at­
tention of any kind until they die. In 
some instances five or six members of a 
family have died. No precaution is 
taken to check the ravages of the dis­
ease.

Toronto, Dee. 26.—The long drawn out 
proceedings of the civic boodle investi­
gation closed this afternoon. City Pro­
secutor Nesbitt’s scathing denunciation 
of Vice-President Everett of the Toron­
to Street Railway Company, created a 
sensation.

IThe Tally System to be Done Away 
with in Post Offices. ! i

New York, Dec. 26.—While John 
Burns is jumping over this country ex­
plaining his views on organized labor to 
American trade unionists the employes 
of the general post office in Loudon, as 
well as the large sub-post offices in the 
metropolis, are rejoicing over the fact 
that a reform which. Bums demanded 
at the hands of Postmaster-General Mor- 
ley just before his departure for this 
country has beeq inaugurated. For ma­
ny years it has been the custom of Mgh- 
er and sub-officials of the main and 
branch post offices to permit dealers in 
clothing, footwear, millinery, jewelry, 
and sundry other necessaries and arti­
cles of personal adornment to visit the 
buildings once a week and ply their 
trade amongst the employes, space for 
the display of their wares being reserved 
for them in the basement.

In 1867 he declined to recognize the 
judgment of the courts in a civil case, 
and assaulted the bailiff who attempted 
to put in an execution on the goods in 
his warehouse.

Col. Denis was forced to abandon 
his task and the half-breeds shortly af­
terwards turned their attention to the 
Hon. Wm. McDougall, who was on his 
way to take the office of lieutenant- 
governor. Into the events which fol­
lowed we need not go at length, but will 
advise the reader to consult Mr. Begg’s 
clear and graphic narrative. The author 
severely censures the proceedings of the 
Canadian government and Mr. McDou­
gall, and does not spare the band of 
Canadians in Winnipeg who took the 
government side, under the leadership of 
Dr. Schultz.

new history of the Canadian Northwest 
which comes from the pen of Mr. Alex. 
Begg of this city (not the crofter cham­
pion, it may be well to explain). Though 
the subject of Mr. Begg’s work has been 
treated in many scattering volumes and 
pamphlets, this is the first attempt to 
give a full and comprehensive history of 
a part of Canada that must always re­
tain a large amount of interest and im­
portance in the eyes of Canadians. A 
glance at the first volume, which has 
been issued from the press of Hunter, 
Rose & Co., Toronto, shows that Mr. 
Begg is exceedingly well qualified for the 
important work he has undertaken. His 
style is lucid and terse and he has ap­
proached his subject in a spirit of judic­
ious impartiality. He has besides the 
advantage of having lived for many 
years in the Manitoba capital, both be­
fore and affer it became known as Win­
nipeg, and of having been an eye-witness 
of many of the stirring scenes which ac­
companied the transfer of the great prai­
rie country to the Dominion. Mr. Begg 
engaged in mercantile business in Fort 
Garry in 1867. He was thus engaged 
«taring the stormy days^f 1870 and ’71, 
and has consequently a personal recol­
lection of the incidents of that time. 
Subsequently he had some newspaper ex­
perience in Winnipeg, and still later had 
charge of the Canadian Pacific railway 
immigration work in England. In all 
this time he had many opportunities for 
gaining an intimate knowledge of the 
Northwest. On many previous occa­
sions, too. he had used his pen to give 
to the public information, in both narra­
tive and descriptive form, regarding the 
prairie province and the territories. An­
other great advantage Mr. Begg has pos­
sessed is that of free access to the ar­
chives of the Hudson Bay Company. 
This privilege he has used fully, and the 
effect is seen in the light which his 
work has thrown on many points not 
heretofore cleared up. The work also 
evinces industrious research, all possible 
sources of information having apparently 
been consulted, and throughout the au­
thor has earnestly and successfully en­
deavored to treat all disputed questions 
impartially.

