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THREE HUNDRED LIVES

LOST

IN HURRICANE

Coasts at Louisiana, Mississippi and Alabama Swept
by Tidal Wave—Property Damage’ Estimated
at Ten Million Dollars.

(Times Leased gVire.)

New Orleans, La., Sept. 22.—Not less
than 300 lives were lost and property
valued at $10,000,000 carried away in the
tidal wave which swept the coasts of

Louisiana, Mississippi and Alabama

on Monday and Tuesday.

Almost every telegraph line runping
into this city is prostrated, .and when;
communication with (the outlying dis-
tricts is restored, the list of casualties
is almost certain to be greatly in-
creased.

For 25 miles the state coast of Louis-
jana was swept by the huge tidal wave
which rolled suddenly upon the homes |
of 5,000 fishermen and planters. Scores
of these, it is feared, have met death,
as the water swept inland for at least
two miles. B

The only means of communication
with the southwest district is by tele-
phone and only a few of these are in
working order. From this source it
was learned that the flood is one of the
worst that has ever visited the gulf
coast, and many residents living in the
path of the wave say that the toll of!
300 lives exacted by the storm is en- |
tirely too low an estimate.

Fatalities in New Orleans,

In this city alone 300 city blocks are
under water and the property destroyed
will run into the thousands. Scores of
lives are almost certain to have been
lost, but only a house to house canvass
will reveal an accurate list of the
casualties. Yesterday’s reports had 30
dead in this city alone, but4it is feared |
that this number will be greatly in-|
creased by to-day’s revelations,

TRADE IN COAL

ELIAS ROGERS SUGGESTS
POSSIBLE AGREEMENT

Head of Crow’s Nest Pass Co.
Tells of Benefits of Ar-
rangement.

(From Wednesday's Daily.)

In an interview accorded a repre-
sentative of the Times at the Empress
hotel this morning, Elias Rogers,
president of the Crow’s Nest Pass Rail-
way Company, intimated that' the
question -of reciprocity in coal between
the United States and Canada is mot
only still a live issue, but,he. believes
it is almost within reach of accom-
plishment.

Mr. Rogers, who has been in the city
for the past two days interviewing the
local ‘government on questions affect-
ing the great industry in the Crow’s
Nest Pass, of which he is the direct-
ing head, refused to say what was the
nature of the overtures which he made
to Mr. McBride and his colleagues;
but it is net 1mprobab1e that the con-
ference had to do with the matter of
the revision of the scale of taxation,
under. which the mines are at present
operating.

In" regard to this latter question, Mr.
Rogers talked with tHe utmost free-
dom. He believed that if the facts of
the situation were known to all the
people on both sides of the line they
would be unanimously in favor of reci-
procity in this product.

“In Western Canada,” said Mr. Rog-
ers, “we have in abundance coal of the
finest quality, and in Western America
there is. a scarcity of it; in Central
Canada there is a scarcity of coal, and
in the Middle States there is an abun-
dance of it; down in Nova Scotia we
have lots of the finest coal, and in
the New England states there is very
little. So you see that the situation
is unique in respect to conditions fa-
vorable to a mutual " interchange of
this prime product.”

Asked what was the feeling in Can-
ada and the United States generally
towards the question of reciprocity,
Mr. Rogers replied:

“The ople of Canada are, I think,
very favorably disposed to a free in-
terchange® ‘of coal. The only. opposi-
tion tb thé proposal, as far as I'"have
been'.able to ascertain, would come
from the companies operating the coal
mines in Nova Scotia, and I cannot
see why- they should take such an at-
titude.

“It is argued by these coal mine
managers that if coal were placed on
the free list they “would lose their
market " in"’ ' ‘Montreal, of which they
have #it present .a. monopoly, and be
compelled ~toerect at: New “Englapd
ports expensive dockage ' facilities,
which might, after a period, be ren-
dered valueless owing to a reversal of
policy on the part of the United States
government. I do not think there is
proper ground for these fears.

tion of great dockage facilities at New
England ports to handle the product
of the mines of Nova Scotia. Let the
consignees and others interested in the
business in the New England states do
the work, as we in Ognada do it where
we get large quantities of. coal from
Imted States points.

“In respect to the feeling in the

United States on the matter of free-

Witness recognized the blood-stained
pillow  slip produced in court as be-
longing to her and used on her bed on
the night of the murder. She saw the
prisoner on the morning of the 13th at
her own residence. She had a short
conversation with XHolmes.

Continuing, Mrs. Carlson said: “He
asked mé how 1 was feeling. I said
not very well. He asked me if my hus-
band had been abusing me again, and
I told him no. He said he was sur
that he had. Holmes said something
about doing something to my husband
some day. I cannot remember just the
language of the remarks, but gave me
the impression he was going to do my
husband bodily harm. I think I told
Holmes to let my husband alone. I
saw Holmes on Wednesday morning at
Barton’s house for about five minutes,
I can't remember what our conversa-
tion was. Holmes said something about
it being a bad job, evidently referring
to the murder of my husband.”

Witness recognized the prisoner as
Willie Holmes, the man who tied her
and struck her on the night of the
13th,

“He is the man I asked what he did
that for.”

Annie Hoult, sister of Mrs. Carlson,
recognized the prisoner as William
Holmes, whom she met fifty yards
from the Carlson house at 8.30 on the
night of the murder. On the Saturday
previous she had met Holmes at Carl-
son’s house talking with Mrs. Carlson.
The prisoner said he would like to do
something .to some one, but she
thought they were referring to Carl-
son. The day after the murder she
met Holmes at the Barton house,
walked down town with him and talked
about the murder. Holmes said: ‘“They
killed; hjm. -t will, save me from. do-
ing it; now,” Holmes formerly boarded
with the Carlsons. Witness had heard
Carlson threaten Holmes’s life, ' and
had heard Hodlmes threaten Carlson’s
lift. Prisoner told witness Carlsen had
told him to leawve the house. Holmes
visited Mrs. Carlson once or twice
each week, always in Mr. Carlson’s
absence.

Mrs. Deceour, a neighbor of the
Carlson’s, testified to thaving heard
Carlson and the prisoner having a row
six months ago. Carlson told Holmes
to leave the house at once, and told
him if he came back again he (Carl-

HELPLESS JEWS
ARE TORTURED

NO MERCY SHOWN
WOMEN OR CHILDREN

Houses at Kief Sacked and De-
molished by Murderous
Mabs.

(Times Leased Wire.)

Berlin, Sept. 22.--Not since the .great
massacre at Kishinef in 1903 has the
Cerman press been so  aroused over
ar anti-Jewish outrage as it is to-day
cver, the reports of the terrible mas-
sacre at Kief and its suburb,. Solom-
ko, coupled wiith the frantic efforts -of
the Russian zovernment to suppress
the news.

The. official news agency of -Russia,
which is controlled by, the government,
and sends out such matter as is given
official sanction, to-day .is denying the
reéports of the massacre, but the spe-
cial *correspondents of the great Ber-
lin newspapers and of the United Presr
confirm the reports.

The Berlin office of the United Press
was the only agent which sent an ac-
count of the massacre to the Ameri-
can continent yesterday. The Berlin
papers to-day are filled with long ac-
counts of the horrible slaunghter and
merciless torture and mutilation of
bodies.

It is learned that neither women nor
children were spared, and that many
were killed outright, while hundreds
were wounded and tortured. The re-
ports say that the houses of the Jews
were sacked and demolished, their
property-and personal effects being de
stroyed. When the massacre was at
its height the murderous mob seemed
directed only by frenzied desire for
blood and destruction.

None  of the perpetrators have been
arrested, and .it is evident that the
authorities condoned the outrage.

cific railway, stated that the tenders
for the last section of the C.P.R.

Alberni had all been re-
ceived, and-would receive final consid-
eration when the party reached Van-
couver, It is probable that the con-
tract will then be signed and the work
pushed through at once. This will
complete the  Alberni branch of the
railway, and will give an impetus to
business at that new ecity -which' will
result in a considerable influx of popu-
lation. It will not be very long now
before the trains are running across
the Island regularly.

Another most interesting statement
made was that a group of capitalists
are mow in Vancouver for the purpose
of trying to buy a large block of tim-
per lands at Cowichan Lake, Negotia-
tions are already well advanced, as
has been previously mentioned in the
Times, and as soon as the party
reaches Vancouver ' the matter will

iagain be taken up, and it is-altogether

likely that the timber will be sold. “If

' we sell the timber,” said Sir Thomas,

“it means that the Cowichan branch of
the B. & N. railway will be built at
once. There must be business in sight
before the railway is constructed. The
deal for the timber lands and the. con-
struction of the railway are conditional
one on the other. I shall spend a
couple of days in Vancouver before go-
ing on East, and I have discussed with
the engineers and other officials of our
ecompany, and the matter will be thor-
oughly discussed before anything 1is
done. Tt is quite likely, however, that
the result will be favorable, for I un-
Jerstand the principals of the deal on
the other side are out for business.
The very fact that they have come to
Vancouver to meet me shows that they
mean business.” &

Qir Thomas is not very communica-
tive, but he speaks to the point, and
his words have weight if only on ac-
eount of his position. He is a business
man rather than a plausible speaker.
He denied several rumors which were
going around as to the intention of the
C.P.R. in connection with various
movements“which have been said to be
afoot, stating their position = eclearly.
“Our company has no present inten-
tion of having rail connections’ with
Yancouver Island, but of course' the
conditions may change at any time.

We are not at present considering
making Esquimalt our objective point,
although we have waterfront property
there and intend to hold it until the
time when it may be needed.”

Discussing the crops on the prairies
and its probable effect on this coast,
Sir Thomas said the crop was un-
doubtedly a -god one, and on.the
whole the harvest conditions had been
excellent. This should give the prairie
people money to spend, and it was na-
tural that they should buy largely of
the products of the coast distriets. It
was up to the producers here to push
their markets in the wheat districts,
where the American growers already
had a large trade.

“Victoria should be a great gainer,
from the big harvest,” he continued,
“for not only will the people on the
prairles need your fruits, large quan-
tities of which, T understand, you raise,
but they will also be coming this way
for holidays, and also to look for homes
to which to retire. Victoria is the place
to which thousands of prairie folks
expect to come when they have made
their pile, and they are making it fast.
The prices which prevail are high,
much higher than they were several
yvears ago, when many people living on
the prairies accumulated small for-
tunes. The result is bound to be that
many of them will become restless un-
der the hard winters, and will move
on West to your beautiful island.”

