General Notes and Newa.

Tue LETELLIER AFrAIR.—The Toronto
Globe of the 5th contains the following des.
patch, dated, London, July 4th :—

¢ After Sir Leonard Tilley’s interview
with the authorities at the Colonial Office,
they resolved to undertake the decision of
the Letellier affair without awaiting the
arrival of Sir John Macdonald. A des-
patch to the Marquis ot Lorne, announc-
ing the decision, was sent yesterday. I
believe the decision is in the precise terms
of my cable message.”

The previous cable despatch above re-
ferred to runs as follows :—

Loxvox June 20th.—The feeling in the
Colonial Office is against sanctioning the
dismissal of Lieut. Governor Letellier,but
impressed with the idea that this is a con-
stitutional question they hold thatit is
not proper for the Government here in
England to deal with the matter. It is
assumed as probable that both political
parties in Canada might take umbrage at

such interference with Canadian internal|

affairs. Further, it is held that the Cana-
dian Government has constitutional au-
thority to deal with the matter. It is un-
derstood that further interference with
the question will be declined. -

THE MacGDALEN Isuanps.—The 8. S.
Albert arrived at Pictou from the Mag.
dalen Islands on the 4th inst., Intelligence
from the Island is to the effect that the
weather during the last week has been
cold and foggy with high winds and rain,
notwithstanding which the cod fishery
around the Island and on the otf-shore
banks has been good and the deep sea
herring fleet are doing well. A few fat
mackerel have been caught in Plessant
Bay. On the 27th ult., two of the crew
of the French schooner Zephyr, of St.
Pierre, fishing off Entry Island, were drown-
ed by the capsizing of their dory. During
the week the schooner Silver Lake sailed
for Labrador and the Fleeting for Quebec.

DyxamiTe ExPLosION. —An Ottawades-
patch dated the 5th, states that a prema-
ture explosion of dynamite tock place in
Goss’s Phosphate Mine, Kirk’s Ferry, on
Thursdayeveningprevious. A mannamed
McGivern was killed and another named
Crouse severely injured.

Instead of jumping at eonclusions, as
our correspondent seems to do,it would
be better to calculate the chances of the
schemes referred to succeeding. There
are now more boot and shoe manu-
factories in the Dominion than there
ought-to-be and quite sufficient of them
to manufacture more boots and shoes
than-the people can wearout. Any re-
sident of the County would fail in his
duty if he did not desire to see in-
dustries developed within it, but it
would be preaching false doctrine and
holding out false hopes to encourage
such manufacturing enterprises as those
named.  'We have 'more lumber mills
than lumber market at the present un-
fortunate crises in commercial affairs.
In other places there are more boot and
shoe manufacturies than market for the
goods they can turn out. As to manu-
factories for agricultural machines, we
have more need of agriculturists. Ounr
people must learn fo' cease their general
longing for town life and the precarious
employment afforded by the industries
of the towns. They mustlearn the les-
son which over-manufacturing is calcu-
‘lated to teach and content themselves
,with such employments as the County
is fitted for. First among these is
farming, the next is fishing and the next
lumbering. The latterindustryhas been
entirely overdone and it has diverted
both laborand capital from the othertwo.
Our deep sea fisheries have been almost
entirely neglected by our own people,
_while strangers have worked them only
to an extant which .proves the great
possibilities they ofter to those who will
.engage intelligently in them. The
lumber industry has been suffering for

: a rest for two orthree years and now

the operators are forced to curtail
operations. © The immediate effect will
be much privation among those who

'| have depended upon'the mills and ships

for work, but it will oblige them to
seek other employment which the
country may afford and, in the end,
will work ‘for the general good of the
people.
The time is a fitting one for the Gov-
ernment to encourage our people, who
are beginning to live in enforced idle-
ness, to setfle on farming lands.
Money should be spent in making roads
+in the wilderness, instead of in wild-cat
railway schemes. We have had ' too
much of that kind of thing in the past
and it is time a stop was put to it.
‘Idle people must learn that the towns
are the worst places for them. Rents,
taxes and provisions are high and must
all be paid for in money, and while
they are waiting for some one to build a
factory, or for the Government to build
a railroad they may starve. It is more
‘independent for them to strike out for
themselves and to encourage others to
follow their example. They must learn
that they cannot become rich by Act of

4 Parliament,and that it is more easy to

talk of establishing manufactories thai
to work them successfully. Individual
success depends in the main upon in-
dividual effort, and those who content
themselves with complaining of the
hard times, while they wait, in idleness,
for them to grow better, are very poor
stock for any country. We sincerely
hope that those of our people who are
out of work and who see little certain
‘prospect of getting any, will turn their
attention to something more practical
than waiting for the establishment of
¢¢ factories.”

