constitutionally, no choice other than

to either acquiesce in their conduct,

dismiss them, or tender his own resig-

nation. It is pitiful, and a striking
illustration of the low level to which

partyism has dragged many prominent
papers, to find vhem thus practically

defending pablic planderersand holding
that the representative of the Crown—
after they had ignored him. in his
official capacity, given him sassurances
of their integrity-which were false,-and

violated their most important consti-

tutional obligations—should continue to
preserve with them the relationship of
a governor of a British province and

his advisers. Governor Angers had the

power todismiss the corrupt members

of his Cabinet and he would have dis-
graced his high office had ha not exer-
cised his prerogative as he has done.

Mr. Mercier, however, has made a study

of playing upon the sentimentality of
the impressionable people of Quebec,

who, as_ a whole, are perhaps more
 easily imposed npon by such harlequin-
ades of politivo-religious gymnastics as
hgve been practiced by the late premier,
than those of any other country in
America, at least, .and this fact seems
to give substance to an impression that
the people, when appealed to, may for-
get the dishonest administrator and be
carried away by the glare and tinsel in
which he has invested a large propor-
tion of the public money which he has
wrongfully appropriated.  Should this
happen, the province of Quebec will add
another page to its already uninviting
record as the “black sheep” of the Do-
' minion family and discourage the accept-
ance of its governorship by self-respect-
ing men, desirous of maintaining the
dignity of the Crown and vindicating
the good name of the province.

He mixes the Deity’s name up in the
controversy with a facility quite natural,
no doubt, to one of the exalted authority
ic such matters which he imagines he
has acquired; "although the circum-
stances in which his disgrace had its
genesis, and the environment of the
case, from its earliest stages to the
present time, were apparently the out-
come of intents and objects upon which
no blessing from on high could have
been iovoked with any degree of con-
sistency or sincerity. He is, apparent-
ly, a master of sophistry; and the
adroitness with which he misrepresents
facts aud juggles with inductious in-
dicates that he depends more npon
working upon the prejudices of the
ignorant in the struggle that is before
hir, than the merits of his cause or
any respect he has shown in the past
for either the traditions of the empire
or genuine tegard for its sovereigp,
against whom, while pretending in his
letter to hold her up as a defender of
constitutional rights, he, nevertheless,
utters a threatening growl, which will,
of course, not render him the less popu-
lar amongst his sympathisers.

Let us hope, however, that Quebec
has seen the last of the Mercier regime.
The rule of such men and those by
whom he has surrounded himself in the
historic province, would be financially

Not Very Patrotic.

Our former good-natured contemporary
—the St. John Globe—has of late mani-
fested much ill-temper. It is so spiteful
as to pat the heading ‘‘Preparing for the
Kingston election’ over the following Ot-

Three convicts, named Hayes, Hollings-
worth and Catellier, who were sentenced to
five years’ imprisonment in Kiogston peni-
tentiary for robbing mails, will be released
on Christmas eve.

But, after all, is it not a poor business for
a Canadian paper to land its circulation

abroad to the work of ‘creating incorrect
impressions, to the detriment of the coun-

try in the minds of strangers?

“Tou Never Can Tell.”

Some of the papers are rendering as-
sistance to the lawyers and courts in try-
ing cages of more or less local interest,
and the results—so far as the general
public is concerned—is to make the facts
as clear as mud. One story appears good
until one hears the other fellow’s inter-
pretation of it, while the declarations,
affidavits; pleadings, replications and
-other luxuries in which the respective
clients are investing their good money,
add to the interest and uncertainty, so
that life seems too short and its general
affairs too important to justify the ordi-
nary reporter in giving the time and
study such abstruse subjects require for
their proper and equitable adjustment.
Besides, after the papers pro-
nounce judgment, the judges have an
awkward habit of deciding quite different-
ly, for these gentlemen of the bench make
a practice of patiently waiting to hear all
the evidence, which: the papers dealing
with such matters think it unneccessary
to do. Lawyers generally demonstrate
their ability to take care of themselves,
however their clients may fare, and it
seems to us safest to let them fighy their
own battles and leave the judges to de-
cide their cases.

Let me
also recall what every one says of me—that
I shall soon go before the people and receive
from its strong and powerful hands a new
mandate which will enable me to resume in
the Legiclature the position from which you
have driven me, and to chase you constita.
tionally, but surely, from Spencer Wood, if
yon are still there.

The Eson.mlnac mehtheuo Case.

Point ESCJMINAC, Dec 19:h, 1891,
To the Editor of the Advance.

