MR. MAYES WANTS $1.25
‘PER YARD AT SAND POINT

of the Board of Works
This Morning—His State-
ment of Prices Here and
Elsewhere.

‘At the request of the members of the
board of works, G. S. Mayes appeared
at city hall this morning to meet the
special committee on west side im-
provements, and make an offer for the
dredging of the berths at Sand Point.

When the meeting was supposed to
take place those present were Alder-
men Bullock, Rowan, Director Cush-
ing and Mr. Mayes, but after abo@{
two hours had been spent in consul-:
tation, Mayor Sears, Ald. McGoldrick
and the recorder dropped in, and were
there for the finish.

‘Mr. Mayes agreed to do all the
dredging required, at $1.25 per cubic
yard, and agrees  to commence the

to do so by Engineer Shewen. At Di-
rector Cushing’s estimate of the
amount of mud to be rémoved it will
take about 10 days to dlear up the
berths. The committee will report
back to the board of works probably
this evening, and Mr. Mayes will to-
morrow be notified whether his offer
will be accepted.

Speaking to the Star today with re-
ference to the figures on the ¢ost of

Mr. Mayes stated that his price on the
first contract was for 656 cents a yard
with a time limit of 12 months. He
made a deposit of $20,000. For the sec-
ond contract he bid 90 cents per yard.
Three tenders were handed in for this
and the next highest above his was
for $1.10. The deposit required” was
$10,000. There was & time limit of
three months and work was started
the 21st of September.

Mr. Mayes says that there is more
money in dredging in Boston at 37
cents than there is in St. John at $2.00
per yard, for here, owing to the
great rise and fall of tide, much time
is lost in moving about, and the dredge
is seldom able to work to its full cap-
acity. ! s 1A

A higher price will be required for the
Sand Point work than for the govern-
ment contracts, because in the latter
there is both high and low water work
and the dredge bucket can be brought
up full every time, while at Sand Point
what is required to be done is only
skimming, and the dredge will simply
operate in from six inches to four feet
of mud. Beside this, all the work
must be done at low water, and as a
consequence the dredge will have to
be shifted about considerably. Mr.
Mayes would say that he is not anx-
fous to take this work as he does not
think it profitable, pbut is desidous of
obliging the city.

' NEGRD RIOT
IN PHILADELPHIA

Ssenamn,

Caused by the Production of
a Sensational Play

B

Which is Blamed for Having Caused
Lynchings and Aggravated Race
Hatred in the South.

PHILADELPHIA, Oct. 23—Rioting
by thousands of negroes was caused
last night by a production of the Rev.
Thos. Dixon’s play “The Clansman.”

Before it was ended panic reigned
inside the Walnut street theatre where
the ,play was on, car service to the
entral part of the city was stopped,

indows were broken and a score or
more of blacks were badly beaten up.
Several went to hospitals and a num-
ber were arrested.

A committee of ministers called upon
Mayor Weaver in a protest against the
play and thousands of postal cards
were sent to the 6,000 negrees in the
negro section, calling upon them to
march upon the theatre and stop the
play by force. Recgnt lynchings in the
south were attributdd to it. Over 3,000
negroes fille the streets and two
squads of reserve police from city hall
had all they could do to proteet the
theatre goers. It was not long after the
curtain went up that a fight began
in the gallery and down into the street
came -a negro, his ~head and face
streaming with blood. “Rush the
theatre,” the crowd cried, but just then
100 more police charged on the blacks.

While the trouble was at its height,
director of the public safety McKenty
and Mayer Weaver’s chum, Frederick
J. Shoyer, pushed through and gained
the theatre stps. They and three negro
ministers who joined them, managed
to quiet the crowd. Aftér a cou cil
meeting had been arranged for today
and announced to the crowd it began
to ‘melt ‘away. It is brobable that the
press agent will be arrested for inncit-
ing a riot. Considerable property dam-
age was caused by stones, and hardly
a handful remained inside to see the
play.

FOSTER TALKS OF HIS
PURE PAST LIFE

He Has Nothing Which Needs
Any Defence

TORONTO, Oct. 23.—Hon. George E.
Foster made his first public utterance
before the North Toronto Conservative
Association in Simpson’s Hall last
night since the reading of the state-
ment under oath before the insurance
commission some days ago.

