to the science of all iime. Tae sbelver
abound i» valuable books. Works in Eag-
lish form the least valuable part of it. The
missionaries early learned that to puil
down pagsnism they must first know what
.it is. Hence they collected rare Hindu and
Pali meuuscripts, on crude paper and oo
palm leaves, or in any shape in which they
could fiad them, They brought them here,

deciphered them, and ;hen told the world

the secret of their falsehoods. The books
now in this library which bave grown out
of the old and now dying faiths of India
would be beyond price in the British

Museum, or in any other collection ir the |
world. As bibliogra phical curiosities alone |

they are worthy of the closest study, for
they illustrate exactly the old Indiao
metbods of perpetusiing letters. The
Sanskrit manuscripts, where one caa find
the germ of our nervous Baxon, are in rich
abundance, Even Thibet, away beyond
the Himalayas, has been made to yield
some of its stores, for one finds on these
shelves some flae manuscripts from that
littleknown country. Ner did theee
Iaborious and - keen-eyed men forget the
days of the t Mogul rulers, for here ie
the identical account of the apostles which
the Jesuits presented to the Experor
Akbar. Those were essy days to fiod
literary. gems when these men first began
to gather them in Indis.

God—His love, His
righteousness; mav, bis immortality, bis
destiny, salvstion, from what, to what,
elernity,*its possibililies—nay, its blessed
snd awful certaintiee—ihese are the sub-
jeots of & preacher’s thoughts and worde.
For » man standing in touch with all
these mightyltacis, perils, possibilities, to
bave e higlgreat aim to draw them by
words whigh tickle the fancy or appesl to
their asthetic taste or cater 1o their craving
for sensstionalism, why, it would be more
seemly for s judge o aim to impress with
his orstory the criminals st his bar con-
demned to die. Yet this demand made
upon preschers to draw crowds is putting
them ander stroog (empiations to make
this & grest object of their sermons. The
truest instinots of theJjsoul revolt, however,
sgainst any other object than the supreme
one of helping men from sin, from death,
trom bell, up to righteousnees, to life, to
God and heaven. Even to suspect thata
preacher is seized by a desire to please for
its own sake, will largely destroy his power
to profit, if it does not drive away the
truest and sinoerest of his heazers.

What, then, are the elements of attrac-
tive presching ?

First 10 be mentioned is the man him-
self. No mes’s words will have much
power 10 dra« unless the man himself is
attractive. The preacher must be a man
whose charscter and life commend him.
Let him' but be & true man, absorbed in
the grestness cf his grand work, eviden:ly
seeking most of all to preach Christ and
profit uies, impelled by the desperate need
of mes, and his earnestness of eoul, bis

eee of purpoee, his loftiness of aim,

blessed, the stupendous facte with which
be bas to desl, will comfel from all &

ATTRACTIVE PREACHING.

The question, how o make preaching

sitractive, deservadly receives careful
thought. Very few qoestions are of
grester moment. Preachiog mast have a

two-fold power, or it must be s failure. It
must aliract mea 10 bear it, and, wheo
beard, it mast srouse their interest in the
grest thewes with which it deals.

It must not be forgutien that attractive
presching and to preaching are
vot the same. Churches and writers who
would make preaching sitractive by es-
closing the sermon in exquisite music sod
» splendid ritasl, fail to distingnish between
these two things. The services before and
after preaching shou'd be as attract ve as
possible, consistent with their own high
sim, for their own sske. But to make
them fA¢ sitractive feature, by which people
e to be drawn 10 hear the preaching, is
freating the sermon as though it were s
pill which must be sugar costed in order
10 be taken, It should ever be remembered
that the sermon embodies the great of jeot
of the whole service. [t is by the preacning
of the gospel God bas ordsined to save
mes. It is through the truth which the
sermon is W exprund sod enforce that men
are 1o be sanctified, And is not the great
two-fold aim of all religion and all religious
services 10 save sod ssnctify? Or, asit
might be betier siated, are not the tvo
#tepe of the one grest aim of religion to
save sod sanctify—io completely save?
Lat, then, the servioes in ocomnection with
& sermon be ‘as aitractive ae they may,
they are only the setting for the sermon.
The sermos is the gem of the whole ser-
viee. To make the sermon subordinate to
the music or 1o saything elee, is like hiding
o dismoud“in » golden setiing. Ia the
Uunited States there is & growing danger
thet the sermon will be degraded from its
bigh position. As one of our brethren
who has recently visiled that country sad
preached in one of our churches there,
eaid, the sermon is often made to play second
fildle to the quartette. In churches of
some other demominstions, it has to play
second fiddle to » gorgeous ritual. Itisto
be boped that otir proviscial charches
may not follow this bad example, Imagine
Paul meking the preaching of the goepel
bow deprecatingly to quartette, choir or
ritual !

Bearing ia wind, then, that the gaestion l
i+, pot how can people be aitracted to
preachisz, but how can preaching be mad=
attractive, whet is suggested 16 this end ?

1 homage which will give & ten-
fold power o his words. Above all, let 8
deep and yearniog love be seen in hie life
and labors, 8 love, in ite messure, like that
ot the dear Baviour, and he will attract
men (0 bimeelf and to the message he
gives; for there is no power on earth or in
heaven which has such maguetic force to
draw men as that of & heart throbbing
with strong pulee beats of compassion
from the heart of Christ, and giving life to
corresponding sction.

