H(Continued from page 1) 
than one hundred American citizens 
were among those who perished made 
it the duty of the government of the 
United States to speak of these things, 
and once more, with solemn emphasis, 
to call the attention of the Imperial 
German government to the grave re­
sponsibility which the government of 
the United States conceives that it has 
incurred in this tragic occurrence, and 
to the indisputable principle upon 
which that responsibility rests. The 
government of the United States is 
contending for something much great­
er than mere rights of property or pri­
vileges of commerce. It Is contending 
for nothing less high and sacred than 
the rights of humanity, which every 
government honors itself in respecting, 
and which no government is justified 
iu resigning on behalf of those under 
its care and authority. Only her ac­
tual resistance to capture, or refusal 
to stop when ordered to do so for the 
purpose of visit, could have afforded 
the commander of the submarine any 
justification for so much as putting the 
lives of those on board the ship in 
jeopardy. This principle the govern­
ment of the United States understands 
the explicit instructions issued on 
August 3, 1914, by the Imperial Ger­
man Admiralty to its commanders at 
sea to have recognized and embodied, 
as do the naval codes of all other na­
tions, and upon it every traveller and 
seaman had a right to depend. It Is 
upon this principle of humanity, as 
well as upon the law founded upon 
this principle, that the United States 
must stand.

“The government of the United 
States is happy to observe that Your 
Excellency’s note closes with the in­
timation that the Imperial German gov- 
emment la willing, now, as before, to 
accept the good offices of the'United 
States in an attempt to come to en un­
derstanding with the government of 
Great Britain by which the character 
and conditions of war upon the sea 
may be changed. The government of 
tiie United States would consider It a 
privilege thus to serve its friends and 
the world. It stands ready at any 
time to convey to either government 
any intimation or suggestion the other 
may be willing to have it convey, and 
cordially invites the Imeprial German 
government to make use of its services 
in this way at Its convenience.

Huge orders for munitions bf war 
have been placed in Canada by the 
Allies and three hundred Canadian 
factories are busy. It is everything 
In this war to get these munitions. 
Seized of this, some Individuals or 
groups of individuals are believed to 
have cornered the market, for metal 
Is hard to get and the price is costly. 
Canadian manufactures are hampered 
by the difficulty of getting zinc, and 
the high price is also a consideration 
that has to be faced.

Since the outbreak of the war, says 
the mining engineer of the Temiskam- 
ing and Northern Ontario Railway in 
his Teport just issued, the zinc busi­
ness has been creating some uneasi­
ness. Before August last the main 
supplies came from Belgium and Si­
lesia, but these being cut off we now 
have to look to the United States.

“The Belgian price was 6% cents, 
but now the price is eleven cents f. 
o. b. If, as is alleged, there has been 
an American combine to corner the 
market for zinc and thus increase the 
price the effect of this new order of 
the War Offlee allowing mild steel to 
be used will be to break the combine, 
loosen up the supply and lower the 
price. However, the Immense mar­
ket for it is gone and holders are 
left looking foolish.

Toronto, June 10.—At a luncheon 
given at the Royal Canadian Yacht 
Club today in connection with Vie 
annual meeting ot the Toronto branch 
of the Canadian Manufacturera’ Asso­
ciation the principal guest was Brig­
adier-General Alexander Bertram, 
formerly of Dundee but now of Otta­
wa, chairman of the Dominion Shell 
Committee. By special request Gen­
eral Bertram spoke on the work of the 
important organization over which he 
presides.

General Bertram said:—Mr. Chair­
man and Gentlemen, it is with pleas­
ure that 1 respond to the kind invita­
tion of my friends of the Toronto 
branch of the Canadian Manufacture 

Vers’ Association to tell them eoroo- 
▼thing of the development of certain 
• Canadian industries during the past 

few months. Little did I conceive, 
and I am sure neither did you, when 
you held your last meeting that twelve 
months later I should appear before 
you as chairman Of a committee ap­
pointed by the government to super­
intend the manufacture of munitions 
of war. Everything at that time 
looked peaceable, the war clouds 
had not gathered ; indeed, did not even 
appear to be gathering. Today, how­
ever, Canada as part of the British 
Empire, is engaged in the greatest 
war that the world has ever known. 
It is not the lot of every man to Be 
able to go to the front. The man 
who stays at home, provided he bends 
his energies in the right direction, can 
render equally as effective service in 
the cause of right and Justice, as rep­
resented by the allies in this war, as 
the man behind the guns or the ones 
who are actually serving in the trench­
es. This remark applies equally to 
the employer and the employee.

