Full Disability Pension of
$1,000 a Year Asked By Veterans

Toronto, Jan. 28—A delegation is being sent from the Great Wsr 
Veterans' Association to Ottawa to ask the government to consider the 
necessity of an amendment to the present pension law. The decision 
to approach the government follows upon a recent conference with the 
two members of the pension board.

A full disability pension of $1,000 per annum will be asked from 
the government for soldiers, their wives or families. If the request 
of-the delegation were met it would mean that widows would receive 
an increase of from $480 to $800.

The delegation will also suggest the appointment of an appeal board.

“Herr Noske is beside himself with 
impotent rage over the loss of his 
power to command. The old Prussian 
military discipline In all its forms Is 
now being enforced among the troops, 
who are excellently armed and pro­
vided with new clothing. As a result 
of the fact that the munition plants 
were kept going, until quite recently, 
to avoid unemployment, huge quanti 
ties of war material of every kind aro 
available. The real object of the 
vigorous disarming o-f the citizens, and 
the hunt for ammunition stores Is to 
procure more arms.

"Includlnig new enlistments there 
are now about 100,000 men concen­
trated In and around Berlin. The men 
themselves believe that they are want 
ed only to fight in the east, but high

Germam Aystria is a democratic na­
tional state, which stands upon the 
basis repeatedly taken by the Entent* 
statesmen that peace to be durable, 
must bring a practical and workable 
re-arrangement of national territorial 
relations in Europe. We interpret 
President Wilson’s statement, regard­
ing the right of self-determination, in 
the sense that we can join our mother 
country, Germany, because only In 
that way can our national and econo­
mic conditions of existence be assur­
ed and future wars avoided.

The commission, after der the terms of President Wilson’s 
fourteen points, has a right to self-de­
termination and a right to join Ger­
many, declared Karl Seitz, president 
of the German Austrian National As­
sembly. in a statement today to the 
Associated Press. He declared that 
it was impossible to form a federa­
tion of the Danube from « discordent 
elements of Hungarians, Poles, Czechs, 
Slavs and Germans.

“Misunderstanding regarding the 
present status of German-Austria is 
apparent in the outside world," Herr 
Seitz declared.

caught This, however. Is not really 
the case. Young cod, tor which there 
is no demand down here, are sold 
wholesale at from 5c. to 6%c. per lb. 
for the whole fish, a freight rate of 
between 39c. and 35c. per hundred 
lbs. Is paid to Montreal and the fish, 
as per the Davis Company advertise 
ment, are there sold with the heads 
on and not Cleaned at 9%c. and 10%c. 
per lb. The larger fish command 
prices running from lc. to 2c. more 
These larger cod and haddock in this 
district sell wholesale at from 7c. to 
8c. per lb., heads and all, and after 
being cleaned are retailed as stated 
at from 15c. to 18c. per lb. Deduct­
ing the weight of the heads and other 
vyaste which represents approximate­
ly one-third of the total weight, it Is 
pointed out that the price of 15c. per 
lb retail for clean fish is not exces­
sive if the retailers are to have any 
profit, and that this price really cor­
responds to the much lower figure for 
the whole fish In Montreal.

THE DISCHARGE PLAN.
\

The soldier returning to Canada is 
given, from the time of his arrival at 
home, two weeks' leave to spend with 
friends before securing his discharge. 
This was a concession which it was 
believed would be warmly appreciated 
by the returning men. And it is ap­
preciated in some tew cases. But iu 
the great majority of instances these 
soldiers are not desirous ot being kept 
in uniform for the period named. 
They are home and they want to be 
rid of the whole business at the ear­
liest possible moment, 
weeks' leave only prolongs the agony, 
#or at the end of that time.they are 
required to report at the discharge 
depot, there to procure *he release 
which aright have been given them on 
ithelr arrival. This two weeks' leave 
would be bettor appreciated if it were 
made optional to the men. Lot those 
who^want to take that tin e off before 
being given the discharge, take it. bu. 
in the cases of the many who desire 
speedy release, why not meet their 
•wishes?

In this same connection, there does 
not appear to be any sense or reason 
in continuing the Discharge Depot at 
Fredericton. As The Standard has 
previously pointed out. this plan may 
have beeu justified at the time when 
wounded men were being brought 
back, as the principal military hospi 
tal is at the capital and as a matter 
of convenience it was easier to dis­
charge the men from that centre. But 
today tbos° returning men are not in 
valide, and have no reason whatever 
for going to Fredericton. It means an 
•unnecessary trip for them when the 
discharges should in all reason bo 
issued at the port of arrival, which 
St. John. For the past three month-; 
there has been, talk that certain dis­
persal areas are to be established, of 
which St. John is to be one. and 
that when this plan is completed the 
existing round-about methods will be 
eliminated. What is all the delay? 
Men have been coming back for more 
than two mouths since the creation 
of this dispersal area plan was first

«way from it as ever.

Perhaps the scheme is a complicat­
ed one involving deep thought, if so.
