Harpoon Gun Has Taken
Place of Strong Armed

Harpooner.

Vancomver, April 21.—-The whaling
fleet which has weigned anchor for
the northern home of the big mam-
mal, is much smaller this year than]
usual, largely due to the overstocked
market, and the industrial stagnation
in related fines. In normal times the
whaling industry, is ‘one of British Co-
lombia’'s most vaiuable assets, one
company alone owning and. operating
a fleot of eight modern steamships,
equipped with the latest and most
costly machinery,

Whalers Will Make More.

One result of the Iimited hunting
fleet will be that the whalers will
make more money proportionately, as
:?:d-my will not be incessantly lar-

In the old days of sailing vessels
and hand barpoons, whaling was one
of the most hazardous of occupations,
and not nearly so profitable as today,
under comparatively safe conditions,
Up to comparativety recently, the
whalers, on sighting the big fish, had
to lower a rowboat and cautiously ap-
proach the lieviathan and hurl the
harpoon into it by brfite force. As
often as not the men would bo
swamped in the terrific taill lashing
that followed.

Few Whales Escape.

Today, a fast steamehip has suc
ceeded the sailing vessel, and a
Svend F6rd harpoon gun mounted on
the bows takes the place of the
strong armed harpooner. MPew whales
escape when sighted, for tife harpoon
is shot far amd fast, and sinks deep.
into the flesh.

When killed, the whale # towed to
the whaling station, and the carcase
drawn up on & sliding platform,
where incisions are maile from the
head to the tail, and the blubber torn
off to be later passed through minc
ing machines and passed on tp the
trying-oat tank, where the oil is ex-
tracted, The lean meat is converled
into ghie and guano; the body bone is
crushed for fertilizer, while the whale
bone is cut out and rough-trimmed
for shipment.

Right Whale Very Scarce.

The sperm whale averages 60 tons
in weight ond yields about 70 barrels
of oil worth $1,750, ome and a halt
tops of body bone, worth $75, and two
and a half tons of guano worth from
$300 to $350. Other valuable whales
tound in northern waters are the sul-
phur bottom, the sei, the feiner, and
the humpback. A very rare specimen
is the “right” whale, only one having
been canght in the past five years.

Hunters
Injure Statuary

Have Done More Damage to
Marble Figures in Paris
Than War.

(Copyright 1821, By Public Ledger.)

Paris, April & .—Springtime renova-
tion of the parks and gardens of Parls
has somewWjhat advanced the belief that
the cuit for souvenir hunting has had
a more dammging effect on the marble
statuary than aerial bombardment dur-
ing the war. Investigation of these
public parks, chiefly the Tuileries and
the Luxembourg Gardens, reveals
scores of famous marbles whick have
stood in their green bosquets fdr yedrs
now holding up fingerless hands and
exhibiting all sorts of grotesque ampu-

tations, from the draperies, even to
the features of the face.
So idly have the hunt-

ers plied their trade that there is
hardiy a marble figure in the Tuller-
ies still bearing the original fingers,
the copy of Diana now only being left
with one thumb, the other thumb and
fingers on both hands brokem off at
the knuckles.

The graceful figure La Reveile, near
the Arc du Carrousel, once joined her
small hands above her head in an

tarched  position, but the hands barely

touch now because of missing finge s.
Old Father Nile, at the head of the
Tuileries, surrounded by his infants,
representing the tributaries of the del-
ta, was bereft of a marble infant,
which has since been restored.  Even
the old man himself was found miuus
a few toes.

In the Luxembourg only the bronze
statues stand any chance of going
docwn to posterity wih all their mem-
bers ‘intact. e famous row of
Queens bas been sadly disfigured,
though this is thought to be more the
work of playing children than of sou-
