A FEVER PATIENT LEAPS THROUGH THE BIGH-
" gST WINDOW OF TSE HOSPITAL AND I8

KILLED.

A very sad affair 60k place at the Pab-
lic Hospital at an early hout this morning,
the result being the death of Robert Peney,
a patient in the institution, ~Peney was
admitted into the Hospital on Monday last
by order of Dr. Wm: 8. Hardiog; the sick-
pess under which ho was laboring being
typhoid fever.

usual manner in cases not dangerous,
namely, sheets twisted into ropes and
passed over his body in such aj way as
to bind the bands ~without causing
inconvenience. Ata quarter before two
o’clock the nurse who had been applying
cold water to the patient’s head again ep-
proached the bed for the same purppse;
when the patient who had freed his right
hand, made a spring at her.- The purse
fearing danger, ran out of the room, lock-
od the door and gave the alarm. Scarcely
bad she done this when the crash of glass
was heard, and the next thing kaown was
that the unfortunate man had leaped from
the window to the gravel walk below. He
was picked up lying on his face, fully con-
scio ;s,and when taken into the ward,
lived until twelve minutes after three, be-
ing exeessively violent. It would appear
that after the woman left the room he ran
to the window; “tore down .the venitian
blinds and endeavored to raise the sash.
Failing, hemade a leap at the window
and passed out, breaking away the frame
of the sash, and getting on to the outer
sill, from which he leaped, alighting some
ten or twelve feet from the building. The
outside of the window is protécted by #n
jron framework, some eighteen or twenty
jaches high.
