A Hint to Reformers.

"Don Carlos, though he may not be a
man of much ability, has received some
excellent instruction. *The only con-
stitntion worth having,” hesays, isn
constitution that is a natural outgrowth
of the mational tharacter, with which
thie government, laws, institutions; feel-
ings of the nation and the framework of
sacioty are so closely bound up that you
cannot take it away without destroying
the whole fabric.” ~This is an accurate
description of the British constitution,
and there is scarelyanotherin the world
that fully answers to it. The fathers of
the American republic made for it a
paper constitution that was deemed per-
fect, and bequeathed it to their succes-
sors as @ sacredlegacy to be preserved
intact. But crises came for which the
constitution had not provided, and
amendments have been made to medt
them. After the lapse of another hun-
dred years the constitution, by reason of
amendments and recognized interpreta-
tions, will be much more of an “out-
growth of  the" mational -character”
than any new-made document could
possibly be, = The limitations, possibili-
ties, declarations and negations of a
constitation mnst be such as only the
experience of centuries has shown to
be necessary, and must be capable of
modification as required by the progress
of the nation in wealth and intelligence,
or the changing of its social customs.
Without elasticity no system of govern-
ment will stand unless the people are
stationary themselyes. It is the iron-
clad nature of systems of government
that causes more than half the rebel-
lions agninst constituted authority. The
bow will not bend, and it is, therefore,
broken. ' The reformers or revolation-
ists impose an equally- straight-laced
governmental jacket on their fellows,
and, in the course of time, another
‘revolution overthrows their system.

1t is a fact that ardent reformers, who
profess to have stadied the history of
mankind with a view of curing all the
ills that afflict them by constitutional
-provisions afid legislative enactments,
are entirely ignorant of the truth that
has been revealed to the crown-seeking
Carlist. Instead of acting on the truth he
enunciates they are cager to uproot
systems of government that are the ont-
growth of the people’s feelings, habits
and aspirations —systems which the
people have made for themselves in the
course of centuries—and substitute some
patent process of their own.

Buymng Silence.

The extravagant Government of Sir
John A. Magcdonald used to publish the
letter-lists in ome paper only. The
present economical “Reform” Goyern-
frient publishes them in all three of its
8t. John organs, regardless of expensec.
{-As the Postmaster General has been
forced to confess having used the
| patronage of his Department for the
purpose of corrupting a constituency in
the interests of his brother, and is desir-
ous that the fact should not have too
much publicity, he is liberal in giving
out Government pap. Appreciating
his generosity, the Grit organs suppress
all mention of his confession of corrup-
tion, and thoroughly reward him for his
liberality. Finance Ministér Cartwright
paid Farrar with an emigration agency
for ‘deserting the  Conservatives and
working for' him; Becrétary Scott re-
| warded a township’s adhesion to his
candidate with a few thousands of pub-
lic money; Premier Mackenzie tried to
have Norris made a private secretary in
the Prince Edward Island railway de-
partinent as a reward for letter stealing;
the Minister of Customs has been mak-
ing vacancies and creating places for
the purpose of paying his private debts
to. canvassers; and the Postmaster
General purchases the silence of 'the
organs of his party b;a. liberal allow-

ance of pap.

{ The Bangor Whig has examined the

Maine liquor aects, in consequence of the
asseition that they contain blunders that
render them inoperative, and feels “ the
utmost confidence in. assuring all con-
cerned that:they need be under no ap-
prehension of the invalidity of the
statutes prohibiting the sale of intoxi-
cating liquors.”

The Beecher scandal, like most other
pnblic calamities, is a good thing for
tuelawyers. A large crop of libel suits
i3 the chief resnlt of the statements that
have been published. Henry C. Bowen
has suits agninst the Brooklyn Eagle
for $300,000 and one agninst an Eugle
reporter tor $50,000, his claims aggre-
gating $350,000. Tilton has a $100,000
suit against Mr. Ovington, with whom
his wife took refuge, Miss Proctor one
of the same size against Moulton, and
| there are numerous suits entered and
threatened against newspapers.

