Ottaws, Feb, 23.—The majority of
questions on the order paper y
related to Yukon affaifs in one form or
other.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier, in answer to Sir
C. H. Tupper, sald the Government had
the question of Canada’s right to exclude
or regulate the passage of vessels reglst-
ered in the United States through the
territorial waters on the coast of British
Columbia to and from Alaska, under
consideration, but they did not deem it
expedient, in the publio interest, to make
any statement now.

Mr. Wallace was informed that customs
due were collected in the Yukon as fol-
lows: 1895, $3,847; 1896, $91,601; 1897,
$9,879; 1808 to date, $88,834.

Mr. Blair Was Evasive.

Mr. Martin asked: Does the Govern-
ment intend to provide for the employ-
ment of Canadian labor only in the
building of the Yukon Railway?

NAVAL COURT OF ENQUIRY.

First Meeting Set for To-day—Capt. Sigs-
bee on the State of the Wreck.

Washington, Feb. 91.— The naval court
of enquiry appointed to investigate the
Maine disaster will begin its work to-
day. This news came to the Navy Depart-
ment yesterday morning from Admiral
Sicard at Key West. He simply tele-
graphed as follows:

«The court of enquiry will sail for
Havana 20th by lighthouse steamer Man-
grave."’

Capt. Sigsbee was heard from late last
night, but the telegram was not delivered
at the Navy Department until this morn-
ing. His message goes to confirm the
press reports of the events of yesterday
in Havana harbor go far as they relate to
the exploration of the wrock. It reads as
follows:

“Only most experienced working divers
can do effective work on the Maine. In
the upper works I can use service divers.
Did some work to-day, but with little
guoccess. Will do better to-morrow. Parts
of the Maine, especially the superstructure
and connections, are one confused mass
of metal.”’

YUKON BILL DEBATE:

Mr. Maclean of East York Vigorously
Denounces Railway Monopolies.

The dobate on the Yukon Rallway bill
was ‘resumed by Mr. MoClure (Liberal,
Colchester), who strongly supported the
bill on the ground that it was impera-
tively needed in the interests of the coun-
try.

Mr. Maclean (East York) said the Yu-
kon Railway proposition before the House
ought to be condemned because the time
has come when great monopolies must be
rogulated, when the supremaocy of the
State over the great_corporations must be
vindicated, and when .an end must be
put to those monopolies and the power
thoy possess. Ho hoped yet to see some:

ablo consequences.’’

Other papers publish siimllar articles,
urging Lora Salisbury to Intimate plainly
that Great Britain’s limit of ‘‘squeeze-
ability’’ has been reached.

TOWER OF PARIS.

A OROSS BUILT ON THE PEAK OF
THE HARZ MOUNTAINS.

Where at All of
the Year—The Kyffhaenser Ruins May
Be Been From Its Top-A View of
RBare Scenic Grandeur-Detalls of
Construction.

A mommoth observation tewer has
oently been d on the Josephsh
& mountain 1,781 feet above the level of
the sea near Stollberg, in the famous
Harz mountains of Germany, which is

ing as much at i from tour-
ists as did the Eiffcl tower in Paris, or
the Ferris wheel at the Chicago World's
Falr. The tower is in the form of a cross;
1s 120 feet high and weighs about 55,000
pounds. The colossal structure rests on a
quadrangle, shaped into an immense bell,
which will hold five hundred people. A
stairway, formed ¢~ two hundred steps,
leads to the top, a  anelevator will soon
make travel towar its top easier.

When the tourist has gone up balf way,
a gallery is reachei which holds a hun-
dred persons, but the highest platform,
ocovered with an awning, has room for
about thirty visitors.

The magnificent tower just described is
not the first one erected on the Joseph-
shache. For centuries it was crowned by
a lofty tower, erected by the forefathers
of the present ruling house of Stollberg.
In the year 1768 it was noticed that the
first tower, made only of wood, had become
worn out and shaky, and it was therefore
torn down. Nearly a half century after,
in 1832, & now tower was erected at &
cost of $10,000, considered an enormous
sum at that time.

These, like the present structure, was
also in the shape of a cross, reaching to a
height of a hundrod feet, while three
hundred and sixty-five immense blocks of
timber were used in its construction. The
tower had a very attractive appoarance
and consisted of a massive support, upon
which rested a baiustraded platform. In
the year 1880, however, it was struck by
lightning and partially destroyed. The
structure remained in this condition un-
ti] 1888, when it was pulled down and its
wooden parts sold.

