An Act to regulate the Trade of the British Possessions Abroad.

[28th August, 1833.]

IW HEREAS an Act was passed in the Sixth Year of the Reign of His late
Majesty, King George the Fourth, intituled An Act to regulate the Trade of

of the British Possessions Abroad were consolidated and amended : And whereas
since the passing of the said Act divers Acts for the further Amendment of the Law
have been found necessary, and it will be of advantage to the Trade and Commerce
of the Country that the said Acts should be consolidated into One Act: Be it there-
fore enacte-d by the Kiog's most Excellent Majesty, by and with the Advice and
Consent of the Lords Spiritual and Temporal, and Commons, in this present Parlia-

commence- ment, assembled, and by the Authority of the, same, That this Act shall commence
ment of Act. upon the First day of September One thousand eight hundred and thirty-three,

except where any other Commencement is herein particularly directed.

II. And be it further enacted, that no Goods shall be imported into, nor shall
any Goods, except the Produce of the Fisheries in British Ships, be exported from,
any of the British Possessions in America by Sea'from or to any Place other than the
United Kingdom, or some other of suchrPossessions, except into or-from the several
Ports in such Possessions, called "Free Ports," enumerated or described in the
Table following; (that is to say,)

Provided always, that if His Majesty shall deem it expedient- to extend the
Provisions of this Act to any Port or Ports not enumerated in tlhe said Table, it shall
be lawful for His Majesty, by Order in Council, to extend the Provisions of this Act
to such Port or Ports; and from and after the Day mentioned in such Order in
Council all the Privileges and Advantages of this Act, and all the Provisions, Penal-
ties, and Forfeitures therein contained, (subject nevertheless to the Limitations and
Restrictions herein-after provided,) shall extend, and be deemed and construed to
extend, to any such Port or Ports respectively, as fully as if the same had been
inserted and enumerated in the said Table at the Time of passing this Act: Provided
also, that nothing herein-before contained shall extend to prohibit the Importation
or Exportation of Goods into or from any Ports or Places in Newfoundland or La-
brador in British Ships.

IV. And whereas there are in the said. Possessions many Places situated in
Rivers and in Bays at which it may be necessary to establish Ports for particular
and limited purposes only ; be it therefore enacted, That it shall be lawful for His
Majesty, in any Oider in Council made for the Appointment of any Free Port, to
limit and confine such Appointments respectively to any and such Purposes only as
shall be expressed in such Order.

V. And whereas by the Law of Navigation Foreign Ships are permitted to
import into any of the British Possessions Abroad, from the Countries to which they
belong, Goods the Produce of those Countries, and to export Goods from such
Possessions to be carried to any Foreign Country whatever And whereas it is

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coiha n" expedient that such Permission should be subject to certain Conditions; be it fhere-
sessions, shall fore enacted, That the Privileges thereby granted to Foreign Ships shall be limited

Country, although the Gonditions aforesaid shallnot in all Respects be fulfilléd by
such Foreign Country: Provided always, that no Foreign Country shall be deemed
to have fulfilled the before-mentioned Conditions, or to be entitled to the Privileges
aforesaid, unless and until His Majesty shall, by sone Order or Orders to be by
Him made by the Advice of His ,Privy Council, have declar'ed that such Foreign
Country hath so fulfilled the said Conditions and is entitled to the said Privileges:
Provided also, that'every Order in Council in force at the Tim'e of thé Commence-
ment of this Act whereby Declaration is- made of the Countries which are entitled in
whole or in part to the Privileges of the'Law of Navigation herein-before referred to
and recited shall continue in force as effectually as if the same had been afterwards
made under the Authority of this Act.
