II. For the purposes of this Act, the said City of Quebec shall be and
is hereby divided into cight wards. to be called respectively, St. Lewis
Ward, Palace Ward, St. Peter’s Ward, Champlain Ward, St. Roch’s Ward,
St. Vallier’s Ward, St. John’s Ward and Montcalm Ward.

IV. The boundaries and limits of the said Wards shall be as follows, 20
that is to say :—

1st. Saint Lewis Ward shall comprisc all that part of the Upper Town
within the fortifications, and south of a line drawn from Prescott Gate to
to St. John’s Gate, along the middle of Mountain Street, Buade Strect,
Fabrique Strect, and St. John’s Street. 2%

2nd. Palace Ward shall comprise all that part of the Upper Town within
the fortifications, and not included in St. Lewis Ward.

4th. Champlain Ward shall comprise all that part of the Lower Town
lying between St. Peter’s Ward and the limits of the said City, together
with all wharves, piers, and other ercctions, oppusite to this part of the
said Lower Town, slthough built beyond the low water mark in the said 0
River. . :

5th. Saint Roch’s Ward shall comprise all that part of the Parish of St.
Roch which lies within the limits of the said City of Qucbec, on the
north west side of a line drawn in the middle of St. Joseph Strect, from
one cnd to the other. :

6th. St. Vallier’s Ward shall comprise all that part of the Parish of St 4
Roch which lies within the limits of the said City of Quebec not comprised
in St. Roch’s Ward. S

Tth. Saint John’s Ward shall comprise all that space bounded by. St
Vallier’s Ward, the fortifications, the limits of the said City, on the wait
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and a line drawn in the middle of St. John Street from St. John’s Gate to
the western limits of the City and the Cime du Cap, on the bank of the St.
Lawrence.

8th. Montealm Ward shall comprise al! that space bounded by the forti-
4 fications on the east, and on the west by the City limits, or the north by
St. Vallier’s Ward, and on the svuth by the Cime du Cup.

V. That there shall be elected, in the manner hereinafter mentioned, Magyor ond
one fit person, who shall be and be called the Mayor of the said City of Courcitns to

Quebee, and a certain number of fit persons who shall be and be called
10 Councillors of the said City, and such Mayor and Councillors for the
time being shall be and be called the Council of the said City.

VI. No person shall be capable of being elected a Councillor of the said
City of Quebee unless he shall have been a resident houscholder within
the said City for one year next before such clection, and unless he shall
15 be seized or possessed to his own use of reul or personal estate, or both,
within the said City, after payment or deduction of his just debts, of the
value of five hundred pounds currency, and that no person shall be capable
of heing appointed an Assessor for the said City unlesshe be seized or pos-
sessed 10 his own use of real or personal estate, or both, within the said
20 City, afier payment of bis just debts, of the value of two hundred and
fify pounds currency.

VIi. No person shall be capable of being eleeted Mayor or Councillor
of the said City of Quebee, or of voting at any election of City officers,
who shall not be a natural born or naturalized subject of Her Majesty,

25 and of the full age of twenty-one years; nor shall any person be capable
of voting or being elected at any such election who shall have been
atainted for treason or felony in any Court of Law within any of Her
Majesty’s Dominions,

VIII. No person being in Holy Orders, orbeing a minister or preacher
30 of any Disscnting or religious seet, nor any Judge or Judges, clerk or
clerks of any Courts, or any Member of the Executive Council, or any
person accountable for the City revenue, or receiving any pecuniary
allowance from the City for his services, nor any officer or person presid-
ing nor any clerk or assistant employed by him at any such election,
35 while so employed, shall be capable of being elected a Councillor for
the said City.

IX. The Councillors of the said City of Quebec, at the periods berein-
alter mentioned, shall be chosen by the majority of votes of the qualified
electors within the wards for which such clection shall be had, and

tioned shall have a right to vote, that is to say :

All persons aged twenty-one years and upwards, who are assessed
and have paid their assessment at least one month before the clection,
for the financial year immediately preceding an election of a City Coun-

prietors and usufructuaries. -

X. Every voter shall vote inthe Ward in which he is assessed,
unless being qualified to vote in more than one Ward, then in the Ward
In which he shall reside, and that each voter qualified to vote in one
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Ward only shall vote in such Ward, and when such voter shall be quali-
fied to vuie in more Wards than one and shall reside without the limits
of e City, he shall declare at least one month before the election in
which Ward he wishes 1o vote, and in default he shall not be pcrmil,lcd
to vote at the next election; and that no person shall be permitted 1, 5
give more than one vote in any case.

Xl And whereas provision for the Registry of Voters.has been foung
cquitable and conveniemt, Be it cnzeted, That before the first day of
in every year, the Assessors hereinafier meationed shall make
out from the last Asscssment Roll, an alphabetieal list of the Yoters 19

ing to the best of their judgment upon the claims previously made as 95
aforesaid, for the insertion or omission of names in or from the said Eist;
