Many Lives Reported to Have Been Lost—

New Orrzans, Oct. 14.—Chief Operator
West, of the Western Union Telegraph office,
this city, last night received the following
from the operator at Orange, Texas: The
town of Sabine Pass was totally destroyed by
the over-flowing of the'Sabine River-on Tues-
day night. It is known that sixty-five lives
were lost. During the overflow a hotel cons
taining fifteen or twenty persons was swept
out into the bay and all the occupants were
drowned.

The captain of a schooner, which has are
rived from Sabine Pass, says that not a house
is left in the whole country, and that every
living thing was drowned.

A party of men came from Beaumont last
evening on a train with the intention of joine
ing the people of Orange and going down to
Sabine Pass with a relief boat. :

But to the vast masses who
are moved by talkc and can fight only under a
banner or with a battle cry, the delusion is
accepted as a reality, and cherished as a watch-
word with all the pig-headed zeal of ignorance
gone mad.|

Consider, for example, the service which the
words Conservative and Liberal are made to
perform in Canadian politics, These words
we owe to the fact that Canada is a British
colony. In the early history of this country,
they without doubt did possess a meaning,
But during the last five and thirty years they
have been utter misnomers.
