MORAL PLAYS AND SALACIOUS
BOOKS.

St. Louls Church Progrosa
One of Archbishop Glennon's most

arraigned the popular attendance at im
moral plays and the reading of salacious
books. TPhe baneful ivfluences of both
are clearly and foreibly depieted.

It has always been a difficult and

the various mechods of amusement and
recreation within the bounds of decency
and the moral law. Indeed, amuseiments
always appear to be wmore popular in
proportion to their deviation from the
atriet eode of morals—while thoso who
think they have a mission to eriticiseor
oppose them apparently ouly advocate
them and gain neither gratitude nor
re-ults.
And this is specially true in the field
literature and the drama. Tae
author or the actor generally introduces
bis book or play, by doing something tc
attract attention - a libel suit or divorce
court fids the greatest favor — then
comes the production fivred to maintain
the Jost character of the author, and
the dear public floek to applaud for
genius what 13 simply a salacious story.
And yet I don't think that the actor
or author is primarily to blame for what
is admittedly the low condition of
popular literature and the present day
drama. [If the people did aot purchase
bad books or patronize cheap aud vulgar
plays they wo.ld not have such pre
cented. We get what we want. It i¢
the old law of supply and demand.
1 was speiking once to an aclor of
pational reputation, a very respe ctable
man (and there are such on the stage,)
and our coaversation drifted to his art,
its uplifting quality, when the peop'e
behind the footlights try to show not
oaly a consecration to their art, but a
eonscience in their production He
s1id to me that all modern art, in so far
as he knew it, resolved it-elf into dollars
and cents. Art for art's sake was dead,
and commercialism, represented by the
gite receipts, was supreime dictator and
director.
Now, if this were even partially trae,
it is much to be regretted, and gives us
room for pause, in the face ot the fast
growing book-readirg and theatre going
habit. If it be a thi g of bargaining
wo ought to bargain for the best.
Ovher vise wa will lose our last distin
guishing American trait of being good
traders.
What books, then you may ask me,
should you buy, and what plays ought
you to see? 1 would say, first of all,
by way of limitation, that most of our
people read tco much. Bacon says that
** reading makes a full man ' 1 believe
that the popular reading of the books
of the day fills the reader with non
sense, and to be full of nonsense is
neither a restful nor hopefal condition.
And the same may be said of theater-
going. To go night after night to the
theater is one of the surest marks of;
decadence ; such decadence as afflicted
old Rome when her titizens sold their
birthright, their liberties and their
glories for the ‘‘ bread and games "’
which their tyracts gave them.
@But, sgain, to answer the question
directly, requires a knowledge ot books
and plays, ol authors and doctors, such
as I am not possessed of. I can conse
qaently only set bafore you certain prin-
ciples, by tue aid of which you may form
your own ducisions.
The book (I speak of works of fiztion)
or the play his its dramatis personde ;
characiers who te!l their own stories,
wark cut the plot, deliver themselves
of certain opinions, by the way, and,
snpporedly, reprosent people talen from
real life.  Kor tho time beivg they are
the companion advisers, entertainers
and friends of the reader or the audi
eice.
Supposing thesn characters were, by
some strange metamorphosis, to becone
roal citizens ? Would they st 1l enjoy
your frieadship ? Would they be jour
advisers, your companions? Sowe of
you bave fiue residences and give recep
tions. Waould you invite tbese dear
frionds of your book aud stage acqiaint
ances ? And if you did, what a groub
you wonld have theve, qnite a collec
tion o1 adulterers, wurdercrs acd
goneral scoundeeld, whose lives are lies
and with whom ail moralivy is a worn
out tradition.

(Review of Reoeviews,
December, 1901.) It is, then, an ap-
pallivg fact that in the majority of
mixed marrizges the childien are lost
to the Christian faith.

As Principal Tulloch remarks, to
avoid blunders entirely is quite im-
possible, We must content ourselves
with making as few as we can, and
with correcting them when we notice
them. I observe that I have made
Cardinal Allen translate the first book
of Hooker's Kcclesiastical Polity to
Pope Urban VIIL the Pope remark'ng
thereupon that it was worthy to endura
until the last fire consume all learning.
Of course it was Clement VIII, mot
Urban VIII, who said this. Allen had
been dead almost a generation when
Urban came to tho chair.

