TOWNSHIP HELD LIABLE
FOR ROAD

Judge Greig has recently given
judgement in a case which will be
of interest to both municipalities and
automobile owners. In-:August 1622
Mr. Geerge Golden, of Tobermory,

| was driving his car along the road

from Sauble Falls to Sauble Beach,
and when in front of the cottages
facing on the river, he met another
car. It was not feasible to pass at
this point, and Mr. Golden endeavor-
ed to back up. Owing to deep sand
at this point blocking the wheels,
the car would not move, but the
driving gear and pinion gave way.
Mr. Golden had to have his car tow-
ed into Wiarton fore repairs and he
breught an action against the Town-
ship of Amabel for $49.00 to cover
his repair bill. The trial of the ac-
tion was adjourned from time to
time and was only concluded at the
November sittings at the Division
court,

In a  written judgement, Judge
Greio says  “The  Plaintiff claims
frem the defendant damages for \ig-
Jury to his automobile, eaused by thé
non vepair of the highway along the
sovth side of the Sauble River at
Sau! Beach. The defendant in its
detc1ce says that the highway is not
a ashway waithin the Jjurisdiction
of the defendant, and that the muni-
ciy ty is under no lial)ility to re-

' or maintain the same, that the

sal is in a reasonable state of re-
pair, that the injury was due to the
contributory negligence of the plain-
tiff, and that no sufficient statutory
notice was given by the plaintiff,

I find that the.notice given was
sufficient and that there was no con-
tiibutory negligence on the part. of
the plaintiff. I also find that the
road was not at the time of the ac-
cident, and had not been for some
timie previous thereto, in a reason-
able state of repair. ¢

le

Thedefence that the road in ques-
tion is not a highway within the jur-
isdiction of the defendant was the de-
fence chiefly urged by the defendant
had previously expended Township
money to repair this road Seaman
was pathmaster for three ygars and
says that road work had been dona
where the accident happened, and El-
dridge says that shingle sawdust was
put on the road for several years by
the pathmaster as road work.

The Reeve admits that the couneil
was using it as a public highway and
that the council had spent money for
repairing it.

A  bred-to-lay male birds should
have Your things, each of almost equal
importance, because the lack of any
of them will adversely affect the off-
spring. The four characters are breed
type, bred-to-lay breeding, constitu-
tion and vigor.

The male bird should be fairly typl-
cal of the breed he represents. If he
does not possess breed type, the gen-
eral type of the flock will not be uni-
form. and the sale of his progeny,
especially the male progeny, will be
very limited. No good poultry breed-
er purchases male birds simply be-
cause they are male birds. Breed
type in the male either sets or.scat-
ters type in the poultry flock.

That the male should be of the
right breeding is of the greatest im-
portance if high egg production is the
desired object. There is no surer way
to failure than to introduce a male
bird of a poor producing line.

production of his daughters depends
almost entirely on the amount of high
producing ancestors he has had. Cer-
tainly his dam should have produced
200 eggs or over in her pullet year,
and if his granddam has laid 200 egygs

The proposal of the U.S. navy to fly
to the Pole in the Shenandoah, Uncle
Sam’s biggest airship, includes the es-
tablishment of an air base in Alagka
from which the start would be made.

|'hurst, N.J., naval station.
' The usual airship mooring mast is
about 200 feet high and is of steel,
firmly based in concrete. The nose of
the ship is made fast by cables to a
swivel arrangement set in the head of
| the mast. This swivel, moving freely,
| permits the flying craft to swing to
| the wind, much as a ship swings to its
’anchor in a tideway. When the air-
| ship is to be moored she noses down
toward the mast, drops her cable to
the ground, and this in turn is made
fast to the cable on the mast swivel.
The slack is then taken up by a motor
driven winch on the ground.

After being secured to the mast it
is found the airship rides better in the
wind if ballast is cast out.
