Deceased was found dead
in bed en Sunday morning. = It appeared
in evidence that deccased had labored un-
der chrouic diarrhara, ‘which was much
aggravated by his having been addicted to
intemperance, ‘and that on Saturday he
drank a great quantity of whiskey. Du-
ring the night, the door of his room was
open, and at a broken pane the snow had
driftéd in upon the bed. Iiis wife was in
bed with him, but was unable to help him,
from the fact of being equally addicted to
drunkenness. 'T'he jury returned for ver-
dict :—1Death by chronic Diarrheea,"aggra-
vated by want of care, intemperance, and
exposure to the inclemency of the wea-
ther.— Globe.

Murder at Oswego.~The Oswego T'ele-
graph of Saturday night says, a -horrible
murder occurred there last evening. The
name of the guilty personis John M.
Thurston, a cabinet maker,.who killed his
brother-in-law, a Mr Garrison, a mechanic,
with an axe, while himself and wife were
making a call at Thurston’s house. ‘I'he
murderer subsequently surréndered himn-
self to the authorities.

Great Match At Curling.—We under-
staud that the challenge: recently offered
by the - Paris Club to the Province, has
been accepted by the Curlers of the Coun-
ty of York, and that the first game will be
played on Burlington Bay.on Friday next.
There are to be twelve curlers on each
side, and the game will be commenced by
eleven o’clock.—Spectator.

Murders in India.—Bombay has of
late been distinguished for the number and
atrocity of the murders that have been
committed there. At the July sessions, a
Portuguese was found guilty of stabbing
with a knife a young married woman in an
advanced state of pregnancy ; she died of
the wound, and the murderer was hanged.
At the next criminal sessions of Oct. 2d,
two men were tried and condemned for
murder ; one was hanged, the other was
repricved on the evening preceding his in-
tended execution. They had entered the
house«cf a kept mistress, by connivance
of a female friend, tied up her head with
a sarree, and secured ‘suffoeation by sit-
ting on her bosom. The wretches seem
to have been from ten to fifteen minutes:

| employed in their murderous work, while

the woman who admitted them lay, by her

own account, bound on- the floor. The

robbery desired to be perpetrated was then |
committed. - While the sessions were sit-

ting, another murder, equally cold-blooded

and atrocious, occurred. A poor old wo-

man, an oil-seller, possessed some jewels;
she was enticed into a dwelling-house, and
while meazuring out oil, she was attacked
by two Parsees and strangled with a buck-
et-rope. T'hese threelast murders—-all of
women—oceurred within a fortnight of
each other. 'We find since, a Chinaman
put to death by two European sailors. We:
have next a horse-kecper poisoned ; then
four men butchered at Mahim in a fit of
fury by members .of another religious
sect ; next a courtezan poisoned, three
others narrowly escaping a like fate, by a
couple of men for the sakeof plunder ; in
all, in four months, 9 haman lives cruelly
destroyed by murderers, and nearly forty
individuals charged with murder, directly
or as accomplices. The death of the
Chinaman and slaughter at Mahim were
perpetrated in passion, the others were
cold-blooded atrocities, perpetrated by the
most cruel means fer the most paltry mo-
tives. - While recent acts of blood such as
these are under investigation, some further
light is promised us on.the slaughter of
the woman found a twelvemonth since cut
piecemeal end strewed around in frag-
menis on the flats ; co that in reality, for
months back, scarcely a week has passed
ofl'in which some matter connected with
a murder case has not been under investi-
gation at the police oflice.

Dear Sir :—In your Editorial remarks on the
proceedings of the County Couneil during its last
meeting, 1 was much surprised to find that you
re-echoed the sentiments and expressions of one
of the members of the Council, ** who hasalways
shown himsolf hostile to this Township,” with a
good deal of zest and warmth, even although
those expressions were as malicious as erroneous.

1 allude 1o that part of your remarks which re-
fer to the motion of Mr. Cockburn and the amend-
ment of Mr. Carney. | certainly read in one of
your issues of Docember last, that the Coﬁmy
Council, during its last sitting in that month, had
Passed a motion granting £ 1500 to the Township
of Erin, for the purpose of muaking a road on the
7th Line of said Township, upon the Township

Council giving sufficiont guarantees to the County

Council forthe repayment of the money when the
Dobenturesshould become due. Nothing at that
time was said about our paying the interest, and
in consequence we were led to believe ourselves
placed on an equality with other Townships in this
County, which have had public money expended
on them. Butthis, it seems, is not the case ; we
are expected (if wo avail ourselves of this kind
indulgence and accept th's grant,) to pay the inte-
reston this money, which I cannot think was the
moaning of the Deceiber Council by the tenor
of the motion.

