SIMCOE, April 16.—Extracts 
from the Judge’s charge : It is a 
case of very considerable import­
ance, because it affects the inher­
ent right of liberty. The plaintiff 
is a young girl of 18, a stolid girl, 
not of a very high order of intelli­
gence, but capable of doing her 
work. No matter what her sta­
tion in life, she has the same 
rights as any other girl—as your 
daughter, or any daughter—to 
have her person protected. There 
are three officers in this case, Sle­
min, Chapman - and Boylan, and 
the Chief has had very large ex­
perience both in Toronto and 
Brantford. Then there is Dr. 
Ashton, a man of proved medical 
ability. What are you asked to 
determine? That the defendants 
maliciously arrested the plaintiff,

If in France a sense, of de­
cency and courtesy so far as German 
citizens are concerned continues to 
grow less our .government cannot do 
else than take up measures to en­
sure that respect for the German 
name on the other side of the Vogaeu 
to which it is entitled. The French 
Government will do well to take care 
of the Nancy incident and see to it 
that it is not soon repeated else­
where.”

The Post says the Nancy affair is a 
sign of the times. It is quite pos­
sible that the newspapers are making 
use of the incident to help to force 
the war tax and the military bills 
through the Reichstag.

’ I I BERLIN, April 16.—The present 
bitter feeling between Germany and 
France is shown by the tension over 
a little incident at Nancy on Sunday 
when some German drummers hissed 
a burlesque of the German army and 
were practically chased out of the 
theatre. The German papers devote 
columns to this affair, which follows 
closely on the seizure of the German 
cruizer Z4, when she landed unex­
pectedly at Luneville. It is claimed 
that the German commercial travel­
lers were ill-treated and insulted by 
the French people at Nancy.

The tone of the German press is 
very sharp and further importance 
was added to the affair yesterday 
when Herr von Jagow, the Foreign 
Secretary, made a stetement in the 
Reichstag to the effect that the Ger­
man Ambassador at Paris had been 
instructed to ask the French Govern­
ment for an explanation. He said it 
would be regrettable if the newspa­
per reports were found to be cor­
rect. If they were correct, the secre­
tary said, then representations would 
be made to France.

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LIBERAL MEMBERS SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH­
WEST LAND REGULATIONS

A NT PERSON who is the sole head of a 
tl family, or any male over 18 years old, 
may homestead a quarter section of avall- 
able Dominion land In Manitoba, Saskat­
chewan or Alberta. The applicant must 
appear In person at the Dominion Land 
Agency or Sub-Agency for the District. 
Entry by proxy may be made at any 
agency on certain conditions, by father, 
mother, son, daughter, brother or slater of 
Intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and 
cultivation of the land In each of three 
years. A homesteader may Uve within 
nine miles of hla homestead on a farm of 
at least 80 acres, solely owned and occu­
pied by him or by hie father, mother, 
daughter, brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader in 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter- 
section alongside his homestead. Price 
$3.00 per acre. Duties—Must reside upon 
the homestead or pre-emption six mohtbs 
In each of six years from date of home­
stead entry (including the time required 
to earn homestead patent), and cultivate 
80 acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted bis 
homestead right, and cannot obtain a pre­
emption may enter for a purchased home­
stead In certain districts, price $3.00 pet 
acre. Duties—Must reside sU months In 
each of three years, cultivate B0 acres and erect a house worth $300.00.
