Toronto and St. Catharines, Muni-
cipal coal yards.

For the second A, day since
the commencement of undersea
intensity, no victims were yesterday
reported as having fallen a prey to
German submarines. The British
Admiyalty is apparently making
good in the matter of controlling
this form of frightfulness.

The Hun also
believed that Ireland would be
brought into general revolt and un-
doubtedly lent aid to that end. There
was only a sporadic outbreak, and
.the, misguided Casement and some
| others, met their end as traitoys.
| For the rest, there are many thou-
sands of the sons of the Emerald
Isle who have shed and are still
shedding their blood for the Kmpire.
Still further, the Hun imagined that
the “Colonies” so called, if not glad
of a chance to break away from John
Bull, would at least remain apathe-
tic. In direct and emphatic contra-
diction of this estimate, the response
from all of the Overseas Dominions,
in men and means alike, proved as
spontaneous, as it was genuinely en-
thusiastic, and the world at once
realized that to attempt to touch the
old lion was to rouse all his sons.
One would have thought tnat all
these miscalculations would have
served to make even the Hun realize
the fact that his power of “sensing”
other peoples, was altogether astray,
but no! Within the last day or so
there has been the astonishing dis-
closure that the German I'oreign
Minister Zimmermann, as recently
as Jan 19, 1917, wrote to the Ger-
man Minister in. Mexico, instructing
him to propose an alliance with the
authorities there, against the States
in the event of our neighbors refus-
ing to remain neutral under the in-
tensified subniarine program. He
guggested as a bait, that Mexico
should be given her ‘‘lost territory in
New Mexico, Texas and Arizona.” In
addition, he instructed the Minister
to suggest to the Mexican President
that the latter should make over-
tures to Japan. The thing would be
almost unbelievable, but for the fact
that there is absolute confirmation
from the highest authorities at
Washingtlon.

The truth of the matter is that
these ‘“‘Pariahs” of the modern world
are outcasts not only in methods but
also in the matter of their psycha-

logy.

The coal question once more oc-
cupied the attention of the commit-
tee on the high cost of living at %s
meeting last night, when Mr. Louis
Stander of the Standard coal com-
pany was present and became invol-
. ved in a heated debate with men-
bers of the committee in connection
with a letter to the press written by
him offering  to forfeit the sum of
$100.00 to the Patriotic Fund, pro-
vided evidence could be produced
that the " Standard Coal Company
had ever sold any coal at a price
higher than $11.00 per ton. Two
clear cases where a higher price than
this figure had been charged, -were
produced by Mr. Keen of the com-
mittee, but disputed by Mr. Stander,
the one because it was for soft coal,
which he submitted was not referred
to in his letter, and the other be-
cause he had heen compelled to buy
the coal in question from another
local dealer and hence could not
have profited by selling it at $11.00.
Mr. Keen maintained that no such
reservations had been made in the
letter, which made an unqualified of-
fer, and he submitted that the sum
of $100.00 was owing the Patriotic
Fund by the Standard Coal Com-
pany. Mr. Stander declined to ad-
mit any such obligation, seeking to
justify his action in both the cases
referred to, although upon the sur-
face both are clear technical viola-
tions of his letter.

The decision reached, was that ol
laying the matter before an arbitra-
tion committee of three disinterest-
ed citizens. one to be selected by Mr.
Stander, one by the committee and
the third by these two.

The Debate.

Mr. Keen submitted an invoice of
the Standard Coal Company, show-
ing that $11.50 per ton had been
paid for nut coal by a resident of
West Brantford. Mr. Stander plead-
‘ed that this coal had been purchased
from another local dealer at a time
when the Standard Coal Co. had no
coal, and hence a higher price had

portunity of having a variety of fresh
vegetables on their tables, preferring
in many cases to buy rather than
take the trouble of growing them. If
they would remember that vegetables
in 24 hours lose 50 per cent. of their
quality, many of them would grow
their own. Vegetables taken from the
garden in the cool of the morning
and prepared for the noon-day meal
would soon convince the most scep-
tical.

The home gardens may be divid-
ed into two classes, city and country.
With the former on account of lack
of space, the gardener must use the

or more crops off the same piece of
ground in a season. In the country,
the 1and is more plentiful and the
gardener need not use intensive me-
thods. The rows should be at least
30 inches apart so as to permit of
horse cultivation, but in the city all

do is to sit down and make a plan
of the garden on paper. Many mo:e
gardens would be planted if definite
plans were made beforehand, and
with this definite information, the
seed obtained therefor. Planning a
garden at the time of planting, un-
less one is an expert gardener, has a
tendency to discourage. It is well,
after we have figured out how much ;
space we can give to each crop, to
order the seeds. This should be done
early in any case, and more espe-
cially this year for the reason that
the seed crop of many of the veget-
ables is very short, and the quality
will be only fair. The one who orders
early will stand a much Dbetter
chance of getting his selections and
will also get a higher grade of vital-
ity in his seéed. Many of the seedmen
this year are cutting down on the
number of catalogues which they
are sending out, dud for this reason
it is necessary-that one send in his
name early to obtain one.
The Use of the Hotbed

