Ou Friday last Mr G. W. Beach,
Chairman of the Athens Pablic School
Board, received a lotter from the Den-
uty Minister of Education offering to
establish a Model School in connection
with the Public Schicol. This Mod-1
School is intended for the preparation
of candidates for ““Limited Third Class
Ceriificates,”

The chief requirement of the De-
partment in this connection is that” he
principal shall hold a permanent First-
Class Certificate  Or. course, other
members ot the teaching statf, as form
erly, mast be properly qualified for the
the work.

The annual grant from the Depart-
went in connection with the Mousl
School has been fixed at $500.

The official letter savs: “For a f-w
weeks during the summer the Minister
will probably provide a special protes-
sional course for those members who
are to bave charge of the schools”
Whether the attendance at this course
shall be compulsory or not remains to
be seen.

Board wet on Monday evening and.

Interest in electric power in Eastern
Ontario was manifested by a laige at-
iendance of delegates trom municipal-
ities az tiie meeting beld in Brockwile
by Hon adam Beck on Fuday iast
1t was explained thet wnder the Hy-
Jdro-Electric  system of the Ontario
government, the commniis<ion had we-
cured an option of 15,000 & f’) from
the Waddington company. This pow-
‘er the commission would distribute
among the municipalities making ap-
plication for it at cost price. The pric-
quoted for the different wunicipalities
varies, «epending npon Jocation and
amount of jower taken. Brockviile is
down for 1,000 h.). and the rate is
$20.49 per h.p. Athens, &m’matri at
75 h.p.. would pay a rate of $8997.
Providing the amount of power origin-
ally usked for isincrensed ny 100 per
cent, Brockville’s rate would be re-
duced to $15.87 and Athens to $24.69.

The plan pursu-d is for those requir-
ing power to mai. application to  the
local municipality. The municipality
then con'racts with the Hydro-Eiectric
Commwission and attends to collections
and pavment therefor.

Mr Beck has made the long deferred
definite proposition for which Bastern
Ontario has been ssking, and whether
it is to be accepted or not now depends
upon the power-ugers and the munici-
pahties, I is safe to assume that the
best price at present obtainaole has
been quoted by Mr Beck, and no dout
a careful study of the whole situation
‘will uow be made by those interested.

Bpeaking of the lougevity of the
Jews, Professor Ripley, in his work on
the “Ruaces in the United States,” says
that aceording to the census-of 1890, the
Jewigh death rate was one-half that of
the active American in the three most
ropnhf.nd wards of -New York city, be-
ag 26 per 1,000 among the Irish, 45
smong tho natives and only 17 among
the Jews. Thus the average life of the
American would be 45 years, while that

Mr. J. L. Englehart Gives a Stirring
Address to Toronto Beard of Trade.

Great Clay Belt Surpasses in Fertility
That of Western Cavada.

Wealth of Minerals. Timber and Fish
to Repay the Investor.

Toronto despatch —The inauguration

of a new step, the Gmportance of which

cannot be over-estimated, namely a cam-
pﬁ“lgn to press forward to the develop-

ment of Ontario’s great pregnant north-
by a lunch-

land, was marked yesterday :
eon of the members of the '-lowrtw
Board of Trade, at which Mr. J. L. En-
glehart, chairman of the Temlsknmﬂ“g
& Nortoern Ontario Railway Commis-
sioh, gave two hundred Toronl'o
business men an introduction to “their
own back yard” and its limitless possi-
vilities,

Mr. Engichart's wddress was a mass
of information aegarding New Ontano,
allof which went to convince the most
pessimistic of the impgrtance of\loing
r\’m’ythiug pussiblﬂ' to%open-up and de-
velop this cuuntry. Mr. Englehart urged
that all that was Hnecessaly  was to
divert the trek of settlers from old On-
tario, from the west to the north, in
order to wrest this land from the wilder-
ness and to make it the happy home of
thousands of people.

