Nature demands this and
violence is done to her when sleepy
people are rudely aroused from their
béds, Early to bed is the single safe
prescription to insure early to rise.

; Coal Consumption,

During the last tweoty years there
has been u great increase in consump
tion of coal, In Kurope, the amount
burned duriog the deoade ending with
1890 was 62,000,000 tons greater than
during the one previous. 1t is
estimated that the anaual output of
coal for the entire world closely
approaches 500,000,000 tons, the chief
consumers of which are: America,
141,000,000 tons; Great Britain and
Ireland, 128,000,000 tons; Germany,
90,000,000 tows; and France, 280,
000,000 tons, Of course the supply
cannot last forever and there have been
many attempts to caloulate just when
oval will be a rare commodity, Each
year the amount used increases, and
this constant inorease scems to be takiog

lace in an ever growing ratio. A
%oynl Commission have estimated that
in Great Britain about 146,778,006,
000 tons are available at deptbs not
exoeeding 4,000 feet ; and we note that
another statistician deolares that this
supply willl require less than 300 years
to exhaust it,

The wisdom of the present system of
providing for the poor of King's county
has often been questioned. At present
each township provides for its own poon
requiring the equipment and maintenance
of three separate asylume in the county-
1t looks to ue as though this was an un-
necessary expense, and that our poor
could be much more cheaply and satis-
factorily accommodated by ome Poor’s
Asylum for the county. The buildings
that are now and have been in use for the
purpose certainly must be very unsuit”
able. What is wanted is a building
built and equipped for the purpose, and
under one management, at which all the
poor and harmless insane of the county
could be cared for. One of the objections
t) the scheme for uniting the three poor
districts of Horton, Cornwallisand Ayles-
ford in the past has been that each town-
ship already had a poor’s honse of its own,
which could not be sold except at a loss.
8o far as Horton is concerned this ohjec-
tion has in part been removed by the de-
struction of the poor’s house on Saturday
last. To build a new house with all the
modern improvements for the district
of Horton alone, would seem to be an
unwise outlay of money when we consid-
er that the cost of euch a building would
be more than half what it would cost to
build & house for the accommodation of
the poor of the whole county. The pres-
ent seems to be an opportune time for
renewed action in this matter of amal-
gamation, as Horton will be under the
necessity of providing shelter for ite poor
in some way at an early date ; and alone
if no nnion with the other districts can
be arranged for. We should like to hear
the opinion of the business men of the
county on the subject.

“Tur MArsaLANDs,” By J. F. Herbin,

Wolfville, N. 8. e

Snch is the titlé and such'the author of
the ¥olume before us. A new book of
poelry,"especially if it have merit, is
always welcomed ; if its authcr be a
Nova Scotian, it is thrice welcome ; and
if he be a resident of our own beautiful
village, we seek in haste the tome and
peruse it with hungry intencity. All
these things may be claimed of “The
Marshlands,”” and g0 without more ado,
we will look into the production itself
wnd see what we may learn, After ad-
miring the artistic neatness of the bind-
Ing, we pass on to the proem entitled
‘Purpose.”

“Ihe purpose of my pictures would not
show
Oanly that life bath pleasure for the eye.
B{y lines would point the way iuto
the heart
Of all this glory, which will set aglow
Thy passing days,” * * %

Such the poet states to be the purpose
of the volume: it behooves us to se®
how far be has carried this out, Charac-
teristically patriotic, his first poem is
“Acadia,” wherein he says well :

“This is a land of legend ; every mount

A story hae, would hoary shades recount,

There is uo valley, marsh or misty shore,

Without the charm of mystery and lore—

Where riversmute with wonder yet might
tell

The whole to him who waits and gnes-
tions well.”

The whole idea of this poem is pethaps
commonplace, but yet poetic; for the
thought is very often expressed by poets
that if inanimate nature could speak,
what many and wondrous tales should
we hear. Oune line in reference to the
[ndian names in Nova Scotis, is very
suggestive,

“Utter oft their names and thou wiit hear
Unwritten nistories of time and men,”

Following this poem is a numaber of
sonnety, one of which, “A Dream,” is in
our mind really beautiful, a real poetic
gem whose lines “point the way into the
heart of all this glory.”

“A sunbeam fell upon my drowsy eyes ;
And soon within my veins ite fluid gold
With glad monitones through my

Loing rolled.

Dull days bad hung like curtained mys-

teries,

And nights were weary with the starless

Publie Schools,

The following notes are published for
the information of trustees and teachers.
Recent changesin the law make these
notes necessary at this time, and it is
hoped that all concerned may find them
useful :

ANNUAL MEETING.
(a) The Annual School Meeting wilj
be held in all sectiors on Monday, June
26th, inst.
(b) Written notices of this meeting,
signed by the trustees, should be pested
in three pubslig places, in the section, five
days previous {o the meeting.
(¢) The elaction of a trustee to fill the
annual vacancy and the voting of money
for the varied school purposes of the
section are among the things neccssary
to be done at this meeting,
(1) Ivis the duty of the trustees to
forward to the Inspector of Schools, with.
in one week after the Annual School
Meeting of the Section, a copy of the
minutes of tLe meeting, duly signed by
the chairman and secretary thereof.
This year this must be sent before the
4th of July. -
(e) Failare to perform the duties im.
posed upon the trustees render them li-
able to a fine of $20.

ANNUAL RETURNS,
The present provisional year closes
July 7th, and contains 166 days. Every
section that has had a school in operation
for the whole or any part of the year is
required to send an Annual School Re-
turn to the office of the Inspector of
Schools not later than the 14th of July,
Public exigencies require the most prompt
degpatch of returns after the closing of
the schools. Inspectors are strictly for-
bidden to wait one hour beyond the date
fixed for the reception of returns at their
office. Should they come late, those send -
ing them must wait for grants till it suits
the Education Department to pay them.

PERIOD OF SERVICE.

It must be borne in mind that the law
requires trustees to engage their teachers
in all ordinary sections for a period nct
less than one year. Any deviation from
this law must be for Special Cause, with
the t of the Inspector of School
The law lays a heavy responsibility upon
the Inspector, that of sezing that the
apirit of the law in this regard is mno-
where ignored with immunity,
