Harry on the Stand A tain Pale and 

Htffard.

Susan Merrill’s Cheque Beak Net 
Produced.

White Plains, N. Y., July 29.—Pale 
and somewhat haggard, although still 
confident of his ability to prove himself 
sane and fit for release from the asylum, 
Harry K. Thaw appeared in the Supreme 
Court room to-day for the second day's 
examination by District Attorney Jer-

Thaw’s examination was delayed a 
few moments while his attorned called 
Clifford W. Hart ridge, Thaw's former 
counsel. Hart ridge is the man from 
whom Susan Merrill said she received 
$25,000, paid to women and girls, al­
leged to have been abused by Thaw in 
her New York lodging house to keep 
them quiet. The money, she testified, 
came from the Thaw family. This morn­
ing Mr. Mcrschaueer tried to get pos­
sesion of the books containing the ac­
counts of these payments which Mrs. 
Merrill said she had turned over to 
Hartridge. He failed because the wit­
ness said the account books hard been 
destroyed and other memoranda books 
lost.

Thaw's attorney brought out the fact 
that Hart ridge was suing Mrs. Wm. C. 
Thaw for a balance claimed for his legal 
service, which he alleges consisted large­
ly in suppressing revelations damaging 
to Thaw and his family.

Replying to questions by Mr. Jerome, 
Mr. Hart ridge said that he had paid out 
considerable sums of money and that 
his instructions were general and did 
not come from Mr. Thaw. Mr. Hart- 
ridge was not instructed as to whom 
he should pay the money. He added 
that Thaw gave him small amounts of 
money for Mrs. Merrill, and sent word 
to her that “Mr. Reid says to say noth-

Mr. Hart ridge also was to tell Mrs. 
Merrill to keep quiet about what hap­
pened in her house, and to keep every­
body else quiet and to obtain from her 
letters to “Mr. Reid.”

Mr. Hart ridge "said he received a mys­
terious telegram Thaw addressed * to 
Roger O’Marn. chief of detectives in 
Pittsburg, directing him to get three tin 
boxes kept by a certain Miss Bell in 
the Highlands” exchange in that city.

“Let nobody else have them,” said the 
message to O’Mara. Another message 
contained in this telegram told “Miss 
Bell” to deliver the boxes to O’Mara. 
and cautioned her also to let nobody else 
have them.

“Were you sent to anybody by Thaw 
to get a whip?” asked Jerome.

“No,” said Hnrtridge.

NOT KNOWN.
Hamilton People Said to he In 

Blackmailing Case.

Xew York, July 29.—Loster Franklin 
Barry, and his wife, Theresa Miller Bar­
ry, of Hamilton, Ont., were arraigned 
in the York ville police court here yes­
terday, on a charge of attempted black­
mail, brought by Samuel Meyers, a 
former deputy sheriff of Scheriectady,

Four letters, alleged to have been 
written by the couple, in which money 
was demanded from Meyers, form the 
basis of the complaint.

According to Mr. Meyers, who is 78 
years old, he met Mrs. Barry, who is 
only 20 years old, in Broadway about 
five weeks ago. He saw her several 
times within the next few days.

MARTIAL LAW IN SPAIN;
WHOLE ARMY MOBILIZED.

African War Overshadowed—Dynasty Now In Danger—Cabinet
Offers to Resign.

Barcelona Streets Barricaded—Revolutionists in Control—Desperate 
Fighting—Too Few Troops.

Madrid, July 29.—In view of the grave 
situation in Barcelona, which steadily is 
growing more serious, the Naval In­
fantry has been ordered to the ctiy. 
Senor Lacierva, the Minister of the In­
terior, now termed the Spanish Trepoff, 
to-day announced that any newspaper 
printing reports disagreeing with offi­
cial information would be prosecuted 
and the editions suppressed.

A statement was issued this morning 
by the Ministry of Finance designed to 
stop the fall of Spanish securities. It 
says that the treasury balance is $18,- 
00,000, of which $13,6*00,000 is in gold. 
No extraordinary taxes are contemplat­
ed. Since the declaration of martial law 
throughout Spain yesterday the censor­
ship over news has been more severe.

The complete mobilization of the Span­
ish army has been ordered. All officers 
on leave have been recalled. The re­
serves of all classes have lice a summon­
ed to the colors. The railroad lines in 
the north of Spain are strictly guarded, 
and no one is allowed to enter Spain 
without the permission of the military 
authorities.

The garrisons at Burgos, Lagrono, 
\ ictoria and other towns are under 
arms. The censor forbids telegraphic 
communication with Bilbao.

The royal family is hastily returning 
to Madrid from San Sebastian. It is 
reported that Premier Maura has ten­
dered his resignation, but that King Al­
fonso has declined to accept it.

WAR OVERSHADOWED.
Paris, July 29.—The internal insurrec­

tion in Spain now completely overshad­
ows the war in Africa in tho'cj’es of Eu­
rope. Although official despatches re­
ceived here from Madrid predict an early 
restoration of order in the Province of 
Catalonia, grave fear is entertained.

The decision of Premier Maura’s Cab­
inet yesterday to place the country un­
der martial law and employ the army to 
repress the revolt -in Catalonia, and as 
an alternative convoking Parliament, 
may provoke an extension of the insur­
rection, which would endanger the dvn- 
asty.

Préparât Sorts now being made in Ma­
drid to quell the disturbance include the 
despatch to Catalonia of the entire third 
and fourth army corps and the Madrid 
cavalry brigade, under the command of 
Prince Charles of Bourbon, who was 
about to leave for Melilln. Prince Fer­
dinand of Bavaria is one of the squadron 
commanders of the first brigade.

The scales upon which the military In­
tervention is planned proves that the

TWO MEN WERE KILLED;
ANOTHER LIKELY TO DIE.

Fatal Accidents Last Night—Mans Arm Was Pulled Out 
Morning—Severe Hemorrhage.

This

Within the past twenty-four hours 
Hamilton has been shocked by two 
accidental deaths, one serious accident, 
fron; which the victim may die, and a 
man picked up by the police suffering 
front a severe hemorrhage, who is now 
in a critical condition.

The first victim was John Flynn, who 
was unloading piles at the Grand Trunk 
Stuart street yard. While taking one 
pile down the sloping plank the end 
tilted up and struck him a severe blow 
on the back of the head, knocking him 
to the ground in an unconscious condi­
tion. His companions rendered what as­
sistance they could and at once called 
the ambulance, in which the poor fel­
low was taken to the City Hospital, 
where he died shortly after arriving 
there. Deceased was a moulder by 
trade, but had been working as a lab­
orer for Mr. Carson, a Government con­
tractor at the Beach. Mr. Flynn was 
42 years of age, single and had been 
hoarding at the Beach. He was a good, 
steady, reliable man, and was well liked 
by his employer. He has a brother liv­
ing on Barton street, near East avenue, 
and an uncle at 115 Hunter street east. 
His parents live in Ireland.

The inquest will be resumed on Tues

day evening at No. 3 Police Station at 
8.3V.

STRUCK"BY TRAIN.
The Grand Trunk flyer, No. 19, from 

Buffalo, steaming along at 45 miles an 
hour, struck and instantly killed Charles 
Harriot, an old man, 67 years of agi», 
near the Jockey Club last night about 
8.45. Harriot was walking along the 
track and being hard of hearing, it is 
supposed he did not know of the ap­
proach of the oncoming train, as the en­
gineer blew his whistle several times 
nc-ai the point where the man was 
struck. The engineer did not realize the 
danger until it was too late to stop the 
train. Harriot was hurled a distance of 
150 feet and his body was terribly man­
gled Roth his arms and legs were brok­
en. besides other parts of his body be­
ing mutilated.

The body was taken . to ^the morgue 
and this morning a jury was empanelled 
to view the remains, after which the in­
quest was adjourned until Monday even­
ing at 8.15. Deceased lived in Barton 
Township, on the Lake Shore road, and 
leaves an invalid widow.

The old couple were supported by the 
township, Harriot being too old to 
work. The funeral will take place Sat­
urday afternoon at 2.30, from Blackford 
& Son’s undertaking parlors. King 
street west. Harriot, was a well known 
character in the city a few years ago.

He used to deliver hand bills for the 
various dry goods stores about the city 
and wit's known by many as a quiet, in­
offensive old fellow.

MILITIA SEARCHING.
Are looking For Ex-Aid. Horrigaa, 

Lost in Woods.

Port Arthur, July 28.—A vigorous but 
as yet fruitless search for George Korri­
gan, who was lost in the woods of the 
Black Bay Peninsula yesterday, is being 
prosecuted. A company of militia has ; 
been despatched in the tug Whalen to j 
assist the searchers, and about 200 oth­
ers are taking part. Hope of finding 
him alive has practically been aban­
doned.

An unsuccessful effort was made to 
get bloodhounds from Duluth. The dis­
appearance of Horrigan under such dra­
matic circumstances and the energy with 
which the search is being carried on has 
created great excitement in the city. 
The country is pure wilderness, thickly 
wooded, low and wet in places and not 
devoid of bear, lynx and other animals. 
Some believe that flies alone would 
make it impossible for a man to live in 
the woods, added to which is the fact 
that he was lightly clad and without 
provisions.

A pathetic feature of the case is the 
effort being made to keep the news of 
Mr. Horrigan’s disappearance from his 
aged mother. The telephone lines to the 
residence have been cut and a man is 
on guard in the street to prevent the 
possibility of anyone taking in word of 
the affair.

Horrigan is about thirty-five years, a 
prominent Liberal, active in politics, and 
known as a close friend of Mr. James 
C'onmee.

