ALCOHOL A8 FOOD.

A physicist could experiment with gun-
powder and prove that it is easily oxi-
dized'and gives rise to a large amount of
heat and energy. From this it might be
argued that gun powder is a most
useful kind of fuel for cooking stoves;
Such a conclusion would bes hardly less
logical than the conclusions that have
been drawn from these experiments with
aleohol, and which regard it as a useful
food for the body. Gun powder is a
very unsafe fuel because of its secondary
effects, and in the same way the food
value of alcohol cannot be determined
by its power of heing oxidized, but must
include the consideration of its second-
ary effectsas well. To show how mis-
leading such a conclusion may be, we
may notice a single aspect of this ques-
tion. Alcohol is oxidized in the body
and gives rise to heat. Moreover, the
use of alcohol, as is-well known, produces
a flush of the skin and a feeling of
warmth. These two facts wil: convince
most people that alcohol it a heat-pro-
ducer. But when looked at more closely
the question is not so clear. The flush
of the skin is due to the action of alcohol
upon the nervous system, which causes a
paralysis of certain centres, resulting in
the dilation of the blood vessels in the
skin. This dilation causes the- blood to
rush rapidly through the skin, giving a
sense of warmth, to tLe end organs lo-
cated in the skin. But at the same time
the blood as it rushes rapidly through
the skin, is cooled by the radiation of
heat, this method being, indeed, that
which the body uses to reduce its heat.
It is like opening the windows of a warm
room to let the heat out. The opening
of the window does not warm the room,
even though a®person seated just outside
might feel more heat coming from the
room, and hence——think it was warmer.
Now the flushing of the skin which fol-
lows aleoholic drinking signifies the open-
ing of the window due to the partial par-

Cleaily, then, the question whether
aleohol is a heat-producer or heat-reducer
is simply the question whether more heat
is lost by the increased radiation from the |
skin when the windows are opcned than
is produced by the oxidation of the alco-
hol which has caused them to open.
Probably no one can state today whether
the extra heat lost is greater or less than
the extra heat produced by the alcohol
oxidation, but it is evident that the simple
statement that alcohol is oxidizedZand
gives rise to heat is only part of the
truth, and may be absolutely misleading.

Sow pansy seed every August or Sep-
tember in order to always have young
plants. If you have no cold.frame or old
hotbed for them, perhaps May or June
would be a better time to plant. Grow
the plants in some out of the way nook
and transplant to the garden in August.
Have the soil very rich, and when the
plants are blooming give weekly doses
of liquid manure. Do not set the plants
too close. Have at least six inches of
“‘glboow room.” More would be better.
If crowded they grow spiadling and
weak.

Pansies should be grown in a well-
drained situation, for if water stands on
them or ice forms or the bed they will
“winter kill.” For winter protection
mix leaf mold with old, fine horse man-
ure in about equal parts. A layer two
inches deep should cover the pansy bed.
This should be worked down under the
plants that it need mnot injure
the foilage; over the plants
a covering of leaves lightly thrown
on: and  held in place by evergreen
boughs, just enough to keep the leaves
from blowing away, but not enough to
make them pack solidly. )

Simple Plan For Rooting Plants.

Clttings taken in August for winter
house  plants should be ronted in the
usual manner in a  propagating bed ar-

ranged for the purpose. This is prac-
ticable in the conservatory, but for those
who have not such a good place for this
work the ‘‘saucer systen of rotting” is
recemmended, which consists of flat pans
or saucers in which is placed a couple of
inches of sand, the cuttings are placed in
*his ‘sand which is kept constantly
wet and in the sun. . 1t is highly import-
ant that the sand be kept wet aet during
the entire time of rotting.

to the reserves,

So far as the facts go the commence-
ment of hostilities between Great Brit-
-ain and the Transvaal seems to be nearer,
although it must be admitted that a new
element of danger has arisen in the ¢xas-
peration caused throughcut the British
colopies in South Africa by the stories of
brutal treatment of refugees by Boers.
‘Whether these reports are correct, or not
the accounts of outrages upon women and
children are having their effect and are
‘being nccepted in many quarters hitherto
incredulous as confirming the anticipation
of the savagery that will mark the pro-
gress of the war.

The despatches from the frontier are
mostly concerned with the movements of
troops, There are several reports that
the Boers are increasingly restless under
restraint and because ot the imperfect
provision made for their welfare. It is
said that they have threatened either to
raid or to return to their homes. Presi-

Ink Blois on Paper.

To remove ink stains from paper pour
enough water over a teaspoonful of chli r-
inated lime tv cover the stained portion.

They
derive a gentle exhliaration from their
tea that we hurried westerners miss.
One Chinese philosopher has said re-
garding tea: *‘It tempers the spirits
and harmonizes the mind, dispels .assi-
tude and relieves fatigue, awakeis
thought and prevents drowsiness, light-
ens and refreshes the body and clears
the perceptive faculties.”

Tt
vou have only to walk across the room,
do it in an upright attitude. If you
have only to stand and converse with a
friend in the street, on the road, at a
party, get vourself so accustomed to the
upright nt:itpde that you will t.eel un-
comfortable in any other. In time un
upright hahit will be established, and
constant attention to- it will not be re-
quired.—Dietetic G—azf}*te.
