Services to Community.

Now thrift means saving money
and miserliness means saving money,
but they are not the same kind of
saving, The thrifty person saves
money for a purpose, the miser saves
money for itself. The thrifty per-
son saves so as to have a bank ac-
count against bad times. His thrift
has for its object independence and
security, and is therefore in accord-
ance with the Scout law.
