THE ONLY SPEAKER

Comes Out as Supporter of Railway
Policy in the Legislature—Stewart
Moves the Adjournment Attorney
General Mitchell Explains New
Muniéipalities Bill, iy

James K. Cornwall, member {for
Peace River, was the sole speaker in
the debate on the speech from the
throne at the sitting of the legislature
yesterday afternoon. Mr. Cornwall
gave the goverhment absciute assur-
ance of his support on their poliey of
railroad construction and the building
of good roads. Public sentiment, he
declared, was behind the government’s
enunciation c€ policy. He expressed
the wish that, like himself, all the
Liberal members of the legislature
would forget past differencés and un-
pleasantnesgs- and ° give themselves
wholy. tothe.work of legislating in
the best interests of the -province.
This expression of sentiment by Mr.
Conrwall was received with unani-
mous applause on the gcwernment side
of the House, " but. did nct seem 10
meet With ‘approval from the epposi-
tion benches;

Routfne business was disposed of in
half an - hour: -at-yesterday's sessicn
and the speech from the throne came
up for further consideration at half
past three o’cloek, Mry Cornwall held
the floor for nearly an hour and when
he had finished speaking, the.adjourn-
ment of the.debate was moved by Dr.
Stewart of Lethbridge.

Finances:, Discussed.,

The House consented and reverted
to the order of ‘business taking up
government moticns and public biHs
and orders. . After considerable dis-
-ussion, the Dbill to provide fcr.rais-
ine money not exceeding $6,000,000
for the extension of ‘the telephone sys-
tem and for the establishment and
construction of . tritnk roads and
bridges was read a second time, 'The
rural municipalities bill was explained
to the House at some Tength by the
attorney general and given a second
reading. It will come befare the com-
mittee of the whole hcuse on Tues-
day. . The bill dintroduced by Dr.
Campbell for an act to amend the
Medical Profession Act so as tc regu-
ldte the practice of osteopathy
in the provinee was given a second
reading and referred to a special com-
mittee composed of Messrs. Boyle,
O'Brien, Stewart (Lethbridge), and

the committees cn agriculture and-

railways, comprising more than thirty
of the members of the house.

The Lieutenant = Governor came
down to the house at three o’clock
and immediately after opening gave
his assent #o~the hill passed cn Thurs-
day ,amending the act respecting the
herdirig of animals., At 5.30 the house

adjourned till Monday at four o'clock.,

Confined Remarks to North.

Mr. Cornwall' in opening his ad-
dress declared that he intended to
confine his remarks tci those subjects
in the speech from the throne which
particularly concerned the north
country, railways, highways and na-
tural resources. He would refrain
from making personal references
though tempted to do so. He wished
to take excepticn to the frequent re-
ference to the A. & G.W. transaction
by members of the opposition. He
and hjs friend, the member for Stet-
tler, had been-taking a short course
in Latin from the member for Ponoka
and had decided that the A, & G.W.
affair was now “subh  judice” and
should not Ve discussed at all at thk\
present . time.

The, formation of the province of
Albs~'«x and herr it came to iunclude
the district of Athabasca was the sub-
jeet of a brief historical sketch by Mr.

Cornwall. He then went on to devy

scribe how he had succeeded in get-
ting a Dominicn charter for a railway
from Edmonton to Forl MéMurray
and later had endeavored to interest
the government of Alberta.in the pro-
ject. In his efforts for the opening
up of the ncith he had met many a
rebuff, so that he was not a little sur-
prised when today he saw both politi-
cal parties vieing with each other in
- their endeavors to do something for
the north country. The people cf the
north, ' as well .as himself, would be
immensely pleased at the turn things
had taken.
Provincial Control
Referring to the subject of provin-
cial control of natural resources, M.
Cauarnwall expressed the hope that the
government, yould approach such an
important undertaking in a way that
would Iinsure success. The action
should not ge precipitate as it was
.in _the arrangement for giving . the
north transportation facilities. It
would be a mistake for the govern-
ment ta undertake to secure the na-
tural resources without knowing wnat
they were going ta get. A commission
should be appointed to go over 'ne
north ccantry thoroughly and investi-
gate all its resources. A motion to this
effect he would' introduce later. With-
out such action, the Hcuse would be
wasting time in making efforts to gain
the natural resources of the prcwince.
The Conservative party ' at Ottawa
would be ill advised too in trying 10
settle with the province . without
knowing what its natural resources
were. Mr, Cornwall gave the govern-
ment at Ottawa credit for being sin-
cere in stating ‘that it was ready to
turn cwer the natural resources to *he
province, as he always adhered to the
practice of taking a man or a party
at his word until he had been proved
‘otherwise.
' To Look After North Interests.
Politics, Mr. Cornwall averred, was
not . his: particular concern in attend-
ing the legislature, but tc see that
business was done and that the north
country was not neglected. Hitherto
neither party had paid much atten-
tion to the north. He declared him-
gelf in accord with the good roads
policy “and  the railway policy of the
government and intended to give it
his abselute support. His ' constitu-
ency had said-te- him when he was
elected ‘‘go down and get resuits,”’

and that was the only politics he
knew. Public sentiment was behind
the railway policy of the government,
of that there was no doubt, :

