Herrings From
the Arctic.

Loch Broom has been celebrated
for three or four centuries as the re-
sort of herrings. They generally ap-
pear here in July—those that turn
into this bay are part of the brigade
that detaches itself from the western
column of that great army that annu-
illy deserts the vast depths of the
Arctic cirele, and come, heaven di-
‘ected, to the seats of population,
offered as a cheap fcod to millions
whem twasteful lusury or irenheatted
wvarice hath deprivéd by enhanéing
the price of the wonted supports of
the poor. ¥

Codfish, haddock and dogfish follow
the hrrings in vast multitudes; these
voracious fish keep on -the eutsides
of the columns, and may be a coneur-
rent reason of driving the shoals in-
to the bays and creeks. In summer
they come into the bays, generally
with the warihrest weatlter and with
sasy gales. During winter the hard
gales from the northwest are suppos-
3d to assist inforcihg them into shel-
ter. East winds are very unfavor-
able to the fishery in the Minch.

‘On a fine day, when the fish appear
near the surfaee, they ' exhibit an
amazing brilliancy of colors; all the
various corusecations that dart from
the diamond, sapphire and emerald
enrich their tract, but during night,
if they blieak—i.e.. play on the sur-
face~the sea appears on fire, lumin-
ous as the brightest phorphorus:
During a gale, that part of the ocean
which is oceupied by the gredt shoals,
appeams asg if cevered with the o0il
that is emitted -from’ them. They séem
ta be greatly affected by lightning;
during that phenomena they sink !to-
wars the bBottom and move regu-
larly in parallel shoals one above the
other,

They do not depesit then' spawn in
sand or mud or weeds, like other fish,
but leave it in the water, suspenfled
in a gelatinous matter, of sueh a
gravity as prevents it from floating
to the surface or sinking té the bot-
tom. The fishermen discover this by

Fro crass stupidity, men-
tal blindness, vacillation and general
incapacity, it will be difficuit to find a
like precedent in British History. It is
a political crime which it is difficult to
forgive. C(livil War threatens Ireland
A slight incident may. bring about
bloodshed and all the horrors of arm-
ed civil strife, and the Government
have permitted these armaments for
rebellion to grow, until it will take an
army to put them down. We can find
no excuse for such a rebellion under
a constitutional Government, where
the political supremacy is broad-based
on votes of the people, Nor can we
find any excuse for a Goverment which
permitted the Frankenstein to be
created and to grow to its present di-
mensions. Potential Civil War ex-

ists in Ireland. The negotiations for a

settlement ave between armed rebels
and & stupid Government with all the
régources of the State, supposed to be
behind them, If Civil War does break

out, neither side can expect forgive-
ness, least of aill the Government and
that Asquith and colleagues know. It
is up to the Asquiths and the rebels
to-find a peaceful way out.

At this season of the year for Farm-
ers with up-to-date ideas is, what ars
the best means to use to get tho beat
returns from the land.

Fertilizers must’ be used llberally
if large returns are looked for. There
are several good chemical fertilizers
which may be recommended, but Sul-
phate of Ammonia has been proved fo
give the best returns, and is the most
valuable and economical source of
Nitrogen for agricultural purposes.

For vegetables, grass, and all leafy
crops, about one and a half cwt. per
acre is the best quantity to use, and
this should be applied when the plant
is making it's growth, as well as be-
fore sowing the seed.

If a liquid manure is preferred, a
3% oz. of Sulphate to one gallon of
water should be used, and applied
once a week for a month. This quan-
tity should not be exceeded.

It is a good plan to reduce the Sul-
phate to a fine powder, and mix with
four or more times its own bulk, for
the purpose of diluting the mamure,
which is very powerful.

For potatoes the following mlxture
is strongly recommended:—

40 1bs. Superphosphate. °

26 1bs. Fine bone meal.

‘10 1bs. Carbonate of Magnesia.

15 1lbs. Sulphate of Potash. :
21 lbs. SULPHATE OF AMMONIA.

Apply at the rate of 10 to 11 1bs. t.
43 square yards.

The use of Carbonate of Magnesia,
in conjunction with Sulphate of Am-
monia, is of  great importance in po
tato culture.

Car Wandered Way

Some years ago, at Nelson, B.C., a
freight car was discovered quite by
accident in ten or fifteen fest of water
oif the dock.

If the railway company had ever
missed the car there was no record
of it at Nelson, and the only explan-
ation that the local agents could male
was that some careless s\ntchms: en-
gineer had. bumped the car off the
deck and had failed to report its less,
nossibly through fear of being, repri-
manded or losing his position.

The contents of freight cars fre-
juently disappear equally mysterious-
¥. Some years ago a valuable con-
signment of ore from a Canadian mine
was sent to New York for delivery {o
1 loeal smelter. The ore did not ar-
rive, and the usual “tracers” sént out
from both €nds failed to find the
missing shipment. Months afterward
*his was discovered. Through some
wersight the papers were missing
vhen the freight train drew into the
New York terminal, and the c4r, was
shunted to a sidstrack to await: infor-
nation. It happened that this track
vas. one where car-loads of cinders
rom the round-house were accumu-
‘ated.

When these cars were ready, a
switch. engine coupled them all and
cook along also the car of ore, which
was dumped with the cinders into the
nud. The discovery of a few pieces
of rich silver ore among the ashes ai-
tracted the attention. of track-
walkers or others, and led to imquiry.
Of course it was impossible to rescue
the ore, and the railway company had
ts pay the shippers for its estimated
value.

ser, but to the survivors, not the less
severe bereavements, are apt to be
overlooked. The toll for the Check-
ers is- a heavy one—5 widows, 12 or-
phans, and 5 “dependents—22° for a
crew of 6 men. That of the Grand
Falls is, as yet. unknown, but en-
quiries will be made. If only we had
awakened to our obvious duty and es-
tablished a Permanent Disasters
Fund, two ' years ago, these cases
might have been met. Mr. Hesser's
spontaneous offer -has been grateful-
ly accepted by . the Committee, which,
it will be remembered, was empower-
ed by resolution at the Citizens’
meting, to initiate the establishment
of a Permanent Fund. To do so at
the present moment may be inoppor-
tune, but_to cobtain all possible help
for the widows, orphans and depend-
ents of the crews of the two vessels is
a sacred duty.”

The article very clearly ‘states the
case, but I should like to make even
plainer, to the public, the exact bene-
fit which the fund will derive from
the Musical Festival.

From the gross receipts will be de-
ducted merely the local Newfound-
land expenses, which should not am-
ount to more than three hundred dol-
lars, as I calculate at the present mo-
ment. Of course the amount cannot
be definitely stated, but a complete
accounting will be published in the
newspapers following the festival,
