German Submarines
German submarines have shown 

themselves the most spectacular and 
sensational feature of the German 
sea forces. In addition to their suc­
cess in torpedoing some second class 
battleships and cruisers, they have 
been the only action arm of the Ger­
man Navy, for many months past, in 
hampering the commerce of the en­
tente allies. During the earlier part 
of the war, the German cruisers and 
auxiliaries did the greater part of the 
damage, and this damage, was spread 
over the great oceans. This feature 
of the menace has been eleminated 
and it is now confined to damage by 
submarines in home waters. Accord­
ing to the Army and Navy Journal the 
British Admiralty has done very con­
siderable work in tackling the sub­
marine craft problem. The statement 
that fifty German submarines have 
been destroyed since the commence­
ment of the war is remarkable in 
view of the elusive character of these 
underwater crafts and the number of 
submarines Germany was known to 
possess on August 4th, 1914. When 
war was declared, Germany had 30 
submarines ready for sea, with a re­
serve of six new boats which were 
near completion. The German Naval 
Law provided for the construction of 
72 submarines by the end of 1917. If 
all have been rushed to completion, 
this would mean 108 of these ves­
sels and if 50 of these have been de­
stroyed, it 'means that the British 
Navy has succeeded in destroying half 
of the German submarine navy. It is 
sufficient to show that this peril can 
he met, and perhaps overcome, and at 
all events sufficiently overcome to 
frustrate the objectives of the sub­
marine warfare. These objectives are 
two in number. The first is to reduce 
the Dreadnoughts of the British Navy 
in number while the German Dread­
noughts are kept secure at the base 
until the German strength in Dread­
noughts is on a par with the British. 
This objective has failed definitely. 
British Dreadnought superiority over 
that of Germany is far greater to-day 
than it was twelve months ago atid 
that superiority is being steadily im­
proved by the addition of new dread­
noughts to the French, Russian and 
Japanese Navy and by the addition of 
the Italian ’dreadnought strength, so 
that to-day it is practically impossible 
for Germany at the. present or in the 
future operations of the war to mea­
sure strength in dreadnoughts with 
her enemies. The other objective was 
to starve out ■ the British Isles by a 
submarine blockade. Germany has 
been attempting this for six months 
and has failed to cripple the com­
merce of the British Isles, but her ef­
forts have cost her dear in submarines 
and it would appear that the sub­
marines are accomplishing now much 
less than they were doing some 
months ago. While the submarine 
warfare has failed in its main objec­
tives and has been costly to Ger­
many it has strained her peaceful re­
lations with the United States and 
p-reatiy embittered the feelings of 
the American people towards her. 
This has been largely due to the law­
less character of the warfare, which 
lias injured not only her enemies, hut 
has made some 100 Americans the 
victims of her lawlessness. Germany 
cannot therefore comfort herself with 
any material success of a military 
value in this hideous warfare or en­
tertain strong hopes of any material 
military success in the future.

ties of the former Turkish regime 
would be a serious mistake.

The order for the present cruelties 
was issued early in May and execu­
ted with all the extreme genius of the 
Turkish police system. At Broussa, 
in Asiatic -Turkey, the city" which it is 
expected the Turks will select for 
their capital if Constantinople falls, I 
investigated personally the manner in 
which the decree was carried out. 
From eyewitnesses from other towns 
of the interior, I found that the pro­
cedure in nearly every instance was 
the same.

At Broussa the police at midnight 
swooped down upon the homes of all 
Armenians whose names had been 
put on the prescribed list sent out 
from Constantinople. These men were 
arrested and the minutest search was 
made of their homes for possible re­
volutionary documents. The young 
Armenians were then ordered into 
the army, the older men were deport­
ed into the interior, while the women 
and children wlio were not carried off 
in an opposite direction were left to 
shift for themselves.

In thousands of cases the deporta­
tion has been carried out on such a 
basis that families, broker!* up by the 
Turkish officials, will never be reunit-

FISH SHIPMENT.—The schr. Col­
on la sailed from Sandy Point for Hali 
fax yesterday, taking as cargo 1,225 
barrels of herring, 26 barrels of sal­
mon, and 60 quintals of codfish.

