How Much Longer.

“In November the Germans will
begin to squeal, and in seven months
the end will come.”

So says H. G. Wells, the famous
novelist and war prophet, and his view
is corrobarated by a military official,
who has stated that we shall be on
the Rhine by Christmas, and in Ber-
lin by May.

’bﬁhging Greece
Into Line.

We refer again - to the
Eastern situation because
it is ‘the most important
matter to which we could
possibly refer at this time.
History is in the making theré and its
making will be the matter of a few
short days or weeks, however long the
process of preparation or of accident
thiat has led up to it. At the moment |
of writing no new developments are
reported from either of the two battle-
fronts, in Roumania and Macedonia,

but indications are multiplying that

‘migke the time ripe for a thorough un-
derstanding with Greece. The demon-
stration of the Allies’ strength against
the formidable German-Bulgarian de-
fences is bound to make a deep im-
pression upon -doubting Greece and
win many more volunteers to their
flag. In any case, the Entente Powers
seem to have decided that the role of
Greece must be defined once and for
all. Something in ‘the nature of an
ultimatum has been handed to her
Government and the enemy plenipo-
tentiaries have beén given notice to
quit. The nature of .the measures to
be taken hereafter will depend upon
the nature of her reply. It looks like
the last chance for Greece to declare
kerself a united country and throw in
her lot wholé-heartedly with the Allies
1T she does not, she may look for dras-
tic treatment from them, and they
will welcome such of her subjects as
ay flock to their  standard, render
the Royalist. party entirely incapable
of harm, prevent civil strife and get
#n with the fighting. The time has
now come when Greecé must cease to
be a stumbling-block; if she is blind
to her manifest destiny, she must be
compelled towards it, suffering, it may
be, in the proceéss the just punishment
of her blindness.

With regard to the Roumanian
operations, it is now as plain as day
that the Germans are determined to
stop at nothing on their way to the
goal they have set themselves. We be-
licve they will be willing even to
abandon a large section of the Somme
front in order to obtain the troops
necessary completely to crush Rou-
mania. As a proof, we have merely to
regard the weighty reinforcements
sent lately to Orsova and its vicinage,
conjured apparently from the air,
where they have overcome the stubborn
resistanqe %our Ally and placed the
defending arthy in a most precarious
position. Now that they have got
through several of the passes and set
foot firmly upon the low levels, we ;
~ may be sure they will not relax their
utmost endeavours to deal blow after
blow until they have driven right to
Bucharest.

This the Allies know well and act
accordingly. In addition to the re-
sistance 'which Roumania herself and
the Russian reinforcements can op-
pose, two factors fight in her favor—
the oncoming winter and such serious
reverses as the Germanic Allies can
be compelled to suffer elsewhere,
which must be of sufficient importance
to command their immediate attention.
In respect of the former of these, Rou-

less time, As Falkenhayn’s troops
move through the passes, their lines
of communication and supply become
attenuated and more and more difficult
tc maintain, Wanting complete vic-
tory, these troops will be in danger of
having the passes behind them: block-
ed with snow and ice and made nearly
impassable.

Dear Mr. Editor,—Permit ‘me to say

a few words in praise of the recent |

action of our mercantile men in giving
a fifteen per cent. voluntary increase’
to the laborers’ wage. This action on
the part of the employers of labor will
‘have a far-reaching effect. ~ It will
‘tend to strengthen’ the ' good feeling
that has heretofore existed between:
employers and employee, and will
tend by mutual consideration to ward
off strikes and labor troubles. It is
the necessary bond that restores con-
fidence between the employer and his
helper. It is ‘explained that  this in-
crease is allowed to even up matters
and place the laboring man in a better
position té meet the heavy demand
upon his resources brought about by
the extra cost of the general neces-
saries of a household. 3

If the mercantile men can see and
remedy the disadvantages under which
their employees work, how . is ‘the
Government going to act with regard
to the Civil Service? In the face of
the above action by our mercantile
men, what are the Premier and his
Cabinet going to do for the Civil Ser-
vants? As it must be admitted that
the 'Civil’ Servant is the poorest paid:
man in this community to-day and not
only that, he is also the bitt of every
individual who imagines he has a,

‘grievance against the Government. If

enquiries were instituted it would be
found that in every factory, on the
railroad and in all the ~mercantile
concerns where large or small bodies
of men age employed thé wages have
increased to meet the situation creat-
ed by the increased cost of living.

This fact is acknowledged by the
Government having to increase the
annual grants for upkeep made to the
different Departments and Institu-
tions in order to meet the increased
demands of contractors ‘and  other
concerns who employ the patronage
of the Government, but when it comes
to the employees of the Civil Service,
they are entirely forgotten as not
worthy of consideration. Yet they are
supposed to pay their  bills, feed,
clothe and educate’ their families as
other people do at the same old rate.
They must give their time and perform
their duties satisfactorily or other-
wise upon the same salary as hereto-
fore.

I can give you instances of ‘some of-
ficials who are existing in a state of
semi-poverty, and who are trying to
keep their families on a salary of from
$300 to $600 per year, whose children
are growing up in ignorance -and
whose wives are compelled to remain
indoors on  Sundays for the want of
respectable clothing to attend their
respective -churches. The cause of
this is that their entire salary is
expended in purchasing food, clothing,
coal and paying house rent as far as
the meagre amount will go. Under
present circumstances it is a crying
shame, and a reflection on’the Govern-
ment to freat their employees in such
a cruel and. callous ‘way. Some of
these men are employed in the Police,
in our Hospitals, Penitentiry, Luna-
tic and Poor Asylums, in our Cus-
toms and other public institutions and
departments, and now, as I have made
some pungent facts known to the pow-
ers that be, I ask my hon. friend the
Premier and those associated with
him in the Cabinet to devote a few
hours’ consideration to the welfare
of our public officials and. toe the
mark in the same manner as the com-
mercial men have done for the
laborers.

History British Vicfory

Seyenty Machines ,Engaged-—s\lx Foes
Brought Down—Enremy Routed.

London, Nov. 13.—The, Daily News
correspondent at Berlin headquarters
giving the particulars ‘of the great
aerial battle on the morning of Nov-
ember 9. in which seventy aeroplanes
were engaged, says:

“It took place well over the German
lines in the direction ‘of Vaulxraucourt

We attacked
at once some of our machines flying
at a higher level than the enemy, and
they plunged headlong, joining in a
