Admiral Von Rauter, com-
mander of the surrendered German
fleet, says he issued the order to sink
the ships, the Daily Mail adds, and
did so because at the beginning of
the war the German Emperor direct-
ed that no German warships should

that he believed from newspaper re-
ports that the armistice had been
ended. The Mail quotes the Admir-
alty as denying that the German
crews were periodically changed, and
saying that the original crews re-
mained on board the vessels. There
were about 150 to 200 men on the
big ships, and from ten to twenty on
the destroyers. Therefore there were
nearly.

On November ‘71§t 1918, ten
days after the signing of the
armistice between the Allies
and Germany, the battle fleet
of the latter was formally sur-
rendered to Admiral Sir David
Beatty, in the waters of the
Firth of Forth, Scotland, the
German ships steaming under
Allied escort to their appointed
anchorage. As a courtesy to
the vanquished enemy, the
German units “were permitted
to fly their battle flags, until
they had been safely moored.
This accomplished, the now
famous order of Beatty was
handed the German Admiral
commanding:

“The German flag is to be
hauled down at 5.57 to-day
(sundown) and is not to be
hoisted again without per-
mission.”

Thus, was-practically finished
as a figchting machine the High
Seas Fleet of the German Em-
pire. Subsequently all the sur-
rendered ships were escorted
to Scapa Flow, the great Brit-
ish Naval base in the bleak
Orkney Islands, and there in-
terned, with German watch
crews on board, and British
seaplanes, aeroplanes and de-
stroyers doing guard duty in
air and on sea. where silent and
sullen, they have lain over six
months. ’

No thought of a breach of
faith occurred to the naval com-
manders of Britain. The ene-
my crews were on parole of
honor, and not a suggestion of
mischief on the part of the
watch crews occurred to the
British or in fact to any of the
Allies. Honorable themselves
they accepted the word of the
German as equally: honorable
and binding, and had no idea
that the Hun would prove faith-
less. Too much, perhaps, of
reliance was placed” upon the
enemy. There:  had previously
keen many evidences on land
and sea of German  bad faith,
dupiicity and tréachery. In
dipiomacy as in war they had
proven themselveg unworthy of
trust, but it speaks’ much for
the Allies that they reposed
confidence in them, and accept-
ed their sacred word of honor.
This confidence has been gross-
ly betrayed, but to the German
mind the sinking of the intern-
ed ships at Scapa is looked upon
as something honorable and
heroic. The German is no
stranger to violating all the
laws of decency ‘and honor:
neither is he a stranger to the
perpetration of acts of violence
which caused shudders to run
throughout the whole of civiliza-
tion. When war was declared
the first move of the kultured
naval officers of the Hohenzol-
lern was to destroy all the ships
of their merchant marine, in-

terned in foreign neutral and
belligerent ports; or if not to
destroy at least to render use-
less. Their lesson was well
taught and they promptly put
their teaching in practice. But
all that had gone before was
forgotten and the German word
of honor accepted. Now their
word of honor has been found
to mean no more than their
serap of paper. Both may be
deseribed as worthless, and the
unchanged and unchanging Hun
has given the world one-more
exhibition of Punic faith. Al-
ready excuses for their treach-
ery are being made. Admiral
Von Reuter, who deeply resent-
ed, and ©protested against,
Beatty’s order to haul down the
German flag, says that he issu-
ed instructions for the sinking
of the ships on Sunday, because
it was the order of the Kaiser
at the beginning of the war, in
1914, that no German warships
should fall into the hands of the
enemy. In that case why were
not the sinkings done before the
German fleet left Kiel on its
way to surrender and intern-
ment last November. What
would have been considered an
heroic action then, is looked
upon as base treachery now,
and no sympathy can be mani-
fested for the Germans who
lost their lives in an attempt
which can only be character-
ised as cowardly and dishonor-
able. That they succeeded in
putting the ships on the bottom
cannot be regarded as credit-
able, and will not have a tend-
ency to increase whatever little
respect might have been held
for the German sailors. Another
excuse offered by Admiral Von
Reuter is that he believed, from
newspaper reports, that the aze
mistice had been ended. #II
the pretexts are but further il-
lustrations of lack of honor and
are so palpably insincere as to
be contemptible. What effect
this last gallant deed and dar-
ing exploit (?) of the Hun will
have upon the Allies, with the
Peace Treaty so near accept-
ance by the German delegates,
will be shown within the next
few hours. The late enemy ob-
viously needs another spanking.
He may get it much more
quickly than he received the
last.

We Thought as Much.

