Miss Hughes Receives
Warm Welcome

FROM PUPILS OF ST. BON'S.

This morning at 11.30, Miss Kather-
ine Hughes received a hearty ova-
tion from the boys of St. Bonaven-
ture’s College, who were assembled
in the Aula Maxima to meet her. The
platform was tastefully decorated
with trophies and plants, and as Miss
Hughes came on the stage she was
heartily applauded by the boys. The
Principal, in introducing her, men-
tioned tha® she had devoted the great-
er part of her life to the service of
Ireland. In speaking with the fa-
mous and inimitable Mr. G. K. Ches-
tertom in June, 1914, she asked him
if he thought that the old Gaelic civ-
ilization was returning to its origin-
al state. ““It is,” he said, “coming
back; coming back for the better-
ment of the present civilization of
Western Europe.” The old Brehon
Laws, which were abolished in the
reign of Edward III stand for a pur-
er democracy than any in the world,
and if the English Government did
not let this democracy run its own
course, they would forfeit the respect
of the world. There are twenty mil-
lion Irish, outside of Ireland, who
are united in act and deed to aid their
homeland. The Governments of the
British Dominions are co-partners
with the English Government, and if
those dominions make no protest,
they ‘are co-partners in the English
Government’s attitude towards Ire-
land. It is up to us to make a pro-
test and ro save the honor of the
Empire. The action in regard to Ire-
land is not by the English people, but
by the Government and other English
people scattered throughout the
world and in sympethy with their
friends in Ireland. Neither was any
religious confl'ct raised in Ireland by
Irishmen. It was the work of un-
principled men looking for power.

The Tragedy of
the West Coast.

The Advocate is very much
displeased with the series of ar-
ticles under the above heading,
and complains that the Burnt
Islands story has already been
published in the Daily News.
That is so, and likewise in the
Plaindealer as well, but the
facts have never been denied by
the organ of the Acting Pre-
mier, simply because they could
not be. Hence the distaste shown
to enlarged comment on that
now historic correspondence,
which proved such a bitter pill
for the Minister of Marine and
Fisheries. There is also some
correspondence from the people
of Rose Blanche to Mr. Coaker
—there now if we haven’t men-
tioned his name after being or-
dered not to do so—vide Advo-
cate, which would be equally as
interesting reading as that
from Burnt Islands, if it were
published by the recipient. But
that would never do, for it
would be a give-away, undesir-
able, as well as exposing the
iniquity of the Fish Regula-
tions in their effect upon the
people of the West Coast. This
correspondence is wholly cor-
roborative of conditions as ex-
pressed
communications, and was the
outcome of a meeting held at
Rose Blanche and presided over
by the Magistrate from Chan-
nel who was ordered to the for-
mer place for the specific pur-
pose of enquiring into the con-
dition of the people as reported
by Government officials and cer-
tain parties interested in the
trade and commerce of the
town. The general opinion of
that meeting was that the Fish
Regulations had interfered with
the industry of the people and
had produced a most alarming
state of affairs which needed
and demanded immediate ad-
justment. Yet there has been
no amelioration and nothing
whatever has been done to help
the population.,

Rose Blanche was ever a
.thriving fishing town. During
the winter months it was the
headquarters of the Western
Shore banking fleet, and the
codliver oil industry was car-
ried on to a greater extent than
at any other place of equal size
in the district. The fishing ves-
sels sold their livers to the re-
finers and thus the manufacture
of codliver oil gave a great im-
petus to the general prosperity.
Then the number of fishing
boats operating out of the port
were legion, and as day succeed-
ed day there was no let-up in the
work of catching and curing the
voyage. Gloucester firms had
agents on the spot who either
purchased fish from the knife or
-out of salt bulk, all of which
-brought wealth to the men who

of their cateh, either fresh, salt
bulk or dry. The firm of Har-
vey & Co, Ltd., had been doing
an extensive business there for
years, and every advantage was
given the fishermen to improve
their condition. Other local
firms of many years standing’
were also backing up this St.'
John’s concern and helping in
encouragement to the toilers.

