“Grand, what have you shot.” There 
being no answer, on coming to the spot 
they were horrified to find the poor boy 
shot through the head. It is thought he 
must have stumbled over a log', causing 
the gun to go off. Much sympathy is felt 
for the bereaved parents.

Suspected Murder.—A Jew named A. 
Morrell was arrested in Toronto on Satur­
day, on suspicion of having caused the 
death of a young woman named Moss. 
She had lived in Toronto, but went with 
her family to Chicago. While in Chica­
go, Rebecca Moss finding that if she re­
mained longer with her friends her con­
dition would be discovered, and an expose 
would result, left them and came to To­
ronto, where from what has transpired 
she appears to have met Morrell ; the lat­
ter took her away to Hamilton where her 
accouchment took place. She stopped 
there with him about four months, they 
living together under the name of Mr. 
and Mrs. Alexander. In due course the 
child was born, and the mother was pro­
nounced by her medical attendants to be 
doing well, and iQ a fair way for a speedy 
recovery ; the so called Alexander was 
rather assiduous in his attendance upon 
her, administering milk to her whenever 
she complained of thirst. Strange to say 
the milk always seemed to.induce cramps 
and vomiting, and finally she died. The 
matter is now under investigation.

Hon. McKellar came forward and was 

received with loud cheers. He said he 
came here to-day to vindicate the Govern­
ment of which he was a member against 
the charges made against them. The 
first charge was that they had opposed 
the subsidy to railways ; next, that after 
they went into power they violated the 
principle they had been contending for 
by increasing the subsidy, and, thirdly, 
that they had not done justice to this 
constituency in the matter of the subsidy. 
He asked them to look at the resolution 
Mr. Blake proposed, and they would not 
find a syallable opposed to the principle 
of granting aid to railways. They were 
opposed to giving a million and a half to 
the Government to dispose of as they 
thought proper. When they came into 
power they found that the late Govern­
ment had promised aid to so many, rail­
ways that it required 11,900,000 to carry 
out their promises. They did not exer­
cise the power the late Government, had 
taken, but they got the law altered and 
brought down every resolution so that 
every man in the House had a voice in 
the matter and voted for or against the re­
solutions. They said that every represen­
tative of a constituency had a right to re­
cord his vote before a dollar was paid out 
of the exchequer. (Hear, hear.) The 
late Administration took the opposite 
view ; so they went to the country and 
returned to Parliament with an over­
whelming majority against the Govern­
ment. They found it necessary to take 
$400,000 more to carry out the promises 
of the late Government. That sum 
would have to be voted by the House; 
and before a dollar of it could be given 
to a railway, every member of the House 
must vote upon it. (Cheers.) They had 
also taken $100000 a year more for 20 years 
to be paid out when it was required. 
That* was better than taking the sum in 
a lump ; and it was absolutely necessary 
to provide for railways to be hereafter 
built to the new settlements. This was 
one of the best investments which could 
be made. The forests in those districts 
must be destroyed unless facilities were 
given for carrying the timber to markets. 
Every stick of timber was as good as gold 
to the settler. Instead of letting men go 
back into the Muskoka district, and 
bum their timber, they were endeavoring 
to give them facilities to send their timber 
to the older countries where it was 
wanted, and to get the money in exchange. 
They would not lose a cent by it, because 
they were getting every year two or three 
times more from timber dues in that 
country than they were called upon to 
give to the railways. Sandfield Mac:

The English cricketers will arrive in 
Montreal on the 20th of August, where 
they will remain until the 24th.

Burton, late member for East Durham in 
the House of Commons. His death was 
not altogether unexpected, as he has been 
ailing for some time, though he seemed 
recently to have rallied a little.

The crew 
barely escaped with their lives.