The work when complete will be in 
three volumes, this first volume Of over 
500 pages covering the period terminat­
ing with the shooting of Scott by orders 
•f Riel in the winter of 1870. Some of 
the opening chapters give the narrative 
of the early explorations in Canada, 
which perhaps might have been dispens­
ed with, since the deeds of the discover­
ers have been so often recorded. These 
chapters, however, are not at all iu the 
way of the reader who may desire to 
dip at once into the history of the North­
west proper, a history that embodies an 
almost continuous series of exciting inci­
dents until the country finally passed 
into the possession of Canada.

Hitt rays, $357,000 Is for 
“probable earnings," 4 test! mated catch," 
etc. That ls^ the ships claim large dam­
age for what they might have earned had 
they not been selaed, so that their claim is 
for prospective or remote damages, and only 
a portion for damages actually sustained.

Mr. Hitt says this theory of prospective 
damages was expressly repudiated' before 
the famous awards commission. It was 
then held that the United States could not 
recover for wihat a number of American 
ships might have done since they had been 
seized. The congressman says this prece­
dent and others settle the principles of in­
ternational laws, and that the remote dam­
ages cannot be collected. It Is also shown 
that, of the eighteen ships claiming dam­
ages, ten were American, ships. Some of 
these were flying the British flag merely for 
the sake of avoiding detection. Mr. Hitt 
urges that it is not for Great Britain to 
collect alleged damages to American ships. 
The claims of these American ships are 
included In the settlement of $425,000, al­
though Mr. Hitt says the United States 
should deal with -its own ships in Its own 
way, and not through Great Britain as an 
intermediary. After deducting the $357,000

The Bank of England a Modern Saturn 
Destroying Its Own Children.

The Bank of England is a modern Sa­
turn constantly destroying its own chil­
dren. It never reissues a note, says 
an English exchange. Supposing, for in­
stance, that you call at the headquarters 
in Threadneedle street, cash a cheque 
“short,” suddenly change your mind and 
cross at once to the gentleman charged 
with the duty of redeeming the propulse 
'of the bank-!to pay/ he will ■ take your 
brand new notes, at once tear 
off each and hand you over tl)e bright 
coin of the realm, less beautiful than 
ihe notes you havfe just parted with, 
which will be burnt with due ceremony.

They order this matter better in 
France, but it is only in recent years 
that our neighbors have arrived at a 
less Wasteful expedient of disposing of 
withdrawn notes. Several French jour­
nals have announced lately that the 
Bank of France has just made up ils 
mind to turn all notes withdrawn from

• circulation into pulp, instead of burning 
them as heretofore. As a matter of 
fact, the new system was adopted at the 
bank fourteen years since. At the same 
time, a little inforinattim about it will 
not be without interest, and this has 
been fùrtijshëd by an- authority of the 
Bank of Fraflce.-;

From him'‘we gather that it is about 
fourteen years since the bank disposed 
of their old bank, notes by burning them. 
Formerly they used furnaces heated to

sequhhde of the’representation of*'great 
number of the inhabitants of the quar­
ter, who comp^ined that flaming pieces 
fell on their roofs and sometimes caused 
fires, the authorities decided to destroy 
the old notes by 
They then constructed two cylinders two 
meters in length by 1.20 in diameter, 
worked by steàm.

The withdrawn notes were thrown into 
these cylinders in packets and transform­
ed by acids in 24 hours into black­
ish pulp. This was found to be an ex­
cellent material for the backs of ledgers, 
and is sold for that purpose. It would 
be absolutely impossible to find any oth­
er use for the pulp, except for the 
facture of cardboard of low quality.

This combin­
ation, says an enthusiastic admirer, con­
stitutes a machine which has in it the 
potentiality dif reducing to the rank of 
bid'bell metal half the machinery at 
present moving on the face of the globe. 
It may coine to db the entire work of 
the engines of an ocean steamship with- 
ih a small -part of the space they occupy, 

"find at a fraction of their cost, both of 
- construction and operation. It will do 
this work without jar or pounding and 
will reduce to a minimum the risk of de­
rangement or breakage. There is noth­
ing in the whole range of' mechanical 
construction, from railway locomotives 
to stamp mills, which such an invention 
may not revolutionize. The essential 
characteristic of the machine is the ap­
plication of the pressure of steam to pro­
duce an extremely rapid vibration of a 
bar of steel or piston, which, in turn, is 
so adapted to the set of magnets that 
the mechanical energy of the vibration 
is converted into electricity. The ex­
traordinary result is that practically an 
absolutely constant vibration is estab­
lished, and a power is obtained greatly 
beyond that‘obtainable in the most cost­
ly expansion engines using a similar 
amount of steam.