Turning then to the grain shipping
by way of the Pacific, Sir Thomas
gave his opinion that a good deal of
grain would come this way as soon as
the Eastern route was frozen up. “That
is where you have the advantage out
here,” he said. “Your waterways are
always clear, and vou can do business
all the time. Wheat can come out in
this direction when the old routes are
still bound in the iron grip of winter,
for here you have no winter. It is
cheaper to ship East during the open
season, but in the winter the Western
route is cheaper, and that is where
business must be expected.”

New Orleans, Sept. 21.—The West In-

‘dian hurricane that struck the Louisiana

and Mississippi gulf coast last night at
one time attained a velocity of sixty miles

Four persons were kiiled in this
and it is believed that many others lost
their lives along the gulf coast, though

other sections have been received here
ihus far owing to the prostration of wires.

The property loss in New. Orleans will
exceed $100,000. Many houses were un-
roofed and - -many frail buildings were
partially  destroyed. The ferry steamer
Assumption sank during the gale, but no
lives were lost. Much property along the
river front was damaged.

The storm rhoved inland to Southwest-
ern Louisiana.

Vicksburg, Miss., Sept. 21.—Wire com-
munication with New: Orleans was cut
off this morning following the storm
which swept the gulf coast last night and
which continues with diminished violence
to-day. The total loss of life '‘and the
cane is unknown-at this time. Four are
known to be dead at New Orleans, and at
Jeast twenty fishermen are said to have
perished along the gulf when the gale
struck the coast.

Driven by the terrible force of the wind,
the waters in the gulf were driven inland
across the broad marshes, heavily damag-
ing the railroad tracks and buildings of
the towns along the coast. Wagon roads
which were raised above the soft soil ot
the coast line have been washed out in
many places, and a number of bridges
Lsve been carried away by the gigantic
waves which rushed inland. s

The lack of telegraphic communication
with the gulf 'points is taken to indicate
that the larger cities suffered serious
damage from the hurricane, Among the
cities known to have suffered are New
Orleans, Mobile, Biloxi, Miss., and Pensa-
cola, Fla. A number of smaller places
are reported to have Dbeen partially

MASSACRE OF

JEWS AT KIEF

FIFTY MEN AND
WOMEN KILLED

Work of Slaughter Unchecked
by Police—Further Out-
preak Fearec.

Berlin, Sept. 21.—Fifty Jewish men
and women have been massacred,
twelve others seriously injured and a
thousand beaten by an infuriated mob

t of Russians at Kief, Russia, accord-
city |

ing to late dispatches received here
this afternoon,

According to the reports the mas-
sacre is much like the last which oc-
curred in the Russian city, when hun-
dreds of Jews were murdered. Out-
rages of the most atrocious kind have
occurred. Jewish men, women and,
‘children have been murdered, tortured’
and outraged by the peasantry, who
are urged on to commit terrible crimes
by men prominent in the reactionary
party.

The slaughter begah on Thursday.
During the massacre the authorities
were passive, allowing murder and
looting to go on under their eyes with-
out so much as lifting a hand to stop
the wanton acts of the frenzied Rus-
sians,

For some time Jew baiting has been
going on, and the outbreak of the fol-
lowers of the Greek church against
those of Jewish faith has been looked
for.

The greatest terror exists among the
Jews, and none dare venture on the
thoroughfare for fear of being killed
by the meobs.

Many have congregated in their
houses and have armed themselves to
withstand the attacks of the Russian
religionists. The entire blame for the
butcheries is laid at the door of the
reactionary party. Members of the or-
ganization, it is stated, have been en-
raged with the Jews for the reason
they have been supporting the reform-
ers,

The police,. as during the last mas-
sacre, made but half hearted attempts
to stop the butcheries; although sev-
eral Jews were
within the sight of officers.

A number of victims were caught on
the street after nightfall and stoned
to death.

It is feared that another outbreak on
the part of the peasantry is imminent
against the Jewish people, and the re-

.} enactment of the atrocious murders of

Kief during the last massacre is ex-
pected: by the -Jews here.

During the three days of terror the
Russians destroyed property to the value
of hundreds of thousands of dollars he-
longing to the persecuted people, and a
thousand Jews have been beaten and in-
jured iIn the clashes. The Jews. have
scant means of defence, and during the
riots they succeeded in killing three Rus-
sians in the encounters. In addition to
Russian casualties, a score were injured,
buti none fatally.

The rage of the peasants against the
Jews was increased by the killing of the
Russians, and following the death of the
first man mobs, composed of hundreds,
rushed { into the Jewish quarter and
wrecked business houses Dbelonging to
them.

After the places were broken into,
‘thieves looted the stores and carried off
everything of value.

With the exception of a few, the Jews
fled before the infuriated rioters without
=offering 'resistance. Those who attempt-
éd to protect their homes were beaten and
in many instances Killed.

Hundreds of Jewish women and girls

were stripped of their wearing apparel by
the Russian mob, chained = together and
marched naked down the streets, where
the howling mob spat upon them.
_Two boys who sought to defend their
mother and sisters were thrown into a
bonfire, Several women were pulled from
the roof of a building where they had
sought safety and scalded to death by the
mob.

A Jewish rabbi was murdered and his
synagogue wrecked. Hundreds of homes
were ransacked and the furniture carried
into the streets and burned.

The leaders of the uprising gave brandy
to the mob and the horrors that they in-
flicted upon the Jewish people beggars
description.

MORE LAND

R. MARPOLE SPEAKS l
OF PLANS FOR ISLANGY

Farms Already Cleared Are
Selling Well—Extension of
Surveys.

-
N

Another contract for land clearing
has been let by the C. P, R., following
out their policy which was laid down
some time ago. R. M. Marpole, general
executive assistant>of the C. P, R., who
was in the city to-day with Sir Thomas
Shaughnessy and the rest of the C. P.
R, party, in an interview with a Times
representative outlined the work which
they had in hand. Two contractors, J.
B. Connor and Fort, have taken a con-
tract to clear from 800 to 1,000 acres in
the neighborhood of Parksville, hetween
French Creek and Englishman’s River.
The work will be pushed ahead but its
rate of progress will be regulated large-
ly by the amount of suitable labor to
be obtained.

The mew clearing will include the
site for the junction of the Alberni
branch of the island railway with the
main line to the north, Part of this
land is heavily timbered and the tim-
ber will be taken off and will mean
either the erection of lumber mills in
the neighborhood, or the lumber will be
shipped from Nanoose Bay to the mills
already in existence. The company
will need terminal facilities at that
point where a large station .will be
erected, and it will be necessary to
clear some of the land. The rest of
the land will be put on the market as
soon as it is cleared.

“We have been much encouraged by
the demand for our other lands which
we have cleared,” said Mr, Marpole.
‘“Some of them are sold, but the others
are all applied for and are as good as
sold. The work will be continued but
‘we are much hampered by not being
able tp get suitable labor,

‘“We have been selling a good many
of our lands in a quiet way. We do
not say much about it but the selling
is going on all the timeé,” continued
Mr. Marpole. ‘“Usually we sell them in
blocks of 160 acres. We HTave just sold
one block of 400 acres at Deep Bay,
however, which has been taken up with
the object of clearing for settlement.
We *'want to get the land settled for it
is no use to have a railway unless
there are people living on the land.
When we clear the land we make noth-
ing out of the work directly. We sim-
ply add he cost of clearing to the
present uncleared price, so that the set-
tlers get the benefit. Our only advan-
tage is in having the lands settled.”

Speaking of the extension of the line
to the north end of the Island, Mr.
Marpole said that the surveys between
French Creek and Union Bay were
still going on. The first rough survey
was now being followed by the final
locating of the line which would have
to be finished before the railway could
be built. Two parties had been work-
ing, one from Union Bay north to Black
Creek, a distance of over 20 miles, and
the section south of that between
Union Bay and French Creek. The
northern section south had been al-
ready completed, and the surveyors
were now all working on the southern
section. g

The: line between Union Bay and
Black Creek makes as direct a line as
possible between the two points. The
Courtenay river is crossed about two
miles up fromi the present village of
Courtenay, and from there the line goes
direct. It passes through lands which
are partly settled and partly wooded.
The company has a right to take a right
of way through the alienated lands by
paying the cost of the improvements
added to the original price of the land,
This simplifies matters considerably in
choosing the route for the railway,

‘“People do not generally realize the
amount of money we are spending on
this island at the present time,” con-
cluded Mr. Marpole. “The E.'& N. is
.being put into a permanent condition
in the matter of bridges. There remain
now only two of ‘the old structures and
these will be replaced as soon as we
get round to them. Just now the
bridge over the Niagara canyon is oc-
cupying our attention. You can see
that we mean business by spending all
this money. It cannot be all done at
once, but it is being done just as fast
as the conditions will allow.”

Tacoma, Wash.,, Sept. 2l.—Attorney
James: M. Ashton, of Tdcoma, has been
retained by several New York city attor-
neys, supposed here to represent the
Peary side of the Cook-Peary North Pole
controversy, to find out if Dr. Frederick
A. Cook actually. climbed to the top of
Mount McKinley in Alaska.

General Ashton to-day refused abso-
lutely to give out any information one
way  or ahnother relative to the matter
further than to admit he has been Tre-
tained as counsel to make an investiga-
tion.

ENDORSE PROPOSAL

Number of Aldermen Will Be
Reduced by
One-half.

Montreal, Sept. 21.—That Montreal-
ers seriously object to the bad methods
which have been prevalent in late
years at the city hall, as demonstrated
by the royal commission, was made
evident yesterday, when the people
voted on the proposal to remodel the
civic administration by reducing the
one-half and
the creation of a board of control to
have charge of the work of administra-
tion heretofore performed under the
surveillance of committees of the
council.

An alternative to the latter was a
board of works, to be composed of
leading civic officials.

By an overwhelming majority the
people. voted for the aldermanic reduc-
tion and the creation of a beard of
control and against the board of
works, the vote standing: For reduc-
tion of aldermen, 19,585; against reduc-
tion, 1,640; for board of control, 18,-
528; against, 2,413; against board of
works, 14,799; for, 3,050. /

Every ward in the city declared for
the reductian and the board of control,
and only two polls were in the nega-
tive, both located in Alderman Mederic
Martin’s division. Alderman Martin's
name was mentioned on several occa-
sions before the royal commission, Hz2
worked tooth and mnail against the
change.

That the trades and labor council
does not figure largely in shaping mu-
nicipal sentiment was seen by the fact
that although it came out against the
board of control, the majorities given
it were just about as large in the
workingmen’s wards as in any of the
others.

THOUSANDS ARE
HELD IN SLAVERY

PRESIDENT AUTOCRAT
OF SOUTHERN REPUBLIC

Diaz Rules With an Iron Hand
—0Officials Foster
Peonage.