A Sample Protectionist.

dismissed and Capt. Brown appointed.

This rule will be observed by local
Orangemen.”

Grip illustrates the secret of the
above announcement by representing
the Minister of Customs,—Hon. ex-
Grand Master Bowell—instructing the
gaod little Orange Boy not to parade
while his doing so might give the Gov-
ernment trouble. Last year it was dif-
ferent, for Sir John, who is a good
Orangeman, and the ex-Grand Master,
desired to give as much trouble as pos-
sible to the Grit Government and,
hence, the parades were encouraged.
It is probable that tae rank and file of
the Orange body are rather disgusted
with their leaders for making political
cats-paws of them.

Mz. Perer MircELL’S BostoNn
Friexp, Clark, has been hauled over
the coals by the American press for his
‘‘ unpatriotic conduct” in procuring
evidence for the Canadian Government
as to the value of the fisheries. Mr.
Clark in his defence makes this curious
statement :—** The statistics were offer-
ed to our (United States) Government
when finished. It was understood be-
tween the Dominion Government and
myself that the United States’ Govern-
ment should have them if they would
pay for them ; and the same under-
standing was made with the Dominion
Government.” It is now quite clear
why Mr. Clark, who was set to work by
the Macdonald Government in 1872,
did not present his bill as long as the
Mackenzie Government was in office.
No litigant, who was not a natural born
fool, would want to pay $560,000—
which was the amount of Clark’s claim,
his engagement having been for $10,-
000 and 10 per cent. of the award—for
evidence which was as valuable to the
opposing side as it was to himself.
There is now only one thing that wants
clesring up in the matter, and that is,
‘‘ How came it about that the Tory Go-
vernment departed from their usual
practice and omitted to pay Clark all
he asked ?” It would have made a
very good companion job to the * Tup-
per Turpitude” if Peter Mitchell’s
friend had bagged as much of his $560,-
000 as the late member for Northum-
berland would have allowed to go out
of the country. As it is, Mr. Peter
Mitchell’s friend received—no, gave a
receipt for —only $25 0562, which, how-
ever, is a dear enough price for the
country to pay to a man whose services
were worth nothing, and who had no-
thing but the friendship of Peter Mit-
chell torecommend him. —Perth Courier.

In consulting his physiciau this
belief was confirmed, and taking into con-
sideration the fact that lie was approach-
ing his seventy-fifth birthday, he fclt that
such illness might soon unfit him for con-
tinuing to discharge his active duties, es-
pecially the long journeys vecessitated by
his position of Metropolitan. He, there-
fore, thought it would be Leneficial to the
Diocese, and at the same time tend to pro-
long his life and exempt him from much
suffering, if the Synod would aunthorize:
him to appoint a Coadjutor. Some per-
son had thonght this Canon a hasty step
on the part of the Bishop; but this was,
he claimed, judging him harshly, for he
had not been thirty-four years in the
Diocese without knowing something of its
requirements. The fact of his illness had
much to do with his bringing forward the
Canan now, for he felt that illness at his
age was not easily shaken off It had
been asked why he had not given longer
notice to the Synod. His simple answer
was that it was not until his last severe
attack of illness after Easter that he felt
constrained to ask for an assistant. So
soon a8 his mind was made up he sent
printed circulars to all the clergy sctting
forth his request. It was a subject that
ought not to be decided in haste, It had
been insinuated that he wanted the Synod
to appoint a Coadjutor immediately, This
he denied. He had no one in his mind
for the office—nor did he want one ap-
pointed at this Synod. He thought it
might take two or three yecars to'get a
proper man, but sceing his declining years
he thought this Canon was the means of
calmly viewing the subject and securing
some one acceptable to himself and to the
Diocese.