Dear Sir:—My attention has been
called to a paragraph in your issue of the
17th entitled *‘The Escuminac Lighthouse
Case”, and as youn make certin references
and -i:sinuations about me therein
(probably by not knowing all the facts) I
beg the privilege of making a reply. Ia
the first place ['may say I am not aware
to date of being dismissed from my posi-
tion here, but perhaps the St. John Globe
may be an anthority, and its report may
be correct. You say I never looked with
favor upon ‘M. . Carter’s appointmert,
etc. . In reference to this I may reply
that apon the death of my father, I was
an applicant for the position, my applica-
tion being backed up by a petition con-
taining the names of several hundred of
the most prominent electors of this part of
the County; also I felt that - the positibn
should be filled by a resident of tha par-
ish of Hardwick where it is sifnated. (I
may say here that [ still believe that the
vacancy should be filled by a resident of
Hardwick: There are lots of good men in
Hardwick who, in a short time, would be
as capahle of filling that position as men
from any other parisn “and itis looked
upon as being an insalt to the parish to
bring men ‘here, especially: when they
have gone to a ' foreign country.) And,
again, when Mr. Carter got his appoint-
ment, as yon wiil remember, you having
reforred to it at the time, he hired me as
his assistant at the 1a‘e of $250 per an-
num, a baigain which he never cariied
ont, shoving mo off after he got initiated ;
he wrote to the Dapartment in June of
that year, saying that he had discharged
me and as he brought hisson on from Bos-
ton to take my place,I can’c see that I had
any cause to look upon him with any
great -favor., However, he and I got
alonz first 1a%e, I not interfering with his
business, and he not personally interfar-
ing with mine, and things went along
smoothly enough as far as I was conzern-
ed, until the past season.

In the month of May he opened active
hostilities by reporting me to the Depart-
ment for neglect of duty, a charge which
has been c%cterized by a prominent
ofticial as <" #rivial, but which I believe
Mr. Carter thought would effectually
squelch me and open a way for his long-
cherished plan of having control of the
whole thing. Bat, unfortunately for
nimself, he did not coynt on any opposi-
tion, but in vetaliation I made some
charges against him, those charges being
investigated by the Government under
oath. Youalso say we bota held guod
offices which numbers of good men would
be wiiling t» take, etc. In reply to this
[ will svy that the position of light-
keeper here is a gnod one, but that the
positions I hold are not so enticing to
good men with families, as I will show
later on in this letter. You. also state
that I assisted in doing repait work, etc.,
and that we were éxpected to charge noth-
ing for any work done, etc., to which 1
reply that I dld do some repairs; I put
two tubes intd the boiler for Mr.. Carter
on two saparate oczasions, for which work
I charged the moderate snm of twoe dollars
and fifty cents. My son and:T also assist-
ed the Light-keeper to lay water pipes,for
which work I charged the reasonable sum
of $2:50,0r five doflars, in all. This i$ all
the repair work I did for Mr. Carter since
he came here, and all the moneyl ever
got from him forsuch work. My charge
for this work wa3 legitimate and very
mode’a‘e.

As to our being requiredl to give our
services frce, I may say that in the case
of light-keepers getting large salaries
they are expected to give their full time
to the Government, but in positions such
as I hold, onr full time is not reqnuired,
nor is it expected of us: those are the

regulations. I may say that any small

- repairinz I ever did for the G.vernment

in connection with my own work I made
no charge for.

Yon also insinnate that T wasa pa-tici-
pant in the boodlng transac:iis, which
is not true. I had no busine's with Mr.
Uarter, except what [ hive stated, anll
way further say that Le never -took me
into his confidence, nor anyone else that I
am aware of,

In the various dutie« which I
pe form at this station 1 hive a capable
substitute ia my wife, excepting in
signaling ships, which duty I am not call-
ed upon to perform very frequently, as
not half of the vessels frequenting these
watars avail themselves of the signal
station.

Now, in regard to the salaries paid, you
are again in error. The Light-keeper
receives $700 per yearand I get $331,
quite a difference. My salary is made up
as follows: For the signal station and
weather reporting, I receive $50 per an-

have to

.port salary of $15.

num, which is paid at the ond of the
year, for the meteorological service I get
$84 per annum, paid quarterly, for tele-
graph 1 get $60 per year paid at various
times—if buainess is good each month, as
one can keep his psy, which amounts to
17¢. a day, out of receipts ; for post oftice
the salary is $12 per annum for che privi-
lege of serving the public and thrawing in
the use of house as an office to boot; for
the Fishories Intelligence Bureau 1 get
$15, paid at the end of the season. I
have also the great privilege of living at
Escuminac Point fur three and oune half
months in the winter season, four miles
from any neighbor, eeldom in that time
seeing any person outside of my own
family, except the wail driver—no roads
and nothing to be seen but the snow and
ice. Now, if you know of any good men
with large families like mine who are
anxious for the position let ns hear who
they are. Ican understand why they are
eager for the position of Light-keeper.
Even that in the wiater time willigopl
their ardor. 1 may also say that though
I have been here for 18 years I am so poor
that I would find it difficult to get away,
notwithstanding I earn counsidorable .in
fishing and other jobs about the tishitig
establishments.