The statement was made in reply to
a somewhat guarded inference by W.
J.J McWhinnrey that the audience was
disappointed that Foster had not re-
ferred in detail to the insurance dis-
closures during the course of his ad-
dress. :

In paying a flattering tribue to Mr.
Foster's ability as a public man Mr.
McWhinney expresesd the hope that
Foster would clear himself and that
the party would not lose the services
of one in whose ability it took such
pardonable pride.

“1 did not come here tonight,” said
Mr. Foster in reply, “in defense of my
personal honesty. I have done nothing
for which I should be called upon to
defend my personal honesty in this or
God’s country. I have lived in this
country. before my fellow-men for fifty-
nine years working among them, day
by day, year by year, if for twenty-
two years I have walked before them
in the white light of a public career,
and have to- go anywhere to defend
my pedsonal honesty, then life is not
worth living, and fifty-nine years of
life have been for nought. At the in-
vestigation my examination was con-
ducted while I was under oath. I
gave my testimony and gave my state-
ment. If the man who doubts me does
not believe that, neither will he believe
me if I go on a public platform and
take my oath on the Scriptures. If
any man attacks me in parliament I
will be there, Mr. McWhinney, and i1
have the pleasure of coming back to
my constituents of North Toronto, and
they ask me to stand again, I will meet
my constituents when the time comes
and we will then thresh it out what-
ver the issue, though I won’t run and
jump into any defense of myself which
I do not consider called for.”

In connection with the election
methods he recited the details of a
number of scandals of recent years,
and appealed to his hearers to rise
above party politics and do something
to free the country from that unworthy
condition.

This case went in favor
of the club, but the authorities were
not satisfied, and now the place has
been' raided by the police.

Nearly twenty foreigners were found
playing roulette. The prisoners, in-
cluding Captain- and Mrs. Johnson,
were taken to the police station, where
they were kept from 7 o'clock in the
evening until 4 o’clock the following
morning without anything to eat.

All the persons arrested have com-
plained to their respective consulates,
and the club intends to prosécute the
authorities for committing an unlawful
act.

MAILS AT NORTH SYDNEY

Orders Issued fo 1. C. R. Officials to Have
Train Ready When Called For—Only
a Temporary Arrangement,

e

HALIFAX, Oct. 22.—The Intercolon=-
fal Railway officials on the Cape Breton
division have received orders to hold
themselves in readiness for the land-
ing of the English mails at North
Sydney. This is the extent of the in-
structions received so far. It is learn-
ed that this arrangement will hold
good wuntil the close of the gulf
navigation.

The steamers, after landing the mails
at North Sydney, will proceed up the
gulf to Montreal and land their pas-
sengers and cargoes there. Returning,
they probably will pick up passengers
at North Sydney, although there is
nothing definite as to this part of the
arrangement.

Every-
where he went the facts of his ccn-
dition had preceded him and he was
turned away from civilization to seek
refuge in the forests or on the moun-
tains. He was hunted by dogs, forced
to flee for his life from the vengeance
of the people, his only crime being that
he was afflicted with what is common-
ly supposed to be a contagious disease.
In desperation the poor creature sought
quiet in a freight car. He was discov-
ered, the car was shunted to an aban-
doned ballast pit, and left there for
weeks with the man in it. Finally he
took to the woods and after weary
wandering stopped at an old shack
where he has since dragged out his
existence.

But the people instead of taking
steps to relieve the sufferer, ex-
hibited almost inhuman -cruelty, and
yesterday

Surivors From Foundering Houseboat Tell
of Their Experience.

MOBILE, Ala., Oct. 22.—The Mallory
Liner Colorado, which arrived in port
today has as passengers Joseph Nel-
son, Charles Oilsen, Charles Anderson
and Otto Brink, who were picked up
at sea Saturday morning, 90 miles off
Key West. Nelson says he saw seventy-
nine men drowned from a houseboat
which was wrecked off Long Key in
last week’s storm.

Claim That It Should Now be
Handed Out.