Second, there is the messsge, This,
sfter all, must be the chief attraction of
all preaching. There is in the gospel that
which fits it to this end. It has to do with
such exalted subjecta ; it makes life such
& grand thing, it so lifte men out of their
“littleness; it deals with such vast concerns ;
it opens up to all such illimitable poesibili-
ties ; ita standards are so high ; its aims
are 80 divine; its revelations of the nature
of God are so entrancing ; ite adaptatioss to
human needs are 80 perfect ; its truths find
#uch a respowee in the dreads, the convic-
tions, the hopes and the yearniogs of the
soul, that it caonot be proclaimed in ite
fallnese, ite freeness, its love, its .deliver-
snoe, ita hopes, its certainties, and not
draw and move men. The words of our
Lord etill find illustration, ' And I,if I be
lifted up, will draw all men unto me.”
The men who think they must turn away
from these grand themes which send their
vibrating chords down into the depths of
bhumas eouls to dispense a little misty
philotopby or to dabble in the Istest
theories of science or to discuse the newest
novel, make a lameontable mistake, acd
will fail in even the Jow aim of atiracting
the crowd, Buch preachers may hold &
certain clase of hearers’or may gather up
the froth and float which is ever ready to
be swept hitherto and thither by a novel
fext or a sensational topic; but earnest
soule, with any sense of deep need and
high craving will scon lire of such food.
The man in whose preaching are heard
the solemn wave beats of eternity, the
opening and shuting of the gates of heaven
sad of doom, is seen the eternal life of the
soul as it goes on and up until it is loet in
glorified heights and distances, is felt
the mighty heart throbs of divine and
infinite love, will not lack hearers. The
deepest depths of men’s souls are still
sending forth the ory “ Tell me the old,
old story,” aad the preaching which is the
plainest reeponse to this inner sighing is
still the preaching which has power to lay
bold of men wnd bind them fast with
books of steel.

If
that power canjbe obtained, it matiers not
what elee is abeent, the great okject of
preaching will be attained. Is it not also
tru-, that when the power of the spirit
ocomes, it has & wondrous influence to draw
the careless to hear the word?

Let us, then, gatber up what has beea
said. We want people to be attracted by
preaching, not’ merely to preaching. In
order (o do this, there must be the power
of the man: his persouality, his character,
his spirit;.the power of the word: the
goepel in its purity, simplicity, grandeur;
the power of the Bpirit, to arrest attention,
prepare the heart and spply with omni-
potent epergy. As snother year ia upon
us, may grace be given to all onr pastore
to fulfil the conditions of eucceesful
presching, and may the members of our
churches uphold their hands.

The news has come through Tippo Tib
that s letter was received at Stanley Falls
from Henry M, Stanley on August 28
Stanley was then at Booyald on the
Aruwhimi, where he had arrived om the
17th of Angust, He tad left Emin Pashs
82 days before in perfect health and
provided with plenty of food. Stanley bad
returned to Bonyald for loads of stores in
charge of his reor guard, and intended to
leave ten days later to rejoin Ewin, He
reported all whites in the expedition as
healthy and eaid the expedition wanted
nothing.

Later, Mr. Goechen, in the House of
Commcns read, amid cheers, a telegram
received by the Weet African Telegraph
Company, from Bt. Thowas, reporting the
srrival of Stanley aed Emin, on the
Aruwhimi. The government has not yet
received direct official news coufirmiag the
Te| 3

This news, if 1t proves to be true, will be
hailed with » sigh of relief by millions.

Matters in East Africa are in a terrible
state, A dispatch from Zinzibar says that
in pursusnce of the Sultan’s orders, four
natives awaiting trial for murder were
borribly snd cruelly executed in the
streets of the town. The Bultan also
ordered that twenty-four prisoners, includ-
ing one woman, whe had been sentenced
for life, be put to death in a similar man-
wer during the next week. The British
consul vainly protested against the
strocities. The BSultan bas yroclaimed
that in future he will te juided by
Mshomedan law only, bas bestowed the
power of capital punishment on lbeal
governors, and their sentences shall not
be subject to appeal. The two  mopet
powerful tribes wert of Zi>z’ber have
engaged in & war of extermination. There
seems to be & general risirg to repel
German invasion, The miseions in all
this region are in great danger.

The French Chambers have had an
excitig time, M. Challeme! Lacour swept
the house off its.feet vy his oratory, He
said France had sbandoned the most
glorious of monarchies and was sbout to
fall st the feet of the least of men. The
cabinet's duty was 10 check the movement
towards this abyss, but instead of doing
thie the cabinet were hastening the move-
ment,

The British ambassador to Persia seems
o have completly neutralized Russian
influence ot the court of the Bhah. In
order to regain inflaence, the number of
Russian officials has been largely increased.
Bat the Shab is aware that Russia medi-
tates the conquest of his dominions 8o as to
got & pathway 0 \he Indian Ocean, while
the British interest in his own dominions
is commercial, chiefly. He will not,
therefore, be likeiy to sucocumb to Russian
inflaence.

Benator E iwards has preseated a resols
tion to the United States congress, warning
all nations agsinst assuming any control
over the Isthmus of Panawa, as it would
be regarded as prejodicial to the interests
of the Union. This, evidently, is to infla-
ence the French chambers to refuse to
yield to the pressure of the Paoamsa Cana)
Company, and cemplete the canal rs &
government work. This is carrying the
Monroe doctrine pretty far.

There are various conjectures as fo
whom President eleot Harrison will appoint
to hie cabinet. It has been stated again and
again that Blaise is to be Becretary of State,
This will be bitterly opposed by maay
staunch Republicans. Harrison reems to
have the good gift to keep his own
coussel.

It is pleasing to note that the Dominion
Grange have passed a vote against the
licensing of the rum traffis and in favor of
total prohibition.

May the Lord grant that with incresse
of members there may be also increase
pirituality and devotion. Great prosperi
brings. greater tcmptations, then great
adversity ; and at no time is there need of
more watchfulness than when a people are
meeting with success. When the foliage
of & tree is thrifty, the culture of the soil
which nourishes the root may be neglected.