In this connection I may make >ne 
brief citation from a recent statement 
by a man who stands high in fbe 
councils of the Empire, a man whose 
name is revered by every patriotic 
Britisher, I mean ^ord Kitchener. 
Only
war, . ,HHHPMRR, . m
out this statement to the people of 
the United Kingdom:

“I have said that I would let the 
i country know when more men were 
à wanted for the war. The time has 
' come, and I now call for 300,000 re­

cruits to form new armies.
“Those who are engaged on Uie 

production of war material of any 
kind should, not leave their work. It 
is to men who ate not performing 
this duty that I appeal.”

My chief object in addressing you 
today in my capacity as chairman of 
the Shell Committee, is to let the 
people of Canada know what the Ijo- 
minion is doing in the manufacture 
of munitions of war. It is surprising 
what little knowledge men have of 
our work; men of ordinary intelli­
gence who, through the public press, 
should certainly -be cognizant of the 
situation as it exists today in this 
country. For instance. I read in an 
Ottawa newspaper last week a long 
editorial written by a gentleman in 
his office which is situated within two 
blocks of the headquarters of the 
Shell Committee, telling the govern­
ment what should be done to organize 
the manufacturers of Canada. Al­
though we have been at work for 
several months, and so far have pro­
duced and shipped 660,000 shells, evi­
dently it has not dawned upon this 
gentleman that the government, as 
well as the manufacturers of the Do­
minion, were alive to the necessities 
of the situation and were doing their 
respective parts loyally and enthusi­
astically.

Tribute to Major-General Hughes.
I am not here as an apologist for 

Major-General Hughes. He needs no 
apologist. To the Minister of Militia

and to him alone belongs the credit 
of initiating the work for the organi­
zation of the manufacturers in Canada 
in a way that they were never orga­
nized before in one particular indus­
try. /General Hughes is the pioneer 
of tais work in the Dominion; ihe 
members of the Shell Committee are 
simply the means by which he is car­
rying out this effective work and 
splendid service for the Empire, 
say nothing of the zeal and enthusi­
asm with which he mobilised, equip­
ped and dispatched 33,000 men from 
Canada in seven short weeks after the 
declaration of war, and since then 
has sent across the seas an equal 
number. That in itself is a 
cent achievement, and only in 
lesser degree will the credit accrue 
to him for showing the way to the 
engineering firms of England, Ireland 
and Scotland, as well as other portions 
of the Empire, to the manufacture 
of those munitions without which no 
war can be successfully carried on.
You all read the other day the stir­
ring words of Lloyd George at Man­
chester. I am glad to know that the 
factories of Britain are now being 
systematically organised for the pro­
duction of ammunition, even after the 
lapse of so many months. General 
Hughes was the first man in Canada 
to grasp this idea.

Shortly after the war broke out the 
minister received an ordeh from the 
British government for supplies of 
arms and ammunition. Contracts were 
placed for these both in -Canada and 
the United States, and then came the 
request for 200,000 shrapnel shells, un­
loaded, in equal numbers of 16 and 18- 
pounders. Canada possesses in the 
city of Quebec a modern plant for the 
manufacture of shells, but its capacity 
Is limited. It can only produce 75 
shells per day, which we now see was 
quite inadequate to meet the demand.
There was only one thing to do. The 
Minister of .MLlltia conceived the idea 
of utilizing the engineering factorial 
throughout the Dominon for shell man­
ufacture, and to secure the co-opera­
tion of employers and employees in 
the engineering trades to take up .this 
patriotic work. As a manufacturer 
myself I am free to confess that it 
was with some reluctance that we re­
sponded to • General Hughes’ sugges­
tion, even though at that time many 
factories were practically Idle. Sev­
eral manufacturers met the minister 
in Ottawa on the 2nd September. At 
this meeting there were also present 
Col. C. GrevlUe Harston, chief inspec­
tor of arms and ammunition for the 
Dominion, and Col. F. D. Lafferty, su­
perintendent of the Dominion Arsenal 
at Quebec. We discussed the whole 
situation freely, and after hearing ex­
planations by Col. Lafferty as to the 
manufacture of shells and their com­
ponent parts, and the examination of 
drawings and specifications, which 
were fully explained by both these 
officers, we came to the conclusion 
that the manufacturers of Canada could 
and should engage in this work.

Accordingly the following week, at 
9, meeting called by General Hughes 
at the Dominion Arsenal at Quebec, a 
committee was appointed to organize 
the movement throughout the Domin­
ion. The members of this committee 
are Messrs. Thomas Cantley, of New 
Glasgow ; George W. Watts, Toronto;
E. Carnegie, Welland ; General T. Ben­
son, .Master General of Ordnance; Mr.
J. W. Borden, chief accountant end 
paymaster geroraJ; Col. Harston and 
Col. Lafferty, the latter four repre­
senting the Department of Militia and 
Defence. I had the honor to be nam­
ed chairman of this committee. I ac­
cepted the office, because I felt it to 
be my duty. I bed the additional sat­
isfaction of knowing that there were 
associated with me enthusiastic col­
leagues who would do tbeir utmost to 
make the -undertaking a success. In 
this I have not *een disappointed. 1 
caiyiot speak too highly of the splen­
did work of my associates.