One of the greatest sufferers by the
Beecher-Tilton-Moulton embroglio is
Miss Edna Dean Proctor, an authoress
of considerable reputation. She had a
quarrel with Beecher at one time on
business matters, abused him like a
pickpocket after the manner of offended
womanhood, and afterwards, discover-
ing that Beecher had intended to be just
and kind towsrds her, retracted her
harsh judgment in writing, Moulton
receiving the document from Beecher
for safe keeping. Moulton, in his state-
ment, asserts that Beecher had had

criminal intercourse with Miss Proctor,
gives an obsoene conversation as having

passed between himself and Beecher on
the subjeet, and alleges that her state-

ment relates to this. - Miss Proctor has
sued the rascal for $100,000, and it is to
be sincerely hoped that she may get the
full amount.

Madawaska Circuit Court — Address
to Judge Allen—The Case Against
Theriault. ;

ST. BasiL, Sept. 18, 1874.

The Circuit Court, County of Mada-
wasksa, was opened on the 17th inst.,
His Hoor Judge Allen presiding. There
was no criminal business and no civil
docket. The Grand Jury persented the
following address: -

To the Honorable Jolin E. Allen, Judge
of the Supreme Court, &c., &c. :

We, the Grand Inquest of the County
of Madawasks, deem it peculiarly grati-
fying that it should have fallen to the lot
of your Honor to open the first Circuit
Court in the County of Madawaska. The
fact that you have appeared before us on
a former occasion in an official capacity
when you so faithfully and impartially
discharged your duties as to render your
name a household word amongst us, a
synonym for honesty and integrity, lends
an additional pleasure to our meeting.

We thank you for the clear manuer in:

which you explained to us our duti¢s as
Grand Jurors, and, although we live in an

age when the peculiar functions of a

Grand Jury are not so responsible as
they may formerly have been, yet we are
equally unwilling with you to see the old
pillars of the Constitution removed.

We rejoice with your Honor at the ab-
sence of any criminal business at this
Court, because we are in a position to
know that it is a true index of the condi-
tion of our County, in which no indicta-
ble offence has been committed since its
establishment.

We regret the disability under which

‘your Honor labored in addressing us;

but we .trust that after our County be-
comes more closely. connected with the
outside world our people will become
more familiar with the English language.

We know that in the order of things
your Honor's place upon the Bench must
sooner or later become vacant; but we
trgst that you may be long spared to ad-
minister justice in this Province, because
we feel that you will always hold the
scales of Justice with no unsteady hand.

We are glad to be able to join your
Honor in expressing our thanks $o a
merciful Providence for the bountiful
harvest with which wehave been blessed.

Wishing you and' your family all hap-
piness‘and prosperity, we remain,

His Homor, in reply, referred to the
intercourse he had with the people at the
time referred to, when engaged, 29 years

That one of the parties to the re-
cognizance, Cyril Patrios, has not. ac-
knowledged the same as required by law
4th. Affidavit of justification is insuf-
ficient.
1st. That it does not state that it was
made before the recognizance was entered
into. .
2nd. One of the signers is a marksman
and na certificate that the affidavit: was
read over to the party by the Commis-
sioner. !
8rd. Not suficient in form as required by
rule of court,
5th. The sureties are insufficient, not be-
ing worth the amount required by law.
His Honor took time to consider the
matter, but expressed an opinion that the
whole election was a nullity on the point
that there was no list of qualified voters
for the County. The act dividing the
county made no provisionin case of elec-
tions happening before the lists could be
made out in the usual way. The peti-

tioners did not appear.

The Boy Murderer of Westmorland. '

John Manship, the young lad arrested
for assaulting a boy named Wheaton, in
Sackville, has confessed to murdering
Joseph C. Boyce, aged 4 years, on the
9th inst. Boyce was fomund in a pond
near Sackville quite dead, and, there be-
ing no suspicion of toul play, the coron-
ei’s jury returned a verdict of accidental
death. After being arrested Manship
confessed to assaulting Wheaton, and
also to murdering Boyce.

He was play-
ing in the water, had a little boat on
which he was trying to rig a sail. I went
over to him and asked him what he was
doing. He said none of my business. I
pulled off his hat and threw it on the
bridge. I caught him by the throat and
choked him. I then threw him into the
water., He crept around on - his
hands and ~knees and tried to get
up. I prevented him from getting
out. He got up, struck his head against
a pole that was partly across the pond,
and fell back on his back. He kept mov-
ing his legs and opening his mouth for
I stopped until he was most

and told her that little Jo Boyce was
drowned. I dng some potatoes for her,
and then went across to the shore of the
mill pond, and went up the shore. to the
Sackville road, near the mill, and as far