It was soon discovered that in conse-
quence of the disappearance of the tower,
the tourists who had heretofore come to
the Josephshache remained away. In the

year 1895, however, it was decided by the
ruling house of Stollberg and the prosper-
ous Harz Tourist Club to erect a tower
having the shape of a mammoth cross.
The structure was ercotea at a cost of
$18,500, to which t!'e family of Stollberg
contributed $6,250, the remainder being
raised by the Harz Club from its mem-
bers.

Thousands of tourists have climbed to
the top since its completion. The view
from the highest platform is one of rare
scenic grandeur. A panorama unfolds,
which, with the exception of the Brocken,
made 8o famous by Goethe in Faust, is
unequalled by that of no other observa~
tion tower in Europe. Far in thedistance
is beheld the proud outline of the Kyfl-
hacnser monument, with its stately and
masive pinnacle. Beyond that one get &
rare view of the Kyffhaenser mountains,
at whose hase are the rich and verdant
flelds through which, liko a silver thread,
the river Aue flows. Many thriving cities
and charmingly situated villages, sur-
rounded by green fields and valleys, are
near by. The conical outlines of “0oud
Brocken,”’ so beautifully described by
Heine, towers into the sky above his
smaller contemporaries. At twilight the
tourist beholds from the top of the tower
only dimly the i listinot and obsoure
outlines of valleys, forests and the ruins
of former castles, the remnants of chiv-
alry, romance and of former Teutonic
glory.

world is startled every now and then
by the anmouncement that some old
manusoript has béen found or some clay
tablet corroborating Biblical history has
been deciphered. The last few years
have been especially ble f k-
able finds, not the least of which has
been & single leaf of papyrus bearing &
fow sayings of Jesus—l as they

discoveries
arouse & guestioning e of mind.
We ask, how did get the Bible,
whence did it oome, what was the
method of its transmission to us?
Learned volumes have been written, bus
only scholars read them. One of the
latest of these is by Dr. William A:
Coppinger, but it is so expensive & vol-
ume—only 150 copies have been printed
for sale—that foew can read it, even if
they would. The much talked of poly-
chrome Bible, edited by leading Biblioal
scholars of the world, is an answer to
this d d. BSiill, the guestion, how
did the Bible come down to us? ought
to be answered briefly, so that the mass-
es of the people can read and under-
stand. It is irreverent to the Bible and
the inspired men who gave us this
world classio—the olassio—dealing with
the eternal theme of the relation be-
tween man and God to think of it as &
ready made volume, drepped down from
heaven bound and gilt edged.

The Bible was born in the little land
of Canaan as the Weary CAravan, led by
Abrakam from Ur of the Chaldees,
pitched its tents and the patriarch wrote
down the promises of the Eternal on
the palm leaves which he found at hand.
This was more than 4,000 years ago,
and that writing was in use so early is
proved by inseriptions found on Egyp-
tlan steles or Assyrian tablets from
6,000 to 8,000 years old.

The records kept by Abraham and
his immediate descendants nndoubtedly
formed the basis of the book of Genesis
and the earlier chapters of Exodus, to
be later utilized by the hand of Moses
and his sucoessors. With the advent of
this great legislator of the Hebrews the
nation was formed, with his legislation
as its heart and oenter. It is probable
that Moses wrote his portion of the Bi-
ble upon the linen used for such pur-

in Egypt, for many large pieces
of this linen covered with hieroglyphio
v.riting have comé down to us wrapped
around mummies. The inscriptions are
still legible. The Pentateuch was the
pucleus of our Bible, the only Bible
knewn to the Hebrews for many gener-
ations. It was written in the ancient
Ibri charaoter, closely resembling the
Pheenician, as proved by the Siloam in-
soription discovered near Jerusalem and
some ancient ocoins which have been
found. Leaderslike Joshua, Gideon and
Samuel were needed in the promised
land. Singers and prophets, too, arose,
and tho scribes of the leaders recorded
what was done. The poets wrote down
their best songs. The prophets’ words
were treasured up by their disciples and
followers. The official records were kept
in the national archives, and the songs
of the poets and the s hes of the
prophets were passed m hand to
hand. When the kingdom was divided,
yocords were certainly kept both in the
gouthern kingdom of Judah and the
porthern kingdom of Israel. But much
of the eariier literature Waa forgotten
in the oatastrophe of the destruction ef
the kingdoms of Israel and Judah, and
the exiles refused to sing the songs of
Zion as they ‘‘sat by the waters of Ba-
bel and wept.”” When at last the term
of exile was over and some of the more
devoted Jews returned to rebuild the
walls and temple of Jerusalem, the law
had to be brought back to them.