Dr. Faulkner of Drew Scminary,
baving examined Wyeliffe's English
works, finds no declarations against the
salvation of Saints Benedict or Bernard
or Francis. He promires to examine
his Latin works. If none shculd be
found in them, the conclusion will be
that Wycliff was condemned mistaken-

Of course the condemnation of
Wyeliff restod chiefly on his denial of
Transubstantiation. There is no dis:
pute that he denied this.

Protestants excuse themselves from
paying attention to the damning facts
adduced by Janssen concerning Luther
and the Lutheran Reformation, and to
some extent concerning the Calvin
istic Reformation, on the ground that he
garbles This is a very convenient
plea, especially when no proof is given,
as none is offered even by Professor
Nippold. However, the assertion bars
us from citing passages the senss of
which wight be changed by fuller
quotation,

Nevertheless, unluckily for Luther,
and sometimes for his associates, there
are a good many passages which speak
t00 unpleasantly in thomselves to be
ruled out in this way. I will givesome
of these, and if anybody can prove by
their context that they do not mean
what they say, let him see about it.

¢ Faith justifies before love, and
without love. "’

This passage is no’ sheltered under
any plea of an altering context. We
are only assured that it does not mean
what the words say.

Why? Nobody disputes that Luther
has an extraordinary command of lan-
guage, and is perfectly capable of mak-
ing bis meaning clear.

But, it is pleaded, Luther is too
good & man to have taught that we can
be justified by an unloving faith.

John Wesley was too good a man to
teach this, but the very poiant in ques-
tion is this, was Lathera goud wan ?

He was undoubtedly a very religious
man, but the Bible teaches us that reli
gion without morality only deepens our
eondemnation. The ancient votaries of
Bacchus and of Venus were profoundly
religious. Their orgies were regular
revival services, but their religion only
fitted them for a deeper hell.

In our own time Henry Ward Beecher
was a very religious man, but bis relig
jon did not restrain him trom adultery,
as Mrs. Tilton hersell at length con
fessed. He finally flung out aogrily
against the Ten Commandments from
his very pulpit. ‘*‘Can’t we have some-
thing better than this everlasting
not? ' ho exclyims. Unfortunate this,
for a man who is sufficiently shown,
according to the familar phrase, to have
taken the not out of the Command-
ments and put it into the Creed.

Luther was no adulterer, yet Melan-
chthon represents his relations to the
runsway nuns who harbored with him
a8 being, in his own words, by no means
$hoso of **a decent man, '’ although he
seems to imply that the matrimonial
hepes of the ladies made them carefnl
not to betray themselves.

I have seen the following cited us
from Luther, quite in Heury Ward
Beechor's style. ** Christ came to
abolish, not the Ceremonies ouly, buat
she Commandments.'’ However, as |
have not verified this, and as Janssen
dees not quote it, we will let it hang
as apoceryphal, although 1t is in full

Here, we see, we have two contradic-
tory passages from Luther concerning
unmarried chastity.

Of course we
can not find the lie in his enlogy on the
chaste mounks., That would not be
working in bis interest. We must find
it on the other side. Yet, as Bossuet
remarks, we can notattribute falsehood
to that part of this declaration w»hich
dishonors himself. Luther, indeed,
care: little for holiness, or for the
reputation of holiness, but it is not in
human nature for a religious leader to
profess himself worse than he is.
Pecuniary disinterestedness, freedom
from ambition, and courage in helping
the plague-stricken, a-e unquestionably
virtues of Luther.

The princes are exhorted to be unre-
mitting in ‘*hanging, heading breakiog
on the wheel.”” So only, the two Re-
formers declare, can the German
peasantry—a people singularly mild
and submissive—be kept in some sort
of order. The peasants' revolt un-
dountedly eomewhat palliates, but noth-
ing can excuse this hideous lan
guage. The detailed and cold blooded
wanner in which Melanchthon proposes
the enslavement of the peasants is even
worse than the passionate outbreaks of
Luther.

The character of Luther, therefore,
certainly does not contradict the na-
tural meaning of his formula of justifica-
tion.

evon now. Sometimes he succeeds in
havieg his own way, in spite of his
parents ; he rans away from schoo! and,
when a little o'der, from church ; he
prsses his lifo among such companions
as he chooses, who help him to get the
libarty which they think they have
themselves got, by defying all the laws
of God and of man.

far on this road. They have but
escaped from a light and easy yoke to
take on their necks one far heavier and
more grievous, and which becomes
more and more so every day.

Where, then, is liberty to be found ?