You bay the appropriation of County funds fof
the purpose of making roads is unprecedented and
passing strange. 1 would ask, does not the
County, at‘the present time, pay interest on mo-
ney appropriated to the making of roads 7 do the
Townships through which the Brock Ridad runs
pay all the intorest on the Count§ fuiids invested
in that road, or does the County ? 1 think you
must answer, the County ; and although that road
is not the least benefit to us at this end of the
County, we, as a part of the County, have to pay
bur proportion of the interest, and in the same way
are held liable for the principal should the pro-
ceeds from that road not. meet the Debentures
when they fall due, which at th"g; present time is
rather doubtful.

Why should it be considered #o absurd an ap-
plication, our asking the County Council to pay
the interest on our Debentures, whon it is only
placing our Township in the same pusition with
others in the County? It is a well kiiown fact
that Erin has received no money from the County
Council, while other Townships in this County
have drawn_ heavily from the public purse ; and
now they refuse us this small moiety, and consi-
der it an indulgence, even, endorsing for us,
Truly Erin must hold a despicable position it the
County Council.

As regards that partof your Editorial which ad-
vocates the advancement of your own Town, I
will be as liberal as yourself, and not censure you.
I know it is the failing of human nature to be sel-
fish; but I cannot admit Guelph’s claim to pre-
cedence, to the detriment of other parts of the
County whose locality will not allow them to do
their marketing in Gaéiph. &

One word more. It would appear much bet-
ter, aud be greatly advantageous to the County,
if the membots would act in Council with more
unanimity. and not allew political or factious feel-
ing to interfere with their duties to the County—
though there may be some who would fike to ap-
pear more prominent than the rest, and who may
have a faction at their ‘beck and call, and whose
will is their pleasure. While such is the caso, it
is useless for us to expect justice or fair dealing ;
and the soondr we form part of a new County, the
sooner may we expect redress from those grie-
vances which may be considered irrgnicdiable in
this County.

EDITOR'S NOTE.

We willingly insert the communication of our
Lrit correspondent ; and we do so the more rea-
dily that an opportunity is thus afforded us of on-
tering 'moro fully on the subject to which it refers.
During last " December Session of the County
Council, (11th Dec ,-1850,) it was moved by Mr
Cockburn, sscanded by M Watt, and carried—
¢ That this Council agrees toissue Debentures to
the amount ef fifteen hundted pounds to the credit
of the Township of Erin, for the purpose of ma-
king a foad through said Tewnship, upon said
Township of Erin giving satisfactory security to
this Council for repayment of said stm as said

Debentures may become payablo.”” This was

4 tho first grant of such a doscription made by the

Council to any of the Townships, forming « pre-

cedent of whiclroné locality at least was, we are

aware, anxious to take immediate advantage—the

only difficalty being, that the Reeve was not cer-

tain that his Township Council would sustain him

by levying the necessary assessment for the pay-

ment of the interest. We allude to the Township

of Nichel, which we understand has since ar-

ranged for a loan from the Conncil on the same

terms proffered to Erin—the Township Municipa-y
lity readily and cheerfully furnishing tiie required

secutities for the payment of principal and inte-

rost. There is no person .Imving the slightest

knowlekge of monetary affuirs, but who is well

aware that when there is no special agreement to
the contrary, the borrower is understood to be lia-
ble for the interest of the loan contracted ; and we
verily believe there was not a“member of the
Council, nor an individual who was present when
the resolution was passed, who deemed it implied
that the County was to both lend the money and
pay the interest. That it was not so understood
by the representatives of Erin, is sufficiently ap-
parent from the fact of the following resolution,
drawn up at the request of the one and soconded

by the other, having been moved in the January
Session of the Council :— .

** Moved by Mr Cockburn, seconded by Mr
McBean, That this Ceuncil having agreed to issue
debentures to the amount of £1500; to the credit
of the Township of Erin, payable in three instal-
monts of five, ten, and fifteen years, that this
Council shall pay the interest upon £500 ef said
debentures for the first five years. - Lost.”