Plants like tomotaes, peppers, egg
plants, melons and early_cabbage are
best started in the hotbeds, and for
this purpose small = gardeners are
advised to use dirt bands and paper]
pots. The use of these two tends w0
keep the root system of the young

e

plants within a given definite area,
and when it is ready for planting we
have a ball of earth attached to the
1roots; owing to this the young plants
feel but little of the effect of trans-
planting, taking hold quickly on the
ground, and thus gaining much valu-
able time.
The Use of Fertilizers

All gardens should be well fertil-
ized. The use of manure is very ne-
cesgary because of the humus it adds
to the soil and the development of
the 'soil’s physical condition. Many
vegetables, however, require certain
commercial fertilizers to assist their
srowth, for example nitrate of soda
on lettuce, and phosophoric acid on
tomatoes. The preparation for gar-
dens should be very thorough. A lit-
tle extra time in the spring of the
year will often give a very decided
increase in yield from the garden. At
that time although work may be
pressing, an extra cultivation or two
destroys many weeds and leaves the
soil in better physical condition; it
will yield more, and will be much
1ore pleasant to work in.

In gardening there are certain
rules that can be fellowed with ad-
vantage. It is well to plant the seeds
twice as deep as their diameter. The
soil -should be firmed carefully, es-
pecially in warm weather. After
firming, the soil should be raked
carefully to produce a mulch; then
it should be well watered, but with
as fine a spray as possible, so that
there will be no trouble from pack-
ing the soil. It is also well to study
the shade and sun requirements of
the ‘plant. Plahts like lettuce require
cool conditions, and if we are to pro-
duce head lettuce in the summer, it
should be in the shade. Plants like

{cucumbers, melons and tomatoes re-

auire heat for their best develop-
ment.

After the planting the two main
things to take heed of are careful
cultivation, as often as appears ne-
cessary, and careful watering. Most
plants are to a large extent, made up
of water, and in order to be of the
highest quality they require constant
supply of water in the soil. This
does not mean that they should be
kept soggy or wet, as that condition
is ‘as bad as having no water at all.
A constant supply carefully applied,
will more than pay for the extra
trouble of its application.

In harvesting from the garden, it
is always well to gather the crop in
the.cool of the early morning, unless
they are wet with dew. There is an
added quality to vegetables at that
period of the day, which more than
makes up for any trouble of gather-

It is agreed that the most import-'
ant crop suitable .{for production in
this ecity is potatoes. It is also one |
oi those most needed. It is estimated
that on a conservatiyve hasis, an aver-
age crop would give one hundred and
fifty bushels to the'acre. Tt is believ-
ed that fifteen bushéls per annum
will satisfy the needs of the average
family, and that, “in his spare time,
a working man ‘could meet the de-
mands of his household by the culti-
vation of one-tenth of an acre. On
one-eighth of an acre it is further
considered he could, in addition, pro-
duce all the corn, beans, peas, cu-
cumbers and squash demanded for
domestic consumption.

Your sub-committee advises that
the city council be recommended:

(1) To invite owners of vacant lots
to grant, in the public interest, the
free use of the same for the ensu-
ing season, to persons willing to cul-
tivate them.

(2) To urge ali citizens having
available land adjacent to their
homes to put it under cultivation.

(3) To arrange that the chairman '

of a committee of the city council
living in each ward, shall receive of-
fers of vacant lots and arrange with
applicants for the cultivation of the
same and to supervise, with such as-
sistance as he can procure, cultiva-
tion of the lots to the end only that
the public, as well as the owners,
may be satisfied that a reasonable
effort is being  made to use the land
for the purpose intended.

(4) That the City Council, under-
take to plow and work up the land
for cultivation, and to supply seed;
both to be undertaken at the expense
of the cultivators, but at cost price.

(5) That the city council publish
and circulate a short pamphlet ex-
planatory of cultured methods.

(6) That citizens be advised the
most desirable and remunerative
crop for the ensuing season will be
potatoes, to be augmented, if desir-
ed, by sweet corn and beans, or any
of the other produce ahove mention-
ed.

All of which is respectfully sub-
mitted.

The sole head of a family, or any male
over 18 years old, may bomestead a quar-
ter-section of available Dominiou lund in
Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap-
plicant jnust appear in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Ageucy for
the district. Entry by proxy uay be
made at avy Dominion Lands Agency (but
pot Sub-Agency), on certain couditions.

Duties—Six months residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homesiead on a farm of
at Jeast 80 acres, on certain conditions.
A habitable house is required except where
residence 1s performmed in the vicinity.

In certaln districts a homesteader fn
good stauding way pre-empt a qguarter-
sectloa ulongside his bLomestead.