The agricultural development of the
country 3tr. Xngichart regarded as the
most important. 1t was right, he said,
that consideration should be given to
the minerals and that an outlet should
be sougit irom Ouiario by the Hudson
Bay; but it was important that the
peonle should not seck the shadow and
jeave the substance behind. The agri-
cultural development of the country was
the only saie foundation on which to
build. .

From an agricultural standpoint alone
the land of northern Ontario \# richer
than the west. Its soil had for ages

been protected by mnature with great

forests, and would yield greater returns
than the land of the west. Where in
the west work was provided for only
six or seven months in the year, in New

Ontario there was work for the whole

{:ar round. The soil of the great clay

It was equalled no where else in the
world. The speaker also dwelt on its
great wealth in minerals, timber and
{ish, all of which promised that every
dollar put into it would return one hun-
dred fold.

Mr, Euglehart opened his address Ly
exhibiting a little bottle of-wheat. “This
is some of the No. 1 northland wheat,”
he said, “which is equal to Manitoba

.No. 1 hard. Tt has béen analyzed and
found so. ¥

“If there i one thing more than an-
u.lhm'." Mr. Englehart proceeded, “that
lies deep in the hearts of the Temiskam-
ing & Northern Ontario Railway Com-
mission, it i3 the settlement of the
northlund of Ontario. 1t is these lands
which in the past six years have come
out of the wilderness, that will re-
pay every effort of man that is put in-
to them.”

Fhe speaker gave figures showing

“ {he growth of the railway since ita he-
ginning.  In 1905 the insurance on the

railway property was $572.000; in 1910

this insurance had grown to £2,780.000.

In 1005 it carried 238.000 passengers;

in 1910, 1914000 passengers. In 1905

it carried 875000 tons ‘of freight; in

1910,, 5.216.000 tons, The wages paid

in 1605 were  $234000: in 1910 they

were $880,000. They had carried out of

the Cobalt district altogether 11.250.000

pounds of silver ore, worth approximate-

Ty $47.500,000,

“This land of Temiskaming is not
alone the land of promise, but it is the
land above a!l others.

Mr. Englehart then spoke of the fairs
in the northern towns, that in the last
few vearas had exhibited timothy that
wars over sixty inchea in lc‘ngtlf. and
clover of seventeen inches, These grass-
es, fncludiz ifalfa. liad been self-seed-
ed. and were natural to the =ail. These
exhibits and also the exhibits of roots,
especially potatoes, would warrant the
statement that ,Temiskaming could not
but be all that it was said to be.

There were now fourteen Government
aseistants at work at diferent points in
Northery Ontarvio. who were “rediscover-
the land and its possibilities. At
present. mest of the =ced for the crops
that country were obfaine from
outride the  Provinee, sevent ve per
cent, of the seed potatoes coming from
the Maritime Provinces. The time was

Speaking of the line from North Bay
to Cochrane, Mr. Englehart ssid that in
the 253 miles there were fifty-two miles
of curveg and grades that were almost
prohibitive, . For the last three years
they had been surveying, and he had
learned only a few days ago that they
were mow in a position to reduce by
five miles the first thirty-five miles oi
the line, and to eliminate 1.200 degrees
of curves. They would be able to re-

1 duce the grades so that an engine could

haul 2000 tons, where formerly omly
800 tons were hauled.

Taking the various sections of the new
country separately, Mr. Englehart dealt
in detail with the great and varied re-
sources of each. From North Bay to
Temagami was the great Temagami for-
est reserve, fifty miles in length, which
was a great asset.” The country was also
abounding in iron ores. From Tema-
gami to Latchford the Gowganda dis-
trict was passed: the Montreal River
provided transportation by water for
six or seven months of the year. Speak-
ing of the Cobalt district, which had
vielded so much weaith, he said that
many people nad lost money in it, but
that was due to the wild-cat schemes of
promoters, and was no reflection on the
country. *“It behocoves a man,” he said,
“to know the company he is in.”