NATIONAL STRIKE.
British Miners Vete #t»iwhelming- 

ly in Faver of It

London, July 28.—The balloting of the 
members of the Miners’ Confederation 
of Great Britain to decide whether or 
not a national strike should be declared 
in support of the Scottish miners who 
are resisting a wage reduction of six 
pence a day was concluded to-day, and 
resulted in 518.361 men voting in favor 
of a general strike. Only 62,980 voted 
against the strike.

This unmistakable determination of 
the men to support their Scottish col­
leagues and the apparently equally de­
termined refusal of the employers to 
agree to the miners’ terms render the 
work of intermediaries most difficult.

Another conference between the em­
ployers and the men will be held at the 
Board of Trade to-morrow under the 
chairmanship of Mr. Winston Spencer 
Churchill, and unless a compromise is 
then reached a general Industrial up­
heaval appears inevitable.

New York, July 28.—Woman’s un­
deniable prerogative—the right to talk— 
is the crux of the strike of 200 girls at 
the Rosenblatt & Company waist-making I 
establishment. East Tenth street. High 
er wages and the recognition of tIv­
lin ion are subordinate matters.

The firm demanded that there be no 
gossip among employees during the 
noon hour, and yesterday the justly 
indignant young women walked out. 
They have been newly organized as 
the “Indies’ Shirt Waist Makers’ 
I’nion No. 23.” and they demanded 
their full rights.

Synopsis pf Canadian North­
west Land Regulations.

ANY person who is the sole head of a fam­
ily, or any male over 18 years old, may 

homeetead a quarter-section of available 
Dominion land In Manitoba, Saskatchewan or 
Alberta. The applicant must appear in per­
son at the Dominion Lands Agency or Sub- 
Agency of the dlBtrlct. Entry by proxy may 
bo made at any agency, on certain conditions, 
by father, mother, son, daughter, brother or 
qlster of intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon ana 
cultivation of the land in each of three years, 
A homesteader may live within nine miles of 
bis homestead on a farm of at least 80 acres 
solely owned and occupied by him or by hie 
father, mother, son, daughter, brother or sis­
ter.

In certain conditions a homesteader in good 
etai ding may pre-empt a quarter-eection 
alongside bis homestead. Price $3.00 per 
aero. Duties—Must reside six months in each 
of six years from date of homeetead entry 
(including the time required to earn home­
stead patent) and cultivate fifty acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted the home­
etead right and cannot obtain a pre-emption 
mav take a purchased homeetead in certain 
districts. Price $3.00 per acre. Duties—Must 
residf six months in each of three years, 
cultivate fifty acres and erect a 'house worth

ANOMELETTE.

STRIKE SETTLED.

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RIGHTS, NOT POLICY.
An Ottawa correspondent deprecates the 

disallowance of Whitney’s confiscatory 
' legislation, and expresses the opinion 

- that “on a question of Provincial policy 
the federal Government believes in let­
ting the electors decide for themselves."’ 
This is the line of talk that Whitney’s 
adulators are giving out to the people. 
It is quite true that the Liberals support 
Provincial rights and seek to leave to 
Provincial policy matters within Pro­
vincial jurisdiction. But it is quite dif­
ferent with an act of this kind which in­
volves no question of Provincial right», 
but rather of Provincial wrongs— 
wrongs which have a disastrous effect 
upon Dominion credit and Dominion 
reputation the world over. This infamous 
act, disallowance of which is so widely 
sought, which confiscates private pro­
perty and, denies to the citizen access to 
the courts of justice, is not necessary 
to the proper carrying out of any line of 
Provincial policy. It places on the 
credit of Ontario a foul blot which ser­
iously injures the standing of both Pro­
vinces and Dominion in the money mar­
kets of the world. Whitney felt that 

. to be the fact; and instead of seeking 
to float debentures in the financial cen­
tres where he knew the effect of his 
legislation would be disastrous to the 
success of such an effort, he is trying 
to peddle them out in small sums in On­
tario. There is not the slightest doubt 
that the character of this legislation 

. whose reputation shocks and startles 
'men of probity- in the financial world,

; has done not a little to cause loss t.o 
■ the Dominion in the flotation of the 
$30,000,000 loan recently placed in Ping- 
land. Disallowance of this vicious act 
should not be delayed. Not only will 

; disallow a nee l'es tore to our own people 
that British liberty of" which they have 
been despoiled, but it will be notice to 

> the world that the. Dominion of Canada 
assures to all who have dealings with 
any of the Provincial Governments that 
their rights will be respected and that 
no plotting cabal of politicals will be 
permitted to use their legislative po-win­
to enact dishonesty or to destroy the 
basis of confidence written in honor and 
good faith across the page of British 
and Canadian history. It is absurd to 
oppose disallowance by the dishonest 
plea that the Hydro-Electric policy of 
the Provincial Government would be an­
tagonized. The outrageous features of 
the act for which disallowance is pro 
perly demanded, are in no way necessary 
to the success of the Hydro-Electric 
scheme, or to any measure which does 
not rest upon a higher standard of eth­
ics than those of the horse thief. The 
act should be wiped off the statute book. 
Whitney would be free to eliminate the 
vicious provisions and to proceed with­
out let or hindrance in carrying out his 
much-talked-of . Hydro-Electric scheme, 
without attempting to deprive the citi 
zens of their rights under the Great 
Charter.

MOUNTAIN WATER SUPPLY.
With its usual ignorance of the sub­

ject it seeks to discuss, the Herald last 
evening made the statement that the 
mountain people ‘‘cannot use a water 
supply until they have their sewerage 
system completed,’’ and that if it is 
.correctly informed this work cannot tie 

; done in the present year.” It also 
stated that only about 2,500 feet of the 
sewer had been built. These statements 
were made with a desire to show that 
there was no need for hurry in making 
arrangements for having the water 
pumped up there—that the city had 
until next year to decide as to the 
motive power to he used: that, in fact, 
it could wait until the Hydro-electric 
power system was established. And some 
more rot to the same effect. The fact 
is about 4,500 feet of the sewer has 
been built. The sections completed in­
clude: Concession street 6<K) feet. Sum­
mit avenue 400 feet. Cliff avenue 660 
fëet, and Mountain Park avenue 1,200 
feet. Then Clifton avenue with its 
1,400 feet will be finished within txvo 
weeks. In addition to that, a portion 
of Wentworth street is also built, mak­
ing about 5.000 feet of sewer in all. The 
above include the settled portion of the 
mountain, and the heaviest and most 
difficult of the work. The territory 
yet to be covered by the sewer is mostly 
vacant land, and for this there is no

Then it will not he necessary for the 
mountain people to wait for their water 
supply until the whole* of the sewer is 

, completed. Just as soon as the Went­
worth street section is finished which 
is expected to be in six weeks or less— 
the residents living on the streets and 
avenues already mentioned will have 
■ewers built and water pipes laid ready 
for the turning on of the water. And 
the city won’t be ready to turn it on. 
thanks to the obstructive tactics and 
crazy antics of Aid. Hopkins, who ap­
parently has as little idea of the real 
situation as has the Herald.

Even should the city liegin to-day 
to plaee the pumping apparatus in posi­
tion the work would not be finished in 
time. Get a gait on.

warned the country to get ready for war 
within twenty months. The dire news 
was printed in big type and we were 
assured in high sounding editorials that 
the country was on the eve of disaster, 
and the brave old general had to arouse 
the nation to its danger, and incident­
ally to the innate wickedness of the 
Asquith Ministry.”

IS EARL GREY LOYAL ?
At the Dominion Day banquet in Lon­

don, England. Earl Grey, as Governor- 
General of Canada, responded to the 
toast of the evening, “The Dominion of 
Canada.” His speech was most enthus­
iastically applauded and won the sym­
pathies of all present, although such 
critics of the Hamilton Herald would 
have’ characterized it as an apology for 
Canadian “sponging” upon Great Bri­
tain. Earl Grey pointed out to the 
influential gathering which he addressed 
that Canada has made large contribu­
tions of unquestioned value to imperial 
strength and is prepared to do her full 
share as occasion arises or necessity 
demands. In the course of his remarks 
he said: ' I am continually amazed as 
I go through Canada at what a popula­
tion equivalent to that of Greater ILon­
don has achieved in a continent the size 
of Europe. The Canadian Pacific Rail­
way. which was only finished a little 
more than twenty-five years ago, was 
made out of a contribution of public 
money amounting to 100 million dollars. 
Who is there that can say that that 
money put into ten Dreadnoughts would 
have been of equal value to imperial 
defence? There are two more transcon­
tinental railways under construction, 
and my hope is that we may see Canada 
advance in population, in strength, in 
prosperity, and in spirit. But whether 
with a small population or with a great 
one. I have seen enough of the temper 
and the spirit which animates the people 
of the Dominion from one end of Canada 
to the other to be convinced that the 
Prime Minister. Sir Wilfrid Laurier, was 
more than justified in stating that if it 
was necessary to maintain the naval 
supremacy of the Crown, Canada was 
prepared to spend her last dollar and 
to give her last man.” 'This will prob­
ably evoke sneers from the egotist of 
the Hamilton Herald, who seems to 
fancy that he has a monopoly of Cana­
dian patriotism. But it is safe to say- 
that nine hundred and ninety-nine out 
of every thousand sane Canadians 
heartily share Earl Grey’s opinions and 
approve the action .of the Canadian Par­
liament in the matter. As between Earl 
Grey and the statesmen who applauded 
him. and the 'super-loyalist of the Her­
ald. few will be puzzled to make a 
choice. *

WAR IS HELL.
Annual Convention of Trades and 

Labor Congress.