When ‘asking for her hatural re-

!scmrces, Alberta, Mr. Cornwall de-

clared, should call for the extension of
her boundaries from the 60th paral-
lel to the Arctic ocean. The province
with such boundaries would contain
the second largest watershed in ‘ae
North American continent.

Mr. Cornwall expressed his thanks
to Mr. Bramley Moore for his effor.s
in writing and publishing a book on
Alberta’s natural resources and how
they might be provincially controlied.

Would Bury the Hatchet.,

He thanked his friends in the legis-
lature who had stcod by him in trou-
blous times. A good deal of the time
of the house had been wasted in the
past in political bickering. All this
should be a closed incident from this
time on. 1t was time Alberta learned
to believe in itself. It was time the
members of the legislature got away
frum the little troubles which bad
cdused so much discomfort and
brought disgrace upon the province
politically. Mr. Cornwall would as-
sist in restoring amicable relations so
far as lay in his power. He was will-
ing ta bury the hatchet once dnd for
all. -These things, he said, thouagh
they® might not bear directly on the
speech from the throne, because he
would not be consistent and true to
his principles . if he refrained from
giving them expression.

The speaker here concluded and the
adjournment of the debate was moved
by Dr. Stewart of Lethbridge, who
will have the floor when the spea.h
from the throne comes up for iur-
ther consideration oen Moénday.

Discussion on Finances,

The hcuse reverted to order of
busjiness and Premier Sifton brought
up for second reading the bill to pro-
vide for the raising of money, nct
exceeding $5,000,000, for the exten-
sion of the telephone system and the
Luilding of trunk rcads and bridzes.

Mr. Michener asked whether the

T[Che
province was in debt at present, he
estimated, to the extent of $21,800,000
including the A. & G:W. bond money.

The Premier’s Reply.

Replying to Mr. Michener, Premier
Sit.’trm expressed regret that the ~p-
position leader should add $7,400,000
a couple of times to the debt of, the
province in estimating annual inter-
est. payments at $900,000, The actual
position of the province, was, that no
matter what happened to the $7,400,-

400,000, of which $6,000,000 had been

MINISTRY 1GNORES
EFFORTS FOR SHUSTER

Feeling In ' England Was Aromsed by
Belief That Government Had Joined
With Russia to Overthrow Govern-
ment Methods in Persia.

London, Dec. 9—The Persian im-
breglio has apparently settled down
to the question of Russia’s demand
for the removal of W. Morgan® Shus-
ter ,the American treasurer general.

Persia is endeavoring to effect a
compromise so she may be able ta
retain Mr. Shuster’s services .as he
has offered ta curtail his powers if
the demand for his dismissal be with-
drawn,

Much of the feeling in England on
this subject was caused by the belief
that the Government had joined Rus-
sia in an attempt to overthrow gov-
ernment methods in Persia. Loid
Morley’s assurances on this paint in
response to Lord Curzon’s criticism in
the House of Lords on Thursday
served to quiet apprehension, but all
efforts in Mr. Shuster’s behalf are ig-
nored by the ministry.

A BUSINESS BASIS

is a large one, but so is the néed, and
the advantage to- be gained; and in
proportion to the amolint of money
that will have to be spent before the
roads of .the Province. are made uni-
formly and permanently good is mot
large. It is significant rather as
marking the determination -to = put
road-making in this Province -on its
proper basis, as a permanent improve-