Simultaneous with these arrests 
throughout the Empire the Constanti­
nople police arrested the alleged lead­
ers of an Armenian society who were 
charged with plotting the establish­
ment of an independent Armenia. 
Nineteen of these men were convicted 
by a court-martial and hanged in 
front of the Ministry of War. Among 
them was a man who had been the 
cashier for a Turkish branch of the 
Singer Sewing Machine Company.

At the Armenia, ntown of Zeitiun- 
vof, of 20,000 inhabitants, the young 
Armenians refused to enlist in Tur­
key’s arjnies. A Turkish military 
force was sent against the city but 
300 of the Turks were killed. An 
overwhelming Turkish force was sent 
against the city, and when it fell the 
Turkish military officials carried out 
to the extreme degree their system of 
deportation and dispersion.

Twenty thousand Turks from 
Thrace were taken to Zeitoun and es­
tablished in houses that for genera­
tions belonged to the Armenians, 
while the former owners were scat­
tered to the extreme ends of the Em­
pire, one portion being sent to the 
sandy deserts at the head of the Per­
sian Gulf and the other to malarial 
marshes in the interior. Eye-witness­
es from the interior, coming to Con­
stantinople describe the processions 
of these ragged, miserable Armenians 
as they poured off to Zeitoun, herded 
by soldiers in groups ranging from- 
fifty to several, .hundred. Old men 
who could not maintain the pace were 
beaten by the soldiers until they died 
in their tracks. Children dropped out 
by the wayside to perish. Mothers, 
unable longer, to nourish their babies, 
dropped them in wells as they passed, 
preferring to end their sufferings.

IS PETjlOGRAD THREATENED!
LONDON, Aug. 11.

Discussing the possibility of an at­
tempt by the Germans to reach Pe- 
trograd in view of their activities in 
the Kovno and Dvinski regions, the 
correspondent of the Evening News, 
in the Russian capital, says: The 
success gained by the Russian fleet 
at Riga has reassured the capital, as 
no advance against Petrograd is like­
ly unless the Germans obtain com­
mand of the Baltic, giving the invad­
ers a line of communication by wa­
ter as well as by land. Kovno is 
about 400 miles southwest of Petro­
grad.

GERMANY ABLE TO DISPENSE 
WITH COTTON.

LONDON. Aug. 11.
The announcement that Germany 

is now able to dispense with cotton 
for the manufacture of military sup­
plies is made by the Frankfurter Zeit- 
ung, which asserts that the designa­
tion of cotton as contraband of war 
would not solve the Anglo-American 
difficulties. It adds that “in the pre­
sent condition of our technical situa­
tion no cotton whatever is longer us­
ed for war purposes.”

A PEACE MANIFESTO.
BERNE. Aug. 11.

A manifesto has been issued by a 
group of German professors and in­
tellectuals. enumerating their ideas 
of the only acceptable peace terms. 
These must insure free expansion of 
German culture, industries and com­
merce in Belgium, for military and 
commercial purposes, subject to Ger­
many. France must cede to Ger­
many all the territory north of a line 
from Belfort to the mouth of the Riv­
er Somme and pay a large indemnity. 
Russia must cede Poland and the 
greater part of the Baltic Provinces 
and other territory in lieu of indem­
nity, which she could not pay.

FIFTY RFPMAN Sî’BMA«INES DE­
STROYED SINCE THE WAR.

NEW YORK. Aug. 11.

AUSTRIAN SUBMARINE SUNK.
■ ROME, Aug. 11.

It is officially announced that tfie 
Austrian submarine U-12 has be.en 
torpedoed and sunk with all hands in 
the Upper Adriatic Sea by an Italian 
submarine.

LONDON BUDGET.
LONDON, Aug. 11.