And so Coaker’s “monster” meeting
in the Orange Hall at Bonavista—
for he called it a “monster” meeting in
his own account of his own speech—
turns out to have been an actual fail-
ure in point of numbers. There were,
on actual count, only 180 people pre-
sent, although the meeting had been
well advertised, and the Union strings
pulled for the, purpose of getting the
people together. This is a scale by
which the telegraphic accounts pub-
lished in the “Advocate” from day to
day may be measured. There were
no more than one-third of the number
of people present as reported by Coa-
ker. His future utterances and sen-
timents can be measured by this
scale.

Midsummer Day.

The 24th of June, being the sum-
mer solstice, and therefore one of the
high seasons of Sun Worship, has
been held in reverence for ages in
all the countries of Europe. The sol-
emnities began on the preceding night
the eve of St. John, the day itself in
later times being associated with St.
John the Baptist. . The three main
features of this festival, as celebrated
in Europe, are bonfires, a torchlight
procession around the fields and the
custom of rolling a blazing wheel
down hill—this last being supposed
to symbelize the sun. All three prac-
tices were suppored to exercise 2
quickening influence on crops, ani-
mals and even mankind.

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Bolshevism—a Disease.

(By SERGT. GUY EMPEY.)

The following extracts from “Treat
*em Rough,” published in' New York,
by Sergt. Guy Empey, makes inter-
esting reading, as showing an ex-
service man’s opinion and advice on
the problem of Bolshevism in the
States.

From New York’s east side came
the leaders of the unspeakable Bol-
shevist reign of terror in Russia.
Like a malignant cancer it has ravag-
ed and emaciated one of the great-
est powers. The Reds count Russia
as their first victim. Next in order
they plan to conquer Germany, then
the United States. Those breeders of
anarchy who did not go to Europe
are here now among us, engaged ac-
tively in seditious agitation.

Are we to allow this horde of
blood-mad maniacs, who respect nei-
ther God nor human life nor the
honor of women, to reproduce in Am-
erica the unutterable atrocities which
to-day maoke Russia worse than a
living hell?

Boys, we have just finished a big
job, but a greater onc looms up. An
enemy has developed in our midst.
It is Bolshevism. The Russians de-
fine it as “the rule of the prole-
tariat.” We Americans have the
right name for it—Anarchy.

It cannot be fought with the bay-
onet alone, because the bayonet is a

man’s weapon. Bolshevism is a dis-
ease, a poison, insidious propaganda.
To fight it successfully your rear !
must be protected, because Bolshe-:
vism uses the dagger of the assass-}
in, stabbing in the back. We cannot .
“fall in,” in company formation and
advance upon this enemy with bay-]
onets fixed. If we could it would be!
a comparatively easy and simple mat-
ter. It must be a fight of the indi-
vidual. There can be no generals
or captains in this campaign. Every-
ong must be private. You must
fight it with your own mind; the
“buck” cannot be passed to the other
fellow. If you leave it to him to do
the work it means' that you have be-
come a Bolshevist. Live up to the
fdeals of Americanism and Bolshe-
vism will be defeated.- If a person,
in your presence, should insult the
American flag, what would you do?
No doubt, for the benefit of the com-
munity, you would help dig his grave.

It is our duty to keep our colors'
clean.

But we can
prevent others entering the United
States by putting up the bars of
immigration until the problem is sol-
ved. Then, when we have rid our-
selves of this troublesome and dan-
gerous element, laws can be passed
which will be strict enough to insure
the entry of only those who will make
desirable citizens.

But, let us get back to the present
and squarely face the issue in hand.

What is a Bolshevist? Any person
who spreads discontent, incites to
riot, waves the red flag, or condemns
the principles of our Constitution, is
a Bolshevist.

The most dangercus propaganda
advanced by Bolshevists is that Bol-
shevism is working hand in hand
with the labor uniors. This is a bare-
faced lie, because in no way do the
labor unions endorse or support
Bolshevism: in fact, organized labor
is fighting Bolshevism. Organized
labor is not pitted against capital—
its object is to co-ordinate with cap-
ital so that the employer and the em-
ployee get a square deal. A mem-
ber of a labor union is a worker and
a producer; his efforts are for his
country and home.

LW.W. the Chief Exponents.

Do not confuse the Industrial Work-
ers of the World with organized la-
bor. Did you ever see an “ILW.W.”
who worked with anything but his
mouth and an occasional bomb? The
“ILW.W.” are the chief exponents of
Bolshevism.

Do not forget that while you were
fighting “Over There” or training
“Over Here” at thirty dollars per
month, these Bolshevists were fighting

jyou and were trying to undermine

yvour Government in order to impede
the prosecution of the war.