Their motto ob-
viously is, “The public be damned,” the
"favorite one of a late American mil-
lionaire monopolist and profiteer.

The question naturally arises, what
is the use of trying to concliate=men
who will not be conciliated except by
the concession of their utmost de-
mands; what is the good of making
agreements with organizations which
will not fulfil them for more than a
few months, or even enter into them
for a much longer period than that?

When the mine owners make coun-
tracts they stand by them to he let-
ter. They can be compelled to do so
because they are either individuals or
legal corporations who can be sued in
courts of law, and who have property
to respond to judgments. The miners’
Unions, like other Unions, refuse to
accept incorporation. Incorporation
would make them responsible under
the law.

We have always been in closest
sympathy with every legitimate aim !
and aspiration of honest workmen—
workmen willing to give a fair day's
work for a fair day’s pay, and at lib-
erty to ask the best possible day's pay
—but this constant, artificial “unrest.”
this incessant refusal to abide by arbi-
tration, this total disregard of all but
their own, immediate, selfish interests,
is becoming extremely trying to pub-
lic patience. That patience, we be-
lieve, is now almost at an end. Should
it break entirely, it is not difficult to
foresee who would be the worst suf-
ferers. {

We are on the verge of general
“hard times,” it may be of an unpre-
cedented charaeter and duration. Un-
employment may be very “abundant.”
It can only be lessened by universal
diligence, moderation and ' co-opera-
tion. For miners, or any other set of
men, to go on thinking and acting as
if the wild financial and industrial
orgy of the last six years could or,
would continue much longer, is surely
the height of blind folly.—Morning
Chronicle. ’

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ANOTHER LOB.D FRENCH RUMOUR.

LONDON, Sept. 13th, 1920,

Though Viscount French has not yet
given any formal indication of his de-
sire to retire from his appointment as
Lord Lieutenant of Ireland, there are
good reasons to believe that this will
not be very much longer delayed, and
it is improbable that he will return to
Dublin from his present leave in Eng-
land. For some time past reports of
disagreement on policy between the
Lord Lieutenant and the Chief Secre-
tary have been current, and these are
believed to be very well founded. It
will be very difficult to select a suc-
cessor to Lord French, and several
names are being mentioned, including
those of two Irish Peers. It is prac-
tically certain that, whoever does ul-
timately succeed Lord French at Dub-
lin Castle will not be a soldier. No an-
nouncement is likely to be made until
the Prime Minister has discussed the
matter with his colleagues in the Cabi-

net.

THE BRITISH WAR MEDAL.

A beginning, I understand, has now
been made with the distribution of the
British War Medal, but it will, of
course, be a long time before all who
are entitled to it can be supplied. It
was decided about a month ago that a
sufficient supply was now in hand o
justify a start being made with their
disposal. In the case of officers the
medals will be sent from the War Of-
fice, and those for ex-soldiers will be
dealt with by the record offices. The
system followed in regard to the dis-
tribution of the ribbon, under which
application could be made by special
postcards obtainable at post offices,
is not being adopted in the meantime,
and no action on the part of the in-
dividual entitled to the award is re-
quired. As the batches of medals are
prepared they are being forwarded to
the appropriate record offices, and
will be sent by registered post to the
addresses of which they have a re-
cord. Where addresses are discovered
to be out of date something like the
postcard system may have to be adopt-
ed in order to get rid of accumulated
supplies.

WOODEN HATS FOR MEN.