dispose of $30,000,000, and 50,000,000 
acres of land. In reference to the railway 
bonus he thought he should convict their 
member Mr. Drew, of the grossest 
dereliction of duty towards them in that 
matter. (Hear, hear.) When a bonus 
was granted by a township or by a county 
the county or township and the railway 
company entered into an agreement in 
which the municipality bound themselves 
to give so much money, and the company 
bound themselves to build a railway and 
put stations at certain points. (Hear, 
hear.) Neither the Government nor the 
courts of law, nor any other tribunal 
under the canopy of Heaven, could dis­
turb that agreement, but the men who 
contracted it. They had been told that 
Mr. Blake being in the House had been 
instrumental in relieving the County of 
Bruce from the payment of a lot of 
money. It was not so, but the County of 
Bruce was wide enough awake and did 
their duty,—did what Mr. Drew ought to 
have done—they went to the Railway 
Company and said, •' we have given you 
more money than we would have given 
if we had known that the Government 
were going to give you any money.” The 
Company admitted the claim and made a 
new agreement authorizing the Govern­
ment to pay half the bonus to the county 
instead of to the Company. (Hear, 
hear.) The County of Bruce came down 
and placed the agreement in the hands 
of the Government and that was their 
authority for withholding $1,000 a mile 
from the Railway Company. Why did 
not Mr. Drew, a lawyer, who knew all 
this, get the municipalities in Wellington 
to do as Bruce had done? . (Hear, hear.) 
Mr. McKim was a plain honest farmer, 
like himself, (Mr. McKellar,) and did not 
know much about law: but Mr. Drew 
ought as a lawyer, as their representative 
to have seen that they got the Railway 
Company td agree to this and the Gov­
ernment would have retained the $1,000 
a mile for them cheerfully ; but without 
that agreement they had no more right 
to retain the money than to deal with any 
private transaction. This was a matter of 
considerable interest to them. They had 
contended not that the money for Rail­
ways should not be voted, but that it 
should not be paid over before a scheme 
was proposed to distribute the surplus 
among the older counties and to settle 
the Municipal Loan Fund. The late 
Government would not give the old 
counties a farthing. When the new Gov­
ernment came into power they got an 
extra veto of $400,000 but the money 
was not paid out, and would not be until 
next winter, and before one shilling was 
paid out they would come down with a 
proposal to divide the money among the 
older counties. (Cheers). They had 
$4,640,000 still in the treasury—ample 
means to do what they had promised. 
Whatever they had advocated and promis­
ed in opposition they would advocate and 
do on the Ministerial benches. (Loud 
cheers.) Dr. Maudsley had evidently 
committed to memory the speech of Sir 
John A. Macdonald at Peterboro’ and 
had told them that he had a son appoint­
ed to a registry office. He regretted 
that Sir John A. Macdonald should have 
uttered this statement, and that it should 
have been repeated there because he (Mr 
McKellar)had the letter of JohnSandfield 
Macdonald, who was now in the dust, 
stating that he (Mr. McKellar) had never 
asked lor the office, but had given the 
names of two or three of his friends for 
the position ; and without his knowledge 
ur consent Sandfield Macdonald's Gov­
ernment, owing as be was pleased to 
term it. to his great service in the Grit 
ciuse, thought he was himself entitled to 
the office. That letter had been publish- 
ed throughout the length and breadth of

to attribute this statement to ignorance 
or wilful misrepresentation on the part 
of these gentlemen. Ho had been in 
public life sixteen y ears, and he ehalleng- • 
ed any man to say he had ever asked any­
thing for himself, his family, or any of 
his relations during the whole of that 
period. (Cheers). He felt proud that 
that was the only charge his opponents 
could bring against him. Let them turn 
over the journals of the House and place 
their hands, if they could, on a «inglu 
vote of his that would not be approved 
by the electors of Ontario. (Cheers) The 
office his son got was vacant, and had to ■ 
be filled by some one. If his son was 
qualified, why should they raise the row 
against it ? On the other side what did 
they find ? Mr. Lauder had a brother, 
and an office had to^be made for him in 
Durham ; but they heard no complaint 
about that. Again that supporter of the 
Government, Mr. Blackburn, must get an r 
office, and not only were offices filled,but 
offices were created for political friends 
of the Government. No office was created 
for his son, neither did he ask for one. 
Then they came to Mr. Alexander Mac­
kenzie. They did not attack his political 
standing or any measure he had propos­
ed, as against the the interests of the 
country, but they pointed to hie brother, 
who got an office which was vacant be­
cause he supported the Government, ;but 
what was the fact. His predecessor got 
$1,400 a year in that office, and Mr. Mac­
kenzie was the man who succeeded in re-* 
(lucing the emoluments for his brother to 
$1,000 a year. (Cheers). Not a word 
was told them about that. With regard 
to the Proton outrage, he had for a num­
ber of years been advocating the settle­
ment of the arrears on lands throughout 
the country. He advocated that they 
should be revalued, and that some esti­
mate should be come to, so as to close up 
the accounts because many of the lands 
were sold at too high a figure and the 
people were not able to pay for them ; 
and it was far better for the Government 
even to give the lands for nothing than 
to let the settlers leave the country. 
(Cheers.) During the last session of the 
last Parliament valuators were appointed,
Mr. Lewis among them. He recounted 
the particulars of his meeting Mr. Lewis 
at Toronto, and his telling him then 
what the policy of the Government Was 
in regard to the reduction of the price of 
lands, that their policy was precisely the 
same as they had been advocating for 
four years on the other aide of the House. 
(Hear, hear.) He gave him no books 
and no instructions, and was, in fact, re* 
peating the Proton outrage to-day, in 
telling them the Government were now 
actively at work, in this very matter, for 
Mr. Lewis was not in the Government 
employ at thé time he met him. (Cheers). 
While on the subject he would call their 
attention to an outrage on the other side.
He referred to the case of Mr. Nichol, a 
little, scaly, ricketty Scotchman, (laugh- 
ter) who had been appointed immigration 
agent in Scotland by the Dominion Gov­
ernment, and while in their pay went up 
and canvassed in Grey for Mr. Lauder, 
who had stated before that he had re­
ceived a telegram and letter from Mr. 
Carling saying that he had started. He 
also translated a pamphlet in Gaelic, 
published by him (Mr. McKellar) ,and did 
it at the expense of the Dominion Gov­
ernment. (Cheers.)