Besides saving in mechanical friction 
the 35 per cent, of loss in the working 
of the engine, the 15 per cent, of loss 
by belt friction and the 10 per cent1, 
wasted in the dynamo, making alto­
gether an addition of 60 per cent, to

ners But Approachable 
and Kind.

iIt was a dirty night. A raw, east 
wind moaned through the now almost 
leafless trees; this, accompanied by a 
heavy drizzle, something more than a 
mist and yet not rain, made a combina­
tion which seemed to chill one to the 
very marrow. _ There were but few 
pedestrians about at this hour—nine 
o’clock—notwithstanding that but a few 
days remained until Christmas.

Dives died in plenty, Lazarus in pover­
ty. Do not die like Lazaroua if you 
help it, and do not die like Dives if ypp 
have the opportunity; but find the happy 
condition, easy enough to find if you de­
termine to learn how on least food you 
can do the most and ffiest work. Never 
eat until you are satiated; never eat in 
the day one heavy meal, but divide, our 
food into three light meals, equally dis­
tributed as to time and quantity; eat 
slowly; take small mouthfuls, masticate 
or chew your food well; touch your food 
with your fingers as little as possible; do 
not cry out for animal food^more than 
twice a day at most; have'all animal 
food well cooked, and do not forget fruit 
as food.

“Is thy servant a dog that he should 

do this thing?” is often heard, though 
most of U3 have felt at some time in 
our lives like echoing the cynic’s words, 
“The more I see of men the better I 
like dogs,” a tribute to the fidelity of the 
beast even if purchased at the expense 
of his masters. From the records of the 
Egyptians, the first historical annals pos­
sessed by the world to-day, the fact is 
gleaned that the progenitors of man wor- 

1 shiped the dog, and that from Egypt this 
veneration of him as sacred spread to 
other nations, and in various forms may 
be traced in all mythology. At Baby­
lon and Nineveh there have been exca­
vated a number of sculptured figures of 
dogs surrounded by people in the act of 
offering incense to them.

The Greeks and Ramans, for all the 
delicacy and loftiness of their imagina­
tion, which peopled the rivers with 
nymphs and conceived the idea of a soul 
in Psyche, were not above this worship, 
and it was part of the ceremonial of 
their religion to make sacrifice of can­
ines powerful for good or evil. That the 
dog Cerberus guarded the river Styx 
was an article of faith with them, wniie 
Vulcan is said to have made for Jupiter 
a brazen dog which possessed the qual­
ities of a living animal, and from this 
famous automaton was descended the 
gigantic breed of dogs found in Epirus 
at the time Herodotus wrote his great 
history. The folklore of England, Ire­
land and Wales is full of stones in which 
hell dogs pursued men and beasts, though 
they differed in appearance according 
to the country, but all were of great 
size and strong beyond nature. Their 
eyes shot flames and their months emit­
ted fire that scorched all approaching 
them, though they could be routed by -a 
call on the deity or,by the pursued turn­
ing upon them with a cross or the sign 
of one.

In Wales they were usually mastiffs 
without tails, while in England they 
moved in packs and resembled hunting 
hounds. In Charles Reade’s “Put Your­
self In His Place” the author makes re­
ference to the popular belief in a mys 
ferions pack known as the Gabriel 
hounds, which flew through the air in 
full cry, presaging disaster, and answer­
ing, especially to noble families, the pur­
pose of the Irish banshee, in foretelling 
the deaths of its members.

In Holland there is a legend that 
death is always preceded by a pale dog 
that runs snuffing the ground for a spot 
to dig the victim’s grave. Ik was this 
idea that gave rise to the ancient dis­
like to a white dog in that country, and 
if one of the color was seen near a grave­
yard it was put to death by a silver bul­
let, over which a prayer had been pre­
viously said. —