New York, Sept. 21.—That peonage to
the extent of absolute slavery in its
worst form exists -in Mexico, fostered
by government officials, is the sensa-
tional charge contained in the first of
a series of articles entitled, ‘“The Sla-
| very of Yucatan and Barbarous Mex-
ico,” by John Kenneth Turner, in the
current number of the American Maga=
 zine,

In the editor’'s “‘foreword” it is de=
clared that the Mexican government is
more autocratic than that of Russia.
It has its Siberia in the hot lands of
the south, its spy system, its political
prisoners and its terrible prisons. The
note states that the news of conditions
in Mexico- never before has reached
this country because President Diaz
controls the news centres ahd sup-
presses the truth,

In his article Turner says that he
found Mexico a country with a consti-
tution and laws as fair as our own,
but with neither in operation. He says
there are no political parties, the presi-
dent ruling everything with a stand-
ing army. Public school Q,éystems in
the vast country districts have been
abolished, according to Turner, because
the government needs the maney, and
he declares that hundreds of thousands
are held in actual slavery, only it is
not called slavery, but ‘‘enforced ser-
vice for debt.”

Turner says he found evidences of
slavery in the Yucatan sisal and hemp
plantations. He says that eight thou-
sgnd Yaqui Indians were imported from
Sonora, hundreds of Chinese and thou-
sands of native Mayas, who formerly
owned the land, are worked in this con-
dition, .

The operation of the law described by
Turner is that a man is seized for debt,
whereupon his entire family becomes
slaves. He is paid living expenses, but
the original debt never decreases. The
debt is transferred from father to son,
and countless hundreds are horribly
tortured to make the mwork at the
never-ending debt,

B O N A J
PRINCIPLE OF PREFERENTIAL
TRADE.

The newspapers of the
Commonwealth want a preference es-
;ablished upon an Imperial as distin-
guished from a commercial basis. We
may perhaps be excused for being un-
able to comprehend how a preference
in trade can be established upon any
other than a commercial basis. A pre-
ference to be of any value must be a
preference which prefeérs. Canada took
the lead in establishing a preference
because she preferred the trade of the
Empire to the trade of the world, not
that British trade'is intrinsically of any
more value than' the business we don
with the 'United - States or with"any
other nation, but because Britain is our
best customer and the only nation
which does not seek by the imposition
of artificlal ‘barriers to hamper trade
under the delusion “that it is harmrful
and ought to be restrained to the ut-
most possible limit. Our cousins in the
Antipodes seemd to be very much of
the mind of the Conservative party of
Canada when it was in power at Ot-
tawa. The leaders of that party never
tired of passing resolutions to the ef-
fect that “if and when'" the Mother
Country' saw fit to establish an Imperial
commercial zolverein Canada would be
ready to Dbetomie a partner in such a
pact. But no British gévérnment was
then or is yet ready to take the lead
in a commercial revolution of that
kind. They were and are yet afraid of
antagonizing the great trading nations
of the world, and particularly the Unit-
ed States, whose goodwill and business
they believe to be.of much more value
than the present limited trade of the
overseas dominions. Like Australia, in
the abstract Great_ Britain is.favorable
to a preference.‘ Canada'’s ideas on the
subject have been.proved to be more
substantial _than a mere abstraction.
The present Canadian government did
not act upon the presumption that “if
and when” Great Britain Was ready it
would puf the preferential trade idea
into force. It acted, and the preference
became a vital force in the business
between this country and the Mother
Counfry. The Laurier government was
told, qurecatingly, by the Imperial
government that certain commer-
cial treaties between aBelgiurn and
Germany stood in the of tha
desired consiffamation.

To this pody, to be
composed of practical men, he would
entrust all matters of administration,
thus relieving committees. and council
of such duties. Under such a system
the council, whose acts would be pure-
ly legislative, would not be called upon
to meet more than twice a month, with
the result that possibly an abler class
of men might be inducéd to place their
éérx)ices at the disposition of the peo-
ple. Mr. Gleason points out ‘that al-
ready powers have been secured from
the legislature for the adoption of the
reforms he suggests. He alsg expresses
the opinion that_ not only would the
city be better served if the executive
and, the legislative functionsg. of the
council ‘were - separately . vgsted, but
that - the business of the  eity would
thus be conducted more cheaply. There
is no question that public opinion fa-
vors a cheaper ang more effective ad-
ministration of municipal. business:
The taxes have been rising steadily
within recent vears.’ The rates cannot
be further increased without seriously
affecting the future  growth of the
city. It ig not necessary to point out
the manner in which excessive taxar
tion will affect progress. That is ap-
parent to every citizen-who gives the
matter serious consideration. The
Board of Control idea has been adopted
in several of the most important cities
of Canada, and 1n general it may
be said to have given satisfac-
tion. Toronto has been working under
it for years, and no one there has
ever thought of suggesting a reversion
to the old order. Montreal; which has
just passed through a period of muni-
cipal corruption and demoralization of
a most deplorable character, has ad-
opted the plan of controllerships. The
worst that can be urged against the
system which has prevailed in Vie-
toria, and is no worse to-day than it
ever was, is that civic methods of ad-
ministration have been slipshod, loose
and characterless. Almost ' eévervone
is agreed that there ought to he a
change. The question to be deter-
mined is whether a board of control
would solve the problem and produce
that which we all desiwe, efficiency.
That is virtually. the system which is
being adopted in many cities of the
United States under the other name of
a municipal commission. In some
notably in the case of St.
Joseph, 'Mo., the “initiative and the
referendum’’ - has been tacked om;:
probably for the’purpose of checking
and balancing by popular voice the
actions of the commissioners.

The Chicago Record-Herald, . which
has had * tha scheme of the Missouri
city investigated for the benefit of the
worst-governed city in the world, thus
summarises its provisions: Represen-
tation by wards is abolished, and the
five councilmen are to be chosen ‘‘at
large.”

They either do not
appreciate their responsibility for the
safety of the persons who commit
themselves to their charge or their
judgment is sadly at fault respecting
the rate of speed at which motor cars
can be run without incurring serious
risk of accidents. Recent experiencés
have, however, to our mind, taught the
legsson that automobiles which ply for

hire—if not automobiles of g1l kinds—.

should be driven only by persons who,
by reason of some kind of test, have
proved their competence. This is a
question, we are convinced, which
must sooner or later receive the con-
sideration of legislatures. We under-
stand very well that the objection will
be raised that the liberty of the sub-
ject is too much circumscribed already
by rules and regulations. But, while
admitting the complexities of modern
life, these matters must be dealt with
as they arise in the interests of the
general public. If railways were Kill-
ing and maiming as many people as
mofor cars are, there would be an agi-
tation that would not cease until some
means were found of reducing them to
subjection.

PERHAPS HE WAS
INCORRECTLY REPORTED

Mr. Templeman’s Opinion of
What Mr. Schreiber is Al-
leged to Have Said.

When asked what he knew about the
reported demand of the Grand Trunk
FPacific Railway Company upon the
government to remove restrictions up-

on Asiatic labor, in order that the
transcontinental railway could be com-
pleted at an early “date and at less
cost, Hon. Wm. Templeman replied:

‘I know nothing save what appeared
in the newspapers, and newspaper re-
ports, you know, are not always abso-
lut=iy accurate. The Premier, in reply
to the very offensive resolution of the
Vancouver Trades and Labor Council,
stated that no request had been made
upon the government for a relaxation
of the immigration regulations, which
is a direct refutation of the newspaber
report. The story, probably, had an
illegitimate birth in a published inter-
viéw given to the press by Mr. Colling-
wood Schreiber, the chief engineer. Mr.
Schreiber was reported to have said
that it would be necessary to get
Oriental labor to complete the railway,
but Mr. Schreiber may have been mis-
reported. 'Probably Mr. Schreiber nev-
er said anything of the kind, but if he
has been
.would have been better if he had not
been reported at all. The question of
immigration laws and regulations is
one for the government to deal with,
and any modification or’ restrictions
on immigration, in the interest of a
railway, or for any other purpose,
must be a question of policy to be de-
termined by the cabinet. No person
wants a revival of the Oriental ques-
tion in British Columbia; I am quite
sure Mr. Schreiber does not, and that
is’one reason why I think he was In-
correctly reported.”

WILL MAKE SPEED
OF THIRTY KNOTS

New Cruiser to Be Laid Down
at Devonport Will Mark
Advance.

From the details-which have become
known of the ‘‘super-Invincible” crui-
ser, to:be laid down at Devonport dock-
vard in November, it is apparent that
she will mark a further advance in
ship: of this class, embodying the all-
kig-gun prineiple. Great reticence is
being observed with reference to her
principal characteristics, but from what
has already béen communicated to the
officials she will be of greater displace-
ment and speed than her immediate
predecessor, the Indefatigable (officially
described as ‘the world's largest crui-
ser), which is approaching the launch-
ing stage. The new vessel.is credited
with a speed of nearly thirty knots, ob-
tained from an increased displacement
on a length of about 600 feet, which wiil
permii of a more powerful machinery
installation than that in the three In-
domitables and the Indefatigable,

The main armament will consist of
12-inch guns, in association with a more
powerful anti-torpeffo armament. The
torpedo equipment will consist of the
new twenty inch weapons, with an ef-
fective range up to séven thousand
yards. The vessel will carry only one
mast of an improved design, -and with
greater resisting power than those now
in use.

The length of the new cruiser will
render it necessary to extend the build-
ing slip by about eighty feet.

It is understood that this will be the
type ship of a group of four single-
masted cruisers, provision for the re-
mainder being made in the estimates
for the next financial year.

IS COMING IN

DEMONSTRATIONS MADE
AT FAIR GROUNDS

It is Proposed to Instal System
* in Vietoria at
Once.

“Hello! This is the Radio Wireless

Telephone. I am speaking through a
briek wall. Can you ‘hear me?”’ So
the demonstrator of the new wireless
telepjone in the main building at the
fair grounds addressed the Times re-
presentative. And the Times man
could hear, and hear distinctively, not-
withstanding the wall, and the skirl-
ing of the kilty band, and the cries of
vendors and side show barkers.

Ne wires connected the simple
transmitting - ang@ receiving instru-
ments. The all-pervading ether was
the only connecting medium; and had
the distance been hundreds of miles,
with mountains and seas intervening,
and thunder storms raging, the mes-
sage could have been as distinctly
heard.