From this his Lordship proceeded to
deal with the financial side of the question.
He said the Coadjutor would be mainly
supported by himself, though a friend, or
one he could hardly say had acted as such,
had published the statement that the sup-
port of the Coadjutor would fall a heavy
burden on the laity. Why was not this
question of maintenance put to him, the
Bishop, 1n private, when he could have ex
plained it at once? He would have given
the simple answer that, living in a simple
and plain way, he could spare tive huadred
pounds a year for his support. He was
well aware of the difficulties that 'would
beset him in thas setting aside half his in-
come. He felt it keenly as regards various
subscriptions to Charch objects, which it
might oblige him to discontinue. If the
Divinity Chair was established, he would
have to deduct his subscription of two
hundred dollars from the five hundred
pounds. This, he said, settled the
question of support. He would keep his
word ; and if the Synod thought he would
not, he should be deposed. (Applause.)
The Bishop then proceeded to explain that
he drew his salary from the Colonial
Bishops’ Committee of Engiand ; that it
was payable quartely, and he bad no rea-
son to helieve they would withdraw it.
Of course, if it was withdrawn he could
not ‘continue to pay the five hundred
pounds. He had no private income that
would justify bhim promising to pay it
from ; he could only pay it from his
official income.

The reason he put the nomination in his
own hands was that the position of a Coad-
jutor Bishop, paid“by himself, was very
differeut from that of a nomination to fill a
vacant Bishopric. A Rector who required
a Curate was pllowed the selection, yet
the laity paid the Curate ; and why not
allow him a Rector’s privilege? Mak-
ing the nomination did not take the
power out of the Synod’s hands, as
they could not accept or reject his no-
minee. To show that it would add to the
prosperity and happiness of the Diocese to
bave the nomination in the Bishop's
hands, he refeired to troubles caused in
Newfoundland and other places by the ap-
pointment of a Coadjutor uupalatable to
the bishop. He then gave some advice
with respect to the selection of a Coadju-
tor from this dioeese or from abroad,
promising to be influenced in his nomina-
tion by the expressed wish of the Synod.
He reminded the Synod that they were
not called upon to elect a Bishop, but to
nominate one. He was prepared to make
one concession and not have the eanon
considered a precedent. As to his suc-
cession and the guestion of an assistant
for his successor, he would leave that to
to the Syuod. :

During his address the Bishop was fre.
quently applauded. )

As soon as he had concluded, Mr. E. B,
Chandler, Jr., brought up the question of
the legality of the present session.

After some business relating to the
legality of the meeting of Synod William
Carman Esq. moved the Canon - which is
as follows : — :

1. Whenever at the request of' the
Bishop of the Diocese, or—if the Bishop
shouln{) be mentally incapacitated—then
whenever without such request the Synod
shall by resolution declare it to be advis-
able that a Bishop Coadjutor for the Dio-
cese should be appointed, the election of
such Coadjutor shall, either at the meeting
of the Synod at which such resolution
shall be passed or at a special mesting to
be called for that purpose, be proceeded
with in the manner hereinafter provided.

2. The Bishop shall submit to the Synod
the name or names of one or more persons
in Holy Orders in the Church of England
and Ireland in Canada, or in some Church
in full communion therewith, for election
as such Bishop Coadjutor.

3. Ugon such nomination being made by
the Bishop, the Synod shall proceed to
the election of a Bishop Coadjator.

4. Such election shall be by ballot, and
the votes of at least two-thirds of the
lay delegates present, shall be required to
elect such Coadjutor.

5. Should the Synod fail to elect on
such nomination, the Bishop may make
a further nomination, and so from time
to time ; and the election upon any such
further nomination shall proceeded
with as hereinbefore provided.

6. Should the Bishop decline to make
further nomination in any such case, the
proceedings for the election of a Bishop
Coadjutor shall cease.

7. Should the Bishop at any time become
80 incapacitated by mental infirmity as to
be unable to discharge the duties of his
office, the Synod may, if it see fit, preceed
to the election of a Bishop Coadjutor in
like manner as in the case of a vacancy in
the See.