In conclusion I beg to say that I have
never boodled, ror have I been a party
therato. I always endeavored to serve
the public the best way I knew how, and
I think that part of the puble who are
directly interested can vouch for that fact.
There are a few wire-pullers in Chatlfam
who are not interested iu this matter, ex-
cept to serve their own ends. They are
anxious for my dismissal. When one of
their number gets left they make a great
row. Those are the parties who are now
making all the fuss. -

[We are qnite sure that Mr. Phillips’
many friends will ‘be glad to hear that he
still retains his position and is free from
the charge of participating in the irregu-
larities that have been discovered in con-
nection with Escuminac Lighthouse. We
quite agree with him that the pay he re-
ceives from the Department is very small
for the services he is required.to perform,
although we are not aware of the Daspart-
ment making it a condition of the posi-
tions he holds that the incumbent should
have a large family. That, we have nn
doubt, is an arrangement -of Mr. Phillips’
quite outside of his official duties.

We had no means, save through the
Auditor General’s report, for obtaining
information respecting the Government
salaries and allowances at Escuminac, and
that shows, on page 84 of appendix C.,
that Mr. Phillips received, in the year
1890, which is the last rveported upon
officially, so far, $29 nunder the head of
Lighthouse service, which is put down as
paymeat for one-twelfth of a year. We,
therefore, inferred that he was receiving
829 a month which would be $348 s year.
Then, he is put down on page 94 of the
same appendix as receiving $50 for signal
service and on page 96 for $75.50 and

-$12.85, under head of ‘‘special and mis-

cellaneous,” to. which is added ths post
office allowance of $12 and the fishery re-
It seems, however,
that the figures of the report for the year
ended 30th June, 1890, and those for the
year ended a year later, which are not yet
given to the public, are quite different,
although Mr. Phiilips, who knows exact-
ly what he received the last fiscal year,
will see that we hal a reasonable basis
for believing his income in connection
with his Government work at Puint Es-
cuminac was about §500, as we stated.]

seeks to give all parties—especially the
public at large—value for their money.

The races are for trotting foals (stallions,
geldiogs or fillies) of 1888, 1889, 1890 and
1891. The eatraoce fee to each stake is $12,

Brunswick in making the meeting the
success it should and doubtless will bs,
Live Lobaters for England.
CAPTAIN MCGRAY’'S EXPERIMENTAL SHIPMENT
BY THE STEAMER HISTORTAN,
f (Halifax Herald.)

There is a big fortune in the shipment of
live lobsters to England if it can be accom-
plished. A crustacean that may be bought
for three cents will easily bring a half a dol-
lar in London. This fact ought to prove an
incentive in leading to the discovery of some
means by which lobsters may be transport-
ed alive and in good condition across the
Atlantic. While a lobster will live quite
a long time out of the water and rnder
favorable circumstances, yet he is a very
sensitive creature, too, an1 what might be
conzidered a slight mishap would easly kill
him. Iobsters cannot be carried in a tank
of sa’t water like eels for they will injure
one aoother and for other reasons and will
only live for a limited time oat of the water.
They are successfully carried in closely
packed crates the comparatively short trip
from Yarmouth to Boston, but that plan
would not work on a voyage across the
ocean. How shall it be done? Captain
McGray of the stcamer city of St. John has
wrestled with the problem and hit upona
device which promises to solve the question.
The desire to see the plan for himself induc-
ed a Herald reporter to tahe a walk up to
the Richmoud railway wharf, where the
steamer Historian was lying, on Wedneeday
night. Harold McGray, brother of the cap-
tain, was on board superintendiog the ar-
rangement and preparing for the trip acrcss,
The lot of lobsters he had nnmbered only
fifty-five, and are being taken not a3 a money
miking veature, but as an experiment te
prove the practibility of the plan, It is
simplicity itself.. There are three iron
frames, 4x2 feet and 4 inches high, fastened
down on the deck.. Ia these the lobsters are
closely packed one deep, and a cover screw-
ed down. A reservoir holding 700 gallons
of sea water is placed conveniently near.
This is connected with the lobster frames, of
which there are three, by rubber hose.
Each frame has three entrances for the hose,
and three exits. The water is turned on
from the reservoir and a constant stream of
sea water passes over the ciustaceans, leav-
ing by the exits provided. The reservoir is
filled by a pump reaching over the ship’s
side to the sea. Mr. McGray estimates that
3,000 gallous of water will be consumed
every 24 hours and supposing the trip to
London takes ten days he will have to pump
up some 30,000 gallons. The apparatus is
situated on the hurricane deck. If it proves
a success a large lot of 1,000 will be taken
across in the spring to further establish the
practicability of the method. Mecanwhile,
Captaia McGray will secure a patent. In
case the method is adopted for commercial
parposes, a steamer would have to be es.
pecially prepared and a large number taken
in the hold, not on deck, as in the experi-
ment,