Hartford Life Insurance Company,
having an office here, and the Security
Trust Company, both' incorporated
under the laws of this state, were car-
ried out by the sheriff this afternoon in
the suit brought against these two
companies by certain men representing
about 20,000 certificate holders of the
company in various parts of the coun-
try, to compel the distribution of a so-
| called “safety fund” of the company,
which amounts to more than 2 million
dollars. A receiver is also asked for.
The defendants are ordered to make an

ceiver all sums received from certifi-

“safety fund.”
The suit had been expected, but ac-
tion was not begun until the certificate
holders, unable, it is alleged, to get a
distribution, pooled their interests and
secured counsel to bring matters to a
head. The Hartford Life Insurance
Company, which ceased active business
in 1899, was organized on the stockhold-
ing plan in 1867, but since the former
date has continued to collect premiums
on outstanding certificates as if it
were continuing business, it being al-
<leged that in 1899 the outstanding risks
amounted to ninety million dollars.
Prior to 1880 the company invented 2
plan of assessment life insurance which
was designated as “the safety fund
plan” by which $3 was collected - on
each $1,000 of insurance and put into
a fund, the surplus of which, when the
fund reached a million dollars, was to
be distributed among the certificate
holders. This “safety fund” was to
be deposited with the Security Trust
Company. The plaintiffs, in the suit
just brought, claim that the stockhold-
ers, having authorized the collection of
the assessment for the ‘safety fund”
since 1899, although the company had
ceased to write any more insurance,
have thus far failed to make a distribu-
tion of the safety fund and that the
jntent is to keep that fund for their
own advantage, through a final wip-
ing out of the certificates due to lapses
following increased and exorbitant
assessments. \

The company was chartered original~
ly in 1867 and its charter was later
changed to meet various forms of in-
surance. The defendants, it is alleged,
own the majority of stock. The writ
describes at length the operations of
the company and the character of the
certificates issued and gives excerpts
of circulars issued from time to time to
promote business, one quotation being
the following: 7

«“The safety fund is limited to one
milion dollars, because that, so long as
that amount of insurance remains upon
the books, the premiums, based upon
the standard mortality tables, are
ample to meet every c¢laim. Should the
insurance (now $92,000,000) fall below
one million, it is provided that

the payment of the face value of every
policy outstanding making the strong-
est form of policy ever devised.”

OTTAWA, Ont., Oct. 22:—There will
be three big motors running on the In-
tercolonial next spring, and the num-
ber will be increased -to ten as fast as
they can be built. This is the decision
that has been reached as the.result of
investigations in Europe just complet-
ed by G. R. Joughins, superintendent
of ‘motive power on the' government
railroads. He has reported at Ottawa,
after a tour of investigation which
took him through France, Austria,
Hungary, Germany and England. He
found the motor car preblem had been

best dealt with by the Great Western !

railway of England.

That road handles an immense
passenger business for short distances
with a system which will likely be
adopted on the Intercolonial. The mo-
tor is rum by steam and is in the cen-
tre of a train of two or four cars. It
has 216 horse-power and runs-at forty
miles an hour. The driver, like an
electric car motorman, is at the front
of the leading car, and there controls
the train by levers. He can reverse
the machinery and operate it from the.
other end for the return trip. This
saves switching.

The first services inaugurated by the
Intercolonial will be at St. John, Mone-
ton and Halifax, to handle suburban
passenger traffic. Afterward the ser-
vices will be extended to the branch
lines. The motors and cars will be
built in Canada.

TAX GOMMISSION
AT FREDERIGTON

Question of Taxing Lands Now Exempted
Was Discussed—Agreement
May be Reached

FREDERICTON, N. B, Oct. 22.—
The tax commission held a session this
evening ‘at the office of Chairman Al-
len. The question discussed was the
subject of taxing lands now exempt. A
committee composed of Rev. J. De
Wolfe Cowie, Warden Thomas, L R.
Golding and H. G. Fenety, appeared
on behalf of the corporation of Christ
Church, and Havelock Coy on behalf
of the University of New Brunswick,
the ' two parties chiefly interested.
They were given an attentive heading.