Col. Lafferty undertook the techni­
cal instruction of the manufacturers, 
while Col. Harston was allotted the 
equally Important duty of superintend­
ing the examination and inspection.
Before, the end of the month we were 
fortunate to secure the services of Mr.
David Carnegie of London, England, at 
ordnance adviser
how fortunate we were in this respect 
when I tell you that iMr. Carnegie, who 
is one of the recognized authorities on 
steel and munitions of war, was for 
many years in charge of the shell fac­
tory at Woolwich Arsenal. He Is a 
Fellow of the Royal Society, Edin­
burg, ahd an active member of the 
most important engineering Institu­
tions in Hie Motherland. Col. Car­
negie took up his duties immediately 
and aince September last has been on 
the work day and night.
Following Made In Canada Principle.

General Hughe» was careful to Im­
press upon the committee that to the 
utmost possible limit the component 
parts of the shells should be “Made in 
Canada.” This principle we have con­
stantly kept in mind, apd 1 am satis­
fied that when the war Is over, and 
these establishments cease manufac­
turing munitions certain industries 
will have been created in the Dominion jtiig this letter to let people who have

?*r
of a lasting character, from which the 
country will receive permanent bene­
fit For instance, ,1 may mention that 
today the quantity 
and smelted is a mere bagatelle, al­
though in 1914 the country exported 
approxibetely 30,000 tons of copper 
ore in matte form. On the other hand 
Canada annually imports 21,000 tons of 
the refined product.

Why should not the work of smelt­
ing and refining our native copper 
ores be done in Canada? You will be 
pleased to learn that as a direct out­
come of the work of the Shell Com­
mittee this will be made possible. Our 
experience In nine months has de­
monstrated the fact that the develop­
ment of this industry in the Domin- 
lonv while It would undoubtedly bene­
fit every manufacturer who uses cop­
per, is above all things a military ne­
cessity. Canada will not have to re­
main long under the reproach of hav­
ing to Import Its refined popper, and 
I can assure you of this, that within 
three or four months, we expect to 
be making in- this country, from the 
native product, all the copper bands 
required in the production of shells.

At the outset our work was largely 
of a formative character. We want­
ed Canadian steel for Canadian shells. 
Heretofore none such had been forth­
coming. Col. Cantley was entrusted 
with this work and the country Is un­
der deep obligation to him for having 
rapidly Installed and equipped a plant 
for producing the first steel made in 
Canada for shell manufacture. It was 
agreed to supply free of charge to 
those manufacturers who would un­
dertake the work of finishing and as­
sembling the complete shells, all the 
component parts entering into the 
construction of the shell. In this way 
many of the smaller manufacturers 
were relieved of the financial burden 
of carrying a heavy stock of the raw 
materials, and which very largely con­
tributed to the success of this huge 
undertaking. It was further decided 
to eliminate unhealthy competition by 
paying uniform prices for the same 
article. An Inspection company was 
chosem to deal with all shell compo­
nents, thus relieving the assembling 
manufacturers of the responsibility of 
inspection, while at the same time 
satisfying the Shell Committee be­
yond question that the component 
parts of shells were correct in every 
particular before the finished article 
passed into the hands of the Govern­
ment Inspector.

Starting with the first order for 
200,000 shrapnel we have since placed 
orders aggregating 9,000,000 shells, 
consisting of 15 and 18-pounder shrap­
nel; 18-pounder, 4.6 and 60-pounder 
high explosive shells. In» addition we 
have placed orders for 100,000 cart­
ridge cases 6,000,000 fuses, 2,000,000 
primers, and 1,000,000 friction tubes.

An Army of Inspectors
Before awarding a contract careful 

investigation Is made as to the ability 
of the firm to carry out the particular 
work assigned to It. If there is any 
doubt as to the plant being unsuitable 
a competent inspetcor is sent to re­
port upon the state Of the factory. 
You will quite understand that in or­
der to safeguard the Interests of the 
country the committee had to stipulate 
that contracts placed would be sub­
ject to cancellation. Each manufactur­
er adjusts his own machinery to the 
particular work assigned to him, and 
is furnished with a set of inspection 
guages as a guide In making the man­
ufacturing gauges required.' The pre­
paration of the drawings for the vari­
ous parts, and the preparation of gua­
ges and their distribution and use in­

volved considerable labor, but we got 
It done and done well. To give you 
an idea of » certain feature of our 
work I may mention that the inspec­
tion of the various component parts, 
Including the analyses of material, 
and physical tests call for the em­
ployment of over 300 Inspectors, be­
sides several chief inspector». Most 
of the Inspectors are experienced 
machinists and tool-makers. The final 
inspection of the finished shell Is car­
ried out by nearly 300 examiners and 
district inspectors under the direction 
of Col. Hare ton. Such an army of in­
spectors emphasizes the care which is 
being taken to produce satisfactory 
results, and which have been highly 
commented upon by the officials of 
the War Office. Upon Col. Harston 
also devolve» the actual proof tests, 
these being carried out at a certain 
place, the average number ot shells 
fired dally being 300. As soon as the 
shells have passed examination, and 
have been packed ready for shipment, 
the manufacturer receives his cheque.
Giving Work to Between 60,000 and 