Ezra was the man for this work, and
he and’ his coadjutors, the elders, col-
leoted the soattered records of earlier
days and made the first canon of the
Pentateuch. Théy wrote it in a new
soript—Kethav Ashuris, the Assyrian

QOompressed Fleur,

The British admiralty and the war
department are - testing, under various
climatio o the new method for
preserving , “One objeotion to the
establishm - pational granaries has
been the diffloulty of storing grain for
any length of time. The grain germi-
nates and is ruined, and to keep large
quantities in sound condition has been
pronounoced impracticable. Experiments
are being made with a system of oom-
pression into bricks by hydraulio pres-
sure. The trials show that the flour so
treated is not affected by damp, even
under unfavorable conditions, and is
free from mold. The ocompression de-
stroys all forms of larval life and the
flour {s thus rendered safe from the a$-
sacks of the insects. The saving in stor-
age is enormous, as the ocubio space 00-
cupied by 100 pounds of loose flour will
hold more than 800 pounds of the com-
pressed article.—Scientifio American.

We ask, how did we get the Bible,
whence did it come, what was the
method of its transmission to us?

| Learned volumes have been written, but
| only scholars read them. One of the

latest of these is by Dr. William A.
Coppinger, but it is 8o expensive & vol-
ume—only 150 copies have been printed
| for sale—that few can read it, even if
| they would. The much talked of poly-
chrome Bible, edited by leading Biblical
| scholars of the world, is an answer to
| this demand. 8till, the gquestion, how
did the Bible come down to us? ought
to be answered briefly, so that the mass-
es of the people can read and under-
stand. It is irreverent to the Bible and
the inspired men who gave us this
world classic—the classio—dealing with
the eternal theme of the relation be-
tween man and God to think of itas a
ready made volume, dropped down from
heaven bound and gilt edged.

The Bible was born in the little land
of Canaan as the weary caravan, led by
Abrakam from Ur of the Chaldees,

| pitched its tents and the patriarch wrote

| down the promises of the Eternal on
the palm leaves which he found at hand.
This was more than 4,000 years ago,

| and that writing was in use so early is
proved by inscriptions found on Egyp-
tian steles or Assyrian tablets from
6,000 to 8,000 years old.

The records kept by Abraham and
bis immediate descendants undoubtedly
formed the basis of the book of Genesis
and the earlier chapters of Exodus, to
be later utilized by the band of Moses
and his successors. With the advent of

| this great legislator of the Hebrews the
nation was formed, with his legislation
as its heart and center. It is probable
that Moses wrote his portion of the Bi-
ble upon the linen used for such pur-
poses in Egypt, for many large pieces
of this linen covered with hieroglyphio
v riting have come down to us wrapped
around mummies. The inscriptions are
still legible. The Pentateuch was the
pucleus of our Bible, the only Bible
knewn to the Hebrews for many gener-
ations. It was written in the ancient
Ibri character, closely resembling the
Pheenician, as proved by the Siloam in-
soription discovercd near Jerusalem and
some ancient coins which have been

the exiles refused to sing the somgs of
Zion as they ‘‘sat by the waters of Ba-
bel and wept.’”’ When at last the term
of cxile was over and some of the more
devoted Jews returned to rebuild the
walls and temple of Jerusalem, the law
had to be brought back to them.

Ezra was the man for this work, and
he and his coadjutors, the elders, col-
leoted the scattered records of carlier
days and made the first canon of the
Pentateuch. Théy wrote it in a new
script—Kethav Ashuris, the Assyrian
or square character brought back from
Babylon with them — and read and
taught it te the people. By this time
some of the speeches delivercd by the
prophets of the exile, the second Isaiah
and his disciples, had beécome &0 dear to
the hearts of the people that they were
esteemed @8 classics. Some had preserv-
ed the addresses of the earlier prophets,
and gradually a second set of accepted
writings was added to the law. The
older songs, too, were found again, and
pew singers were inspired for the serv-
fce of ‘the new temple, and the book of
Psalms became its hymnbook.

The proverbs of the nation were col-
lected by various hands. Other books
wers found or written as late as the sec-
ond century before the Christian era.
The book of Dantel, for instance, was
composed to inspire a people, fainting
under Syrian oppression, for the Macca-
bean revolution. And all this later lit-
erature was struggling for acceptance
into the Bible until the canon of the
Old Testament as wo now have it wag
established in the first century of our
era by the rabbinical echool of Palestine
As the nation Israel sunk under the
waves of Roman conquest the Jewish
spirit held the Old Testament aloft a8
its gift to the world. —Clifton Hardy
Levy in Review of Reviews.