[ will tell you; and you may be sur
prised at what I say, for it does ndt
sound as if it could be true ; but it is
true, novartheless, True liberty, then,
is in the service of God. Those who
serve (Giod best are the freest men on
earth.
But how can this be ? 1 answer it
can and must be very casily and very
plainly. For those who serve God
best of all—that is, the saints in heaven
—always do just what they like, and
enjry doing it most perfectly, They
have got rid of all the hindrances that,
more or lews, prevent every one here
below from doing what he wishes

And, of course, those who try to
walk in the path of the saints here on
earth also have much of this freedom,
The more they learn to do God's will
the more they love it ; and so they are
always doing more and more what they
like, and more and more easily all the
time ; and tkat is just what liberty is :
to do what you like, and to do it with-
out pain or ditlicuity.

The servants of God, then, hwive
their liberty, becanse they harte got
free from sin, which is the only obstacle
to it. And this freedom from sio is
the gift of Christ, it is the fruit & his
Passion ; it is, then, tho liberty which
has given us. It is ours if we wigh it
Try, then, my dear brethren, in this
holy sesson of Lent, when His graces
are so abundantly poured ont, to gain
that freedom which they will surely
glve us, that ‘' freedom wherewith
Chri-t has made ns free, "’

{t is really one of the most serious
diffizulties with which ws [medical
doctors| have to contend. Kven in
minor ailments, which would yield to
dieting or to simple home remedies,
the doctor’s visit is not though’ to be
complete without the prescription. . .
As the public becomes more enlightened
and as we get more sense, dosing will
be recognized as a very minor function
in the practice of medicine in compari-
son with the old method of Asclepiades.'’
Dieting, it will be noticed, is men-
tioned as a more effective remedy in
many ailments, than is recourse to
powders, pills, and liquid drugs,—a
statement the truth of which might we!l
be tested by fasting during the present
holy season.—Ave Maria.

which in an altered form has continued
in use to this day. This improvement
was the counting of the pulse, which up
to this time had bcen felt and discussed
in many ways, but vever counted.
The first method of a new invention is
often unnecessari'y cumwbrous, but this
does not detract from the m«rit of the
man who first discerns its principle.
Nicholas of Cusa proposed to compare
the rate of pulies by weighing the
quantity of water run out o' a water clock
while the pulse beats one hundred times.
Thus, he said, you may easily prove
the degree in which the pulse of a
young man is more rapid than that of
an o'd man.

To lots of people Socialism makes a
somewhat similarappeal. It has appro

priated to itself the title of panacea for
all the existing evils of society, and with
this bait dangling before the public it
has won v any supporters from the ranks
of popular discontent. Some are fool-
ish enough to believe that Socialism
can do what it claims, and those who
are skeptical about the practicability
of its reforms defend their position by
saying that any change in our present
corruption, no matter how radical, will
be for the better.

The remarkable thing about Social

ism is that it is thriving on ignoranca.
Take ten men who talk enthusiastically
ahout it and eight of the number, when
you pin them right down to it, cannot
give you an intelligible explanation cf
what Socialism really is. *' It is going
to give us better times,’’ says cne.
* The poor man won't be taxed and the
rich man go free, '’ says another. '‘One
man won't have a chanee to own the
earth, then,'’ opines a third. *'It'li
kill the trusis,”" remarks a fourth,
“give the working man shorter hours

and more money and the land and
publiec utilities will belong to every-
body."”

And 8o the canvas is unrolled, dis-
closing ever new scenes of a veritable
heaven on earth and the people are
foolish enough to believe them real.
But when it comes to the backbone
of the affair — that is the means by
which Socialism . is to accomplish
these millenial reforms the glibness
of the public departs and they are
ignorant of the very platform of the
movement they espouse. A paragraph
of Coventry Patmore's, whicn we
chanced upon recently, is particularly
worth quoting in this connestion. He
8ays :

“What most people call ‘ deep and
earnest convictions’ on political and
social topics are generally mudile-
headed medleys of knowledge of fact
and opinion. They know that such
and such a thing is an evil, and they
opine that they ses a way to amend it;
aud if wiser people point out to ttem
that the evil would not be so amended
or that greater evils would accrue
f om the attempt, they only feel that
treir ‘convictions’ are affronted and
opposed by cold-blooded ealculations.
This kind of opinion is often as con-
fident as actual knowledge.''—Baltimore
Mirror.