Had the representatives of Erin believed that
the Council had already agreed to pay the whole
interest of the loan, they had surely never origi-
nated a motion asking for a mere fraction of the
amount.

Our cotrespondent is.in error in representing
us to have said ** Tho appropriation of County
funds for the purpose of making roads is unpre-
cedented and passing strange,’’ Such an asser-
tion would have heen alike unfounded and ab-
surd. What we did say was—in allusion to the
thotion brought in by Mr Cockburn requiring the
Council to pay a certain_proportion of the interest
on the loan—** Mr Carney opposed such an un-
precedented appropriation of the County funds
with his usual ability.” ;

* Amicus” proceeds to addduce the Brock
Road as a case ip which County funds have been
invested, and the interest on which is paid from

the public purse, as a precedent warranting a |’

similar concession to aid the construction of a
new road through Erin. The cases are, howe-
ver, widely different. When, some three years
since, the Wellington and Gore District Councils
conjointly assumed the construction of the Guelph
and Dundas Road, it was in the belief that, form-
ing a much required outlet for the produce of the
interior, it would prove largely beneficial, not

merely to one particuiar locality, but to a very|

considerable number of the townships comprised
in the District, and which paid a large proportion
of the local taxation. 'The Brock Roead, thus as-

e —
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sumed and constructed, is the joint property of
the Counties, and occupies an entirely different
position from a road constructed and owned by a
particulat company or township, in which the
county has no proprietary. We do not advocate
the equity of taxing townships situated as is Erin,
for either tho"prl'nciple or interest expended on the
Brock Road. 8uch policy can only be defended
on the principlé that in all associations individual
injury must ‘be borne for the promotion of the
general weal, But, on the other hand, we can-
not see how the northern and other townships
occupying the same relative position to the Brock
Road as does Erin, are to be compensated for one
injury—if such it is—by the infliction of unother.
Having already been taxed for a proportion of the
debt acquired by the County in building the
Brock Road, are they to receive a solatium in the
shape of another assessment, to pay the interest
of moneys disbursed in constructing a road in
which thby Have no interest, and over which they
have no canttol. Moreover, we have always un-
derstood that the promoters of the Guelph and
Dundas line only obtained the acquiesence of the

District Council in the plan, on the showirg, and,

the implied pletige, that the traffic on the line
should ‘not only pay the interest on the outlay,
but ultimately redeem the cost of constriction,
and it isto be hoped that such may yet be the
result. If it be indeed the case that *** Erin has
received no money from the County Council,
whila othar townships.in the Connty have drawn
heavily from the public purse,’” we are persuaded
that Erin has only to ask, in order to receive from
the Council her fair share of bonus in any shape
for which thueir is a precedént.

When, as in recently settled districts will gene-
rally be the case, the townships are without
pecuniary means adequate to the promotion of
works of public utility, the County Council may
most judiciously interpose its credit by an issue of
debentures to the required amount on receiving
the necessary securities ; or even where local
funds for the construction of roads and bridges
are availatile, we think it is bad polity to withdraw
from the farmer the means of improving his pro-

perty for such expedtliture, when the work can

possibly be accomplished by a loan from. the
County, but, that the County ehould pay the in-
terest of such loans is quite a different affair, and
were a precedent for such a course once introduc-
ed, it would tend to interminable applications and
contentions as to what locality should derieve the
earliest and largest benefit from the system;

We cannot conclude without noticing the as-
gertion that Mr Garney ** has always shown him-
self hostile to Erin.” We are persuaded there
are no grounds for such a charge, but that Mr
Carney would have acted precisely on the same
broad principle had the application been from dny
of the Owen Sound townships. The idea that
Messrs Armstrong of Eramosa, Ellis of Puslinch,
and other gentlémen, out and il reformers, who
voted it the fitdjority, are at Mr Carney’s * beck
and call,”’ is preposterous ; nor can we admit
that any political or factious feeling has been per-
mitted to interfere with the duties of the Council ;
their pioceedings have on the contrary, been con-
ducted with much -pradence and unanimity, and
have given, we believe, very general satisfaction.

Mr Carney is a most laborious, efficient, and
judicious member of the Council—possessed of
business habits, enlarged intelligence, and liberal
principles, in the right sense of the term, and ac-
tuatad by a desire to promote the genetal interests
of the county.