At Haileybury the great clay belt
was entered. Clay soil, he said, re
tained its richness the longest of any
The clay soil of this belt was as much
superior to that of other parts of the
Province as clay was to other soil. That
fact had been demonstrated and proven.
Although there were frosts in nearly
every month of the year. this did not
prevent the land from yicgding hounti-
fully. Proceeding farther north, the Lav-
Jder Lake district was penetrated. Al
though a region of low-grade ores it
had grest possibilities. Around Mathe-
son and Monteith copper and gold
abounded. and there were great oppor-
tunities for the pulp industry. In Por-
cupine, the latest gold-mining camp,
which it was prophesied would be equal
to the Rand, the prospect was equally
bright for agricultural and timber indus-
tries.

Cochrane, which was in the middle
of this clay belt. was not only the ter-
minei point of the T. & N, O. Railway,
but was the divisional point of the
Grand Trunk and the I'ranscontinental
Railway.

It “was known to contain
minerals. In spite of the fact that many
rivers were filling up James Bay and
that it was continually becoming shal-
lower. Mr. Englehart was confident that
this bay could be made the back door
to the Province.

RURAL EXODUS

—

Is Still Depopulating Agricultural
Ontario.

A blue book of municipal statisties,
sbeing part three of the annual reporv
of the Bureau of Industries for Ontario
for the year 1909, has just been issued
by the Department of Agriculture. To
the very complete and interesting statis-
tics of population, taxation and the like
for the year, has been added a table of
the assessed population ot all munici-
palities for cach year from 18¢0 to 1909.

It appears that during these nineteen
years, in thirty-five counties embracing
the most of what may be called old On-
tario. the assessed rural population de-
creased by one hundred and sixteen
thousand eight hundred and fiity-two.

In sixteen couities, for the most part
in New Ontario, there were increases
aggregating thirty-eigt thousand . nine
hundred and sixteen. These counties in-
clude the new settlen
the non-furming, lumbering, mining and

ilway population of the north.

e ondy old countics showing in-
creases were Lincoln, Issex, Russell,
Renfrew, Welland and Wentworth, Ac-
count i¢ not taken of York because of
the great urban overflow into the town-
ships adjacent to Toronto. We repeat
that these figures do not include the
unassessed population for whose num-
bere and movements we must await the
approaching census.

It is to be noted that 116,852 is not
the measure of the exodus of the assess-
ed rural population, which is only to be
found by adding to this sum the natural
increase of the assessed rural population
and the immigrants who have eome into
rural Ontario during tiiese nineteen
vears.

Considering this blue book with muni-
cipal Bulletin No. 4, which gives the

sed  population for 1910, there

s to be no warrant for Sir Edmund
\Walker's statement that the exodus has
ceused or for Mr. Duff’s statement that
tlie population of rural Ontario increas-
ed by 2599 in 1909. On the contrary,
THE EXODUS 1S GREATER THAN
EVER. fn 1910 there wcre in forty
countiss rural decreases of about mine-
teen thousand, while in nine counties
there were increases of four thousand
five hundred, of which fully three thou-
sand were in the mining district of Nip-
iesing. The facts would seem to be worse
even than these figures indicate, be-
canse, although Yerk is excluded, there
are many cases where the urban popula-
tion of growing factory towns overflows
irto the townships and is counted as
rural.—Farmers’ Sun.

. friends and useless to myself. I am

. a living lie and I know I shall never
be anything else. Life is a gigantie
fraud. Selfishness and oppression
abound on all sides.

“The chief object in life seems to
be that men should ‘do’ their neigh-
bors. If they don’t succeed their
neighbors will ‘do’ them. I am one
of those who ‘do’ their neighbors. I
believe in ‘doing’ my neighbor, for it
is but.self-defense. There is no mode
of punishment that can prevent me
from doing these deeds. If I thought
that by living a clean, honest,
straightforward life I should be re-
warded in the future, then I would do
so. But there is no future, and one
cam, if he so chooses, live as he will.