Will Protest Against Jingoism in 
the Country.

The twenty-fifth annual session of the 
Trades and Labor Congress of Canada 
will convene in the Provincial Legisla­
tive buildings, city of Quebec, beginning 
at 10 o’clock. Monday morning, Sept. 20, 
1909, and will continue in session from 
day to day until the business of the 
convention has been completed.

The official call for the convention 
says the matters that will be presented 
for the earnest consideration of the 
delegates are not less weighty than 
heretofore. Indeed, at no period in its 
history has the Congress had a more 
important duty to perform. Apart al­
together from the important legislation 
of the Dominion Parliament and of the 
Provincial Legislatures, the ever press­

ing demands of r the amelioration of 
industrial conditions and the betterment 
of the whole of our industrial forces— 
apart from these altogether, a pro­
nouncement is urgently needed upon the 
present jingo propaganda for military 
training in the schools, military ad naval 
equipment. Canada is a country of 
peace. The problem of living in times 
of peace is difficult enough without , 
having foisted upon us a vast expendi­
ture for non-productive, but highly de­
structive. effort. “War is hell ! "—for 
the workingman. Labor cannot afford 
to be silent at this critical juncture, but 
should unite with all peace loving citi­
zens of Canada to squelch, in its in- 
cipienev, the forced sentiment that 
would involve us in the quarrels of 
other lands.

AT GRIMSBY.

. ' ' f ___
Ontario and Western Men Or­

ganizing Co-Operalioe Co.

/. R Berry, of Winnipeg, Tall(s 
on Fruit and Prices.

Mooement to Supply Manitoba 
With Ontario Fruit.

The meeing held at Grimsby on the 
evening of July 27th, to discuss the 
proposed Ontario & Western Co- 
Operative Company was not as well 
attended by the local growers as it 
should have been, considering the im­
portance of the subject.

Unfortunately, as was pointed cut 
at the meeting by Major Roberts, 
this matter has been somewhat sud- 
dently sprung upon the growers of 
the section .at a very busy time, and 
it hardly allowed them sufficient 
time to consider a matter of such im­
portance to the fruit trade of the Ni­
agara district.

It is unfortunate that the promoters 
of this company did not visit this 
locality in the early months of the 
year, when people were not so busy 
and when the matter would have been 
discussed at more leisure.

Mr. Mitchell, Reeve of Grimsby, in 
a Very brief speech, introduced the 
speakers. Mr. Harris, of Port Dal- 
housie, the chairman of the provision­
al directors, said that he had shipped 
a quantity of fruit to Mr. Jones, of 
Winnipeg, last season, and had re­
ceived very satisfactory prices.

Mr. J. W. Jones, wholesale fruit 
dealer of Winnipeg, made a short 
speech in which he said that last sea­
son he got 30 to 40 per cent, more for 
the fruit of customers from the south 
district than they were getting on the 
local markets.

The chief speaker of the evening 
then took the floor, Mr. J. B. Berry, 
ff Manitoba, who was the chief or-
Îanizer of the Grain Growers’ Com- 

any, of Manitoba.
After referring briefly to his stand­

ing in the grain company mentioned, 
Mr. Berry read a quotation from the 
Winnipeg Free Press showing how 
this grain company had made a pro­
fit of $50,000 for its shareholders last 
year, and had handled 7,500,000 bush­
els of .grain. The members had paid 
$17.50 at the start on their $25 shares, 
and the balance was all being paid 
out of the profits of the company. 
This was all done by means of co­
operation and that is the one means, 
he said, in Canada and the States to­
day, whereby business can be properly 
conducted. He also gave statistics 
showing the large profits being made 
by the English Co-Operative Com­
panies. The laws in England are 
more favorable to co-operative com­
panies than in Canada, but efforts 
were being made to get the Canadian 
laws assimilated to those of Great 
Britain in this respect.

Fruit, he said, is evidently the back­
bone of this locality, as grain is in 
the west, and the growers are getting 
the thin edge of the wedge, the same 
as the grain growers in the West 
formerly were. Formerly there were 
over 3C0 brokers and dealers in grain 
in Winnipeg and the growers were 
also up against the Grain Dealers’ As­
sociation which had complete control 
of the situation. It gave them what 
it liked for their grain and they had 
to take it. By the establishment of 
the Grain Growers’ Co-Operative Com­
pany, however, containing from 50,000 
to 60,000 mefhbers, all farmers, the 
situation had been changed, and there 
are now only about six grain brokers 
in Winnipeg, and the farmers are 
able to hold their own in the saying 
of what their grain shall fetch. The 
fruit situation in the West is in a 
similar condition now to what the 
grain was before the establishment of 
the co-operative company.

A few years ago an enterprising Am­
erican firm became alive to the im­
mense possibilities of the Western 
fruit trade. Accordingly, in one day 
they bought out three of the largest 
wholesale houses in Winnipeg. Now 
they control the situation in fruit dis­
tribution in Western Canada. They 
handle only American goods, on which 
is paid a duty of 30 per cent, and 
which they add to the already ex­
orbitant price paid by the unfortunate 
consumer. The speaker read a para­
graph from the Winnipeg Tribune of 
July 17th. which, after referring in 
high terms to the fine appearance and 
quality of the fruit exhibited there 
from Ontario and British Columbia, 
•went on to say :

"It is scandalous the price demand­
ed for fruit in Winnipeg at all seasons. 
Who is responsible for this?” The 
whole blame lies with the wholesale 
men. Last season on one consign­
ment of apples alone from Ontario a 
wholesale house cleared about $20,- 
000. These apples were bought for $1 
per barrel. $1 was paid in freight 
hnd 25 cents for charges, andyttie ap­
ples were sold in Winnipeg for $4 
per barrel. The mass of the people 
here look upon fruit as an occasional 
luxury and the poor never see it, ex­
cept in shop windows.”

That is a sample of what our op­
ponents are doing, said the speaker. 
This year a consignment of straw­
berries was sent to Winnipeg, of the 
Williams variety, picked on the ripe 
side. They were sold at $4 per crate, 
netting the shippers $2.52 per crate. 
At the same time these same growers 
were getting 00 cents per crate in 
Toronto, netting 70 cents.

A car load was sent from Toronto 
about the same time to a private com­
pany. The fruit was not picked or 
handled properly ; the berries went to 
mush and moulded, and only real­
ized $1.25 per crate.

Three carloads, specially picked, ar­
rived in excellent condition, consign­

ed • to a private company. They were 
sold at auction, bought by the com­
bine at $2.30 per crate, and sold to 
the retailers at $4 to $4.25 per crate. 
The retailers bought these in prefer­
ence to American strawberries, as they 
were so much fresher and better.

Mr. Berry read a letter from a prom­
inent farmer in the West, Mr. W. 
Ferguson. M.P. for Ham iota, saying 
that the farmers of the West wanted 
fruit at a reasonable price, and speak­
ing strongly in favor of this company 
as against the combine. They were 
organizing the company at this end to 
get enough growers into it to stay 
with it and supply them with fruit. 
They . milst have the growers.

The provision that each grower must 
take five shares in the company will 
be an inducement for them to stay 
with it. The capital of the company 
is to be $100,000. divided into 500

CHILDREN 
AT DUNDURN

Great Crowds Saw the Grocers’ 
Daylight Fireworks.

The centre of attraction yesterday 
afternoon was Dundura Park, where 
fully 3,000 children and 3,000 adults 
went to take advantage of the op­
portunity afforded by the Hamilton 
Retail Grocers’ Association, and see 
the exhibition of daylight fireworks.

The fireworks were to have been used 
at the Grocers’ picnic at Niagara Falls 
last week but it was too wet then, so 
the Grocers decided to let the children 
have the benefit of them yesterday.

Two pipers of the 91st, Alex. Som­
erville and David Tait, were engaged 
and kept the crowd in good spirite. 
Mr. Moggridge, of the Hand Fireworks 
Co., set the fireworks off.

The first were some large paper bal­
loons and as they went sailing sky­
wards great shouts of delight went up 

the children. Then some in-

Vhey only want a moderate number
for this and next year, while they are 
taking hold of new towns in the West, 
and making them distributing points. 
They don’t want too many members 
here to begin with, but will extend and 
enlarge the company in Ontario as 
the market extends.

When the fruit has been in­
spected here and put on the car, the 
growers will receive 60 per cent, of 
the price as wired from their director 
in Winipeg, the other 40 per cent, 
will be sent him as soon as the car 
arrives in Winnipeg. The stockhold­
ers in the West, acting as distribut­
ors, are only allowed a fixed profit.

The combine referred to is quickly 
working up two movements. The first 
is to have the duty of 30 per cent, on 
American fruit taken off. A petition 
is now being circulated amongst the 
farmers to that effect. The result 
will be to entirely kill the Ontario 
fruit trade in the West and place it 
in the hands of the combine, whilst 
the consumers would not get fruit one 
cent cheaper..

The second movement is to have the 
old freight rate re-established These 
rates on fruit from Ontario to Win­
nipeg have been reduced from 84 
cents to 64 cents per 100 lbs. to give 
the people of Ontario a chance to 
place their fruit in Winnipeg.

Since coming to Ontario. Mr. Rarrv 
has interviewed the Minister of Agri­
culture, the Provincial Secretary and 
several members of Parliament on 
this question.

Amongst others. Mr. W. O. Sea lev 
of South Wentworth, M.P., expressed 
himself as strongly in favor of re­
taining the present duty and even 
re-adjusting it.