_ment, and ta assess some part of the

cost of it upon those who in after
years will share the benefits. -While
the roads in Alberta, taken as a whole,
are better than roads in new countries
usually are, the amount lost every
year by our farmers in- _having -ta
travel and haul their praducts over
bad roads instead of good ones is large
enough to pay interest not on onc
million dollars only but on many. -if
it were possible far.the farmers of the
Provirce to unite and borrow enough
money to put the highways in .every
well-settled community into good per-
manent condition it would be gcod
business for them to do so, because the
amount saved in time and repairs by
the individual farmer would much
more than make up his share of the
interest on the debt incurred. This is
not practicable, and yet the end must
be attained by similar means if it is
to be attained at all. In scime dis-
tricts of the Province road-making is
an easy task, and requires no more
than the prudent spending year by
year of ‘the taxes of the local resi-
dents, supplemented by a proportion-
ate grant from the Provincial treas-
ury. But there are other districts in
which rcad-making cannot really he
begun without the immediate invest-
ment of a considerable sum: Where a
river has to be dbridged, a slough to
be' drained, a heavy grade to be cut
down, where these and other .costly
expedicnts are necessary the cost can-
not be met out of the local taxes fcr
the year, nor properly out of the Pro-
vincial revenues, The money must be
borrcwed, if the work is to be done
whern it is needed and the cammun-
ity allowed to emnjoy the benefit of it
in the early stages of devélopment.
There are other districts where trunk
roads aré needed at once, but where
the local settlement is mnot dense
enough to provide the money neces-
sary thraugh the taxes. It would be
folly in such cases to impede settle-
men. and inflict hardship upon the
settlers now upon the land by obliging
them to wait until they could finance
the improvement out of their own
purses. The purpose of setting aside
this million dollar fund is presumably
to meet these conditions; to drive
trunk roads through districts _where
they are needed, but where settlemen:
is' sparse,- and to provide liberal as-
sistance toward the cost of bridges,
drains and other features of road-
making of more than usual cost, As
a further step in the right dirécdon.
a bill is to be braught down -at this
session of the legislature empowering
rural municipalities to borrow money
up to a reasonable amount fc: the
purpose of making permaner-lt high-
ways. Supplemented by the fund es-
tablished for trunk roads, bridges, etc,,
this should result in putting the whole
x:gad-ma.king enterprise of the Pro-
vince on a satisfactory basis; the sar.ne
bas:s upcn which street improvement
and paving is carrigd out in towns ang
cities. ‘Under this arrangement, when
th¢ improvement of a road is needed
it’ will not be necessary to wait until
the local taxes can be made to provide
the-cost, nor until it ean be spared
from the. Provincial treésury; the
mcney can be borrowed on the credit
of the municipality and the work pro-
ceede¢ with at once, aid being given
to such extent as the conditions war-
rant and the funds ailow from the
treasury of the Province. In a word,
roaf-making is to be estab]is‘hed as a
permanent imprcwement and not a
tempcrary expedient, the Province
and the rural municipality co-operat-
ing ir the work, the cost being made
a capital investment and repaid in
instaiments over a long term of years.

'There is no doubt that this re-
ply of the late Government was used
effectively in the’late campaign to its
condemna,tl?m, as having refused to
take azction when: Protestant rights
deraanded that action should be takén.
The cempaign was successful, and the
Liberai Government with its French
and Cathalic Leader was displaced
frorn power and responsibility, and
a Conservative Government, led by
Hen. R, L. Borden, English and Pro-
testant, , was established. Every reé-
spo1i sibility which rested upon the late
Government for the protection of

- Prciestant rights, rests ‘exactly in the

sam¢ degree upon the present Gov-
erna.ent. 1f the late Government was
iacxing in its duty because it refused
to ‘take action where it beiieved it
na i ne authority, so the present Gov-
ernn:ent must be equally lacking if
it follows the same course, It is ne-
cessarily for the well-being of the
country that thcae sections of the pop-
ulation ‘who are ready to project pre-
judices, either religious, racial or gec-
tionaul into the consideration of econ-
omic affairs, should understand not
only the result of their action as far as
ecoromics are concerned, but alsg
shoulc realize how rar they have ral-
len sbort-in achieving that protection
of Prexestant right which they had
in mind. 1On Thursday, November
30th Mr, Boivin asked in the House
of Ccmmons, as reported in Hunsard:
“Has the Dominion government pow-
er to legalize or validate any or every

marriage sciemnized anywhere n
Caraca?” and Mr. Borden replied:
“This question is, strictly speaking, a
question of law and, therefore, not
usua' under the practice of the House
of Ccmmons.  ¥For the information of
the hcm. gentleman I may say that the
Dorm.inion government has no legisla-
tive power whatever in such matters.

The jurisdiction
cif- the provincial legislatures in such
matters is conferred by section 92,
sub-gection 12, of the British North
Americ¢a Act, which confers upon the
provincial legislatures jurisdiction
with respect to the solemnization of
marriage in the provinces.”