While the Russians are fighting 
desperately to extricate themselves 
from the cordon of Austro-German 
troops which is steadily pressing 
them more closely in Poland, the Al­
lies are working feverishly and with 
considerable skill to-open the Dar­
danelles through which they hope to 
pour into Russia the much needed 
munitions of war. Since Saturday
night when fresh British forces were 
landed on the Gallipoli Peninsula 
there has been continuous fighting on 
the Krithia road. Operations of the 
Australians and New Zealanders in 
Anzac have co-operated with new 
forces to the north. Following the 
successes of the troops on the
Krithia roads and those north of An­
zac zone, the Australians and New 
Zealanders took the offensive yester­
day and succeeded in trebling the 
area formerly held by them. Their 
comrades to the north who assisted 
them, made no further progress, how­
ever. Simultaneously the French 
battleship St. Louis continued to
bombard the Turkish batteries on the 
Asiatic side of the straits which had 
been bombarding the allied position 
on the peninsula, and put a few of the 
guns out of commission. These ac­
tions’ are believed here to be prelim­
inary to a much more ambitious at­
tempt which has been planned by the 
Anglo-French commanders to sweep 
the Turks before them. The very
heavy losses, which already have 
been inflicted on the Turks, have had 
a discouraging effect upon the Otto­
man troops, according to reports 
from Greece.

On the eastern front Kovno is the 
danger point in the Russian lines. 
The armies of Grand Duke Nicholas 
have apparently arrested the German 
offensive against Riga and Dvinski, 
hut are being hard pressed on the 
Kovno front which the Germans at­
tacked with guns of all calibre, in­
cluding the famous 16 inch cannon 
which no fortress has hitherto been 
able to withstand.

On the western front little has hap­
pened beyond the usual artillery en­
gagements.

German submarines show renewed 
activity and during the last three 
days sunk eighteen vessels, ten of 
which were British trawlers .and four 
belonged to neutral countries.

Negotiations with the Balkan States 
in the effort to bring them into the 
war, continues, hut without any fur­
ther developments.

It is estimated since 
Aug. 4th sixty-five thousand Germans 
are killed or wounded.

MOVE- TO ASSIST TURKEY.
LONDON, To-Day.

A despatch from Rome says: A 
telegram from Switzerland and Salo­
nika state that the Germans have 
massed in Bosnia and Herzegovina 
300,000 men, and they will soon march 
against Serbia, hoping to crush the 
Serbians and open' the way across 
Greece to Salonika, thus relieving the 
Ottoman Empire. This projected move 
of Germany creates no astonishment 
here. It was forecasted by Italian 
military critics some weeks ago.

Dr. Inge, the Dean of St. Paul’s, 
writes in the Quarterly Review :

We believe in chivalry and fair 
play and kindliness—thèse things 
first and foremost; and we believe, if 
not exactly in democracy, yet in a 
government under which a man may 
think and speak the thing he wills. 
We do not believe in war, and we do 
not believe in bullying. We do not 
flatter ourselves that we are the su­
permen.

“But we are convinced that the 
ideas which we stand for, and which 
we have on the whole tried to carry 
out, are essential to the peaceful pro­
gress and happiness of humanity; 
and for these ideas we have drawn 
the sword. The great words of Abra­
ham Lincoln have been on the lips 
of many and in the hearts of all since 
the beginning of the great contest : 
‘With malice towards none; with 
charity for all; with firmness in the 
right as God gives us to see the right 
—let us strive on to finish the work, 
we are in.’ Patriotism thus spiritual­
ised and moralised is the true patriot­
ism.”

Gorizia Fighting Recalls 
Port Arthur Struggle.

Many Features of Japanese Method
of Investment are being Adopted by
the Italians, Whose Successes
Against, Great Odds W’jn Praises of
Military, Experts.
Home, Aug. 4.—One phase of the 

Italian campaign has come to an end.
A relative pause has ensued and, in 
order that its cause be not misunder­
stood, the Italian authorities have is­
sued a semi-official statement in ex­
planation.

This phase has been marked with 
success and, lias exalted Italian arms 
to a new position in the estimation of 
military experts in all countries.

The moment war was declared the 
Italian army swept forward to snatch 
the offensive from the Austrians, to 
whom it belonged by right of position.
There were three principal fronts 
from anyv>ne of which the Austrians 
might start their expected invasion of 
Italy.

The Italians promptly struck at all 
three—northward, at the funnel of 
the Adige valley, leading through the 1 
Trentri.no region into the Austrian 
Tyrol; to tlie northeast, at the passes 
of the Garnie Alps, and to the east, at 
the Isonzo river line. Obviously art 
invasion of Austria would not be at; 
tempted on all three fronts. , Military 
Clitics, therefore, exercised all .their 
ingenuity in the attempt to work out, 
by die light of pure reason, a forecast 
of the. Italian plan of campaign.