There are thousands of pro-Ger-
mans in the United States. Since the
Armistice was signed we have more
or less forgotten them; but, remem-
ber, their hearts are still the same—
they hate the United States and will
do everything in their power to injure
this country. They have joined the
ranks of the Bolshevists—it is their
opportunity.

The reconstruction period is a hard-
er nut to crack than the war itself.
During the war you gladly and cheer-
fully suffered hardships. Hardships
will have to be suffered now. Millions
of men cannot suddenly rush into em-
ployment. It takes time. Some will
have to wait longer than others for
that job. If you are one of the un-
lucky ones, show the stuff in you and
grin and bear it. It won’'t be for
long. Do not become a Bolshevist. If
. You feel like fighting go out and smash
a Red—it is a great sport knocking
them off soap-boxes.

Black Seeds of Discontent.

Bolshevists are not only those who
stand on soap-boxes waving red flags
and spreading sedition—that kind are
really not so dangerous because they
! work in the open and the Government
they can be
jailed or deported.
shevist who mixes with you, sympa-
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the guise of friendship, sows seeds of
discontent in your heart. He asks
you why your troubles should exist
and tells you that you are being un-
justly treated by your Government,
that capital is persecuting you—that
if the masses took the law in their
own hands every man would have an
equal share of the blessings of the
land. :

When everything seems black the
seeds of his propaganda will, unless
you use strong will-power, take root
in fertile soil.

There is only one way of handling
this disturber. Ask him' what he is
driving at. Find out his object. If
you are up against it financially, ask
him to lend you some money; test out
his sympathy——see if it is real. If
you are looking for work ask him if
he ¢éan give you a job, or direct you
where you can secure employment.
You will find by his evasive answers
that he is not there to help you; that
he is simply trying to make you more
discontented and unhappy. Then,
back him into a corner (there is no
danger in this—he won’'t fight—none
of them will), take him by the throat
with your left hand, haul back that
good Yankee fist of yours and preach
to him True Americanism. He will
squeal like a pig.. But don’t listen to
his squealing, just let him have it be-
tween the eyes.

An Enemy Within.

Because you have been unsuccess-
ful in looking for work do not think
that the American public has gone
back on you. Carefully review in
your mind the men who refused you,
the reasons they gave, and their gen-
eral attitude toward you. You may
have been unfortunate enough to have
run into Bolshevists or pro-Germans;
or, perhaps, these employers had their
full quota of workmen and you were
a little late in applying for the job.
Supposing you should apply for and
get a good job. Should the soldier,
sailor or marine who follows you and
applies for the same job and is turned
down because there is no vacancy,
condemn the employer as being un-
patriotic and against the fighting
man? Do not be too hasty in your
judgment. Reverse the situation. Put
yourself in the place of the employer.
He has his living to make and family
to uspport. You would not hire two
men when one is sufficient, would
you?

Were you ever out of a job before
you entered the service? If so, how
long did it take you to land another
+ good position? Were there not times
when you were really up against it?
Didn’t you often become disheartened?
Under those circumstances did you
curse your Government and your
country? You never loked at it in
that light, did you? Well, then, why
should you look at it in a different
light now? 1t is still your Govern-
ment and still your country. Right
now the United States needs your loy-
al support far more than it did in an-
tebellum days. Your country has just
passed through a great crisis; you
nobly supported it in its hour of peril.

No less singular are whole series
of Polish stamps, because they have
changed their nationality twice. Whon
the Germans invaded Poland they
scized the Polish stamps and Teuton-
ized them by printing an inscription
on their face. After the armistice the
tables were turned. Then authority
reverted to the Poles, who, by obliter-
ating the Germans surcharge, brought
the stamps back into practically their

original position.

But at least one series of Polish
stamps will perhaps have even greater
kistorical value. Produced at a time
when paper was precious, it is printed
on the back of German war maps, and,
from a philatelic point of view, is &
great curiostiy.

Moonshiners Fined.

A couple of weeks ago, following a
report that .the illicit distilling of
liquor was being conducted wholesale
in certain outports to the northward,
Inspector General Hutchings de-
spatched two constables to make en-
quiries, and in a short time they un-
earthed no less than ten stills which
were turning out a brand of moen-
shine that carried a kick in it suffi-
clent to upset the most accomplished
booze artist in the. business. The
plants, though very modest in design
and of recent construction, were cap-
able of putting a fairly large quan-
tity of booze on the market, in -fact
sufficient to supply the wants of the
settlements in which they were lo-
cated if run at full capacity. The
conduct of this business is neither in
keeping with the spirit nor letter of
the Prohibition Act, however, and the
constables -had the moonshiners ap-
pear before a local magistrate who.
imposed a fine of $100 each on the of-
fenders and ordered the stills de-
stroyed.