Wood already plays an important
part in dress. From it are producsd
large quantities of artificial silk, which
is made up into smart blouses, jum-
pers, scarves, and neckties in many
beautiful hues, while a goodly pro-
portion of women’s openwork stock-
ings are made from the same material.
The latest use found for wood is in
the manufacture of “straw” hats for
men. The new hats, samples of which
have been submitted to the trade in
preparation for the next summer sea-
son, bear a very close resemblance
indeed to the ordinary “boater” made
from rustic plait. The wood is cut in-
to strips and plaited in the same way
as the straw hat, and it is also sub-
jected to a bleaching process. It lacks,
however, the sheen of the bleached
straw, and when made up the hat pre-
sents a somewhat dullish white ap-
pearance. Probably the exceptionally

high prices ruling for the rustic plait,

which is obtained from Japan, have
prompwd the invention of the wooden
"bonter " The néew hat is rather
heavier, but a trifie cheaper, than the
straw, and it is thought that it will be
more susceptible to dust. No doubt the
manufacturer has taken steps to pre-
vent the wood warping if the hat is
exposed to heavy raiu.

PRESS AID IN CRIME DETECTION.

The prompt way in which the police
authorities have called in the press to
assist them in unravelling the mystary
of the murder of a young girl on the
seashore at Eastbourne may be hoped
to have a fully satisfactory result.
Such an appeal for assistance is very
far from a novelty, though for a long
period the custom, luckily for the per-
petrators of crime, died into disuse.
It was first made by Sir John Fielding,
the great “blind magistrate of Bow
Street,” the brother of the more illus-
trious Henry -Fielding, of “Tom
Jones” fame; and in the very earli-
est years of George III. an appeal was
issued from Bow Street Police Court
to the leading London daily journal of
the time to give a full account of
“wanted” criminals and hidden crimes,
because it was felt that no other
course would so well serve the cause
of justice. One other feature of the
Eastbourne case which has aroused
general commendation has been the
immediate application of the local
police to Scotland Yard (London’s
headquarters of the detective force of
the country) for expert detective as-
sistance. This is a course which ought
to be taken as a matter of rule, but
the more backward police organisa-
tions in various parts of the country
either do not adopt it at all, or in-
voke the aid of Scotland Yard when
it is too late to be of use.

RAILWAYS AND OIL FUEL.

Engineering experts showed a great
interest the other day in the oil fuel
experiment which is being undertaken
by the London and North-Western
Railway. After a secret trial of two or
three months, an official demonstration
was given last week, when engineers
from other railways, officials of the
Transport Ministry, and representa-
tives of other ~Government Depart-
ments made the journey in the oil-
driven express from Euston, London,
to Birmingham. Although other en-
gines are in use which have a com-
bination of oil and coal, the import-
ance of the event is derived from the
fact that by the adoption of the
“scarab” system the engine uses vil
alone. According to the railway com-
pany, the test has exceeded their ex-
pectations, and the best ‘results have
been obtained. Whereas the same type
of locomotive fired with coal consumes
about 70 pounds per mile, fired with
oil it only consumes 30 pounds, or 700
pounds of oil instead of a ton of coal.
Apart from other advantages derived
from oil firing in the matter of stak-
ing, fuel transport, absence of ashes
and dirt, and clean boiler tubes, the
system requires no structural altera-
tions to locomotive furnances, and on-
ly a matter of four days to convert an
engine from coal to oil fuel. Together

LONDON CLUBS RETURNING HOME

A number of workmen are to be seen
in and out of the palatial premises of
the Nationai Liberal Club in White-
hall Place, overlooking the Embank-
ment Gardens, which, having been
cleared of the War Office staff tem-
porarily located there, is now being
made ready to receive its members
once again after their four years’ stay
in what used to be the Westminster
Palace Hotel in Victoria Street. During
the autumn of 1916 the Government
seized the Hotel Metropole, the Hotsl
Victoria, the Grand Hotel, the Nation-
al Liberal Club, and the Constitutional
Club, all within gunshot of the War
Office, as well as the Adelphi, the
Salisbury, and De Keyser's Hotels
within half a mile. All those who hal
clubs of flats in the War Secretary's
ambit then began to grow afraid. Their
fear was partially removed by a sud-
den swoop towards the north and the
Ministerial capture of the Great Cen-