Mr. McKellar was proceeding when he 
was interrupted by Dr. Maudsley with 
the cry of “ time’s up.” It had been ar­
ranged that Messrs. Higinbotham and 
Drew should each have an hour. Mr. 
McKellar had now been half an hour on 
his feet, but at least ^0 minutes of this 
time had been taken up by interruptions 
of Mr. Drew and his friendDr. Maudsley. 
They had both been wincing under the 
lash of Mr. McKellar’s sarcasm,and both 
now endeavoured to prevent that gen­
tleman from saying more. The great 
majority of the audience expressed a wish 
to hear Mr. McKellar, but Dr. Maudsly 
came to the front of the hustings,and on 
each attempt of the Minister of Agricul­
ture to open his lips, raised his hand 
and incited his disorderly friends to 
create a disturbance,which they did with 
alacrity. At last the returning officer 
obtained a hearing, and said that he 
had decided to allow the time taken up 
by interruptions, so that they would gain 
nothing by their disturbance. Mr. Me- 
Kellar was entitled to ten minutes more.

Mr. McKellar said he would not keep 
them five minutes, and concluded by 
appealing to them to support Colonel 
Higinbotham. His remarks were greet­
ed with loud and continued cheers.

Dr. Maudsley again addressed the elec­
tors, and tried his hand at some coarse 
and clumsy jokes to illustrate his person­
al attacks on Mr. McKellar.

Mr. Chadwick spoke for a short time in 
favor of Mr. Drew.

Mr. Clarke made a short and vigorous - 
speech. He contended that the looal 
Government had faithfully and honestly 
done their duty to the country, and that 
the same gentlemen would do their duty 
when they took charge of the Dominion 
Government, as he believed they would 
before long. (Hear, hear.) He pointed 
out that the local Ministry had not had 
the time at their disposal in the last ses­
sion to deal v ith the distribution of the 
surplus. They could not expect them to 
do in one month what Sandfield Macdon­
ald’s Government could not do in four 
years. (Cheers.) But he could* assure 
them that as soon as practicable they 
would deal with this question, and that 
full justice would be done not only to the 
municipalities in this county, but to other 
municipalities in the province. (Hear, 
hear.) Mr. Drew tried to make a little 
capital out of this subject, but L « had 
been ably and effectually met by Mr. Mo- 
Kellar. He continued to harp on this 
matter, but he took good care to say no­
thing about his voting to give $106,000 a 
year for ever to British Columbia with its 
10,000 inhabitants for the u»e ot their 
land for the building of a railway almost 
to their advantage. He had also neglect­
ed to explain the manner in which he had 
treated the people of Wellington in the 
mattqr'of the redistribution of seats, an 
arrangement which- was made solely to 
benefit himself, without the slightest re­
gard to the wishes or convenience of the 
electors.

Mr. Fraser spoke strongly in favor of 
Mr. Drew, and attacked Mr. McKim’e 
conduct in the Local House.

Mr. McKim made a short but vigorous 
speech, which was received with great 
applause. He said he never broke any 
pledge he made to the people of North 
Wellington. At the last election he got 
a majority of 700. and he hoped to see 
Col. Higinbotham at the forthcoming 
one get 1,000. (Cheers.) In a strain of 
withering sarcasm he showed up Mr,. 
Drew, who like a great big dummy as he

the beginning of last chapter we 
J*d our readers over a gap of fifteen 
ithB. but this chapter begins on the 

_ _jr side of a far wider gulf of time, 
comprising no less than a period of 

p eighteen nears. Let the imagination, 
therefore.be exercised a few moments 
till the mind reaches an understanding 
which such a long period must have 
effected. It is more than the half of a 
generation, and during its course the 
middle-aged have become old, the young 
have become middle-aged and children 
have grown up to be young people of 
twenty or more.

Oui readers have a right to expect that 
they will not have to pass over a gap 
of such wide dimensions without a bridge 
of some sort to connect the two sides—a 
bridge which shall indicate the changes 

-*hd the events which these eighteen 
years must unquestionably have brought 
about. This expectation we guarantee 
shall not be disappointed ; but we beg 
leave to supply the “bridge” at our own 
time and in our own way. What we at 
present ask of our readers is to bear in 
mind that such a gap has been created. 
And now we are free to continue the 
story.

At an open window in an upper flat 
in St. James’ Square Edinbugh sat ayoung 
girl, bright eyed and beautiful. She was 
lovely far beyond mere outward comeliness 
Figure and features, complexion and 
contour, were indeed attractive in no or­
dinary degree. The rich masses of glossy 
brown hair which she had cast back 
from her high, fair forehead, till it fell in 
luxuriance on her shoulders,and which at 
the moment, was touched into a golden 
hue by the slanting rays of the sun, which 
streamed in where she sat, served as a 
setting background for as bonny a face as 
a young Scotch maiden need care to pos­
sess.