The wireless telegraph, the aeroplane
and the submarine have prepared the
public to accept any new scientific
marve] in a spirit of confidence. The
wireless telephone has already proved
its right to acceptance. It is far be-
yond the experimental stage, as the
demonstrations daily given at the fair
grounds attest. Chicago and * Mil-
waukee are already in communication
by wireless telephone; Paris and New
York will be similarly connected soon.

It is, however, in the local rather
than the long distance field that the
new inventor promises the most revo-
lutionary changes. Already, within a
limited radius, it is possible to do even
more than is at present accomplished
by the most highly perfected automatic
wire system; and the difficulties stand-
ing in the way of a universal appli-
cation of the system are far from in-
superable. One great advantage the
wireless ’phone will have over all com-
peting means of communication will
be the trifling cost at which it can be
installed = and operated.

BAD WEATHER
IN BEHRING SEA

TOO MUCH WIND .
TO ALLOW SEALING

H. M..'S. Algerine Brought
News From Sealing
7 Grounds.

That the sealing season in the north
is bound to“be’a poériene is the opin-
ion of the officers 6f H. M. S. Algerine
which arrived ~ this 'morning from
Behring Sea, Twenty-three Japanese
schooners havé been sppken by either
the Shearwater or the American cruis-
ers, and these havé done very little. At
the time they were sighted the weather
was so bad that they .wére unable to
lower #heir boats, and therefore were
not sealing.

The schooner Thomas F. Bayard
visited the Copper Islands, but did not
get many seals there. None of the
Canadian vessels were seen in the
Behring Sea, so it is thought that they
were all away affer sea otter.

The seals are: scarce this year, ac-
cording to the accounts brought from
the Pribyloff Islands, Instead of taking
15,000 skins, the number allowed by
law, the North American Commercial
Company has taken only 14,400 this
vear, The Japanese schooners spoken
during the months of July and August
had all made poor catches, the aggre-
gate number of skins reported being
6,500. Some of the reports received were
as--jate as’'August 27th.

The sc¢hooner Toyei Maru, which was
reported seized by the Amreican gov-
ernment on July 26th, had between
four and five hundred skins. She was
seized inside the three-mile limit and
was taken to Valdez to await trial.’
One  Japanese schooner that was
spoken had taken only 44 seal skins in
a month, owing to the bad weather.

The Thomas F. Bayard, according to
report, secured through American
sources, was. going north to seal this
vear, as she thought there would be
more seals in that direction. She will
try a location about 200 miles north of
the Pribyloffs,

WRECKAGE FOUND
ON PRIBYLOFFS

JAPANESE SCHOONERS

MET WITH DISASTER,

Canadian Schoonérs Within
Rights in Breaking Amer-
‘can Seals.

This morning the sloop of war Al-
gerine, in command of Captain Ed-
wards, arrived from the annual cruise
in' Behring Sea bringing news that
wreckage had been found en the
Pribyloff Islands which probably be-
longed to seuiing schooners. Captain
Edwards, when asked for information
in regard to it, said he did not think
it could have belonged to Victoria
schooners because they were not in the
sea, so far as could be ascertained.
From the appearance of the wreckage
i was his opinion that it was from two
Japanese schooners which must have
been wrecked in northern waters. This
is very reassuring to Victorians, except
that there are a few Victorians, Cap-
tain Voss among them, who are seal-
ing under the Japanese flag, and who
therefore may be among the 10st. This
it is thought, however, is not at all
likely, because the captain knows the
waters so well.

The Algerine recelved word that
word that three of the Victoria schoon-
ers, the Bayard, the Jesse and the Pes-
cawha, had been boarded by one of
the American cutters oqutside the
Behring sea, and that their guns had
been sealed. The Bayard had also had
her guns sealed inside the sea. Cap-
tain Edwards, however, thought they
would be quite justified in unsealing
thém, and said that if the Algerine had
met them outside the sea he would
have unsealed the guns for them.

On the way south the Algerine took
advantage of the passing through the
Seymour Narrows to discharge two
lyvddite shells at the projecting rocks.
These shells are fired annually and
must be discharged at rocks in order
that the detonation effects may be
seen. Seymour Narrows is an unique
place for the purpose. It was the fir-
ing of these shells that startled the
people on the steamer Queen City.
The steamers were a long distance
apart, but the report from lyddite is 2
very loud one. o

Arriving at Comox .the steamer took
her annual gun practice, the Shear-
water being also there. The ldtter ves-
sel should arrive here this evening, and
on October 12th the sloops of war will
leave for San Francisco to attend the
Portola Festival. H.M.S. Bedford,
from the China coast, will be there at
the same time. *

ELIAS ROGERS HERE TO
INTERVIEW GOVERNMENT

President of Crow’s Nest Pass
Railway Tells of Com-
pany’s Plans.

Elias Rogers, president of the Crow’s
Nest Pass Coal Company, accompanied
by J. D. Hurd, general manager of the
company, are in the city to-day. W.
R. Ross, M. P; P.+is also with the

party.

MT. Rogers has been 1&ent1ﬂed with
coal mining for the past thirty years.
Five years ago he was managing di-
rector ‘of the company, but retired until
last year, when he was appointed the
head of the concern with headquarters
at Toronto. He looks upon the future
of the province as allied with the de-
velopment of the coal resources,

Mr. Rogers is this afternoon inter-
viewing the government on matters
affecting the interests which his com-
pany has in this province, and as soon
as this busines$ has been ' concluded
Mr. Rogers expects to return to the
mainland en route east,

Mr. Rogers says that in three years,
if the company receives the co-opera-
tion of the government along the lines
which he is suggesting, it will be spend-
ing annually $5,000,000 in wages, be-
sides adding largely to its plant and
output, and putting itself in a position
to supply the markets along the line of
railways in British Columbia as well
as the smelters in Montana and the
Coeur d’Alene district.

STEAMER OHIO
WILL BE SALVED|

Vancouver Salvage Cdmpany
to Have 75 Per Cent. of
Proceeds.

Seattle, Wash., Sept. 2l.—Arrangements
for the salving of the steamship Ohio
have been completed, and a contract was
entered into to-day between the insurance
underwriters and A. Bissett, manager of
the Vancouver Salvage & Dredging Com-
pany, by which the latter agrees to un-
dertake the work on a ‘“no cure, no pay”
basis, receiving 75 per cent. of the value®
of what he recovers,

The agreement was arrived at between
Capt. Johnson, Lloyd's agent at Vancou-
ver, the insurance on the hull being
placed with the English concern, and the
agent of the San Francisco Board of
Underwriters in Seattle also signed the
contract as to the cargo. The insurance
on the latter amounts to about $100,000,
but a large proportion of the cargo was
made up of groceries and supplies which
are of a perishable nature, and the recov-
erable portions of her cargo, outside of
the steel rails, is not believed to be great.

Owing to the list of the wreck and the
angle at which she is lying, it was not
believed that the cargo could be secured
at a profit without demolishing the hull,
and this is what the salving company
may have to resort to. The work will be
done with an 800-ton barge and a diving
outfit,

All the materials recovered from the
wreck will be brougt to Seattle on Am-
erican steamers, the Canadian customs
authorities having given a permit by
which vessels flying the American flag
can put into Carter Bay and take on
cargo.

PEARY AGAIN IN
UNITED STATES

EXPLORER REACHED
PORTLAND TO-DAY

Loving Cup Presented to Him in
Recognition of His Ac-
complishments.

Portland, Maine, Sept. 23.—Com-

mander Robert E. Peary to-day enter-
ed the United States for the first time
since he left on his successful quest of
the North Pole, when he touched the
boundaries of Madine at 9:30 o'clock
this morning, crossing over from
Vanceboro.

He arrited at Bangor at 1:15 this af-
ternoon and was greeted by an enthusi-
astic crowd of citizens who welcomed
his return
rousing cheers.

Soon after reaching the city
was escorted to the Bangor house,
where he was the guest of honor at
luncheon, attended by the mayor and
prominent citizens,

Later the cxplorer was given a lov-
ing cup by the reception committee,
the ceremony taking place on the bal-
cony of the hotel in the view of a
crowd of citizens who cheered the ex-
plorer when he received the cup, It is
estimated that fully 12,000 Persons
jammed the thoroughfare for blocks.

At 3:40 this afternoon Commander
Peary boarded the Bar Harbor express
for Portland, due here at 7:40 this
evening. Immediately upon his arrival
here he will be tended a banquet at
the Falmouth hotel. following which a
reception will -be held at the audi-
torium, Peary will spend the night here
and will leave for Eagle Jcland to-
morrow.

At Monday’s meeting of the city
council a deputation of property own-
ers pn TFort street, on the section
where it is proposed to lay down a per-
manent pavement, asked “that if the
work ‘be done by contract the city en-
gineer also be asked to tender. This
was agreed to, also that it will be op-
tional with the owners to select vitri-
fied brick instead of wooden blocks.

In respect to the request of property
owners on Foul Bay road that some im-
provements be effected immediately on

same, other improvements to be de-

lgyed until the necessary by-law has |

been passed.

It was decided to lay a sewer on
Mackenzie avenue, at a cost of $350.

Ald, Turner inquired if anything was
being done in the matter of proceed-
ing with the work of widening South
Government street. Several property
owners who were interested had asked
him what about the matter. ;He knew
of no reason why the work should not
go on. He heard that #fome difficulty
bad arisen in respect to the property
owned by Miss Carr, this lady claim-
ing compensation for the destruction of
trees besides the payment for the land.
Trifles should not be allowed to delay
so important a work. The work should
be taken in hand at once and pushed
to completion and the compensation of
the property owners left in the hands
of arbitrators.

The city solicitor said the property
had all heen expropriated but it would
first be necessary to tender the owners
a sum of money in compensation before
arhitrators could be appointed. He had
so far failed to get the necessary valu-
ation in order to permit of this course
being followed.

Ald, Turner continued to press for
speedy action in the matter, and after
some further consideration it was de-
cided to leave the matter in the hands
of the mayor, so that it could be hur-
ried if possible.

Ald. Henderson said he had-been
asked by the secretary of the Ladles
Musica] Sotiety for the privilege of the
use of the assembly room at the Car-
negie Library for 10%toncerts on Satur-
day afternoons. He was the only mem-
ber of the board of library commis-
sioners in the city at present, Canon
Beanlands having resigned and Mr.
Scholefield being ill. He asked that the
board give him some instructions un-
der these circumstances. It was de-
cided to grant the request of the club.

Mayor Hall alluded tothe faet that
a meeting of the executive of the Union
of Mun§c1palitxes would be held at New
Westminster on Noveémber 11th.

WILL THROW LIGHT ON
COAL LAND CASES

Former U. S. Government Of-
ficials Threatens to Make
Revelations.