8. When any person is duly elected
Bishop Coadjutor, it shall be the duty of
the Bishop, or of the Synod, forthwith to
notify the Metropolilan of such election,
in order that the comsecration of such
Coadjutor may be proceeded with as, in
the case of Bishops of Sees in the Province
of Canada.

6. The Bishop Coadjutor elect shall,
before his consecration, make and subscribe
before the Metwopolitan, or some other
gemn appointed by him, the following

eclaration :

I, A. B., elected Bishop Coadjutor of
the Diocese of Fredericton, do promise
that 1 will teach and mantain the doctrine
and dicipline of the Church of England.
And I do also declare that I consent £o be
bound by all the rules and regulations
which have been made, or which may
hereafter be made by the Synod of the
said Diocese ; and I hereby agree immedi-
ately to resign the said office of Coadjutor,
together with all the rights and emolu-
ments appertaining thereto, if sentence
requiring such resignation shall at any
time be upon me, after due ex-
amination and trial had by the tribunal
appointed by the Synod of the Diocese
for the trial of a Bishop, saving all right
of appeal, allowed by the said Synod.”

10. The said declaration, or a certified

copy thereof, shall be forthwith filed with
the Secretary of the Synod.

11. The Bishop Coadjutor shall perform
such Diocesan duties, and exercise such
Episcopal functions, as the Bishop may
assign to him ; or, in case of the mental
incapacity of the Bishop, such duties and
functions as the Bishop himself might
have exercised but for such incapacity.

12. Should any difference arise between
the Bishop and his Coadjutor relative to.
their respective rights and duties, it shall
be referred to and decided by the House
of Bishops of the Province of Canada.

13. The Bishop Coadjutor, when duly
consecrated, shall have the right of suc-
cession to the See of Fredericton, and
shall succed to the same immediately upon
its becoming vacant, and shall be installed
as such according to the Canons of the
Province of Canada.

14. The Bishop Coadjutor shall have a
seat in the Diocesan Synod, and the same
right of voting therein as any Priest of the
Diocese sitting in such Synod.

He gave a short history of the subject,
and was followed by Mr. Wilkiason, of
Chatham, who seconded the Canon in an
earncst speech,

W. M. Jarvis, Esq., and Canon Scovil
opposed the Canon and desired its adop-
tion to be postponed.

Meuntime the question of the legality of
the Synod meeting, which had been re-
ferred to a committee, consisting of Chief
Justice Allen, Hon, Mr. Wedderburn and
G. D. Street. Egq., came up and was re-
ported upon, the report being against the
legality of the meeting.

The question of the constitutionality of
the meeting depends on the construction
to be given to the 11th, 12th, and 13th
articles. The 11th declares, ‘‘the Synod
shall meet once in every year, on a sum-
mons from the Bishop of the Diocese, and
at such time and place as the Synod shal
direct ;” the remainder of the article re-
fers to the calling of special meetings.
The 13th article has also reference to
the calling of special meetings The
13th article is as follows: * Notice of
all meetings of the Synod shall be given
by advertisement in the Royal Gddette for
at least one month before such meeting.”

It is to be observed that under the 11th
article, the Bishop did summons the meet-
ing, and the Synod, at its annual sitting
in July 1878, did fix the time and place
of its annual meeting for 1879, and but
for the 13th article, the question would
not have arisen. Those who were very
anxious, if possible, to prevent the disas-
ter, argued that the 13th article applied
only to special meetings, the annual meet-
ing always being fixed by the Synod at its
previo us meeting. or that if it applied as
well to the annual meetings, it was, at
most, directory, and not essential, as if it
were held to be essential, it would be in
the power of the Bishop or the Secretary,
by neglect,or from any other cause to pre-
vent the meeting, whereas the 11th article,
was intended to secure the holding of the
Synod once in every year at all events,
and, it might be made a question under
the 11th article,if this were not the Synod
meeting, how it could possibly meet again,
certainly the Synod could not direct the
time and place of meeting under the tirst
part of the 11th article. It was felt by all
that if the notice was essential, it had not
been advertised for a month .at least, the
first advertisement being in the Gazette of
Wednesday,4th of June, and the meeting
called for Wed., 2nd July. The Synod
having referred the question t6 a commit-
tee of high legal standing, it was felt the
matter was too important to be left in any
doubt, as the proposed Canon woul.l affect
persons not present at the meeting, and
therefore, very reluctantly, the Synod ac-
cepted the sitnation,and a special meeting
is to be called for “Wed., 9th Oect., that
time being coasidered most generally con-
venient.