-respondent, was very striking. Mr.
Burnsanswered all questions asked with a
frankness that bespoke truthfulness and a
desire to state what he knew to be cor-
rect. On the other hand the petitioner,
while admitting that he could not read
English, swore that he served a true copy
of the petition on the respondent’s clerk.
The court held a night session, and after
hearing Mr. Gregory decided that as the
jurisdiction of the court had been attack-
ed they could not under the decision pro-
ceed with the merits of the case but would
reserve the point as to the service, to be
argued before the supreme court in
Hilary term. If the court decides that
the point taken by Mr. Curry is not well
grounded then the trial of the petition
will be begun on the 16th February next.
The counsel for Mr. Burns feel quite con-
fident that victory will crown their efforts.
—Times.

The report of the Transcript shows that
Mr. Gregory read the affidavit of Peter
Jos. M. Hache, petitioner, ta the effect

the respondent, through his clerk, Ed-
ward Hickson, and the servant of said
respondent at his residence. Hickson
made affidavit denying point blank what
was contained in the petitioner’s affidavit.

Bénnet Mullins, cashier of the St. Law
rencé Lumber Company, was next called,
and swore that it was he that Hache served,
and not Hickson ; that he was in Hickson’s
chair when Hache came into the office, and
corroborated the conversation related by
Hache to have taken place between the sup-
posed Hickson and Hache.

W. Draper, another clerk, partly cor-
roborated Mullin’s statements.

The Transcript adds, in a dazed kind of
way: ‘““There seems tobe a mystery sur-
rounding the services on Hickson, which is
very difficult to explain. In an interview
with Hache, last evening, he said that he
could not possibly have made a mistake in
his man, and cannot understand how the
thing can be cleared up. All parties con-
cerned with this crosss-wearing are respect-
fully connected.”

EVIDENCE THAT IT WAS TAKEN WITH RRASON-
ABLE ACOURACY.

Census balletin No. 3, which relates to the
‘population of the maritime provinces, has
been issued by the department of agricul.
tture, For the purpose of comparison the

with those of 1891 by sub-discricts and also
by groups arranged geographically. Of the
counties thus grouped 16 show decreases
and 20 increases in population. Taking the
three provinces together, the population in-
creased 13.5 per cent. in 1881 as compared
with 1871, and but one-half per cent. in 1891
as compared with 1881. George Johnson,
the dominion ¢tatiscian, by whom this bulle-
tin was prepared makes the following defence
of the accuracy of the count of 1891, which
has been seriously questioned.

The province of Prince Edward Island
was not in the union in 1871, and there are
no figures as tc houses and families for 1871,
The other two provinces had as follows :

The difference between the per cent.
increases in population and in families was,
in 1881, 31 per cent., and in 1891 it was 3
per cent. - The relative position between the
two remained practically the same in 1891 as
in 1881, conclusively demonstrating that the
enumerators visited the households. Visit-
ing the househiolds they would . naturally
take count of the individual members or
foolishly lose three cents for every one
omitted. The inhabited houses increased
in 1881 18.84 per cent., and in 1891 6 3 per
ceut. The difference between the increase
of the population and the increase of in-
habited houses was 5 per cent. in 1881,
and 52 per cent. in 1891—practically the
same. Thie test, thongh not #o good a one
as the family :st (owing to the tendency
of houses to increase faster than families in
prosperous communities), is sufficiently
good for the purpose, as it shows that there
is no such dizcrepency between the popu-
lation and their shelter as would be the
case if the enumerators had performed
their duty of counting the people . care-
lessly.

Mr. Johnson further says: ¢‘The ten-
deucy to reduction in the size of the average
family as observed in the maritime provinces
iB in accord with the teaching of all recent
census takings in other conntries. But the
reduction in the average family does not ac
count in whole for the stagnation of popu-
lation revealed by the census returns. The
population has removed in larger pumbers
than in previous decades. In the present
census we have provided for the ascertain-
ment of the extent to which there has Leen
an inter-provincal distribution of the people.
The aoalysis is not yet complete, but the
partial trials made show that the people of
these provinces have gone, during the last
ten years in an increasing degree, to the
western portion of our country. The stag-
pation in the east is partially to be accouted
for by the natural movement westward. It
is also accounted for by the increasing
aversion to agricultural pursuits. Other
causes, no doubt, have contributed to the
stagnation. In the adjoining state of
Maine, the increase of population was § per
per cent in the ten years ended June, 1890.”