The church and university maintain-
ed .that as their properties had been
exempt in the past and the rentals
fixed on that basis, that it would be
unjust to tax the owners of the
ground. With this view the commis-
sloners seemed to agree, though not
expressing themselves officially. They
felt that as regards the running of the
present leases no additional should be
placed, but as regards renewals as
the lessees had a right to fix the rent,
the question might be different.

Judging from the meeting expression
it is altogether probable that an ar-
rangement will be reached satisfactory
to all parties.. The lands owned by the
church comprise six blocks at the up-
per end of the town and half a block
on Queen street, while the university
possesges the entive ‘block on Xing
street between Carleton and Regent.

None Can Travel al Night
in Safety--Police Powerless

More Than Twenty Thousand Revolvers
Have Been Sold to Frightened
Citizens for Protection

SAN FRANCISCO, Cal, Oct, 22.—All’
of the solid business men of San Fran-/
cisco are seriously considering taking
the work of guarding citizens from the
attacks of highwaymen into their own
hands, for they have come now to a
full realization of the serious state of
affairs brought about by the bold ac-
tivity of thugs and robbers—a state of
affairs that the police are wholly un-
able to cope with.

Not since the mining camp days of
'49 have inhabitants of the Golden
Gate been in such a state of terror and

men, persons who never pulled the
trigger of a toy pistol, goes about arm-
ed. The San Francisco Chronicle is
authority for the statement that within
the last few weeks twenty thousand
revolvers have been sold by dealers in

Besides the tremendous sale of fire-
arms—a sale that means sufficient
deadly weapons to fit out an army
nearly as big as the first volunteer call
in Spanish war days—the falling off
reluctance for
indulgence at the risk of
life and property illustrate the state
of lawlessness that predominates in
San Francisco. Until residents can go
forth in their carriages and automo-
biles at night without the fear of a
masked road agent interfering with
their plans they prefer to stay at home
and ‘content themselves with family
entertainments, taking the precaution
of having handy a revolver in case of
{ntrusion from the second story thiet.

As a result of the siege of terror the
theatres are doing little business com-
pared with the patronage before the
earthquake. Timid people refuse to'
take the chance of going to the theatres |
at night. Some even look upon a mat-
inee treat as a risk. Of the managers
Supervisor Sam Davis, manager of|
the Davis Theatre, is loud in his de-
nunciation of the condition of affairs,
although criticism has been hurled at
him and the aeting mayor of the city:

‘It is a terible condition of affairs,” |
Mr. Davis said today. “People are !
afraid to leave their homes to go to the |
theatre. Ever since these thugs have
been at work there has been a steady |
falilng off in the receipts of the the-|
atres. People are so frightened when |
they read of the deeds of the thugs in |
our public highways, in the banks in
broad daylight and in the homes of |
citizens that they are not willing to |
risk their lives for pleasure.” |

All of the hotels have taken the pre-
caution of arming their employes. In.
some there are signs displayed warn-
ing guests about going out at night.
Extraordinary precautions were taken
at the Hotel St. Francis, where are
many wealthy patrons.

The corridors of the hotel and the an-
nex are patrolled by watchmen day
and night, By the clerks’ side are
kept two loaded revolvers, and the
same precaution is taken by W. Hj
Dorhmann, the assistant manager.

The employes of the United Rail+
roads are all armed to prevent raids
along the line. All inspectors of the
lines and many employes have been
sworn in as special officers.

So sweeping has been the reign of
terror that wagon drivers of the de-
partment stores are all armed. In
every saloon a revolver is kept handy,
and it is the same in ordinary stores.

Comes Into Hands of English
Ghancellor

LONDON, Oct. 22.—Mr. Asquith is
the luckiest chancellor of the exchequer
that England has ever known in the
matter of death duties that have come
to his coffers since he took office. The
death of Mrs. Lewis-Hill brings him
the thirteenth estate, valued at mill-
jons, during the present year into his
hands for death duties, while last year
his predecessor Austen Chamberlain,
had only one man of millions who con-
tributed to his bag.

The highest previous record that can
be recalled of men of millions con-
tributing in this way to the assistance
of the chancellor of the exchequer was
eight, whose estates reglized about
£13,000,000 ($65,000,000). The thirteen
estates which have come to the aid of
Mr. Asduith realize about £ 24,500,000
($122,500,000).