70,000 Men.
In no one single establishment in 

Canada except the Dominion Arsenal 
at Quebec, Is the complete shell made. 
One hundred and thirty firms from 
Halifax to Vancouver are engaged in 
the work df machining and assembl­
ing. Others are occupied in the man­
ufacture of blanks, bullets, discs, cart­
ridge cases, buckshot, .primers, tubes, 
tin cups for shrapnel, grub screws, 
sockets and plugs, steel base plates 
and boxé». From an enumeration of 
these various Articles It will be ob­
served how extensive the several op­
erations are. At the present time no 
less than 247 factories are engaged In 
this work in TIÉrities and towns In the 
Dominion, tojeontneal alone 35 fac­
tories are emjjOfced. Toronto has 28, 
Hamilton throughout the
Dominion from coast to coast. Prac­
tically every prdirtnee of Canada is 
participating in this enterprise. The 
manufacture of shells* in this country 
ia giving employment to between 60,- 
000 and 70,000 artisans, while the 
total weekly wage bill easily amounts 
to 11,000,000. From these figures you 
will see what the shell-making indus­
try means to the workingmen as welll 
as to the manufacturers of the Do­
minion. The changes which were ne­
cessary in the equipment of the vari­
ous factories by adding new machin­
ery, or the readjustment of existing 
plants were made toy the manufactur­
er» themselves and at their own ex­
pense. These changes gave employ­
ment to many other factories which 
were not directly engaged, in making 
ammunition. In the course of a very 
short time now we shall be producing 
from between 40,000 and 50,000 shells 
per day. For the contracts already 
placed tt may interest you to know 
that 170,000 tons of steel, about 30/KK) 
tons of lead, and several thousand 
tons of other material» are required.

In referring to the various industries 
covered by the sphere of operations of 
the shell committee I cannot but make 
allusion to the investigations conduct 
ed at the instance ot the Minister of 
Militia in connection with the supply 
of propellants and high explosives. In 
addition to the manufacture of several 
thousand tons of cordite and powder 
in connection with the present contract 
through his instrumentality an import 
ant new industry has 'been initiated in 
the Dominion, viz.: the utilization of 
theiby-prodticts from the coke ovens of 
the Dominion Iron and Steel -Company 
at Sydney, N. S.. for the manufacture

ot the high explosive, trinltro-toluene. 
The revenue alone from the contract 
placed with this company will be 
nearly $6,000,000. I mention this so 
as to give the gentlemen present an 
idea of what has been accomplished in 
one direction only, but I think you 
will agree with me that the value of 
having such an Industry in Canada 
tar outweighs any monetary considera­
tion which may be named.

We have endeavored to dlt30ver the 
ability of the various manufacturers 
to undertake the work, and it has been 
most gratifying to find not only a 
readiness to produce ammunition but 
an eager desire amongst all to assist 
the committee In carrying out its du­
ties. The cordial co-operation of both 
employer and employee has been one 
Of the finest features throughout the 
strenuous times In which we are now 
Involved. I wish to emphasize hera 
in particular that the backbone of the 
whole situation is the mechanical abil­
ity of our workmen who have done 
wonders la developing methods of 
manufacture which have hastened the 
production of the finished material. I 
could speak upon this subject for a 
much longer period, but I do not wish 
to weary you. I am sure you will give 
the shell committee credit for having 
done its best In this national crisis. I 
will say this, and I am wire every one 
of my colleagues of the committee 
will concur, that in our work politics 
have had no place, and we have been 
given an absolutely free hand. This is 
a time of national emergency in which 
every true Briton must do his part 
according to the ability with which he 
had been endowed. In the patriotic 
work in which we are engaged l am 
sure that all those ass-yclated with us, 
the manufacturers as well as the 
workingmen of Canada, will do their 
part loyally and enthusiastically until 
victory has been achieved I close, as 
I began, with Lord Kitchener’s words:

“Those who are engaged on the pro­
duction of war material of any kind 
should not leave their work. It is to 
men who are not performing their 
duty that I appeal.”
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“And there always seems to be a style and 
a shape ip udtevery buyer.