To the F' in_Ohrist Jesus of the

DeaRLy BeLoVED ‘BRETHREN,—
Lent, with all its privileges and possi-
bilities, is here once more. The
Church calls us to use this holy season
as a means of spiritual growth and
strength. As faithfal children, shall
we not gladly obey her call, and enter
upon these forty days determinod to
become in all things more like unto
our Divine Examplar, Jesus Christ !

Some would criticise the nccessity
for the observance of Lent. -Can the
Master’s wethod of over odighteen
hundred years ago be wrong .or un-
neoessary for any of His followers to-
day? How frequently did our Master
retire to a solitary place to rest and
to pray, to gird Himself for His con-
flict with sin. How often did He
say to His disciplos, “ Come ye apart
into,a desert place and rest awhile.”
Let us, as good soldiers of the Cross,
follow our Lord’s example and come
apart from the world for a season,
that we may be drilled in all spiritual
graces and become better fitted to con-
tinue our warfare aguinst the world,
the flesh and the Devil.

Lent is a season in which we should
permanently deepen and quicken our
spiritual life. It presses these ques-
tions upon us: “ Is your religion a
name only, or is it a reality 1”7 *Is
your chief desire to conquer self acd
to do God's will wholly ?” Lent’s
real aim is to help us to repent and to
‘conquer our sins. If it be hailed
merely as a season of rest from social
duties, then will it indeed be a
mockory. Permit me to make a few
suggestions that may help you to
properly observe this gracious season,
so that you may prove it to be a well-
spring of life to your souls.

LAW OF THE SEA.

BY CHARLES B, LEWIS.

All writers of sea stories devote chap-
‘ters to what is called ‘‘the sentiment
~of the sea,”’ and all readers of the same
feel their pulses thrill as they read of
heroio r This ‘‘senti t'’ may
have been observable 50 years ago, and
pnow. and then.you read of a rescue
worthy of heroes, but as a matter of
fact shipowners and sea oaptains are
‘anything but sentimental in these days
of money making. Of tem ships who
sight a signal of distress at sea eight
will sneak past it if possible, and the
other two will be more interested in
the salvage question than im the saving
of life. Shippers want their goods ship-
ped as soon as possible. Shipowners
overload and underman their vessels
and yet want them to make quiock voy-
ages. Sea oaptains must “‘orack on’’
and do their best, and so it comes about
that aid is seldom extended when there
s reagonable excuse for dodging it.

In the year 1880 the brig Welcome
left the port of Liverpool for the West
Indies, having on board 180 men, wom-
en and children, who were going to set-
tle on one of the islands. She had a
crew of 15 men, a superoargo and two
eabin passengers, thus bringing the to-
#al up to almost 200. Fine weather ac-
eompanied the oraft until she had ac-
ecomplished two thirds of the voyage.
Then a gale sprang up which dismasted
hor and sent her drifting back over her
wake. The gale had soarcely abated
when a fire broke out, and though it
was extinguished after & hard fight a
great quantity of provisions was oon-
sumed and much of the fresh water was
sacrificed. Not a spar was left aboard
for jury masts, and as the rudder had
been oarried away and there was four
foet of water im the hold the people
gealized that the wreck could not be
abandoned too scon.

Soon aftor we of the ship Evening Star
wighted the wreck. We were sailing un-
der the Holland flag, commanded .by a
Holland oaptain and mate, and I believe
the oraft was of that nationality. She
was bound from Demerara to New
York, loaded mostly with sugar, I be-
lieve, and had been detained in Deme-
rara a couple of weeks to ship a crew.
It so happened that an American man-
of-war to which I belonged as an en-
listed man put into that port for some
slight repairs, and 13 of us deserted in
a body to go aboard of the Btar. We
were all sailors. It does not excuse our
action to say that the Hollander brought
this desertion about by the promise of
high wages. He wanted a crew and did

bad & closs shave from being captured
by our captain, but got to sea all
vighs, and as the weather was good and
the wind favorable the
“‘oracked on’’ to make up for lost time.
One morning just after sunrise we

As a result the ten of uws were a$ once
arrested and flung into prison to await
the action of the law. { never found
out just where they intended to send us
for trial, but presume it was Holland.
For some reason or other there was &
long delay, and at length matters were
ecomplicated by our being claimed as
deserters from an American man-of-
war. The people whom we had saved
were grateful enough, God knows, bub
all others looked upon us asa lot of
pirates who ought to have been hung as
soon as captured.