The coins were struck either at the
Calais or London mint. Come issued
between 1251 and 1360, in addition to
the titles of King of England and
Lord of Ireland, have that of King
of France. Those issued between
1360 and 1369 have the title of Duke
of Aquitains. The nobles were almost
pure gold, only half a grain of alloy
be‘mg used. The design of the obverse
is the king, armed and crowned,
standing on a ship; from a masthead
flies a streamer bearing the cross of
St. George.

Since the Reciprocity negotia-
tions began the United States Govern-
ment has had a rveport prepared by
experts showing the comparative value
per acre of improved farm lands in 1900
and 1910 in various border states and
in the Canadian provinces adjoin
them. This report states that between
1900 and 1910 the value of improved
farm lands increased 67 per cent. in
Maine, 37 per cent. in New Hampshire
33 per cent in Vermont, 181 per cent,.
in Noya Scotia, 120 per cent. in New
Brunswick, 70 per cent in Piince Kd-

43 per cent. in Ontario, 39 per cent.
in Michigan, 77 per cent, in Minnesota,
123 por cent. in Manitoba, 201 per
cent. in Saskatchewan and 158 per
cent. in Alberta %

The great influx of settlers in Man-
itoba, Saskatchewan and Alberta
accounts for the rapid increase i farm
values in those provinces; but what
is the explanation of the extraordinary
increase in farm values in the three
Maritime Provinces of Canada? Why
did Nova Scotia farm valnes increase
181 per cent. while farm values in the
neighboring state of Maine only in-
creased 67 per cent. ?

Undoubtedly the great increase of
valueg in the Maritime Provinces is
due to the establishment of manufactur-
ing industries in recent yeara The
establishment of great iron and steel
industries in Nova Scotia has revo-
lutionized conditions throughout the
three provinces. A profitable home
market has been created for everything
the farmers produce. These industries
bave been equally beneficial to the
fishermen. As the steel industries are
located in Nova Scotia the influence on
the price of farm lands has been most
marked in that province, but Prince
Edward Island and New Brunswick
have been greatly benefited. The
development of St. Jobn as a winter
port has also helped to ‘increase farm
values in New Brunswick.

It will be noted that the increase
of farm yalues is con-iderably greater
in Quebec than in Maine, New Hamp-

The Price of Barley

From QOctober 1, 1890, to August
\27, 1894, the United States customs
daty on barley was 30 ocents - per
bushel. From August 27, 1894, to

€ Julv 24, 1897, the duty was thirty per

cent. ad Yalorem, equivalent to s little
over ten cents per bushel. Un July
24, 1897, tha specific duty of thirty
cents per bushel was restored and it
has been continued ever since. . OFf
course during a period of 21 years
there would paturally be considerable
varistions in prices, but for purposes of
comparison it will be fair to take the
three years previous to the reduction
of the duty, the three years during
which the low duty prevailed and the
first three years after the duty of
30c per bushel was restored. Ac-
cording to reports of the United States
department of Agriculture the farm
prices of barley averaged 44.26 cents
per bushel during 1892, 1898 and
1894 uuder a specific duty of thirty
cents per bushel. Tn 1895, 1896 and
1897, under a duty of about ten cents
per bushel the farm prices averaged
34.53, while for 1898, 1899 and 1900,
under a specific duty of thirty cems
per bushel, the prices averaged 40.8
cents per bushel. Thus, instead of the
Canadian farmer getting an increased
price for tha barley he sent to the
United States as a result of the re-
duced duty the price came down in the
United States.

It is reasonable to draw the con-
clusion that if as » result of recipro-
city large quantities of Canadian barley,
wheat and oats go into the United
States, it is more probable that the
American prices will come down than
that the Canadian prices will go up.