The latter is the speaker’s desire, 
as he believes in Canada for the Can­
adians. The combine at present con­
trol the entire fruit business of 20 
large cities in the States, and have 
bought up great areas of fruit land 
m Washington Territory and in Cali-

The new company only intends to

Blackwell a selling at 75 cents per 5

California and British Columbia 
send fruit into Winnipeg nicely pack­
ed and of beautiful appearance, but 
the Ontario fruit is much superior in 
quality, and the Western farmers 
would sooner eat Ontario than Amer­
ican fruit. As an experiment, a car 
of raspberries, picked when dead ripe, 
left St. Catharines last Saturday bv 
express, to arrive on Monday. As yet 
they have had no Ontario raspberrièse 
in Winnipeg, as they get them all 
from the States and British Columbia, 
the trade being in the hands of deal­
ers who will not experiment in On­
tario fruit.

Last year Mr. Jones had cars sent, 
that were 14 days on the way, yet the 
fruit sold at a price sufficient to pav 
the shippers 100 per cent, over On­
tario prices. As an example, tomatoes 
sold at 30 to 36 cents for a 15-lb. 
basket, when they were selling at 
25 cents a bushel in Ontario. And 
peaches sold at $1 per basket, when 
worth only 20 cents in Toronto.

serve to provide very comfortably it r 
his wife and child. Then v/hy should 
not the proceeds of his labor, alter pay 
ing the cost of his own keeping, net be 
turned over to the unfortunate woman 
and little child' who are altogether inno­
cent of the crime which has )»een 1 *ougnt 
home to him? Justice ought not so of­
ten to be attended by correlative injus­
tice as it is in the punishment of rumi­
nais who have helpless ones de]x?n<iing 
upon them. The Mail and Empire has 
again and again drawn attention t«> the 
hardships of the innocent wives and 
children, or aged parents, of the peni­
tentiary inmate. If prison "Tabor .s never 
to be marketed because the competition 
is regarded as unfair to honest labor, 
then honest labor should be taxed— 
that is, the community at large should 
be taxed—to provide for -he helpless 
ones the convict leaves behind.

But there is no need of directly W i­
dening the community with this charge. 
The public authorities should turn con­
vict labor into productive cntvvicls not 
now much favored by honest lao. r. Tn 
good times, when the unemployed are 
few, convict labor might be utilized at a 
class of work In which too littVi la Lor 
of any kind is employed either ".n good 
or bad times. That is the making of 
roads. That work will afford healthful 
and reformative occupation to tiie con­
victs, and will immensely promote the 
public good. Wages so earned we can 
well afford to distribute to the poor de­
pendents of the convicts.

JAP IMMIGRANTS.
Falliag Off in Number Coming to 
Canada—Hydra-Electric Scheme.

(Special Despatch to the Times.)
Ottawa, July 29.—Canada's trade com­

missioner in Japan, Mr. G. A. Harris, 
reports to the Trade and Commerce 
Department that the official emigration 
figures of the Japanese Government for 
the first five months of this year show 
that Japan is fully living up to the 
agreement with Canada and the United 
States to restrict Japanese immigrants 
to these countries. Up to the end of 
May the total Japanese emigration to 
America was 718, as compared with 
2,275 for the same period of last year. 
Emigration to Canada totalled only 184, 
and of these 56 were classed as non­
laborers. The number of Japanese in 
Canada who returned during the same 
period was 163, leaving the net increase

being formed of Japanese and British 
capitalists to establish an immense 
hydro-electric power industry in Japan. 
This company, he says, will be incor­
porated under the Canadian law.

DROPPED TWO MILES
Aeronaut Turned His Balloon Into 

Parachute,

Conway, Mass., July 28.—Transform­
ing his balloon into a parachute at a 
height of over two miles, by loosening 
the appendix cord and allowing the 
lower part of the balloon to rise into the 
netting, Dr. S. S. Stdwell, of Pittsfield, 
in his first trip as pilot, to-day made a 
drop to earth in the balloon Pittsfield.

Ilie experiment was probably the 
first of this nature ever tried in this 
country. A perfect landing was made 
without the valve cord being touched, 

The balloon ascended from Pitts­
field this morning, the passengers be­
ing John T. Manning, of this city, and 
Miss Blanche Hulse, a nurse in Belle­
vue Hospital, New York. When over 
Ashfield and Auckland the aeronauts 
struck a vortex, which once before has 
troubled balloonists, and they were 
swept rapidly upward to a height of 
more than two miles.

At this height, with but one bag of 
ballast left, Dr. Stowell conceived the 
idea of making a parachute of his 
balloon and allowing it to take its 
own course to earth rather than to 
use the, valve cord and allow gas to 
escape. The appendix cord was loos­
ened. and the balloon took the form 
of a monster toadstool and started, 
slowly earthward.

ST. ANNE’S SHRINE.

SPAIN THREATENED 
WITH REVOLUTION.

Desperate Fighting in Barcelona—Spain 
Placed Under Martial Law.

Governor Ordered to Crush Rebellion-Fight­
ing in Morroco—King Alfonso Hooted.

EMPEROR OF MOROCCO, 
Against whom the Spalards are warring.

Madrid. July 28.—The revolution In 
Catalonia has reached a serious stage. 
There is much bloodshed, and artil­
lery has been employed in the streets 
of Barcelona to quell the outbreaks. 
The city is terror-stricken. The re­
volutionists are reported to be fight­
ing desperately behind barricades. The 
troops include mounted artillery and 
the defences of the reliels have been 
raked with shot.

King Alfonso hastened back to 
Madrid from San Sebastian today 
and issued a decree proclaiming 
martial law and the suspension of 
constitutional guarantees throughout 
Spain. Orders have been given to 
the Governors of the provinces to 
crush the revolution at any cost, with­
out hesitation and without pity. To­
day marks a black chapter in Spain's 
history, for there was tragedy both 
at home and abroad. The King reached 
here in time to learn that part 
of his army at Melilla had a bloodv 
buttle with* the Moors, which, though 
the final victory was the Spaniards', 
cost the lives of twenty-one officers 
and a total of two hundred Spaniards 
killed or wounded.

An exact estimate of the dead and 
wounde in the clashes between the 
troops and rebels in Catalonia is im­
possible owing to the rigid censor- 
si.ip. The Government admits, how- 
ovei, that rioters have been killed and 
wounded in several cities and towns, 
including Barcelona, Aleoy and Cala-

Details of-—the latest disturbances 
at. other points aiV either meagre or 
lacking altogether. \ There has been 
rioting at Saragossa! Vendra il, Rioja, 
port Bou and Llansoji, and a general 
strike was declared to-day at Biscava, 
At those places there has been much 
destruction of property, including bridg­
es and public buildings.

The centre of the rebellion is Bar­
celona. to which place the Govern­
ment is rushing extra troops, both in­
fantry and naval marines. A despatch 
this morning said that the Barcelona 
revolutionists had been defeated as a 
result of desperate charges by the 
troops, but a despatch at noon an­
nounced that fighting had begun 
again, the artillery using heavy guns 
to demolish the barricades. The peace­
ful section of the population fled in 
flight, to their homes and locked and 
hatred the doors.

A military proclamation has been 
issued at that city that no life is safe, 
and warning peaceful citizens to remain 
under cover to avoid the fire of the

The greatest inquietude exists in 
Madrid. King Alfonso was closeted 
until a lato hour with Premier Maura, 
and an official note was issued, saying 
that, the situation was exceedingly 
grave and that the rebellion must be re­
pressed with an iron hand.

The latest reports from Barcelona 
show the conditions there to be in­
creasingly grave. The rioters have 
attacked the convent of the Little Sis­
ters of the Poor. This followed the 
riotous disorders when the mobs as­
saulted and then burned several of the 
religious establishments, following their 
attack by a fusilade on the Captain- 
General and his escort.

New disorders are now reported 
from two other interior points, thus 
far tranquil. The new points of dis­
ci der ajP Alfoi and Rioja.

Ottawa, July 28.—The Transcontinen­

tal commissioners report that the Win­
nipeg to Lake Superior section of the 
road will be ready to lease to the G. T. 
P. early in September, thus enabling the 
company to carry at least a portion of 
this year’s crops handled on its main 
line west of Winnipeg through to Fort 
William. It is, however, doubtful if the 
road from Winnipeg to Superior Junc­
tion will be in shape this fall to handle 
all the traffic offering. With a new 
road there were bound to be a few bad 
spots where it will take some time to

Set the roadbed in shape to properly 
andle traffic, and if the fall brings 

heavy rains there will probably be many 
delays through washouts, etc. However, 
an effort is being made to hurry along 
completion of the road, and during the 
latter part of the fall it is expected the 
wheat trains will be running over it.

A deputation from Brandon, headed 
by Mayor Adolphe and introduced by 
Hon. Clifford Sifton, waited on Sir Wil­
frid Laurier this morning, asking that 
the Government bring pressure to bear 
on the G. T. P. to compel the prompt 
construction of the company’s promised 
branch line connecting Brandon with the 
main line of the G. T. P. at Justice, some 
ten miles north. Sir Wilfrid promised 
that the Government would endeavor to 
secure the immediate construction of 
the branch, so that it would be in opera­
tion this fall.

The camps at Sidi Mura and 
Mount Atalayou, where the Spanish 
dead were interred where they fell, are 
threatend with epidemic.
MOORS AMBUSHED THE SPANISH.

Madrid. July 28. Every supplemen­
tary detail of the battle which raged on 
July 23 proves that the Spanish situa­
tion was most grave. The Moors am­
bushed a Spanish column in the Alfer 
Ravine, killing and wounding 400 men. 
The shattered fragments of the column 
escaped only under the protection of the 
Spanish gunboat Martin Alonzo Pinson 
and the Melilla forts, which fired two 
thousand rounds.