Sir Wilfrid Laurier: “That is safe.”

feeders were worth 75 cents per cwt.
more in Chicago than choice export
steers were worth in Winnipeg. On
‘August 25 grass-fed steers were $4 to
$4.50 in Winnipeg, and $7 to $7.10 in
Chieazo. Now, in order to .give an
idea as to what these figures mean,
let us understand how many bushels

and oats, and how many -head of
cattle are to be disposed of each sea-
son. The Grain Dealers’ Association
of 'Winnipeg estimaces the total wheat
crop of this year at 178,000,000 bush-
els, of which they expect that the
farmiers will sell 130,000,000 bushels.
The oat crop is estimated at 187,000,-
000 bushels, the barley crop at 33,-
000,000 bushels, the flax crop at 5,-
500,000 bushels. To be well within
the mark in making the calculations
I will take, not the figures of this
year's crop, which is ‘larger ‘than
jast year’s, but the figures of the crop
of last year as inspected by govern-
ment inspectors—that is the crop
that actually passed out of the
farmer's hands, and was inspected for
market purposes.
There was of wheat 84,000,000
bushels, of oats 28,000,000 bushels, of
barley 4,000,000 bushels, of flax 3,-
500,000, bushels; and of cattle there
were exported 46,000 head.

$60 Per Family Per Year.
Now, sir, estimating the loss to the
western farmer by the rejection of
feciprocity at 6 cents per .bushel on

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NEW ACT-T0 GOVERN )

Synopsis of the New Bilk Inifoduced
in the Legisiature which Will Come
Up for Consideration This Week.
Attorney General Mitchell has in-

troduced in the Legislative Assembly

a new Automobile Act which is ae-

signed to regulate the speed and opar-.

ation: of motce vehicles on all hign-
ways in the ptovince, wh,ei:her witnin
or outside of any eity, town or village
and to come into force Jamuary 31sT,

1912, The act is‘presented as-a BOV-
ernment bill which was, given its frst
reading on Manday of last weeK.. The
bill: has since been printed and vill
come up for a second reading during
the present week. It has many in-
teresting features and when passed
into law will stringently regulate the
speed and operation of gutomobiles.
Every automobile owner, chauffaur
and citizen of the province should te-
come familiar with the provisions of
the act as the rights of all who use
the public highways are affected,
While the specifie regulwt_lons, rates
of speed and penalties for infraction
of the law as set out in the bill may
be changed to scme extent by the leg-
islature, the bill as drafted by the
attorney general embodies the most
approved, ‘legislation -of the day 1e-
speoting the speed and operation of
motor: vehicles on public highways.
The Ap n,

The Motewr Vehicles Act, as it is pro-
perly designated, applies to automo-
biles, locomobiles, and all other vehi-
cles propelled by ‘any power other
than muscular power, excepqng irac-
tion engines and. such motor vehicles
as run-only upon rails or. tracks, !

The regulations respecting speed
are fairly elastic, governed by the
general provision that no person shall
operate a motor vehicle upen a pub-
lic highway at a rate of speed greater
than is reasonable and proper, haying
regard to the traffic and use of -he
highway, ov so, a8 to- endanger qr te|
likely tec- endanger the life or limb of |
any person or the safety of any pro—§
perty. . Public highway means andj
includes any public- highway or road, |
street, lame, alley, papk, driving or
public place ‘within or outside of sny |
city, town''or vilage - |

Maximum Speeds

The maximum speed on streets run- |
ning through closely built up peortidns |
of cities, towns or: villages is placed
at 10 miles an hour. - The maximum |
speed on streets through residential
districts of cities, towns and villages!
is made 15 miles an hour, and the |
maximum speed on 8treets in other
portions than those speécified; 20 miles=
per hour. In turning or approacning |
a corner of an intersecting strzet, |
metor vehicles may not be operated at |
a speed greater than 6'miles-an hour. |
The rate of speed permissible within |
the boundaries of a city thus varies;
from 6 to 20 -miles- per hour accord-|
ing to locality. It is provided in the
act that the municipal councilg of any
city, towm. or village may by byiaw |
determine what pertions of such city; |
town or village shal for the purpose!
of the act be considered as closely
built up portions or residential’. por-

Cer-
tificates- are renewed annually on the
payment of the license fee.
Chaffeurs Must . Qualify,

Before any ‘application;to operate
motor vehicles as a chauffer will be
granted, the apBlicant must pass such
examination as to his gqualifications
as the provincial secrétary may Te-
quire. For the purpose of conducting
this examina;i-on the provincial secre-
tary will appoint examiners and cause
examinations to be held at convenient
points throughout the province and as !
often as may be necessary. No chauf- |
feur's license will be issued to  any |
person under the age of eighteen !
years.