First, .they satisfied themselves thfit 
the attack was to be through the Ty­
rol, and the bustling activity pf tile 
operations against Roveret and Trent 
lent color to their argument. Then 
they found that important develop­
ments. had been going on in the Car* 
nic Alps, and they surmised, .that, .the 
Italians would try to. break through 
the roads of Tarvis, the Napoleonic 
route, for the invasion pf Austria.
They quite overlooked the third front, 
for they had early dismissed the idea 
of the Italians attempting to break 
through thé supposedly impregnable j 
barrier of mountains along the Ison­
zo valley.

Then the critics and the world in 
general woke up to find that the Ital­
ians, after establishing a strong pro­
tective barrier on the Trentino and 
Cadore fronts, actually had attempted 
the seemingly impossible, the carry­
ing of the Isonzo front by storm, and 
what is more, had succeeded in 
breaking the Austrian line of defence, 
had captured four of tlie important 
strongholds on that line, and, had set­
tled down to the siege of the pivotal 
point of the entire Austrian line of 
defence, the fortress of Gorizia. 
Spasmodic activity probably will be 
reported on the other fronts from 
time .to time, Jjut a vital objective now 
has been reached.

Gorizia is another Port Arthur and 
many features of the Japanese -me­
thod of, investment are being adopted 
for its capture. It; will involve a 
great sacrifice of men and material, 
but from a military ' point of view, the 
end, if , a^hieyed, will justify’.the sac- 
rifi.ee. .,TJye tall of, Pofit Arthur was 
the deciding factor In the war of a de­
cade ago in favor of the Japanese, 
and £0 will it, be with Gorizja in tills 
wpr. in the opinion ‘ ot the Italian 
military, experts.

Tire sçpij-official statement, intend­
ed, to, forestall.and obviate pppular 
impatience and alarm over the new 
phase on which the campaign is 
about t° epier, follows:

“As. the^e aye probably many who, 
bpipg; pt. a ijistance, aye npt accurate­
ly informed regarding the develop­
ment pf our operations, it may . be 
jygll.jp mpkè ( pertain fundamental 
points clggr.

everywhere, as seen in France and 
Poland, they are far more so here, 
where they are supported by. formid­
able natural positions.

"The first phage ,of our operations 
has been to break this continuous 
bulwark in front of us. For this 
purpose has served first of all our 
own line of fortifications, which, 
being constructed later than the Aus­
trian line, is superior to the latter 
and dominates it.

“In the second place there has been 
the action pf pur .mountain troops 
.combined with that of our mobile ar­
tillery pf medium and large calibre. 
When the history of this.war is..writ­
ten it will be seen what miraales have 
been performed apd what difficulties 
overcome in transporting this artil­
lery to within the range of j.he ene­
my’s line of defence.

“The action necessarily cannot be 
rapid, but it will go on, from day .to 
day with increasing volume, and the 
enemy's line of fortification, whether 
jpe.nngpnt or improvised, is destined 
surely, to be broken down.”

Tlie Giornale d’ltalia, of Rome, with 
the same purpose, publishes some in; 
teresting details on the character of 
the operations in the period now 
opening.

The difficulties of warfare along 
the armored line of the Isonzo are 
enormous, it says, for it substantial­
ly is siege work against a mountain 
wall which nature and mnn have 
rendered formidable beyond any arti­
ficial, fortress. In no other theatre of 
,the European conflict have such ob­
stacles been met. Neither Antwerp - 
nor the French fortresses, neither, the 
Vosges Mountains nor the Carpathi­
ans offer such strategic situations for 
resistance or so favor the defender 
against the assailant as does the "but­
tressed line of the Isonzo.

“Two battles," the Giornaje says, 
"have been.developed on the Isonzo; 
one on the lower river, between Gor­
izia and the sea, and the pthfer in the 
mountainous region between Gorizia 
and Caporetto. In the former, where 
.the ground is npt so difficult, the Ital­
ians advanced a mile or two, a wegk, 
while in Flanders It has taken 
months to advance a few hundred 
yards. , But the Italians have shown 
that theirs is a war pf human energy 
more than of mechanical, force, and 
this accounts for their surprising 
victories.