Seattle, Wash., Sept. 21.—In a letter
to President- Taft, mailed Sunday,
Louis P. Glavis, who left the govern-
ment service om Saturday as a result
of charges filed against Secretary of
the Interior Ba]linger‘ informs the
president that he will-in the near fu-
ture make public all of the facts in
his poseession regarding the Cunning-
ham' coal claims transaetions.

It is understood that this statementd

of Glavis: will be given out for publica-
tion by Wednesday or Thursday, and
that it will contain matter of a highly
sensational nature. Glavis’ letter to
President Taft is as follows;

‘“Seattle, Wash,, Sept. 19,1909.
“The President: ’

“Sir: I have laid before you all the
essential facts in my possession regard-
ing the official conduct of certain ‘cases
bY the department of the interfor-con-
cerning coal lands in Alaska. As chief
of the field division directly concegned,
and because of the tremendous values
involved, I felt my personal responsi-
bility most keenly. The evidence indi-
cated that a great syndicate is trying
to secure a monopoly of this coal in
direct violation of the law. Ultimately
I felt myself obliged to appeal to you,
over the heads of my superior officers,
in order to bring about the enforce-
ment of the law, which, in a measure,
would conserve these coal lands to. the
people at large. I deemed it my duty
to submit the factsto you and I can-
not regret my action. .

“Since there may now.even be greater
danger that the title to these coal lands
be fraudulently seclired by the
syndicate, it'is no less‘my duty to my
country to make .public the facts .in
my possession, concerning which I
firmly believe that you have been mis-
led. This I sha¥@do in the near future,
with a full sense of the seéfiousness of
my action and ‘with deep and abiding
respect :for you and:.your great office.

A number of
discussions were also indulged in by
the members, The meeting on the whole
was a very good one, and the members

The short weights questlon took up
a comsiderable time, and was discussed
| very fully. On this Mr. Higgins, of
Seattle, spoke very well and called at-
tention to the fact that in Canada
things were put in boxes, that in the
Unitéd States were put in tins. Once
crackers could be bought by the pound,
but now they could be bought only by
the tin, and in this way they were
cheated out of weight. Consumers
think it is hard when they have to pay
so mach for a thing and have it under
weight. They then complain to the re-
tailer, but it is not his fault, as he as
well is cheated out of the weight, and
the bottom of it al] is the manufactur-
ers. When one buys a pound of butter
it generally weighs 14 ounces. If one
complains, the maker will say that it
shrinks . considerably owing to the
water in it. Then the maker should
allow for the shrinkage, and put in a
little more. As there is no law en-
forced regarding this the manufactur-
ers take advantage of it.

Mr, Kyle and Mr. Andrews, both of
Vancouver, spoke on .this point also,
and stdted that the. association should
approach the government with .regard
to ‘'the duty of the Dominion . inspector
of scales to have his duty enlarged so
he would be able to inspect packages
which hold short weight. The resolu-
tion which dealt with this matter was
referred back to the committee for
fuller action, and to have a number of
other acts included.

Mr, Higgins also urged that the re-
tailers should try and get a representa~
tive in parliament who would push any
cause they had. He further urged that
the retailers get in with wholesalers
and invite them to their meetings so as
to form a strong union,

Following is the platform of the as-

sociation which was read this morn-
ing:
» 1, The education™of all retailers and
binding them together - with intelligent
knowledge for the purpose of upbuild-
ing the retail grocery trade and plac-
ing it on a level where it belongs by
eleminating waste, exchange of ideas,
gaining confidence in each other, sup-
port of food laws, preventing cut-
throat business methods, bringing the
. wholesaler and retailer closer together,
ete.

2. We recognize the jobber as a
necessary factor between the manufac-
turer and the retailer in the distribu-
tion of goods, and believe that when a
manufacturer does sell to a retail dis-
tributor that a higher price should he
charged than to the jobbing trade.

3. While recognizing the jobber as an
intermediate factor, we believe that
proper lines should be drawn clearly
defining a ‘wholesaler, 'and we recog-
nize as such those who distribute to
the retail trade only, thereby leaving
the consumption trade for the retail
distributor. 4

4, We recognize as retailers those
who have regular established places of
business, who distribute to the con-
suming trade in either large or small
quantities, and do not consume ' the
goods on the premises,

5. We class ‘as consumers all who
consume the goods on -the premises
where they are purchaSed, also where
goods - are - distributed among help
without a purchase price being charged,
théreby placing all hotels, restaurants,
grading or mining camps, eity, county,
state or national governments in the
consuming class.

6. We believe in closer relation be-
tween the ‘wholesaler and retdiler, and

<s| are opposed to the formation of buying

exchanges in those localities where the
wholesalers confine themselves to the
trade and support the manu-
facturers who establish and maintain
retall selling values.

. We believe that every manufac-
turer of a copyright article should ‘es-
tablish a retail selling value’ based on
commercial value, and prevent the
cdrastic and deplorable price cutting
practiced by unscrupulous dealers who
help neither producer nor consumers,
and promise our support to manufac-
turers who do establish retail selling
values.

8. We believe that every retail dealer
should give his unqualified support to
manufacturers who do mot ‘establish a
.eonsumers” price and ‘do adopt the Pa-
cific coast plan of a notice of such con-
Sumers’ price put upon every case. We
do not wish the price put upon the
package of goods, but on the case, and
if the manufacturers so elect, put. a
store card on the inside of the case
for display purpose in the Store.

9. We recognize the rights of the pro-
ducer to receive the highest compensa-
tion for his products, also the rights
of the consumer to receive goods at the
lowest possible cost, and believe that ail
manufacturers should take them into
consideration in establishing retail
values, only allowing the distributing
Felement a proper amount to cover
cost of distribution. and legal interest
on the money invested. We deplorg
the conditions forced uvon us by manw

for the ensuing year peing elected, the |

ma,n‘uracturers, who give no profit 'and

‘the retai] distributors to add ex-
tra profit on other mamuta.ctured goods
or sell at a loss.

10. We are absolutely against any
three, six or twelve months’ rebate from
manufacturers in any form. We ‘also
are against all free ‘deals of any de-
scriptions whatever and advocate the
entire ab#lishment of this system.

The resolutions which were read and
adopted, were as follows:

Resolved,.that we condemn the prac-
tice of all dishonest advertising and
fake sales, and that we urge that a
bill be ppepared and introduced in our
Legislature prohibiting such methods
in business.

Resolved, that a uniform credit-
rating 'system for: the association of
British  Columbia: is desirable, and
recommend that a committee be ap-
pointed to. report to the several asso-
ciations a ‘system .for adoption.

Resolved, that the producer and
méanufacturer should distinctly define
the lineg! hetween the two main factors
in the 'distributien of food products, to-
wit: - The wholésaler and retailer.

That we ask that the term wholesaler
shall apply only to firms distributing
to the retailing trade exclusively, and
that the term retailer shall apply to
all firms supplyving consumers,

That the term consumer shall appl.y {
to any factor who purchases commodi- |

ties for consumption on his 6wn prem-
ises; therefore, it places in the consum-
ers’ class hotels, restaurants, boarding
houses, camps of all kinds, railroads,
sawmills and steamships. That in
case of large transportation companies
and other heavy consumers,. arrange-
ments may be made by local associa-
tions and the jobbers interested, satis-
factory to both parties.

That we recognize that the whole-
saler 'is entitled to receive from the
manufacturer and producer a lower
price than is made to the retailer,

That when a wholesaler distributes
ta. the consuming trade he shall not be
recognized as a retailer and be charged
the retailer’s price.

Resolved, that the British
Association of Retail Grocers urges
upon all manufacturers who market
their goods under proprietary brands
or trade-marks, the wisdom of the
policy of establishing and maintaining
by contract a minimwm retail price at
which their products shall be sold to
the consumer.. We believe that this
policy is not cmh for the best interests
of the manufacturer, wholesaler and
retailer, but also the consumer. We
are opposed to any price being printed
on the package, because of the wide
difference of conditions that prevail in
various localities.

Resolved, that we declare ourselves
unalterably opposed to the practice of
pfemium giving in any form, especial-
Iy the package of premiums in cereal
packages - and the coupon system of
doing business employed by cereal
mianufacturers, ‘believing that such
schemes are _unbusiness-like and
should be condemned, and . believing
that any article of merchandise that
will not stand én its own bottom and
achieve success from its awn merits
should be withdrawn from the market
and that 'the premium principle is
wrong and demdralizing to legitimate
trade, and ;

Whereas, certain manufacturers are
contiinuing this practice, and in some
localities - refuse ‘40 i abandon  this
method in defiance of the opposition of
the retail grocers, therefore be it

Resolved, :that we call upon these
manufacturers who are continuing this
method to desist, and that we use all
our influence to discourage the con-
tinuance of such practice; and be it
further

Resolved, that we ask for the co-op-
eration of the wholesale grocers to as-
sist, by refusing to purchase or at-
tempt to market the products of any
manufacturer .who places in his pack-
age a premium of any descr¥ption or a
coupon redeemable in cash or mer-
chandise.

Resolved, that we condemn the prac-
tice of giving® secret rebates and free
deals; as we deemsthem to be inimical
to the bhest  interests of the retail
trade.

Resolved, that we favor the same
policy of such manufacturers as mar-
ket their goods to the retailers on a
uniform-price “policy, giving the small
grocer the same as his big competitor,
and

Resolved, that we recommend to
every fair-minded retailer the pushing
of such goods as are sold on a basis
of assured profit'and equality of treat-
ment for all retail grocers alike.

Resolved, that the Retail Grocers’
Review be the official organ of the B.
C. Retai] Grocers' Association.

Resolved, that we express our sense

of appreciation for the material and
moral support -of the trade press,
manufacturers and wholesalers, ecom-
mending the retailers to loyally reci-
procate the favor to all known to be
in active sympathy with measures to
improve our conditions,
. With respect to the resolution
against premium giving, remarks were
made that certain manufacturers spent
$30,000 in premiums, which ought to
go to the value of their present goods
sold at the same money, thus giving
the consumer more goods for the same
amount paid.

General business was followed after
the election of new officers. The ped-
dling evil, which is so prevalent on
our coast cities, occupied much con-
sideration. Eastern eggs were obtained
by these peddlers and carefully
candled, It was shown that these
peddlers sold the best eggs from this
action for local fresh eggs.

Henderson presented the follow-
ing resolution at Monday night’s meet-
ing of the city council: ®

““Whereas, the authority under which.)
the British Columbia Agricultural As-
sociation occupies and manages the city
property located in Oak Bay munici-
pality, an@ known as the ‘Driving
Park’ or ‘Agricultural Grounds’ with
buildings and - improvements, is not
clearly defined.