As the resolution of expulsion was not
in proper form it was withdrawn.

Councillor Brown moved a resolution to
establish polling places in North Esk and
South Esk, which was carried.

THE ANNEXATION MOVER CENSURED,

A motion to adjourn was lost. Council-

Yet, in
after years, the noble grand-son of that
same King, standing beside the tomb of
this great rebel- with his head uncovered
pronounced George Washington to have
been one of the greatest most noble and
best men that ever lived. He, therefore,
contended that the name of a rebel de-
pended on his defeat or success. Who

EX-COUNCILLOR CAMPBELL’S CASE AGAIN.

Coun. Fotheringham moved that in view
of the short time ex-Couacillor Campbell
had, after being appointed Valuator in
January last,to hand in his resignation and
the loss he had sustained in consequence,
the Secretary Treasurer be instructed to
pay to him the sum of $40.

Coun. Lawler explained that Mr. Camp-
bell had been required to pay $40 out of
his pocket to comply with a mere tech-
nicality of law —a course forced upon him
by the action of a narrow wmajority of
Council. The money did not, in equity,
belong to the County and should be paid
back. .

Coun. Whitney went at some length
into the matter of Mr. Campbell’s appoint-
ment, saying that after being elected a
Counciller he had craved the office of
Valuator and had canvassed and connived
in committee until hegot it. He wanted
the pay attached to itand in paying this
$40 had only thrown the sprat “to catch
the mackeral- If Comncillors voted to
give the money back they could not justi-
fy th 1ves to their constituents.

A TAX GRIEVANCE,

Coun. Fotheringham brought to the
notice of the Council the cases of Messrs.
Frank and Robert Russell of Black Brook,
parish of Chatham who had been taxed for
two years in the parish of Glenelg as well
as in Chatham and obliged to pay in both
places, though neither owing property,
nor living in Glenelg. He said, that when
the Collector for Glenelg asked Messrs.
Russell for their taxes they showed their
receipts from the Collector at Black Brook,
Mr. McRae, notwithstanding which the
Glenelg Collector enforced payment by
putting the matter in the hands of a
magistrate. He moved that the Collector
for Glenelg be ordered to refund $2,62
each to Messrs. Russell, which included
the tax levied on each, together with the
cost of collection.

Coun. Whitney cited cases in his parish
in which men had endeavored to avoid
paying taxes by showing forged receipts,
etc., and argued at considerable length
against the refund moved for.

Coun. Brown also argued in support of
Coun. Whitney’s views. .

Coun. McNaughton contended that the
taxes wrongfully imposed should be re-
funded, but not the expenses, and a motion
to that effect - was moved by Coun. Fowlie.

Couns. Fotheringham and Lawlor con-
tended that the whole sum collected should
be paid back, but Coun. Fowlie’s motion
passed. :

Shooking Accident.