When we had been im jail for five
months, we got word from an Amerioan
who was pretty thoroughly posted om
the case that we should soon be sent$
away for trial and that we might ex-
peot at least Tive years’ imprisonment
apiece. This news deoided us to make
an attempt to break jail, and one night,
a week later, using tools which a guard
had been bribed to passin to us, we
sawed away the bars of a window and
gained our liberty. Proceeding to the
harbor, we found an American sohoon-
er ready to sail and awaiting our com-
ing, and before our escape was disoover-
od we wore miles at sea. Five of us sur-
rendered to the naval authorities and
took our punishment and served out the
remainder of our enlistment, bus what
becamé of the others I do not know.
But for our action 200 people wounld
have been left to go down with a wreck
on which they had drifted and suffered
for days and weeks, and yes that adtion
was rank mutiny, and had the ship been
English instead of Dutoh our two lead-
ers would probably huve been hung and
the rest of us got long terms in prison.

STORY OF THE BIBLE.
HOW IT WAS COM;ILED. PRESERVED
AND BROUGHT DOWN,
T ey

New. discoveries about the Bible are
being made almost daily. The religious
world is startled every now and then
by the anmouncement that some old

usoript has been found or some clay
corroborating Biblical history has
been deciphered. The last few years
have been especially notable for remark-
able finds, not the least of which has
been & single leaf of papyrus bearing a
fow sayings of Jesus—logia, as they
bave been ocalled. These discoveries
arouse a questioning frame of mind.
We ask, how did we get the Bible,
whence did it come, what was the
method of its transmission to us?
Learned volumes have been written, but
only scholars read them. One of the
latest of these is by Dr. William A.
Coppinger, but it is 8o expensive a vol-
ume—only 150 copies have been printed
for sale—that few can read it, even if
they would. The much talked of poly-
ohrome Bible, edited by leading Biblical
scholars the world, is an answer to
this di S#ill, the question, how
did the Bible come down to us? ought
to be answered briefly, so that fhe mass-
es of the. people can read and under-
stand. It is irreverent to the Bible and
the inspired men who gave us this
world classio—the classio—dealing with
the eoternal theme of the relation be-
tween man and God to think of itas a
ready made volume, dropped down from
heaven bound and.gilt edged.

The Bible was born in the little land
of Canaan as the weary Caravan, led by
Abrakam from Ur of the Chaldees,
pitched its tents and the patriarch wrote
down the promises of the Eternal on
the palm leaves which he found at hand.
This was more than 4,000 years ago,
and that writing was in wse so early is
proved by inseriptions found on Egyp-
tlan steles or Assyrian tablets from
8,000 to 8,000 years old.

The records kept by Abraham and
his immediate descendants undoubtedly
formed the basis of the book of Genesis
and the earlier chapters of Exodus, to
be later utilized by the hand of Moses
and his suocessors. With the advent of
this great legislator of the Hebrews the
nation was formed, with his legislation
as its heart and center. It is probable
that Moses wrote his portion of the Bi-
ble upon the linen used for such pur-
poses in Egypt, for many large pieces
of ‘this linenjoovered with hieroglyphio
v riting have come down $o us wrapped
around mummies. The inscriptions are
still legible. The Pentateuch was the
pucleus of our Bible, the only Bible
knewn to the Hebrews for many gener-
ations. It was written in the ancient
Ibri character, closely resembling the
Pheenician, as proved by the Siloam in-
soription discovered near Jerusalem and
some ancient coins which have been
found. Leaderslike Joshua, Gideon and
Samuel were needed in the promised
land. Singers and prophets, too, arose,
and tho scribes of the leaders recorded
what was done. The poets wrote down
their best songs. The prophets’ words
were treasured up by their disciples and
followers. The official records were kept
in the national archives, and the songs
of the poets and the hes of the
prophets were passed m hand to
hand. When the kingdom was divided,
records were oertainly keps both in the
southern kingdom of Judah and the
porthern kingdom of Israel. But much
of the eariier literature waa, forgotten
in the oatastrophe of the destrucsion of
the kingdoms of Israel and Judah, and
the exiles refused to sing the somgs of
Zion as they ‘‘sat by the waters of Ba-
bel and wept.”” When at last the term
of exile was over and some of the more
devoted Jews returned to rebuild the
walls and temple of Jerusalem, the law

had to be brought back to them.