The visit to the
sepulchre (vs.’ 1-10.) 1. The first day of
the week—The body of Jesus was plac-
ed in the tomb before sunset on Friday
and lay there until very carly on Sun-
day morning. A part of Friday,  the
whole of Saturday and a part of Sunday
were together, according to Jewish us-
age, calied three days.

HOW TO RAISE
THE PROFITABLE HEN.

LESSON 5—THEIR AILMENTS AND CURES.

ft has been said that 90 per cent. of
the ailments that attack chickens are
directly due to -either the carelessness
or ignorance of the attendant. especially
where fowle are confined in close quari-
ers.

There are many causes for the dis-
cases of fowls, among which are: Too
close inbreeding (no new, outside stock
introduced into the flock), impairing the
stamina and vitality of the fowls; the
presence of filth in or around the poul-
try house; stagnant and filthy drinking
water: improper ventilation; direct
drafts in the roosting house; allowing
access of decayiny vegetables or flesh;
lack of good. sharp grit; and lice,

The worst disease is undoubtedly
roup. The firet symptoms are sneezing
and a slight running at the nostrils, the
appetite fails, the comb begins to turn
black. and unless relieved the chicken
dies in a few days. It is contagious to
the rest of the flock, so separate them
at once. Excelient remedies are on the
market. A few drops of tincture of
muriate of iron and a swmall piece of
gum camphor in the drinking water
will cure any but the very severe cases.
A chicken that gets a yery severe case
might as well be killed; its carcass
should be burned.

Next to roup. cholera is most to he
dreaded. The symptoms are dunmipish-
ness and a dizrrhea. the excrement being
of a greenish vellow color. Cholera is
highly contagions. Feed lightly with a
warm mash of ground oate, wheat, bran
and mwidlings. with 2 little flour mixed
in. Mix with scalding hot water and

season with g little red pepper. Get
one quarter of a pound each of powlered
sulphur, copperas, capsicum and alum,
mix thoroughly and add » tablespoonful
for each dozen chickens afflicted to the
mash three times a day. Supply clean
water and grit, and those that don't
improve in two days kill and burn. Keep-
them separate until well.

Small worms eometimes lodgé in the
windpipes of chicks, making them gape
and in time chokes them to death. One
of the best ways to treat gapeworms is
to place the chicks in a box ¢covered over
with cheese cloth and dust air-slaked
lime through to make the chicks snecze,
and thus expel the worme. Don’t over-
do this. A good way to prevent gape-
worm -is to sprinkle air-slaked lime in
house and run.

Dysentry is cause by over-hesting,
chilling and improper feeding. Feed
sparingly for a few days, no eorn at all,
and they will usually recover.

Limberneck is caused by fowls eat-
ing decaying animal or vegetable mat-
ter, which is alive with worms or mag-
gots. A few drops of turpentine or
kerosene poured down the throat will
effect a cure.

Be regular if®the matter of feeding.
Don’t keep a flock on a single grain dict.
Don’t allow manure to collect. Clean:
up daily. Before you buy new stock he
suje they are well, Introduce nmew blood
either by stock or eggs every year -~
two.

When staining
furniture an old newspaper is first aid
in laying out your brushes and sampling
your stainor pigments. When retouch-
ing the woodwork in your living rooms
a thick newspaper rug comes handy.

USED TO CATCH THE DUST.

Many housekeepers use it beneath ear-
pet and rugs to catch the dust that sifts -
through and to add resilence, and again
bLetween bed and springs and matress
to protect the latter from rust. They
are the next best thing to tar paper
and cloth rags in protecting young
shriabs against the severities of snowless
winters or the ravages of rabbits. With
heavy binder twine drawn tightly they
may Dbe wadded securely around the
base of young trees and other garden
growth that aeeds protection ever win-
ter.

Certainly the housekeeper can find. so
many uses for old newspapers that she
ought no longer plug up the furnace
with them for the mere sake of getting
theni out of sight.