SLEW HIS COLONEL.
Madrid, July 28.—The death of 

Lieutenant-Colonel Hunezmarin on July 
23 in an engagement between the Span­
ish troops and Moorish tribesmen 
around Melilla was most dramatic.

The Spanish regiment was decimated. 
Hanezmarin was wounded, and he or 
dered a sergeant to finish him in order 
to prevent his falling into the hands of 
the Moors to be tortured. The sergeant 
obeyed the order.

He closed his eyes and sent a bullet 
into his colonel’s heart.

Estimates of the Spanish losses have 
been raised to 400 killed or wounded. 
The mountain passes are filled with the 
bodies of Moors, over which jackals and 
birds of prey fight.

KING ALFONSO HOOTED.
London, July 28.—Special despatches 

from Madrid describe the situation as 
extremely grave. King Alfonso was 
wildly hooted in the streets on his 
arrival, and the Government is doing its 
utmost to minimize the effect of the 
crushing reverses suffered by the Span 
ish forces at Melilla. It will be obliged 
to send large reinforcements to that

Breaches of discipline are common 
both at Melilla and the Madrid bar 
racks, and. the despatches declare, 
several soldiers have been shot daily 
for insubordination. It is also asserted 
that a whole battalion recently refused 
to fight at Melilla. and fled, leaving 
their colonel to be killed, while several 
companies when ordered to the firing 
line retorted by compelling their officers 
to go in front. This accounts for the 
heavy mortality among the officers.

In Catalonia the Socialists and other 
extremists are fanning the flames of 
revolution. Already the cry is heard, 
“Down with the King!”

LOST AN ARM.
Quebec. July 28.—A terrible accident 

occurred in the office of Le Soleil yester­
day afternoon, when Oliver Arudel, the 
chief mechanic of the press department, 
had one of his hands caught between 
two of the cylinders of the news press, 
and before it could be stopped the fore­
arm had, been drawn in and crushed 
badly that it had to be amputated.

Elmira Mid is Feoid With Frac­

tured Shell After a Riot.

Striking Laborer» Swung Axe» and 
Brandi»hed Knivei.

HorneLl, July 27.—Philip Angelo, of 
Elmira., was fatally injured, and Frank 
Romeo, of this city, was severely injur­
ed in a riot in Little Italy, just east 
of the city line, this afternoon, and the 
timely arrival of a squad of patrolmen 
prevented a wholesale killing.

For two days the Italians in the Erie 
yards here have been on a strike. The 
laborers are housed in box cars near 
East avenue. Angelo, who is an agent 
of Delpapa, who furnishes laborers, was 
sent here this afternoon to talk over 
the situation with the strike leaders 
with a view to effecting a settlement.

What took place at the conference 's 
not known, but a short time after Ange­
lo was seen to walk down the tracks 
the residents of that vicinity heard 
shouting and saw a score of laborers 
brandishing knives and axes, chasing a 
man, who was also armed with an axe.

At Swan street the pursued man turn­
ed and hurled his axe in the crowd and 
disappeared between two houses.

The police were notified and at once 
sent a detail to the scene. They found 
Angelo lying on the ground with the 
blood pouring from an ugly wound in 
his head; near him was Romeo, bleed 
ing from numerous knife wounds. Two 
other men who had been badly slashed 
could not he found. The wounded men 
were rushed to the hospital, where *t 
was found that Angelo was suffering 
from a fractured skull. The surgeons 
there say that he will die.

Romeo was badly stabbed about the 
chest and shoulder.

POLICE AND LAW.
INSPECTOR ARCHIBALD ON RACE 

TRACK LEGISLATION.

Interesting Papers at Convention of 
Police Constables' Association— 
Virtues of the Ideal Policeman Are 
as Diverse as Those of a Diplomat.

Niagara Falls, July 28.—The Police 
Constables’ Association of Canada met 
in convention here to-day. The at­
tendance was the largest in the his­
tory of the association, nearly 100 being 
present from points as widely separated 
as Rinjouski and Victoria.

President George Rozell, Peterboro, 
in the president’s address, reviewed the 
work of the past year, and pointed out 
the educational side of the convention.
Criminals as a scientific study, the vir­
tues of the much maligned policeman, 
and the inefficiency of the present law 
governing race track gambling were the 
subjects of able papers from Dominion 
Parole Officer Archibald, Ottawa; Chief 
Smythe, Cornwall, and Inspector Archi­
bald, Toronto, and Chief Gencst, Hull, 
gave a paper on “The Conservator of 
the Peace.”

Officer W. P. Archibald's paper on 
the classification of criminals and pre­
ventive detention dealt in an able 
manner with the question of criminality 
as a scientific study. He divided crim 
inals into their several classes and gave 
each class its particular features. He 
suggested that a preventive act similar 
to that in effect in England should lie 
placed on the statute books of Canada.

According to Chief Smythe, the vir­
tues which an ideal policeman must 

/ possess are as manifold and as diverse 
as those which make a diplomat suc­
cessful. A policeman is expected at all 
times to be dignified, tactful and of cool 
temper, with .an inexhaustible well of 
patience. He is expected tp be a judge 
of human nature, a walking bureau of 
information, and an animated check on 
the ficklehess of the electric light. He 
must be ready to turn in an instant 
from an incipient street row to politely 
assist some nervous lady across the 
street, play the part of a genial grand­
pa, and a few. minutes later be engaged 
in a rough-and-tumble with some in­
dividual spoiling for a fight.

Inspector Archibald, Toronto, gave a 
paper on “Race Track Gambling,” and 
reviewed the legislation relating thereto of 1,000

years. He complained that convictions 
which had been made had been quashed 
by higher courts, and thought that the 
act governing gambling should be cap­
able of only one interpretation.

Deputy Chief William Stark, of To­
ronto, secretary-treasurer of the asso­
ciation, in reading his annual report, 
gave an interesting summary of the 
work accomplished during the year by 
the special committee on legislation in 
the direction of securing much needed 
amendments to the criminal code. Two 
years ago, the deputy chief pointed out, 
the convention took advanced ground 
in the matter of carrying offensive wea: 
pons, and as a result of strong repre­
sentation to the Minister of Justice by 
the special committee the section deal­
ing with the matter have been amended 
by giving the convicting magistrate or 
judge power to impose imprisonment in 
addition to or without a money penalty. 
The imprisonment may be any term up 
to three months.

Continuing, Deputy Chief Stark said 
that, accompanied by a representative 
of the Social and Moral Reform Council 
of Canada, he had gone to Ottawa and 
had asked for an amendment to the 
code which would make it an offence 
for anyone to have immoral literature 
or pictures in their possession. As a 
result the section dealing with the mat­
ter was amended along the lines sug­
gested.

A new section had been added to the 
code defining an opium joint, and 
amendment to the section dealing with 
disorderly houses, permits of keepers 
and inmates of opium joints being pro­
secuted under this section.

By an addition to section 629 search 
warrants may be executed outside the 
jurisdiction of the issuing magistrate 
by endorsement by the magistrat* or 
justice of the peace of the place where 
the search is to be made. A reflection 
of the Kinrade murder case was con 
tained in a statement by the deputy 
chief to the effect that an effort will 
be made at the next session of the On­
tario Legislature to have a provision 
similar to the foregoing applied to coro­
ners' summonses to witnesses and war­
rants against witnesses who disobey the 
said summonses.

THAW NOT TO 
BE TRIPPED.

Make* Excelleat Witnen For Him­
self *t Sanity Hearing.

Fences Most Adroitly With District 
Attorney Jerome.

Expresses Regret it Some Things 
He Said About His Victim.

White Plain., July 28.—Harry K. 
Thaw’s fate lay in his own hands to­
day. For six hours he occupied the wit­
ness stand while District Attorney 
Jerome, the man who twice tried to 
send him to prison and who once al­
ready has thwarted an effort to release 
him from a criminal insane asylum, 
delved into his life history. Thaw emerg­
ed creditably from the ordeal.

To-night Thaw, the members of his 
family and his retinue of attorneys and 
experts were unanimous in their opinion 
that he has proved his fitness to be re­
leased from Matteawan.

But Thaw’s ordeal is not over. He 
will remain on the witness stand to­
morrow and perhaps a day longer. The 
state’s alienists believe that if he is in­
sane he will be more likely to betray 
himself toward the end, when wearied 
by Jerome’s continued hammering.

Neither Thaw nor the New' York dis­
trict attorney displayed anything but 
the utmost good nature to-day. Some­
times Thaw thought he had scored a 
point and smiled with keen enjoyment. 
TLis smile was always reflected on the 
face of his mother, who sat in court 
throughout the day with the other 
members of the family.

Jerome to-day strove to establish 
Thaw’s insanity mainly on alleged hal­
lucinations regarding Stanford White’s 
treatment of young girls. Time and 
again he asked the witness’ own 
opinion of his mental state. Thaw’s 
replies in substance were: “I have al­
ways been sane, medically. When I 
killed White I may have been legally 
insane for a few minutes, I am sane

Three years’ confinement does not 
seem to have embittered Thaw. To-day 
he expressed regret for certain of the 
more unspeakable charges which he 
made- in his will against the man he kill­
ed. Although frequently quoted in the 
past as not regretting his deed, he de­
clared he sometimes felt regret. al­
though any feelings of remorse and hor­
ror were diminished, he added, by the 
strain of the continued legal squabbling 
of the last three years.