In approaching or passing a car of
a street gailway which has stopped or ;
is about te stop to allow passengers !
to get on or off, the operator of every :
motor vehicle is required to slow
down, and; if necessary, bring the,
motor vehicle to a stop and not pro-
ceed until the car has started and all
passengers_who have alighted shall
have gotten safely clear of the motor

subsequent offence to imprisonment |
not exceeding six months.

All fines.and . penalties imposed by
the act will enure to the benefit of the
municipalities- within which the con-
vietions: are made, in all cases in
which prosecutipns have been insti-
tuted by or under the municipal auth- |
ority ,or by officers appointed by
them, and in all other cases such fines
and penalties enure to the benefit of
the province.

No munigipal councils will hayve
power to pass any bylaws over-riding
or in any way inconsistent with the
provisions of the act, and all such by-
laws in force at the time of.the pass-
ng of the act become invalid. BY the
new act Chapter 26 of the Statutes of !
Alberta, 1906, intituled “‘An Act to re-
gulate the speed and operation of
motor vehicles on highways,” and all |

Grave dangeriaf @ recurrence of the
typhoid fever epidemic that prevailed
in Edmonton during the fall months
is paeinted out in'the monthly report
of Dz:.-’l‘. H. Whitelaw, city health
officer.” ‘He says that the seriousness-
of the; disedse i§ indfcated by the fact
that six "death& occurred in Novem-
ber.” 'An ‘equal number of smallpox
cases in the ¢ity,” We declares, would
cause almost a panie, though it is now
-rare to hear of a death Iromsmall-
POX.. Under the head of infectious
disease, Dr., Whitelaw refers to typ-
hoid fever in the following terms:

“Apart from ty.phpid fever, the city
ig at present remarkably free from
infectious disease. Of' a total of 68,
the city cases numbered 48, and 20
were from the outside. There were
37 typhoid fever cases, or more than
half of the total. Of these 24 are

contracted the disease outside.
Worthy of remdrk is the large per-
centage of children attacked, 12 of
the .24 city cases being under 13 years
of age, and the fact that a great many
ol the cases occurred in families as a
result of contact with a previous case
in the same house. Personal contact,
therefore, may be given as the direct
cauge of infection in manpy of the
cases, Gt
Seriousness of-the Disease,

“The seriousness of the disease is
indicated hy the fact that six deaths
have occurred during the month. The
presence [or an equal number of
smallpox cases in our city would cause
almost a panie, though it is. now rare
to-hear of a death from smallpox.
The indifference of the public, there-
fore, to the presence of typhoid fever,
which Kills: at least one in ten, is
lamentable, and to this indifference
and carelessness is attributable to a
large extent the prevalence of this
preventable disease, and the indiffer-

ent support the health department
gets even from intelligent people, in |
endeavoring to improve the sanitary{
conditions of our city, by insisting on
a; rigid enforcemenf of the water and
sewer- installation. A large per-
centage of the city cases the * last
month have been from the Fraser
and Rogs: Flats, where it is evident

installation cannot secure a. proper
service from the water wagons. As
a consequence, many of them derive |
their drinking water from wellg andi
springs, all of which are doubtful and |
liable to be contaminated.

“It seems useless to issue warnings
from: the 'depaptment, which in many
‘cases are disregarded. Some mea-~

ties are provided; so that the city
watér can be readily secured, and that
all; these dowbtful sources of water
are absoluytely eliminated. I would
recommend that -stand-pipes be  in- |
stalled on these flats, so that the |
water men could fill their tanks with-
dut coming up the hill, for the supply
of these householders until such time
as water. and sewer installation can
be secured for aill. ;
Many Pupils Vaccinated.
‘“Thirty-four pupils of the schools
have been vaccinated during. the

exposed ‘to smallpox, none of whom
contracted the disease. Of this dis-
ease, six cases occyrred, only one of
which had ever undergone vaccina-
This party had been vaccinat-
ed in infancy, and as a result had the
disease in so mild a degree that he
only required detention a few days.
Three of these were. due to contact
with’ the first case, which was not
diagnesed by his physidian and there-
fore not reported. The other two
contracted the disease before coming
One of the city cases
was a street car motorman, and as a
result nearly all the employee of the
street railway department, who were
not protected to a greater or lesser
extent by vaccination, submitted to
the operation. It is desirable that in
future all’such employees of the city,
whose duties necessarily bring them
into close econtact with the travelling
public, shouldbe required to produce
a certificate of vaccination.”