‘.’The Austrians, early retired behind 
their imposing line, convinced, .that it 
was unconquerable. Along thé lower 
course of the river they were estab­
lished on the left bank, while on its 
upper course they were entrenched 
on the right. We attacked the Aus­
trian \yall at several points. We 
smashed the links pf a chain . that 
sgemed unbreakable. To-day, of the 
enemy’s bases on the right hank 
£here remain but two, Podgora and 
,‘Sabptino,' part of the defences of Gor­
izia, and these are under siege, 
pounded by our artillery and gradu­
ally diminishing under our infantry 
attacks.” ,1 -

Japan Levels
jM-fteJiiwiya

Japan is said to be the leading fish­
ing nation, not in the actual value of 
Its fish products, for in that respect 
several other nations expel it; but in 
the number of persons who make 
,th,eir living by fishing, in .the propor­
tion of fishers to thé rest of .the. popu­
lation, In the relative importance of 
fisheries .In .the. domestic economy, In 
the Ingenuity and skill of the people 
in devising fishing apparatus; )n. pre­
paring fish find in the zeal shown by 
the Government, in prpmqtipg the. in­
terests pf t)ie "fishing population.

The islands comprising Japan 
stretch diagonally from .BOIjthpapt *o 
southwest, between two and three 
thousand miles, giving a grept range 
pf climate, and consequently of wat­
ers from almost tropical to almost 
arctic. The islands are for the most, 
part long and narrow and at h° part 
is the interior too far from the ^ea[,to 
allow pf the easy transpprtatjpn of 
fresh fish. Within a few miles of the 
coast in many places are deep parts 
of the Sea in which breed inexhaust­
ible supplies qf deep sea fish, while 
the bank and top feeding aorta swarm 
about' the shores in countless schools.

It is estimated that one person in 20 
in, the entire Empire is more or less 
pf a fisherman and fish appear in 
some, for.m on the table of every Jap­
anese family daily, if npt at every 
meal. The annual value of water 
products is in excess of 530,000,000. 
Half a million boats are engaged in. 
fishing, of which 18,000 are more than 
30 feet. Almost a million men are 
professional fishermen, and 1,400,000 
more give part of their time to fish­
ing and the rest to farming or other 
pursuits. Only about 200,000 men 
are, it appears, so employed in the 
United States.

A thousand species of fish have 
already been identified in Japanese 
waters, and almost every oaf of 
.them is edible. One of the common­
est, most wholesome and most sought 
after is the shark, which the western 
people have never learned to cat, but 
which a fishery expert of this Govern­
ment who has visited Japan pro­
nounces excellent. . Dogfish the; com­
mon member of the ÿhark family 
along the North Atlantic Coast, would 
never be permitted to go uncaught in 
Japan. Even thé octupus is a table 
delicacy there.

Muçh fish is eaten raw by the Ja­
panese, a fact that is said to be 
much, more easily understood by Am­
ericans after they, have tried raw mac­
kerel or other fish dipped .in .the de­
licious sauces the Japanese employ in 
this relation.

The prominence of. Japanese fisher­
ies is due Jo .the encouragement of 
the Government. Officials have been 
sent to .the United States as well as to 
Europe to study the methods in vo­
gue, and there is at Tokio an im­
perial fisheries institute, a school 
with which no other in the world can 
compare.—Washington Star.

Herne Defence Corps.f-ej*. ,* tc. « -» ■ * i *-. v
A meetips of the officers and ex 