“Be it, therefore resolved that a
lease be executed between the city and
the said association setting forth all
conditions of the. tenancy and obliga-
tions of both contracting parties, said
lease to tdke effect from, January 1,
1910, anqg that a draft copy of the same
be torwarded to the secretary of the
British Columbia Agricultural Associa-‘
tioh' in time to be considered at the
next annual meeting.”

Ald., Henderson said
self-explanatory. Every member
of the board knew the tremendous
amount of bickering that had been go-
ing on respecting the relations between
the association and the city. The sale
of liquor at the grounds was annualiy
a bone of contention. The relations be-
tween the two bodies had become so

“Experience has demonstrated that
under modern conditions the retail
grocery business is peculiarly and in-
creasingly exposed to unreasonable
and wasteful price-cutting. That evil
is almost wholly responsible for the
appalling percentage of failures in the
grocery business, a rate of business
mortality higher than that in any other
line of trade. A commercial system
which results in the failure of seventy-
seven ouit of every one-hundred gro-
cers engaged in business, as shown by
the reports of Bradstreet and Dun, is
fundamentally wrong, and cannot long
endure. The public has no right to
profit at the expense of a continual
and ruinous loss to a large and neces-
sary class' of business men.”

H. G. Wilson, of the wholesale firm
of Wilson Bros., in an address endorsed
fthe idea that the retailers had a right
to expect a fair remuneration for their
work. .

Later
he was state senator from the St.
Peter district.

In 1904 Johnson was elected governor
of Minnesota -for the first time on the
Deinocratic ticket. He was re-elected
in 1906 and was elected for the third
time in 1908.

With the passing away of Governor
Johnson, the state of Minnesota passes
into the hands of Republican adminis~
tration for the first time in five years.
Until the next election the affairs of
the state will be guided by Lieut.-Gov-
ernor Everhart, a Republican, who now
becomes its governor,

Plans for Work at B. C. and
New Dominion Properties

Phoenix, Sept. 21.—It is now learned
that the mission of J, Parke Channing,
chief of the ‘engineering staff of the
General Development company, in the
Boundary two: weeks gago, was for the
purpose of peifecting arrangements for
the joint operation of the properties of
the British Columbia and new Domin-
ion companies. A contract will be enter=
ed into between the two corporations
whereby the British Columbia . will
smelt the Dominion ores.. The .smelter
owned by the latter company at Bound-
ary Falls is not considered sufficiently
up to date to treat economically the
Dominion product se that this will be
shipped to the British Celumbia smelt-
er,’ On this account the B. C. Copper
company is planning:.the.enlargement
of its smelting capacity.

Just when the work of enlarging the
smelter will begin cannot definetly be
stated, If it is commenced at once it
is not probable that any shipments will
be made from ‘the Dominion properties

until the work is completed, while if|

the orders for enlargements cannot bg
filled for a time, it is possible that ore
shipments will commence from one or
other of the Dominion mines next
month, probably the Rawhide.

John Seward, who is in charge of the
Dominion mines, spent the greater part
of last week with Superintendent
Sampson taking measurements and
working out the problem  of shipping
economy from the local Dominion
mines,

After an enforced shut-down lasting
some weeks by reason of the coal
miners’ strike in the Crow’s Nest, the
British Columbia Copper company, re-
sumed operations on August 8th, and
from ithat date to the end of the month,
with two of the furnaces in operation,
the company turned out 600,000 pounds
of copper.

The industrial section, crowded with
specimens of the various articles manu-
factured in Victoria, is indeed a credit-
able presentation of Victoria’s indus-
iries, ' Splendid displays of furniture,
hardware and articles of home con-
sumption are well and tastefully shown.

The fruit exhibit this year is far
ahead of that of last year while a grand
display of flowers is distributed
throughout the section of the hall de-
voted to this class of exhibit, At the
entrance of the main hall was noticed
the booth of the Vancouver Island De-
velopment League with Secretary Mec-
Gaffey in charge and an abundance of
prifted matter dealing with the advant-
agks of Vancouver Island to settlers.
Alheady the secretary had yesterday
afternoon been a busy man interview-
ing many callers at the league’s show
headquarters.

In the northeast: corner of the main
hall is the Times show office where
several things of interest including a
puzzle for children and the Times rat-
tler are to be had gratis.

The Machinery Hall.

Nothing behind the main hall exhibits
are those displayed in the machinery
. hall where manufacturers and import-
ers have been busy in an endeavor to
cram into the limited spaces all the
various trade exhibits. Carriages, farm
implements, dairy implements of every
kind are on exhibit. Many of the ex-
hibits are in actual operation propelled
by electricity and form a most inter-

j 5 The Poultry.

What is perhaps the largest exhibit of
poultry ever assembled at one show in
Victoria is gathered together in the
poultry world and many of the birds
bid fair to provide an exacting time for
the judges. Ducks and game birds are
also well exhibited and a fine display
of the many varieties of pigeons is
noticable.

Live Stock.

The exhibit of cattle this year has
lost some of its interesting features
but has made them up in other places.
For instance there are no Hereford cat-
tle this year and Paterson’s shorthorns
are missing but the other features are
very good., The stalls are all filled and
being closed this yegr the cattle are
much more comfortable than they have
ever been before,

In shorthorns there is a very fine lot
of cattle shown by Joseph Tamoline of
Ladners. Holsteins are much in evi-
dence, A. W. Haine of Dewdney, has
thirteen fine animals on the grounds,
and H. Bensell of Chemainus, also
shows fourteen excellent animals from
his well known herd. Bishop & Clark
too have ten which will take their share
of prizes. The last named exhibitor also
has thirty Jersey cattle on exhibition,
while -Quick Brothers show a number
of their old prize winners as well as a
good many new ones,

Several exhibitors who have not been
mentioned personally owing to the
namge net being on their stalls have
cattle that are worthy of mention, On

the whole the cattle are excellent and
the individual animals are good enough
1o be shown in any part of the world.

How touch-
ing and affecting it is to see this great
corporation turning aside to such a
comparatively insignificant matter as
the nature @f the news supply of the
people who Jive within its beneficent
shadow. Here is a shepherd indeed
whose coneern in his flock is not limit-
ed entirely -to their wool. Thus we see
this titanic organization sparing ehough
energy from its gigantic diuties to make
sure that the dear people are supplied
daily with news of exacfly the right
proportions, dimensions, inflection and
color, news that is branded ‘O. K., C.
P. R.,” and can therefore.be relied upon.

“It is to be deeply regretted that de-
spite this paternal solicitude of the.C.

FRENCH NAVAL REFORM.
Redistribution of Ships Will Take
Place on October 1st,

Paris, Sept. 21.—Frem October 1st
next a rearrangement will be made of
the French naval forces. In future
the Mediterranean and northern squa-
drons  will not remain as completely
distinct and independent, or as rigor-
ously .confined to their respective
waters as heretofore, and more fre-
quent concentrations of ' the whole
forces will be effected. The strength
of the two squadrons will, moreover,
be equalled. ,

Six battleships of an earlier class
will pass from Toulon to Brest, the
Mediterranean squadron retaining only
the. six newest battleships. Each squa-
dron will comprise six battleships and
four first-class f(cruisers. Some naval
critics are up in'arms against this re-
distribuion and equalizing of the
naval forces in the Channel and the
Mediterranean. Their argument is
that, as the British fleet commands the
Channel, France, owing to her friend-
ship with England, should, on the con--
trary, concentrate in the ' Mediterran-
ean. It is pointed out that, as a mat-
ter of fact, one of the reasons why
England has massed her largest fight-
ing force in the Channel is because
France centered hers in the Megiter-
rangean.

CLOSING DEAL | MUCH GOLD

AT COWICHAN

IMMENSE MILLS TO
BE BUILT ON ISLAND

Over Two Million Dollars to Be
Spent by Com-
pany.

(From Tuesday’s- Daily.)

One of the biggest lumber deals thak
has been consummated on Vancouvér
Island in the .history of its develop-
ment is being arranged, and Sir Thomas
Shaughnessy is to meet the principal,
A, B. Kurtz, president of the Ameri-
can Financial Securities corporation, in
Vancouver to-morrow to make final ar-
rangements. This deal has been under
way for some time past and has been
referred to on several occasions in the
columns of the Times. The negotiations
are for the purchase of 54,000 acres of
timber lands at Cowichan Lake, for
which the purchase price is said to be
in the neighborhood of $1,500,000. Be-
sides the purchase money a sum ap-
proximating $500,000 will be used in de- |
veloping the property, erecting .big saw
mills at Cowichan Bay, and laying spur
lines to the property. d

If the deal] goes through the C, P, R. |
will spend about $600,000 in building the‘
railway from Cowichan Lake to tide |
water. This railway will go direct from |
the lake to Duncan, and from there |
will pass down the Koksilah valleyxtr)‘

W

the bay, where the mills will be erfct-
ed.

It is almost impossible to estimate
what the development of-these timber
lands will mean to the Island. Sir
Thomas Shaughnessy stated to-day as
reported in another column, that he
was to take the matter up in Van-
couver to-morrow, and that the build-
ing of the railway would depend upon
the deal going through. The spend-
ing of such large sums, both in rail-
way constructions, the building and
operation of the mill and the general
working expenses, will all add to the
riches of the Fslahd, and will be found
to be the precurser of further develop-
ments.

The new line of railway, it is under-
stood, will be primarily a logging roead,
but it is impossible to ignore the posi-
tion of Cowichan Lake and its scenic
features. During the summer months
it will be found to the advantage of the
company to operate passenger trains,
and all this will add to the attractive-
ness,of Vancouver Island as a tourist
.resort. While the deal is net exactly in
the vicinity of Victoria ‘it is,_so near
that the advantages will be shared with
Duncan and other Island points.

TRANSFER OF FRASER
RIVER FRONTAGE

Quarter of Million Dollars In-
volved in Deal Just
Completed. .

Alderman  E. J. Fader has pur-
chased the greater part of Annacis
island, about 823 acres in all, the con-
sideration being in round figures a
quarter of a million dollars, says the
New Westminster News.

He admits it is not for himself but
for other parties, though not, for the
Canadian Northern, as stated by the
News-Advertiser Sunday. It is well
known that a railway survey has been
made terminating near the island, and
it is generally believed that in making
the purchase Ald. Fader is acting for
parties interested in the shipment .of
Alberta grain from the Pacific coast.
The owners. of 261 acres, situated at
the Jower end of the island, refused to
sell at the present time,

The land has a frontage on the main
channel of two miles, is level as could
be desired, and almost all priairie, af-
fording every advantage for terminal
yvards. The inside channel is narrow,
and qf a, depth varying from ten ®o fif-
teen feet, naivgable for tugs, and with
a little dredging for smaill  coasting
craft, it could be easily connected with
Lulu island with a single span bridge,
the shores being suitable for piling for
the approaches.