Oa Saturday morning about 7 o'clock a
woodboat belonging to Messrs. R. & J.
Stewart, in charge of Capt. McDougall,
which bad taken in her cargo at the Traca-
die saw mill, was being towed into deep
water by the tug Zulu, when she ran
aground on the flats, before reaching the
beaches. During the efforts of the tug to
get her off a coil of rope was being run
out, when a young man named Wilson
Clarke, employed on board the woodboat,
jumped into the coil toclear a foul and his
legs being caught in the bight he was
dragged quickly to the chock. In conse-
quence of the great strain: both legs were
terribly broken and mangled between the
ankle and the knee. The right one was
almost completely torn off, hanging only
by a portion of muscle at the back of the
calf. The left leg was almost severed at
about one inch above the ankle joint, only
the skin keeping the foot attached to the
leg. The unfortunate man was conveyed
to the cook house near the mill, and Dr.
J. 8. Benson of Chatham was sent for im-
mediately. He was accompanied by his
brother, Dr. Joseph Benson, and they ar-
rived at Tracadie about 8 p. m. on Satur-
day. On examining the limbs they found
it impossible to save either.
was then administered and Dr. J. 8.
B isted by his brother, amputated
both limbs about midway between the
knees and ankles. Although the man suf-
fered severely from the shock at the time,
yet by Monday last he had rallied wonder-
fully, and when Dr. J. S. Benson left on
Monday morning, at 8.30, the patient was
doing well, and apparently quite comfort-
able. Much sympathy was evinced for
the unfortuvate man, both by his fellow-
employes, and through the neighborhood,
generally. .

THE MURRAY OVER-ASSESSMENT MATTER.
Assessor Mason being present and also Mr.
James Murray the communication of Mr.
Murray was taken up. Ou behalf of Mr.
Murray the Secretary-Treas. read the law
bearing on the subject from the Act of
1878 Cap. 39 which provides for the relief
of persons over-assessed on their taking
certain action, which action Mr. Thompson
showed, had been taken by Mr. Murray.
He said that according to Mr. Murray’s
showing he had, before the assesment was
made, given a written statement to Mr.
Mason showing the value of his property
to be,real estate $2,750. personal property
$3,250 less $700 for debts and $200
for working tools, which made his property,
for the purpose of assesments, worth §5,-
100. TInstead, however, of being assessed
on this amount, his property was valued at
$8,350 and over d to the t
of $33.65. Mr. Murray’s statement also
embraced an affidavit that he was pre-
pared to sell his real estate at the figure
he had named. Mr. Thomson, for Mr.
Murray, asked the Council to consider the
matter and do justice,
Coun. Betts enquired whether the
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change in the valuation sought by Mr.
Murray if adopted, as a general basis,
would not involve the raising of the rate
of taxation and, in the end, amount to the
same thing,

Mr. Mason, having received permission
to state his understanding of the matter to
the Council said Mr. Murray came to him
early in Apil and gave him a written
statement putting his real estate at $6,000,
but he evidently meant that his whole
property was worth that figure. He (Muar-
ray) took this statement away and on 19th
April came back with another which was
the one just referred to by the Secretary-
Treasurer. He told Mr. Murray that he
must value his real estate on the same
basis as he had other property for the pur-
poses of assessment and, besides, he believ-
ed the property to be of a higher value
than that set upon it by Mr. Murray.

To illustrate the merits of Mr. Murray's
valuation he would say that he asked four
gentlemen well acquainted with the value
of Mr. Murray’s property to figure up
what it was worth. They each made an
estimate and there was not $200 difference
between them, while each valued it some
$3,000 above his (Mr. Mason’s) valuation.

Mr. Murray was given permission to
speak and said he had presented the
statement submitted by him to the Council
to Mr. Mason who said Mr.Call told him to
make the value as he had made it. He
told Mr. Mason that he wae willing to
take even less for his property than the
sum named andsworn to by him (Mr.
Murray) as its value, but Mr. Mason re.
plied that he would assess the property as
he pleased. '

Mr. Mason said this statement was in-
correct.

Mr. Murray said he asked Mr. Mason
how it was that he was so “‘salted ”in
the assessment and the latter said Call
made the valuation.

Mr. Mason denied this, also,

Mr. Murray continued, referingto the
purchase of his property at $2,400 when
times were good and said he had sold one
half of it since. He thought it most
singular that he should be assessed for
more than double the first cost on only
one haif of the property.

My. Mason pointed out that the property
was much improved—a foundry having
been built upon it, a house doubled in
value and the value otherwise enhanced.

Mr. Murray contended that his business
was not a paying one. Coun. Brown, in
a somewhat lengthy speech argued that
the assessment was correct because other
properties were valued in the same pro-
portion.

Coun. Lawler said he regretted that the
Councillors for Newcastle parish would
not take this matter up and give the
Council their views of it.