Ezra was the man for this work, and
be and’ his coadjutors, the elders, col-
leoted the soattered records of earlier
days and made the first canon of the
Pentateuch. Théy wrote it in a new
soript—Kethav Ashuris, the Assyrian
or square oharacter brought back from
Babylon with them — and read and
taught 1%, te the people. By this time
some of the speeches delivered by the
prophets of the exile, the second Isaiah
and his disciples, had become &0 dear to
the hearts of the people that they were
esteemed @a olaasios. Bome had preserv-
od the addresses of the earlier prophets,
and gradoally & d set of pted
writings was added to the law. The
older songa, too, were found again, and
new singers were inspired for the serv-
foe of she new temple, and the book of
Psalms beoame its hymnbook.

The ,proverbs of the nation were col-
lected by various hands. Other books
wers found or written as late as the seo-
ond century before the Christian era.
The book of Daniel, for instance, was
composed to inspire a people, fainting
under Byrian oppression, for the Macca-
bean revolution. And all this later lit-
erature was struggling for acceptance
into the Bible until the canon of the
Old Testament as we now have it was
established in the first century of our
era by the rabbinical school of Palestine
As the nation Israel sunk under the
waves of Roman conquest the Jewish
spirit held the Old Testament aloft a8
its gift to the world. —Clifton Hardy
Levy in Review of Reviews.

It does not excuse our
action to say that the Hollander brought
this desertion about by the promise of
high wages. He wanted a crew and did
ot oare how the men came to him. We
bad a olose shave from being oaptured
by our oaptain, but got to sea all
vighs, and as the weather was good and
the wind favorable the Hollander
«gracked on’’ to make up for lost time.
One morning just after sunrise we
found the drifting brig square in our
path and only two or three miles away.
After a brief look at her through the
glass captain and mate fell to oursing
at their i1l luok. As amatter of fact we
had neither water mor provisions to
apare, and the ship was loaded down to
the mark wifth cargo, but when we
heard our officers propose to pass the
wreok withous notice every man of the
ten waas ready for mutiny.

Star ran down to them and sent & boat
aboard.

asoript has been found or some clay
tablet corroborating Biblical history has
been deciphered. The last few years
| have been especially notable for remark-
| able finds, not the least of which has
| been a single leaf of papyrus bearing &
| few sayings of Jesus—logia, as they
| have been oalled. These discoveries
| arouse a questioning frame of mind.
i We ask, how did we get the Bible,
| whence did it come, what was the
| method of its transmission to us?
! Learned volumes have been written, but
| only scholars read them. One of the
| 1atest of these is by Dr. William Al
Coppinger, but it is 80 expensive a vol-
ume—only 150 copies have been printed
for sale—that few can read it, even if
they would. The much talked of poly-
“ chrome Bible, edited by leading Biblical
| scholarsiof the world, is an answer to
| this demand. Still, the question, how
did the Bible come down to us? ought
to be answered briefly, so that fhe mass-
| o8 of the people can read and under-
stand. It is irreverent to the Bible and
i the inspired men who gave us this
world classic—the olassio—dealing with
the eternal theme of the relation be-
tween man and God to think of itas a
ready made volume, dropped down from

! heaven bound and gilt edged.

The Bible was born in the little land
of Canaan a8 the weary Caravan, led by
Abraham from Ur of the Chaldees,
pitched its tents and the patriarch wrote
down the promises of the Eternal on
the palm leaves which he found at hand.
This was more than 4,000 years ago,

| and that writing was in use so early is
proved by inscriptions found on Egyp-
tlan steles or Assyrian tablets from
6,000 to 8,000 years old.

The records kept by Abraham and
his immediate descendants undoubtedly
formed the basis of the book of Genesis
and the earlier chapters of Exodus, to
be later utilized by the bhand of Moses
and his successors. With the advent of
this great legislator of the Hebrews the
nation was formed, with his legislation
as its heart and center. It is probable
that Moses wrote his portion of the Bi-
ble upon the linen used for such pur-
poses in Egypt, for many large pieces
of this linen covered with hieroglyphio
+ riting have come down to us wrapped
around mummies. The inscriptions are
still legible. The Pentateuch was the
pucleus of our Bible, the only Bible
kunewn to the Hebrews for many gener-

| ations. It was written in the ancient
Ibri charaoter, closely resembling the
| Pheenician, as proved by the Siloam in-
| moription discovercd near Jerusalem and
| some ancient coins which have been
| found. Leaderslike Joshua, Gideon and
\ Samuel were needed in the promived
land. Singers and prophets, too, arose,
and tho scribes of the leaders recorded
what was done. The poets wrote down
their best songs.  The prophets’ words
were treasured up by their disciples and
followers. The officiul records were kept
in the national archives, and the songs
of the poets and the speaches of the
prophets were passed from hand to
hand. When the kingdom ‘was divided,
| yacords were certainly kept both in the
conthern kingdom of Judah and the
porthern kingdom of Israel. But much
of the eariier literature woa forgotten
in the oatastrophe of the destrucsion of
the kingdoms of  Israel and Judah, and
the exiles refused to sing the songs of
Zion as they ‘‘sat by the waters of Ba-
bel and wept.’’ When at last the term
of oxile was over and some of the more
devoted Jews returned to rebuild the
walls and temple of Jerusalem, the law
had to be brought back to them.