At times the witness scored on the 
district attorney so palpably that the 
whole court room joined in the smile of 
triumph. Nothing pleased him more than 
the chance to correct Jerome on some 
minor detail, of the evidence of past 
legal proceedings, which he had at his 
tongue’s end. One characteristic episode 
occurred when Jerome asked Thaw to 
explain his hostility to Dr. Allan Mc- 
Lane Hamilton, one of the state’s for­
mer alienista. Thaw said he did not 
know exactly why he disliked Hamilton. 
It was like the case of Dr. Fell, he add­
ed.

Who is Fell?" inquired Jerome, in­
nocently.

Why, don’t you know?” exclaimed 
the witness in surprise. Then he quoted 
the first two lines of the nonsense

T do not like you. Dr. Fell,
The reason why I cannot tell.

Thaw’s mood was not always jovial. 
He gave the first signs of worry when 
the district attorney returned later to 
his dislike of Dr. Hamilton and asked a 
number of questions evidently designed 
to show that Thaw’s prejudice was vio­
lent and abnormal.

Another line of questions that made 
the witness knit his brows had to do 
with his relations with Evelyn Nesbitt 
before their marriage. Although it has 
Ik-en alleged that Thaw has broken 
with his wife and that she is aiding the 
oposition, he showed a strong desire 
to-day to shield her name. The young 
woman herself arrived in the court-room 
during this part of the examination and 
rewarded her husband’s evident consid­
eration for her feelings with several 
radiant smiles.

Thaw said that his own choice of an

attorney for his first trial was Governor 
Hughes, “because the jury would know 
inat any witnesses he put on the stand 
would be truthful.”

Jerome reviewed Thaw’s frequent 
Changes of counsel. The witness ex­
plained that his disagreement with the 
firm of Black, Gruber A Olcott was due 
to their determination to try to acquit 
him on the ground of insanity, when he 
knew he was not insane. He reiterated, 
however, that he might t have been in­
sane for a brief interval* when he killd 
White.

Mr. Jerome reverted to the testimony 
given yesterday by Susan Merrill, 
Thaw’s former landlady in New York. 
Thaw declared that when he first 
learned that Mrs. Merrill was to go on 
the stand he was angry.

“I was told,” he continued, “that Ger- 
vas, aasiatant district attorney, got her 
up in your office and spat in her face 
and got her to tell a lot of lies about 
me. But, of course, I don’t say that is

Thaw apparently was unruffled by his 
ordeal when he left the stand.

When the afternoon session opened, 
Mr. Jerome asked Thaw: “In your 
opinion are you now sane?”

“Yes,” said Thaw, “and in other per­
sons’ opinions.”

The witness was then shown the 
pamphlet prepared by his mother.

“Did you believe there is any truth 
in the allegation which this pamphlet 
opens, that a cowardly combination of 
powerful men existed against you?” 
asked the prosecutor.

“My mother must have been so in­
formed or she would not have said it,” 
was the reply.

Thaw said he did not believe that 
such a combination existed to conceal 
“the wrongdoing of Stanford White and 
his associates.”

The first evidence Thaw gave of any 
hesitation was when Jerome probed fur­
ther into the events leading up -to the 
shooting and questioned him regarding 
his early relatione with Evelyn Neebit. 
The witness fenced desperately and 
picked his words carefully with an evi­
dent desire to present this part of his 
career in the best possible light.

^ At this psychological moment Evelyn 
Nesbit Thaw herself slid into a seat 
among the witnesses. If Jerome had 
planned her appearance to confuse 
Thaw, he could not have brought her 
in at a more telling juncture.

Young Mrs. Thaw looked more girlish 
than at any of her former appearances. 
She wore an extremely juvenile one- 
piece frock of some wash material and 
a red and blue plaid coat. Her street 
hat was of a blue that matched her

Thaw said that after White’s death 
he was exceedingly sorry for certain 
charges he had made against the archi­
tect in his will. This instrument was 
drawn in 1905 on the day of his mar­
riage.

The codicil set aside $50,000 to be 
used in investigating Thaw's death in 
case it occurred under suspicious circum­
stances, and this clause has bees, advanc­
ed as evidence of an unsound mind- 
Thaw explained that it had nothing to 
do with the White matter. It was insert­
ed, he said, on account of his recollection 
of a trip in 1903 to Mount Olympus, iu 
Bithynia, Asia Minor, where he learned 
that travelers were frequently murdered 
by bandits and outlaws.

“Thinking that I might some day re­
visit Bithynia or some other equally 
dangerous neighborhood,” said Thaw, 
“I made this provision.”

Jerome asked Thaw if he would not 
i prefer private examination by alienists 

chosen by both sides rather than sub­
mit to cjoss-questioning in open court, 
which necessitated dragging in such a 
quantity of unsavory details. Thaw 
answered that he had had enough of be­
ing examined by experts and now pre­
ferred to let the court decide.

“I even prefer to have these things 
dragged out,” he said, 'if you insist on 
dragging them out."

Jerome devoted nearly an hour to 
reading letters sent by Thaw to An 
thonv Comstock, containing charges 
against White. Thaw said he had 
signed assumed names to these because 
he thought he could be more useful in 
ferreting out the crimes if his. identity 
were kept secret. The allegations con­
tained in these letters were part of the 
evidence at the homicide trial.

“Have you maintained your interest 
in the suppressing of such crimes? 
asked Jerome.

“I lose my interest in them,” replied 
Thaw, “on June 26, 1906.” (The day he 
shot White.)

The hearing adjourned at 5.15 p. m.

FOUND AFFINITY
After Living as Husband aid Wife 

fer Ten Years.

Montreal, July 28.—Mr. Justice Dun­
lop rendered judgment this morning in 
the case of Jules Archambault vs. Geor­
gina Bonin, annulling their marriage, 
contracted in October, 1897, on the 
ground that some unknown affinity be­
tween the parties had come to light in a 
recent semi-judicial and semi-religious 
enquete. The plaintiff had presented a 
petition to Mgr. Bruchési, Archbishop of 
Montreal, to have the religious author­
ities annul his marriage because he was 
a relative of his wife to a degree which 
renders a license necessary for a union 
in the Catholic Church.

In the investigation held before the 
religious tribunal of the diocese it was 
established that Georgina Bonin was a 
collateral affinity of Jules Archam­
bault, her husband, since 1897. Mgr. 
Bruchési rendered his decision in Janu­
ary last, and declared that according to 
the Catholic canons the parties had no 
right to be married without a special 
license, and that the marriage was an-

The jjase was then carried before 
the civic courts of this Province on the 
same ground, and as both the Catholic 
cations and the civil code agree on 
the point at issue, Mr. Justice Dunlop 
decided this morning on the ground 
taken by Mgr. Bruchési, so that now 
Jules Archambault and Georgina Bonin, 
who have lived a married life together 
for more than ten years, are no longer 
husband and wife, and can get married 
again to others.

SEA COMMAND FIRST
MOST IMPORTANT OF ALL, SAYS 

MR. HALDANE.

The Chief Question Before the De­
fence Conference—Afterwards an 
Army of Long Range is Needed— 
Canada's Loyalty Not Dependent 
on Tariffs.

London, July 28.—Proposing the 
toast to the Imperial Defence Confer­
ence at the British Empire Club ban­
quet in the Guildhall to-night, Mr. Hal­
dane declared: “There is only one 
maxim that we can lay down: that 
the British Empire is one and indivisible 
on this question of defence. (Cheers.) 
I believe it to be on that maxim that 
the Conference is really concentrated. 
We recognize that the command of the 
sea must come in the first piece, and 
that the army which is to protect the 
empire must be no army chained to 
these shores, but an army of long range, 
suited to deal with problems at long 
range.”

Sir Frederick Borden, replying, said 
that while Canada stood upon her 
rights and insisted upon her freedom, 
it was untrue and unfair to Canada 
for any man to say, as had been said, 
that Canada’s patriotism and loyalty 
depended in the slightest degree up­
on what the fiscal policy of Britain 
might be. (Hear, hear.) He thought 
true Imperialism was tiiat which led 
different nations along the lines of 
development of their own resources, 
But they realized their Imperial re­
sponsibilities, and the people of Canada 
were prepared to pay their share of the 
cost. In thoroughly preparing them­
selves for local defence, they werç doing 
their best to take their part in the de­
fence of the empire. With the guid­
ance of Mr. Haldane, a plan had been 
adopted in Canada by which, he believed, 
the local meads of defence would be so 
carried out that should any one of the 
dominions wish at any time to send a 
division or a force to assist the mother 
country it would be easy to carry out 
that end. Why could not the same 
thing be done with regard to a navy 
Canada would be prepared, to its last 
dollar, to assist in the maintenance of 
the integrity of the empire. (Cheers.)

THREE DEFENCE AXIOMS.
London, July 28.—The Times, refer­

ring to Imperial defence, lays down 
three principles: (1) Each dominion
must develop naval resources of its own. 
(2) The training and material of these 
naval forces must be, as far as possible, 
the game. (3) All individual effort must, 
be co-ordinated to a common end. “If,” 
says the Times, “Canada, for instance, 
in the course of years, were to make the 
North Pacific her naval sphere, she 
would do so in the Empire’s interests 
as well as her own, in combination with 
a common naval policy covering all parts 
of the world.” It’adds that the three 
principles mentioned are broadly ac-

INCOMPETENT MOTORMEN.

Winnipeg Street Railway Company 
Cencured for Them.

Winnipeg, July 28.—The adjourned 
Coroner’s inquest on Enoch Rees and 
Ernest Illette, who were crushed befc- 
tween street cars on the devil strip at 
the corner of Logan and Main streets 
on Sunday, blamed Motorman Taylor 
for moving his car when the other car 
was already on the curve, and declar­
ed him to be grossly incompetent. 
They censured the Street Railway 
Company for employing incompetent 
motormen and for no-t having a standard 
examination.