officers of the City Brigades was held 
àt'.the C. t. ;B. Armuôry last night to 
discuss matters in connection with 
the formation and training of a corps 
for Hpme Defence. • The meeting was 
largely attefatied and was presided 
ovdr by Lt.-Col. R. G. Rendell, of the 
fc. L. B., who stated that the principal 
object of the meeting was to ascer­
tain how many men were available 
for assistance in the organization of 
such a force. He explained to thel 
Meeting that at the last meeting of"1 
the Patriotic ’ Association a sub-com­
mittee was appointed to deal with the 
question of home defencé, and that 
there recommendations which have 
been approved by the Reserve force 
Committed are now in the hands of 
the Executive to be confirmed. It has 
been suggested that a forçe of about 
250 be established and the men train­
ed .in manual, platoon, and marching 
éXercises,. particular attention to oe 
paid to thé training of marksmen. The 
members pf the Rifle Club have al­
ready offered to attend to the mus­
ketry instruction. "While the forma­
tion of this corps is principally for 
the protection of St. John’s, .members 
might enlist for service jf .needed m 
the outports or on Labrador, but .this 
would be optional. Tlie drill would 
be held at night and wopld occupy 
only very little of tlie time of those 
who might join. There 'would be no 
pay but the men would be" ready at 
any moment if an emergency arose.1 
.The age limit suggested is from .20 to. 
j6ti and the medical examination .would 
not be as strict as for foreign service. 
Some kit would be necessary but that 
matter will be decided upon later. The 
time of service , would.likely be for .the 
continuation of the war, the men of 
course, being given leave by the com­
manding officer on sufficient reason. 
The, body would meet at stated times 
for manoeuvres but would be entirely 
distinct from the Regiment, the only 
oath imposed being that a member 
will conform to the ordinary rules and 
be ready in case of an emergency. All 
the officers present at last night’s 
meeting offered to act as instructors 
for ,the new corps, and fuller duties 
as to .the rules governing enlistment, 
etc., will be published within a few 
days.

Men Who "CobWe”
Warships.

How Onr Naval Divers Go Down to 
Repair Our Damaged Fighting 
Ships.

Our .naval gunnqrs do mighty work, 
but we also require seamen able to 
walk the sea floor to keep the ship 
clean below the water-line, and to 
repair the accidents of battle. Each 
of our battleships carries eight train­
ed divers and each cruiser four; 
these men are giants physically, and 
get high pay. 4

Let the ship be rammed or badly 
holed in action below the water-lino, 
and the diver calls for his dressers, 
for he’s now the star actor _>f a drama 
which may turn into tragedy involv­
ing a thousand lives.

And he has need of dressers. Here 
are stockings and more stockings, 
thigh-high boots, and yet more after 
them! Here’s underclothing and 
more and more, with jerseys on top 
and sweaters over them. His lead- 
soled boots weigh forty pounds, and 
there’s a suit made of .rubber and 
leather, with great gauntlets and 
waterproof joints. Now come the 
corselet and shoulder-pads, all shin­
ing copper and steel —our knight of 
the sea keeps his esquires busy. Other 
attendants are getting out his air- 
plant, his pump and pipes and lines, 
which are made fast to a huge cop­
per helmet with plate-glass windows 

-a thing warranted to frighten the 
hungriest shark that ever vexed the 
worker in the depths.

Scrapes the Barnacles Off.
The dressing takes long to write, 

but it moves, as things do in our Navy, 
with astonishing speed. Here’s the 
portable telephone and the electric 
searchlight, and thus, completely 
equipped, the diver goes over to re­
port the damage.

Even in port the "cobbler” goes be­
low and scrapes the cruiser's bottom, 
a process which may add a couple of 
knots to her speed and make all the 
difference between safety and capture 
or destruction at the hands of an 
overwhelming force.

For this work scaffolds are rigged 
up and boats launched with a panoply 
of steel brushes and other gear which 
tears off the baracles and weeds that 
incrust the steel hull, perhaps thirty 
feet down in the green waters.

This is no work for the weakling 
or the tippler. The would-be diver 
must be a superb specimen; a clean 
and sober liver, for the pressure of 
water at great depths is fearfully try­
ing to heart, lungs, and stomach. 
Think of eighty pounds on every 
square inch of the body! From such 
a depth the man must be hauled up 
slowly so that his vital organs may 
adjust themselves to the relaxing 
pressure. Bleeding at the nose and 
ears occurs, and there are terrible 
risks from sharks and other monsters 
of the deep.

Where Divers are Trained.
Down at Portsmouth is the queerest 

“school” in the world where these 
warship “cobblers” are trained. It's 
a circular tank like a gas-holder in 
miniature, with an outside stairway 
leading to a gallery above. At a 
height of five feet or so is a range of 
plate glass windows through which 
the instructor can put the novice 
through his slow and ghostly paces.

He is taught to use hammer and 
chisel, to scrape a hull and recover 
lost anchor-chains. In six months the 
man is a skilled artisan under water, 
and then he's drafted to battleship or 
cruiser, where he’s a priviledged per­
son with special pay—a unique sort 
of “ship’s doctor,” called into con­
sultation when the steel monster is 
hit in a vital place, and none can 
say how long she has to live.