The island is situated 1% miles be-
low the business portion of New
Westminster, immediately below the
upper point of Lulu island, which
stretches**to the mouth of the river,
some twelve miles distant. The shore
is perfectly suited to the construction
of wharves and forty feet of water is
obtainable at any portion of the fron-
tage at any stage of the tide.

The airship is 52 feet in length and
with a diameter of 18 feet. This big
bag is made of Japanese silk, oiled and
varnished, and is inflated with hy-
drogen gas. Beneath this bag is a
framework, on which the engine, pro-
peller and rudder is supported. 'The

framework is fastened to the balloon ;

part by ears, which are sewn to the
side of it. Through these stout coils
are run and fastened around the frame
work. "

The engine is a 15 horse power, four
cylinder one, and dgvelops from 1,500
to 2,000 revolutions/per minute. The
propeller has two blades which are
made of wood and a special cloth fas-
téned on. This is arranged in the
front of the ship #ind draws the ma-
chine ‘after it. The rudder is about
8 feet square, with two'small horizon-
tal squares on either side of it.

One thing especially noticed about tha
ship was that it turned very quickly—
no sooner was her rudder put over
than she was around.

IN FALL FAIR

BUILDING ATTRACTS
PLENTY OF NOTICE

Department Wil Be One of
Special Features This
Year.

(From Tuesday’'s Daily.)

Directly after the opening of the ex-
hibition Premier Mc¢Bride took Mrs, G.
H. Barnard across to the door of the
new woman’'s building. The party hav-
ing assembled he expiained that the ob-
Jject in.erecting the building was ‘that it
might be a permanent place in which
would be shown the éfforts of women
in art, domestic science, needlework,
and the handicrafts generally, He com-
plimented the ladies upon the arrange-
ments which hag been made, and men-
tioned incidentally that all of the
money for the building had not yet
been raised. Here was a good opportun-
ity for the generously disposed to aid

"a good work.,

Mrs, Barnard, president of the wo-
men’s Canadian club, then turned the
key of the door and declared it -formal-
ly opened. Among those present were
the Mayor and Mrs, Hall, Colonel and
Mrs. Rogers, Mr. and Mrs. Harold Rob-
ertson, Dr. and Mrs, Hasell, Mr, and
Mrs, H. Dallas Helméken, the members
of the Daughters of - Pity, and the
King’s Daughters.

A visit to the Interior of the build-
ing disclosed something wholly new so
far as exhibits ‘of the kind have been
seen ‘in Victoria, .The building, ‘which
consists of two stories was beautifully
finished and decoratéq with great skill.
Everywhere were setn:the products of
women’s hand directed by women'’s
brains. Everything was arranged in the
best’ taste and the women’s exhibit as
a whole was probably tHe best that has
ever been seen in Vlctoria. or any other
western city,

Upstairs the art and concert room
was prettly arranged with a tea room
presided over by the Daughters of Pity
at one end, -and the; platform jat the
other, Leading out from the tea rqom
is a pretty balcony: where on warm
days tea will be served, in full view of
the exhibition grofinds.

On the walls of the large room were
arranged the exhibits of photography,
painting and drawing. Three profes-
sional exhibits were placed by Skene
Lowe, Savannah, and Foxall, Each of
these exhibits had a particular merit of
its -own, They canmnot:be compared  for
there is no basis .ofiq.comparison  but
they represent three-distinet phases of
pictorial art as applied to portrait work.
They have excellencies of their own to
recommend them, and each appeals to
the particular taste of its clientele, The
fact that the portraits are those of well
known . citizens makes' the. exhibits
doubly interesting,

In the amateur section the grade of
exhibits is much highter than last year.
When seen these had not ‘yet been
judged and the names of the' competi-
tcrs had not been printed, but some
landscape work which it was under-
stood was the work of Mrs. Langdon
is excellent: A number of entries which
arrived only yesterday from = Ontario
were also very fine but some of them
were only just being hung, Several
other entries were well worthy of men-
tion,

The water-color paintings averaged
well but there seemed to be very little
original work, The copies were very.
good and the few emtries of original
work sh6éwed undoubted genius on the
part of the artists. Fruit, flowers, land-
scapes, and animal studies in " water-
colors, oils, crayon, ‘and’ pencil all at-
tract by thexr undoubted excellence, An
exhibit whi¢h requires mention is that
from the University school done in
pencil,

One of the large pa.nels in the wall
of the art room is occupied by the .post
card and other art work exhibited by
Howard Chapman. These it is under-
stood ‘were all photographed” by Mr.
Chapman himself, and they include
scenes from all, over British Columbia,
Victoria and neighborhood. Sf course
predominating. One large picture in par-
ticular needs special mention and that
is a print of Mount Sir Donald in brown
showing some wonderful cloud effects:
This picture is not only a masterpiece
of photography, put also of the engrav-
er's art.

At the head ef the stairs in this room
iz-a table where Clive Phillipps-Woaol-
ley’s poems arg sold for:the benefit of
the building fund, and-also a number
of souvenir postcards.

On the-ground floor-of<the building is
the school exhibit and: the women’s
handiwork. ~The school .exhibit is ex-
cellent, The drawings frem models and
from nature show three things, first
that Miss Mills is an excellent instruc«
tor, second that the individual teachers
have taken great pains In having those
instructions carried out;.and third that
the pupils of the Victoria public schools
are very clever and- adaptable to be
able to produce such excellent results.
The studies from nature are exceedingly
realistic and in many ecases real art
productions,

The needlework done by the girls of
the schools under the direction of Miss
Boorman was very fine, Most of the ar-
ticles made were aprons or other useful
clothes and the little girls who made
them-are very proud of their work’

The manual traihing department
shows considerable . strides forward
since last year. Many very fine articles
of furniture,, such as tables,” kitchen
utensils, cabinets areé as good as the
work the best cabinet-makers produce.

The ladies’ work showed excellent
taste, Many beautiful articles of mys-
terious designs were shown but * the
judging had not been done. The work
of the girls under 12 years and also ghat
under 15 was especially worthy of no-
tice.

The domestic science exhibit looked
very tempting, but it is impossible to
judge of an exhibit of this kind by ap-
pearances, Doubtless it was very good.
The smallest exhibit in the ground was

that of the bottled fruit in which the

ladies_of Wictoria apparently show no
interest,

DIES ALONE IN
CABIN IN NORTH

Card Found by Prospector Tells
of Miner’s Grim
Struggle.

Seattle, Wash., Sépt. 222—“T am in a
desperate condifion. I am all crippled
up with rheumatism and can hardly
walk. Am all -alone -and some fifty
miles or more from the nearest help,
a8 far as I know, I am goingito try
to make it through to the railway sur-
vey, with the hope that I may find
men working there and get help. Good-
bye, old boy, good-bye.”

A busifdess card with this message,
dated May 27th, 1906, was réceived here
by Erastus F. Humphrey, proprietor of
the Orpheum cafe and bakery, enclosed
in a letter from the postmaster of Su-
sitna, Alaska. The letter informed him
for the first time of the death of A. E.
Beadle,” an old friend and business
partner, whose remains had-been found
by Indians in the summer of 1907, a
yvear before the discovery -of the mes-
sage.

The little.  piece of pasteboard on
which the lonely miner, ‘crippled@ with
rheumatism and suffering from expo-
sure and cold, had written his last
words was one of Humphrey’s own
business cards, which Beadle had taken
north with/ him in the summer of 1905.
It was found tacked .up in the  tent
early last August.by John F. Wallace,
who was prospecting in the vicinity.

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ACCIDENTALLY SHOT
IN NORTHERN WOODS

Particulars Connected With
Death of Stewart Pike
Near Taku.

Fuller details of the fatal accident
which befell Second Steward Pike, of
the river steamer Gleaner mnedr Taku,
have just come to hand, Mrs, Richards,
of this city, has received a letter from
her husband, Capt. Richards, who com-
mands the stedmer, in which he recites
circumstances connected with the acci-
dent.

The steamer, which runs from Car-
cross to Taku, was nine miles below

the latter place at the woodyard re-/J

filling her bunkers., It was decided by
the second mate and the steward,
while they were waiting at the yard, to
g0 on a little hunting expedition, They
left the steamer and after some time
got_separated in the bush. The mate
returned to the boat alright, but when
the steward did not return Capt. Rich-
ards became uneasy and sent out a
search party. After scouring the wood
for a4 considerable time the men dis-
covered him lying under a tree in an
unconscious state, having received a
bullet wound in his stomach. The ship
dog was found standing by the body.
The wounded rhan was unable to tell
how the accident occurred but it is
thought that the gun must have acci-
dently discharged while he was in the
woods, and as it was raining very hard
at that time, it is probable that he
dragged himself under the tree for
sheltér. The injured man had been ly-
ing in the Bush and rain probably from
3 p.m, to 7 p. m.

He was immediately carried back to
the steamer and a doctor was sent for
from Atlin. Upon the doctor’s arrival
he decided that the injured man should
be taken to Atlin and at midnight he
was taken there. However, the next
day he succumbed to his injuries.

TIMBER DESTRUCTION
ON THE ISLAND

W. J. Sutton Tells of Waste
Seen by Him on Recent
Trip.

“At thie regular meeting of the Natural
History® Society held in the Carnegie
Library rooms on Monday, W. J. Sut-
ton, of the Dominion Government
geological survey, told of the great de-
struction of timber he had witnessed
in the districts at the north end of
Vancouver Island. The fires had in-
variably foilowed the loggers and these
had in many cases burned up every
vestige of soil from the rocks so that
not only was there no cﬁance for re-

]forestation. but also the effect in caus-

ing drought in future years was liable
to be very great.

Mr. Sutton has just returned from a
trip into the Sayward district’ of Van-
couver Island, and he is very anxious
that the government shall do some-
thing to stop the destruction. The
scarcity of game was also particularly
noticeable. Nothing in this line was
seen-all the time:except one small bear.
This little fellow bounded a short dis-
tance up a tree, but changing his mind
jumped down and made off into the
brushwooed. A shed elk antler was
picked up but no sign of the elk or of
deer or other game was seen.

Moses Cotsworth also mentioned
what he had seen in the destruction
of the forests on Vancouver Island' re-
cently. He had made a flying trip to
Quatsino and@ other points, ahd the
waste was most apparent.