The Warden—Wonld you have no asses_
ment for Income made on Mr. Murray?
None is made while many young men are
obliged to pay tax on income !

Coun. Lawler said it was right that
young men should be d on i
when they had one, but he ventured the
assertion tbat few manufacturers had any
income from their business at the present
time. Councillor Burchill agreed with
Coun. Lawler and said those who were in
receipt of fixed salaries were best off and
in good position to pay assessments on in-
come,

After further discussion the Council ad-
journed for tea.

SCHOOL DEBT.

In the evening the Secretary-Treasurer
read a notice from the Provincial Secretary
relating to the arrearage on the County
School Loan and requesting the attention
of the Muncipality thereto. In reply to
interrogatories, the Secretary-Treasurer
said that by paying over the surplus creat-
ed by the 10 7, added to the County assess-
ment, he had gradually reduced the debt
to $1,600. He proposed that after paying
the School drafts he should contiuue, as
before, to appropriate any balance left to
the liguidatiou of the amount still due.

Coun. Lawler made a motion embodying
the Secretary-Treasurer’s proposition.
He referred tothefact that several parishes
had not accepted the School Law at first,
although they paid a large amount of tax-
ation, which went to assist the schools of
the other parishes and relieve the local
ratepayers. Not only did the parishes
which accepted the law receive this benefit
at the expense of such parishes as Chatham,
but ever since Chatham had accepted the
law her proportion of the per capita tax
for the support of schools amounted to
$1,000 per year more than she received
back from the County'Fund—showing that
there was every justice in the surplus re-
ferred to by the Secretary-Treasurer being
appropriated as that officer suggested.

Coun. Brown argued that every parish
ought to pay its own arrearage.

Coua, Burchill favored Coun. Lawler’s
motion as an equitable one, which would
obviate a special assessment.

Coun. Freeze said the motion would re.
sult in all the parishes having to con-
tribate to the default of the few.

Coun, Brown made a second speech con-
tending against the motion and was re-
plied to by Coun. Lawler.

The Secretary-Treasurer said he made
the proposition because, under it, no one
parish would be called upon to pay a
cent additignal to what it would otherwise
pay—the 107, on which he depended for
the gradual liguidation of the debt being
imposed by law, and its payment being
required in any case. If, however, the
Council wished that the other course
should be taken, he would put on the
special assessment.

Coun. Lawler’s motion being put to vote
and a division had, it was lost, the names
being as follows :—

remitted as, in that case, he presumed the
interest he had paid would be refunded.

Coun. Brown’s motion was voted down.

It was ordered, on motion of Coun.
Burchill, that the Jail Keeper be directed
to take charge of the County lot adjoining
the Jail, and occupied by Mr. Davidson,
until the committee appointed for the pur-
pose had valued it, an amendment by
Coun. Freeze that the matter lie over un-
til next session being negatived.

An account submitted by Messrs. W.
& J. Anslow amounting to $36.35 was re-
ported upon by the Auditor as containing
overcharge to the amount of $4.15 and it
was ordered that it be paid less that sum.

Coun. Brown moved that possession be
taken of the Shaw lot in the town of
Newecastle, which was given to the Domi-
nion Government with the understanding
that a drill shed should be erected upon
it, the conditions of the gift having not
been carried out.

The Secretary-Treasurer showed that
the title was in the Dominion Government
and that certain further encomragement
for the erection of the drill shed promised
for the town of Newcastle had not been
offered.

Coun. Lawler thought it better not to
meddle with the matter until the Council
was better informed of its merits.

The motion was withdrawn,

Coun. Burchill being moved to the chair,
avote of thanks, moved by Coun. Fowlie,
was unanimously tendered to Coun.
Bourne for the satisfactory discharge of his
duties as Warden, to which the Warden
made an appropriate reply and moved a
vote of thanks to the members of the
press for their attendance at Counnil Megt-
ings and reports thereof published without
charge. A vote of thanks to the Secretary
Treasurer was also moved by Coun. Bar-.
chill. Both motions passed unanimously.

Couns. Brown and Lawler and the
Warden were appointed a committee to
provide desks for the two Councillors
from the divided parish of North Esk and
the Council adjourned sine die.