Ezra was the man for this work, and
he and his coadjutors, the elders, col-
lected the soattered records of carlier
days ani made the first canon of the
Pentateuch. Théy wrote it in a new
soript—Kethav Ashuris, the Assyrian
or square character brought back from
Babylon with them — and read and
taught it te the people. By this time
some of the speeches delivercd by the
prophets of the exile, the second Isaiah
and his disciples, had become so dear to
the hearts of the people that they were
esteemed a8 classios. Some had preserv-
ed the addresses of the earlier prophets,
and gradually & gecond set of accepted
writings was added to the law. The
older songs, too, were found again, and
new singers were inspired for the serv-
fce of the new temple, and the book of
Psalms became its hymnbook.

The proverbs of the nation were col-
lectad by various hands. Other books
wers found or written as late as the sec-
ond century before the Christian era.
The book of Daniel, for instance, was
composed - to inspire a people, fainting
under Syrian oppression, for the Macca-
bean revolution. And all this later lit-
erature was struggling for acceptance
into the Bible until the canon of the
Old Testament as wo now have it wase
established in the first century of onr
era by the rabbinical school of Palestine
As the nation Israel sunk under the
waves of Roman conquest the Jewish
spirit held the 0ld Testament aloft a8
its gift to the world. —Clifton Hardy
Levy in Review of Reviews.

TAW OF THE SEA.

BY CHARLES B. LEWIS.

All writers of soa stories devote chap-
‘$ers to what is called ‘‘the sentiment
~of the sea,’’ and all readers of the same
feel their pulses thrill as they read of
heroio rescues. This ‘‘sentiment’’ may
have been observable 50 years ago, and
now and then. you read of a rescue
worthy of herces, but as a matter of
faot shipowners and sea oaptains are
anything but sentimental in these days
of money making. Of tem ships who
sight a signal of distress at sea eight
will sneak past it if possible, and the
other two will be more interested in
the salvage question than in the saving
of life. Shippers want their goods ship-
ped as soon a8 possible. Shipowners
overload and underman their vessels
and yet want shem to make quick voy-
agos. Sea oaptains must “orack on’’
and do their best, and so it comes about
that aid is seldom extended when there
s reasonable excuse for dodging it.

In the year 1880 the brig Welcome
left the port of Liverpool for the West
Indies, having on board 180 men, wom-
en and children; who were going to set-
tle on one of the islands. She had a
crew of 15 men, a supercargo and two
oabin passengers, thus bringing the to-
#al up to almost 200. Fine weather ac-
eompanied the oraft until she had ac-
complished two thirds of the voyage.
Then a gale sprang up which dismasted
hor and sent her drifting back over her
wake. The gale had soarcely abated
when a fire broke out, and though it
wae extinguished after & hard fight &
great quantity of provisions was ocon-
sumed and much of the fresh water was
sacrificed. Not a spar was left aboard
for jury masts, and as the rudder had
been carried away and there was four
feot of water im the hold the people
yealized that the wreck could not be
abandoned too scon.

Soon aftor we of the ship Evening Star
wighted the wreck. We were sailing an-
der the Holland flag, commanded by a
Holland oaptain and mate, and I believe
the craft was of that nationality. She
wns bound from Demerara to New
York, loaded mostly with sugar, I be-
lieve, and had been detained in Deme-
rara & couple of weeks to ship a crew.
It so happenod that an American man-
of-war to which I belonged as an en-
listed man put into that port for some
slight repairs, and 12 of us deserted in
& body to go aboard of the Btar. We
were all sailors. . It does not excuse our
action to say that the Hollander brought
this desertion about by the promise of |
high wages. He wanted a crew and did
not oare how the men came to him. We |
bad a close shave from being oaptured
by our captain, but got to sea all
vight, and as the weather was good and
the wind favorable the Hollander
“‘oracked on’’ to make up for lost time.
One morning just after sunrise we
found the drifting brig square in our
path and only two or three miles away.
After a brief look at her throngh the |
glass captain and mate fell to oursing |
at their i1l luck. As amatter of fact we |
had neither water mor provisions to |
spare, and the ship was loaded down to
the mark with cargo, but when we
heard our officers propose to pass the
wreok withous notice every man of the
ten was ready for mutiny.