Both Taylor and the other motor- 
man, Herbert, were detained by the 
police, and in the ordinary course will 
appear before the Magistrate on Wed­
nesday.

Thomas Taylor, the motorman who 
was in charge of the car. was to-day 
indicted for manslaughter, and sent 
up for trial at the Assizes. The com­
pany did not send a legal representa­
tive to defend him.- An action has 
been entered on behalf of Rees’ heirs 
for $40,000 damages.

BOTH DROWNED.
Woman Throw» Arm» Around 

Mother Who Swam to Reset e.

Rochester, N. Y., July 28.—Mrs. 
Gordon Hoyt and Miss Clara Hdyt, 
mother and daughter, were drowned 
to-day at Snug Harbor, near Ham- 
mondsport. The daughter had gone in 
bathing and being seized with cramps 
called to her mother, who was on 
the bank near by. Mrs. Hoyt, who is 
an expert swimmer, went torthe res­
cue.

The daughter was so frightened that 
she threw her arms about, her mother 
and her rescuer's effort were thus so 
hampered that both drowned before 
help could reach them.

Montreal, July 28.—The following 
statement is issued by the Canadian 
Pacific Railway Company: Gross earn­
ings for June $6,550,154; working ex­
penses, $4,661,729; net profits, $1,888,- 
425. In June, 1908, the net profits were 
$1,675,496, and for the twelve months 
ended June 30, 1909, the figures are 
as follows: Gross earnings, $76,313,321;

TERRIBLE DISASTER!

Spaaisk Troop» Slaughtered Whale- 
sale by tie Moors.

Madrid, July 29.—The official de­
spatches received here to-day admit that 
the battle between Moorish tribesmen 
and the Spanish forces outside of Melil- 
la on July 27 was a disastrous defeat. 
The Moors cut off the communications 
with the Spanish outposts, and the main 
force of the Spaniards was driven back 
under the walls of the city, where fight­
ing continued desperately in the city.

The Spanish killed and wounded num­
bered almost 3,000, which takes no ae 
count of the men at the advance posts, 
who evidently were cut off and abandon­
ed to their fate.

Melilla is full of wounded men.
The extent of the disaster is plainly 

apparent from General Marina’s de­
spatch as given out at the war office 
to-day. He says :

‘‘On July 27 the Moors cut the rail­
road. sever;ng communications with our 
outposts. Our batteries shelled the 
Moors, but the advance posts were en­
dangered and they had to be abandoned. 
The situation at Melilla is grave despite 
the desperate bravery of the troops, 
who are now fighting'under the walls of 
the city.

“Our losses in the engagement were 
General Pintos, a colonel, two lieuten­
ant-colonels, five captains, many offi­
cers and subalterns and about 1,000 
men. The wounded number at least 1,- 
500, including many officers. The hippo­
drome is full of wounded soldiers. Two 
generals were mortally wounded.” 

SITUATION GRAVE.
London, July 29.—Information receiv­

ed through diplomatic channels in Lon­
don tends to accentuate the gravity of 
the situation in Spain. It is intimated 
that, there is reason to fear the garrison 
at Madrid itself has been tampered with 
by the insurrectionists.

TO BE SHOT ON SIGHT.
Madrid, July 29.—The military gov­

ernor of Barcelona to-day published a 
decree ordering the inhabitants of the 
city to return to their homes/ After 24 
hours any one found in the streets is 
liable to be shot on sight.

ORDERED TO MELILLA.
London, July 29.—A special despatch 

from Gibraltar says all Spanish batter­
ies stationed in that vicinity have re­
ceived hurry orders to embark at once 
for Melilla. The embarkation of the 
troops is now proceeding, and it is be­
lieved that large numbers will leave in 
the course of the day.

Mpre than 100 wounded Spaniards 
were landed this morning and taken to 
the hospital.

How They Water the Streets in China.

The watering 6f the streets in China 
is still a very primitive business. The 
water is first drawn up in baskets from 
wcl^j by means of a rope and pulley. 
This sounds somewhat ridiculous, but 
the “baskets” are very closely woven, 
and, when wet, form thoroughly ser­
viceable vessels, possessing the valuable 
quality of lightness. The water is next 
carried in wooden tubs and distributed 
by men armed with basket-ladies at­
tached to loVig wooden handles, with 
which they splash “spoonfuls’ ’of fluid 
over the dustv streets. This crude ma­
chinery is all the more astonishing when 
one reflects that the Chinese is ex­
tremely clever in a mechanical way. He, 
is, how:ever, inherently conservative, and 
sticks to old methods on principle, even

government entertains no illusions 
about half-way measures, and is ready 
to take the responsibility oi putting 
down the revolt ruthlessly as a warning 
for the future.

The law-abiding element is under or­
ders to remain indoors. The artillery is 
in position along the avenues and in 
central quarters.

The terror-stricken people are fleeing 
from the larger towns to the open coun­
try and the small villages, where there 
is less exposure to danger.

The situation is further complicated 
by the spread of the general strike or­
dered by the labor organizations of Bar­
celona two days ago.

The indications are that the strike 
will spread to the provinces of* Loideria, 
Gcronio and Terragon, but no definite 
news has been received from these

DESPERATE FIGHTING.
Biarritz, near Spanish frontier, July 

29.—The desperate condition of affairs 
at Barcelona is shown in reports receiv­
ed here from the disturbed city. These 
show that the revolutionary element 
holds the upper hand. The government 
troops finding themselves insufficient 
to retake the revolutionary stronghold, 
have been forced to abandon several 
quarters, leaving the revolutionists in 
control.

The streets of the city are barricaded 
with huge piles of stone and earth. Fur­
niture and planks are heaped in these 
barricades to the height of the first 
storeys.

The arrival of reinforcements, so ur­
gently needed by the government forces, 
is retarded by the destruction of rail­
roads and the avenues of communica­
tion leading to the city. The revolution­
ists are heavily armed with muskets, 
knives and revolvers. They have an ef­
fective organization and hospital equip­
ment, which promptly looks after the 
dead and wounded.

With the arrival of a regiment of re­
inforcements, which the Government suc­
ceeded in getting through yesterday the 
inhabitants were warned to keep with­
in for the succeeding fourteen hours. 
The peacably disposed heeded this warn­
ing, while the artillery of the govern­
ment forces raked the streets where bar­
ricades had been erected, causing great 
havoc among them and in some cases 
demolishing them.

The Government is now seeking to re­
lieve the city by sea now that the land 
communication with the troops is inter­
rupted. All available ships are being 
hurried to Barcelona.

Whether there is an ulterior political 
purpose behind the revolutionary up­
rising throughout Calatonia is not yet 
clear. Outwardly the movement is thus 
far a protest against the government’s 
war policy in Morocco, and its levy of a 
large reserve for war purposes.

NOT ENOUGH TROOPS.
London, July 29.—Special advices 

from Biarritz, near the Spanish frontier, 
state that the situation at Barcelona is 
rendered desperate by the absence of a 
sufficient military force capable of put­
ting down the revolutionists. This con­
dition result from *he despatch of all 
available troops to Melilla. The garri­
sons throughout Calalonia have thus 
been reduced to 6,000 men, while the re­
volutionists at Barcelona, and adjacent 
towns far exceed that number.

The government forces are all scat­
tered by the need of quelling outbreaks 
at many detached points. The isolation 
of the Province wing to the destruction 
of railways gave the revolutionary ele­
ment and strikers 48 hours to make in­
terrupted preparations to cut off the ar­
rival of reinforcements. They are thus 
masters of the situation.

The line from Madrid to Barcelona is 
a scene of desolation. Trenches many 
feet wide have been cut across the rail­
way embankments in the country dis­
tricts. The small bridges spanning the 
streets in several towns have been pulled

Fierce engagements are in progress 
throughout Barcelona. The artillery has 
been used against the barricades, but the 
troops have made little progress in 
quelling the revolt. Attempts on the 
captain-general continue as he disposes 
the position of the troops.

Cabrera, French-Spaniah Frontier, 
July 29.—Spanish couriers arriving to­
day report that artillery is battering 
the barricades behind which the insur­
gents are desperately fighting in Bar­
celona. Heavy fighting is now in pro­
gress on the Rambla, in San Annes quar­
ter, and the Calle del Epino. The gutters 
are running with blood. The number of 
dead and wounded cannot be estimated, 
but it is believed to be heavy.

Five convents and several private resi­
dences have been burned at Llanza.

PRESIDENT AND TARIFF.
Washington, July 29.—Through a 

written communication the President 
has advised the Tariff Committee that 
he cannot accept a rate exceeding $1.25 
on rough lumber, and that he will insist 
upon the Senate rates upon gloves and 
hosiery.

FULTON CELEBRATION.
Paris, July 29.—The Cabinet has de­

cided to send a battleship squadron, in 
command of an admiral, to represent 
France, to the Hudson-FSilton celebra­
tion, to be held at New York the cbm- 
ing autumn. Neither the number of 
battleships nor the admiral has yet been 
designated.

HARRY C. P. PULLIAM 
COMMITTED SUICIDE.

Pres, of National League Died This Morning 
by His Own Hand.

New York, July 29.—Harry C. Pul­
liam, president of the National League 
of Professional Baseball Clubs, died at 
8.10 a. m. to-day after shooting himself 
through the head in his room in the 
New York Athletic Club last night. Al­
though a bullet from his revolver passed 
entirely through his head, severing both 
optic nerves and causing instant blind­
ness, Mr. Pulliam lived from 9.30 last 
night until this morning. He became 
unconscious soon after the shooting was 
discovered, and was unable to make any 
statement as to his reason for commit­
ting suicide, but it is generally attribut­
ed to ill-health.