Showing the way in which the repu-
tation of the Natura] Histery Society
is spreading, two applications for mem-
bership were received from residents
on the mainland in the neighborhood of
Hope. Recently, too, a lady who was
leaving the city wished to become a
member before she left in order- that
she might keep in touch with the work.

MOON DISPROVES
' PEARY’S CLAIM

Such is Statement Made by
Astronomer After In-
vestigations.

Rome, Sept. 22.—The moon absolute-
ly disproves Commander Peary’s claim
to having discovered the pole.

This is the statement of the astron-
omer, Signor Francesco Fassia, of Ber-
game. In his dispatch to the New York
Times, the explorer states that on April
6th, having accomplished tife six stages
he’ had planned, he was favored with
an opening in the elouds which permit-
ted him to take astronomica] observa-
tions. From these he established his
position as latitude 89 degrees 57 min-
utes. >

Signor Faccia points out, however,
that unquestionably accurate astron-
omical calculations show that with'the
horizon at 89 degrees 57 minutes, the
moon could not be seen at the time in-
dicated by Commander Peary, because
from midday April 5th, Paris time, or
six o’clock central standard time, the
declination of the moon became nega-
tive—that is to say, the moon was be-
low the equator, which is the natural
horizon spot.

On this day and for the days follow-
ing, the moon sank low below the
equator and at midnight, April 6th,
Paris time—that is to say, six o'clock
in the afternoon American time — the
moon was already two and one-half

degrees below the equator,

moon visible, and adds that no sailor
wouldudare, even in normal Atmospheric
conditions, to determine his latitude by
the stars on the horizon. ;

MINNESOTA’S NEW GOVERNOR.

A. O, Eberhart Sworn in as Successor
to the Late J. A. Johnson.

St. Paul, Minn., Sept. 22.—Adolph O.
Eberhart was sworn in as governor of
the state of Minnesota yesterday by
Chief Justice Start, of the supreme
court. According to the constitution
the lieutenant governor becomes gov-
ernor immediately following the death
of a governor. Adelph O. Eberhart
was bern in Sweden 38 years ago, but
came to Minnesota in 1881. He. first
studied for the ministry, but after-
wards took up the study of law and
soqn built up a large. practice. For
many years Mr., Eberhart has been in-

teresting in politics and 'had worke!l

hard for the success of the Republi
can party. - In 1902 and 1905 he wa
elected to the state senate. In 1906 h
was elected lieutenant governor, an'l
was returned in 1908. Mr. Eberhart's
name was originally Olson. Because in
Mahnkato, where he formerly lived
there were half a dozen or more Adolph
Olsons, the future state official when h»
was married obtained from the court
permission to take the mname of his
wife.

British Publications.

While in Vancouver he held a con-
ference with the stationers and had a»
long discussion over the subject of a
wider sale of British periodicals. His
own publications have now a circula-
tion of over fifty thousand in’ this
country, but this does not satisfy his
ambition of what should be circulated.
One obstacle to the larger development
of this trade has lain in the news agenf
cies on the other side of the line which
did not co-operate in fostering the de-
mand for British periodicals, This is all
to be changed. A large news
which practically dominates the field in
Australia and New Zealan/d is ‘about to
enter Canada and a quick reform is
expected from them. y

Brighter Covers.

Another departure which will be
made will*be in the matter of more at-
tractive covers for Brifish periodicals.

He  already has
agencies in the east and in Winnipeg,
but these will be enlarged to include
another at either Vanecouver or Vie-
toria.

In connection with the Mirror he uses
a device which is unknown in practical
use on this side of the water, although
Colliers or one of the other ' large
American magazines controls the
rights, This is the electrograph where-
by he sends protographs by wire from
either his Paris or his  Manchester of-
fice to London. He pronounces it a great
success and an indispensable factor in
the production of -such a paper as the
Mirror. :

Color photography he has -also de-
veloped very much; using it freely in
the Connoisseur.

Press Dispatches.
‘While in Victoria, Mr, Moberley Bell

| signified his readiness to place at the

disposal of the Canadian papers the
news service of the Times and to cable
it out to Canada about a golumn daily
if a working arrangement .could be
made to do so.

The object of this service would be
to provide Canadian papers with Old
World new more freely than at present.
It was Mr., Bell's idea that about a eol-
umn a day might be cabled and that
service could be supplied to a syndicate
of Canadian papers for $38,000 a year.

Mr. Bell, while generously making
this offer recognises the almeost in-
superable difficulties which at present
stand in the way. Foremost among
these is the heavy cable tolls exacted
by the trans-Atlantic companies which
is five pence from land to land., The
toll charged by the C.P.R. across the
continent is one penny. At the time
of the Imperial Press conference the
Pacific cable board clit its rate in two
although their rate across the Pacific
had previously been only four pence
for their longer haul against the fAv
pence for the shorter haul by way of
the Atlantic, The Atlantic cable com-
panies stubbornly refused at that time
to lower these rates notwithstanding

board the Empress of Britain right up
to Quebec.

Signor Marconi told the writer that
as soon as he had demonstrated his
ability to handle the number of werds
mentioned daily, he intended establish-
ing .a chain of stations right across
Canada fer the transmission of com-
mercial and press dispatches,

It was the view of all the Canadian
members of the cable company of the
Press conference that relief might be
expected quicker from the wireless sys-
tem than from any abatement of the
cable charges, as the manager of one
of the cable companies appealed to on
behalf of the company by Mr. Moberley
Bell, plainly stated that although the
charges were too high he could promise
no reduction owing to an arrangement
as to rates among the cable companies
on the Atlantic.

The only relief .came through the ac-
tion of the government-owned ‘Pacific
cable and it was. their action in halv-
ing the rate that led the  companies
to ask the different governments to
consider the nationalization of some
system of electric communication
across the Atlantic. This matter will be |
taken up by Hon. Mr. Lemieux this fall
with the home government,

The other obstacle is the existance of
the Canadian associated press, which
is bound by-the Canadian government
and to which most of the leading Can-
adian dailiés‘ belong. They would not
therefore be open at present to an ar-
rungement such as suggested.

Campaign for British Advertising,

One subject upon which Lord North-
cliffe felt very strongly was with refer-
ence to the paucity of British adver-
tising in the Canadian papers. He at-
tributed the falling off in British trade

of enterprise and strongly urges that
the Canadiad newspapers provide. a
fund and send a good man to England
to make  knowh to the British adver-
tiser the attractiveness of the Canadian
field. This should be done systematical-
ly and aggressively and he thinks that
if this were done a great stimulation
of trade would follow.

It was pointed out to him that an ad-
vertising campaign by the British man-
ufacturer would not reach a maximum
of effectiveness unless it was supported
by a sales and agency campaign. On
this point he';said the Canadian papers
should be prepared to back up this
publicity campdign by a thorough sales
system. He did this in France in con-
nection . with British goods in that
country with excellent results,

FORMER MINISTER
ON CANADA’S TRADE

Says Great Britain Should Have
Grant_ed Slight~
Preference.

London, Sept. 22.—Right Hon, Henry
Chaplin, a former president of the
board of agriculture and a member of
the tariff commission in 1904, speaking
vesterday at Stourbridge, said at pres-
ent .Canada required annually to pur-
chase goods to the amount of fifty mil-
lions sterling, and If this. country had
conceded her a slight preference, as
she asked, the whole of that market
would have been placed at the disposal
of the workers of England, because
duties would have been imposed upon
other countries which would have pre-
vented their interfering.e

‘“That offer was made by Canada
some years ago, of which with the
greatest folly and unwisdom we failed
to.avail -ourselves at the time,” Other
nations, he declared, were now in com-
petition with this country for similar
favors from Canada. <

LUMBER RATES.
Railway Commission Considers Pro-
test by Canadian Lumbermen's
Association.

Ottawa, Sept. 22,—The railway com-
mission yesterday took up the ad-
journe® case of the Canadian Lumber-
men’'s Association against the railways
for disallowance of the new rates on
lumber, J. F, Orde, K. C., appeared for
the lumbermen, W. H. Biggar, K. C.,
for the Grand Trunk, W. W, Beatty for
the Canadian Pacific, and F. H, Phip-
pen, K. C., for the Canadian Northern,
The C. P, R. and G. T. R. figures show
that the result of the new rates was an
increase of 3.14 per cent. with them, or
1.08 per cent, net increase if all classes
of lumber traffic are considered, while
the C. N. R. claimed that its receipts
had decreased. Lumbermen contended
that the new tariff increased the
charges by $49,807 in one year, or an
average increase of $1.51 per car.

According to the statement made by
Wm. Pritchard, cabin boy and assist-
ant cook on the Roosevelt, two persons
Knew as long ago as April that Dr.
Frederick A. Cook claimed he had
reached the pole April 21st, 1908. These ;
pérsons are Harry Whitney, a wealthy
sportsman of New Haven,- Con.,, who
is at present on the Greenland coast
on board the steamer Jeanle, and Prit-
chard hirgself, They saw Cook at An-
natok, Greenland, after his return from |
the north. S

The only reference to Dr. Cook which
Whiitney is known to have made on
his brief sojourn on board the Roose-
velt, was the casual remark to a mem-
ber of the Peary party that he believed !
Dr. Cook had reached the pole. Prit-
chard kept the news more faithfully,
and his statement just made public
was the first intimation that he had
any information on this subject,

Pritchard explained that he kept the
news to himself because Dr. Cook had
cautioned him not to speak to any one
until he reached civilization. Prit-
chard’s reticence with this important
news . in his possession was a surprise
td§ everybody on board the Roosevelt.

Pritchard said that Cooke told of his
dash over the ice, indicating on a map
the route he had followed. This story
was told to Whitney, and ~Pritchard
said that he was present in the room.
Pritchard said Dr. Cook had only two
Eskimos with him at the pole.

John Murphy, the boatswain of the
Roosevelt, who was ashore 'with Prit-
chard when Dr. €ook appeared at their
station, was astonished when informed
of Pritchard’s knowledge. Murphy de-
clared that Cook talked with him on
several occasions about his trip, but
said nothing about having reached the
pole

Asked how it was possible for 'Prit-
chard and Whitney to have heard
Cook’s story without his also hearing
it, inasmuch as all four men occ Ipied
the same house at Annatok during
Cook's stay, Murphy replied that a
question to Pritchard had brought him
the answer that Dr. Cook’s story of
his dash to the pole was recited to
Whitney and the cabin boy on a day
on which Murphy was absent at Etah.

This statement was referred to Prit-
chard, who identified the date he heard
the Cook statement as-the day Murphy
was abseant,