We demanded that communication be
epened with the unfortunate people,
and after a good deal of growling the
Star ran down to them and sent a boat
aboard. The report of the mate when
ho returned was to the effect that the
poople were on quarter allowance, with
much siokness among the women and
obildren, and that they desired to aban-
don tho wreck and be taken aboard of
the ship. We had spare spars aboard,
and the Hollander offerod to sell three
or four stioks for about three times their
value, the payment to be made in gold
on delivery. The captain of the brig
declined buying, as he was satisfied
that the shattered hulk could never be
worked into port, even if fully pro-
visioned. The Hollander then agreed to
soll one oask of water and about 30
younds of bread, but just as we were
ready to tvansfer the goods a squall
came up, and that gave him an excuse
for sailing away. His firm intention
was to abandon the wreck to her fate,
and as soon as we realized it the ten of
us went aft in & body and assured him
that unless he bore up and furnished
relicf we should refuse duty and take
the oconsequences. He blustered and
threatened a..d brought out his pistols,
put we were firm, and at length be
gave orders to put the ship about.

We had to beat up to the wreok, and
by the time we renched her there was
balf a gale blowing and the sea was 50
heavy that we oould not transfer the
provisions. At the end of an hour the
Hollander was for making sail again,
but we refused to touch a rope. He and
his mate, both armed with belaying
pins, gought to drive us aloft, but we
disarmed them and loaired them in their
staterooms. Among us wWas a mau who
had made several voyages as mate and

arrested and flung into prison to awai$
the action of the law. { never found
eut just where they intended to send us
for trial, but presume it was Holland.

The people whom we had saved
were grateful enough, God knows, but
all others lookéd upon us asa lot of
pirates who ought to bave been hung as
soon as captured.

When we had been im jail for five
months, we got word from an American
whé was pretty thoroughly posted om
the case that we should soon be sen$
away for trial and that we might ex-
peot at least five years’' imprisofiment
apiece. This news decided us to make
an attempt to break jail, and one night,
a week later, using tools Which a guard
had been bribed to pass in to us, we
sawed away the bars of a window and
gained our liberty.

Compressed Flour.

The British admiralty and the war
department aro testing, under various
climatic cor jons, the new methad for
prunerviug*. One objection to the
establishm pational granaries has
been the difficulty of storing grain for
any length of time. The grain germi-
pates and is ruined, and to keep large
quantitios in sound condition has been
pronounoced impracticable. Experiments
are being made with a system of com-
pression into bricks by hydraunlic pres-
sure. The trials show that the flour so
treated is not affected by damp, even
under unfavorable conditions, and is
free from mold. The ocompression de-
stroys all forms of larval life and the
flour i8 thus rendered safe from the at-
tacks of the insects. The saving in stor-

| age is enormous, as the cubio space 00-

capied by 100 pounds of loose flour will
hold more than 800 pounds of the com-
pressed article. —Sciontifio Ameriocan.

No change will be mado in the system
of issuing frco miners’ liconses in British
Columbia or the Yukon by which miners
starting from Seattle wiflk get licenses as
Tagish.

The chairman of the Board of Steam-
boat Inspeotors goes to British Columbia
to see that the law is strictly enforced
with regard to the safety of vessels carry-
ing passengers and freight to Alaska.

FOR MEN OF WAR.

The Saturday Review reports that the
Ohinese loan will be made by Great Bri-
tain, and that the preliminary contract
has actually been signed.

It was stated in‘the British House of
Commons ycsterday that Germany had
expressed her willingness that Chief Mae
tanfa should return to Samoa if the
United States and England were agree-
able.

Two French expeditions are advancing
toward Sokoto, the capital of tho Sultan-
ate of Sokoto, in tho extreme north of the
Haussa States, and siz French officers

with a force of 200 men have arrived at
Argungu and Tagga.

There is nothing o far to confirm the
suspicion that the Maine disaster was
not the result of an accident. It has been
decided to refuse the request of the Span-
ish authorities for permission to join the
United States in the investigation. If it
should appear that there was foul play,
the temper of Congress would favor an
appropriation for two mnew men-of-war,
but otherwige.the feeling is that 1t is use-
Iess to spend money on ships that are
liable to blow up at a critical stage of the
game.