Mr. Pulliam was In his office yester­
day attending to the business of the 
league, and went to his room at the Ath­
letic Club last evening. The first indi­
cation that anything was wrong with 
him came when at 9.30 o’clock a signal 
from the telephone in his room was 
thrown up on the switchboard in the 
club rooms. The operator responded, 
but receiving no call sent a messenger 
to Mr. Pulliam’s room to ascertain the 
trouble.

Mr. Pulliam was found lying on the 
floor, dressed only in his underclothing 
and with a bullet wound through his 
head. The telephone receiver apparent­
ly had been knocked off its hook when 
he fell after firing the fatal shot. A re­
volver lay on the floor near his h/md. 
The club’s physician was summoned, but 
could do very little to relieve his pa­
tient. A coroner was summoned, and 
he attempted to obtain a statement 
from the dying man, but without avail.

To all questions as to how he was 
shot, Mr. Pulliajn, who was then in a 
semi-conscious condition, replied that he 
did not understand, and asked “What 
shot?” He soon became unconscious, 
but later revived a little, and com­
plained that his head ached, and asked 
the attendants to rub it. No note or 
other explanation of the suicide was 
found in the room.

Throughout the night Mr. Pulliam 
lingered in a semi-conscious conditios. 
His mother, in Louisville, Ky., was noti­
fied of the affair last night.

President Pulliam’s health and par­
ticularly his nervous condition had been 
so poor for several months as to cause 
much alarm among his friends and ad­
mirers/ in baseball cirlces. After the 
spring meeting of the National League 
in February he was granted an indefin­
ite leave of absence was believed
to have spent several montkr with rela­
tives in Tennessee and Florid/, hi the 
meantime John C. Heidler, secretary of 
the National League, was designated as 
acting preidsnt. Mr. Pulliam, however, 
returned to his duties about a month 
ago, and seemed to have considerably 
improved by his long rest. His health 
scon began to give way again, and it 
is reported that he recently spent a 
week in a sanitarium. A report was 
current to-day that Mr. Pulliam wrote 
his resignation as president of the 
league before shooting himself, but this 
could not be confirmed.

Mr. Pulliam was born in Scottsvilie, 
Ky., thirty-nine years ago, and was suc­
cessively reporter and city editor of the 
Louisville Commercial, president of 
the Louisville baseball club, secretary 
and treasurer of the Pittsburg club, and 
president of the National League, to 
which office he was elected in 1902.

Pulliam sacrificed his health and life 
in the interests of the nktional sport. 
Made president of the National League 
in 1902, he at once took effective meas­
ures to do away with rowdy baseball, 
and place the sport on a high plane.

Pulliam’s stand brought about fric­
tion with some of the club heads, who, 
while declaring for clean baseball, in­
sisted that Pulliam was arbitrary in his 
methods. He was sometimes antagon­
ized and often opposed at the annual 
meetings of the National League.

The strain of the leadership soon told 
on the young president, who, slight of 
frame and highly strung, was hardly 
physically equipped for the battles that 
he had on hand. At the last league 
meeting in Chicago he showed signs of

Creel indulged Woolnandals with the 
lead in the handicap to the stretch turn, 
where Burns gave the Civ ill gelding his 
head, and he came away to handy vic­
tory. The Minks, hard ridden, could not 
get up. Brevite had the better of a 
hard finish with Fearnatight II. in the 
next race, and Topsy Robinson, odds-on 
favorite for the sixth, had to do her 
beat to beat Thomas Calhoun a head. 
Lady Esther proved the best in the clos­
ing affair at a mile and three-sixteenths, 
in which Reidmore was favorite and 
Zipango second choice. Little liberties 
were taken with the winner in the ring, 
however.

Thé Cataract Power Company to-day 
signed the contract to supply the moun­
tain waterworks system with power at 
five-eighths of a cent a horse power pér 
hour for one year. Mayor McLaren said 
that before affixing his signature he 
would poll the Council and make sure 
that a majority of the aldermen favored 
the contract. The waterworks officials 
to-day gave an emphatic denial to the 
report in a local paper that no water 
would be supplied on the mountain top 
before the end of the year. They de­
clared that half of the sewer contract 
—the hardest part—had been completed, 
and that residents on Wentworth street 
and Clifton avenue would have water 
before the end of August.

- Opportunity is pounding on Hamil­
ton's door with a sledge hammer, but 
the city appears to be asleep. Hamilton 
has a chance to lead the whole Domin­
ion in the construction of flying ma­
chines. All that is required is $10,000 
from some enterprising citizen, who has 
a little pin money to spare. The man 
who wants to make Hamilton famous as 
an aerial navigation centre is Mark W. 
Watson, a patriotic Canadian, who re­
sides in Lapeer, Mich. He wrote Mayor 
McLaren to-day suggesting the city put 
up the money, which will be returned, 
with interest, in two years. He has a 
machine that will make Louis Blériot, 
the Wrights and the rest of the aerial 
navigators look like selling platers, he

‘‘Unfortunately the city is a little shy 
of money,'1 said his worship, “but if any 
one has 810,000 to spare?” and the Chief 
Magistrate sighed, as he thought of the 
fame Hamilton might acquire. If Inven­
tor Watson can get his flying machine 
constructed in time he is willing to ex­
hibit it at the Toronto exhibition and 
make the denizens of Toronto green 
with jealousy, or he will go to New 
York in October for the race up the 
Hudson, and cop the prize for the 
World’s championship.

Citizens appear to regard the by-law 
prohibiting dogs running at large as a 
joke. For the first two weeks, when 
stray dogs were being captured and de­
stroyed, the streets were fairly clear, 
but now the nuisance is as bad as ever, 
and complaints pour into the City Hall 
daily of people being attacked by vicious 
(logs.

PLAYGROUNDS.
SOMETHING ABOUT WHAT THEY 

ARE DOING IN BUFFALO.

In a Hurry to Have the Collins Play­
ground Open—Largest in City— 
Baseball Diamond and Football 
Field Included in Equipment.

Buffalo, July 29.—"Uh, you play­
ground guy!”

"Ain’t the playgrounds ready yet, mis­
ter ?”

"Aw, the city's foolin’ us, kiddo.”
"Naw, it ain t—they’ve made good to 

tlie other bunch,” are a few of the com­
ments to be heard daily in the vicinity 
of the new Collins playgrounds. Work 
has begun on the groumis, and it is ex­
pected that apparatus will be ready for 
use by the fifteenth of August. So anx­
ious are the men and boys for the field 
that they come each day to see if they 
can help the workmen in any wav, and 
an average of 300 inquiries daily are 
answered by the caretaker.

The grounds are hounded by Smith, 
Perry and Selkirk streets and are called 
the Collins grounds, after Alderman 
Collins. They will lie the largest in the 
city, the dimensions lacing 550 by 210 
feet. In planning this new field Mr. 
Alilson, the playground director, has 
made special arrangements to accom­
modate the older hoys and men. Chiefly 
of Irish extraction are the children wlv> 
will use the ground, and many railroad 
men are looking forward to the day 
when they can have a game of baseball, 
bring a pipe over and have a smoke in 
the cool of the evening ns they watch 
the babies frolic in the sandboxes.

This ground will have a regulation 
baseball diamond and a regulation foot­
ball field. "I want this ground to be 
open on Sundays,” said Mr. Allison, "if 
it can he managed so as not to inter 
fei\e with the peace and quiet of the 
neighborhood. It will he the only 
ground ojien Sundays, hut there is need 
for it. I would also like to have games 
such as checkers, dominoes and chess, 
which can be played by the older men 
and boys. There is a large shade tree 
underneath which game Gables could loo

Two men directors will be appointed 
shortly and next year a woman director 
will be sent to the grounds to care for 
the little girls. The ground is divided 
into regular sections, one for the older 
boys, one for the small children and a 
section for the babies, so that each 
may enjoy his share of the ground un­
disturbed. Shower baths will also be 
installed, and next year Mr. Allison 
hopes to try garden plots for the chil-

New shower baths have loeen opened 
at Johnson street, and, with the large 
attendance at the swimming classes 
and the number of girls who clamor for 
the shower baths, the playground asso­
ciation feels that their work this sum­
mer is jnore than satisfactory from the 
cleanly standpoint.

Word has loeen received from the sec­
retary of the Philadelphia Playground 
Association that a delegation of play­
grounds inspectors will vi^it Chicago 
next week and will probably return by 
way of Detroit and Buffalo. Thev par 
ticularly wish to visit the Buffalo 
grounds, as the pictures of last year's 
field day and the reports of the work 
have favorably impressed them.

A new rule is to be enforced on all the 
grounds, beginning yesterday. Boys of 
sixteen years and over oanimt come to 
the grounds until evening, thus leaving 
the smaller children the entire use oJ 
the grounds all day.

The story telling hour has been start­
ed at the Bird avenue. Glenwood ave­
nue. and Lanigan ^nrk grounds. One 
day is set aside for this treat and after 
the first trial many were the requests 
to “have it. to-morrow, teacher."

A novelty at Bird avenue has been 
game of baseball between the neigh­

borhood bachelors and benedicts. The 
grounds could scarcely accommodate 
the spectators, nlayers and children, 
and so thoroughly did the men enter 
into the nlavgroiind spirit that th^v 
have asked Mr. Allison if thev may 
have one evening a week in which to 
plnv.
